DISCUSSED IN COMMITTEE.

MERRIAM PARK CITIZENS
MAND A CONTINUOUS LINE
FROM THIS CITY.

THE USE OF SUMMIT AVENUE

Opposed by Those Whose Property
Would Be Injured by the
Improvement.

!

An audience of half a hundred per-
sons, three-fourths of those present
being from the Midway district, met
with the aldermanic committee on
sireets at the council chamber yester-
day afternoon. The seven members
of the committee and a number
of the members of the assembly
listened to the discussion, which
was on the ordinance of Ald.
Shepard, relative to the changing*of
the cable to an electric line and to run-
ning of the cars on Third street and
Summit avenue. Ald. Shepard said the
ordinance econtempiated the running
of a continuous line from Broadway to
Merriam Park. As to the ob-
jection to running on Third
street and Summit avenue on
account of the grade on the streets,
Mr. Shepard said electric lines were
run in Stillwater on a grade of 9.85 per
cent. At Tacoma there were two hills
each one-half a mile, on which the
grade was over 10 per cent. At Sioux
City one grade on which electric cars
were operated was 12 per cent. As (o
turning at the end of Summit avenue
the ground at that point was level.
By carrying the line to the west side of
Summit avenue the objection of
injury to the driveway on the avenue
was done away with. By doing this
a clear driveway of forty feet can be
given ou‘ts;ide of the car tracks. Robert
street and Seventh street have only
a forty-foot driveway, and there were
cther business streets that wehe just
as narrow.

S. L. Howell said the Midway district
was well represented and greatly in-
terested in the ordinance., The street
railway company agreed to build a
cable line provided the citizens would
raise a bonus of $100,000, and construct
a sewer to Faiview avcnue. Not a resi-
dent was able to use the sewer as it
has no outlet. The taxpayers also spent
£80,000 for a bridge over the Milwaukee
tracks. The company agreed to run
the line for five years, but violated the
contract, trusting that there would be
no concerted action, which turned out
as anticipated. Cars were run from
fifteen to thirty minutes apart and the
residents have been promised for the
bast four years that as soon as a
device could be secured on the line
the matter of tranportation would be
properly attended to. The city council
had the power to make the railway
company make the change and give
the Midway residents proper facilities.

The popular demand was for the
change. He had a petition signed by
800 persons, not all residents of the
Midway district, but including a cou-
ple of hundred patrons of the line liv-
ing in the hill district asking for the
change. As to the practicability of
the proposed plan, he said there was no
question about it. All citizens were
opposed to running on Summit avenue
and spoiling that handsome street. But
if the public interest demanded that
the cars run over one block of the
street it should be allowed. The plac-
ing of the line on the avenue would
still leave a driveway of forty feet
available, which was about the same
as other streets in the city. The peo-
ple in the midway district were not
particular as to what route be taken,
but they wanted through service from
the city to Merriam Park. The grades
on which cars were operated in Still-
water, Sioux City, Lawrence, Mass.;
Haverhill, Mass.; Tacoma, Seattle were
much gteeper than the proposed grade
on Third street and Summit avenue.

Ancther objection was that the turn
on Third street from Summit avenue
was such that in case a car became
disabled or got out of the control of
the motorman there would be a bad
accident. There was no danger except
such as might happen on a perfectly
level track and not near the danger
t}]ere was on the present Selby avenue
hill route now used.

The Merriam Park people were loyal
to. St. Paul, but, unless the council
took some interest in their means of
transportation, they would have to go
to some place where they could get
better treatment. They had elected
an alderman, Mr. Shepard, on the dis-
tinct understanding that the street
railway company would be forced to
carry out the plan of a continuous
line to Merriam Park.

_]‘ W. M. Cutcheon, representing the
Kittson property, now in the hands of
the Title Insurance and Trust Com-
pany of New York, said the tracks on
Summit avenue, as proposed, were on
the west side of that avenue, The
propeosition was to take a part of the
west boulevard and directly against the
boulevard. The proposed line shut off
all means of reaching this property and
would spoil the frontage of the same,
He admitted the inconvenience to the
midway district people, but it was not
just to destroy the value of the prop-
erty he represented. It was not possi-
ble to do it legally, and if attempted in
this case an appeal would be taken to
the court. If attempted it would re-

-sult in a long litigation, which would

involve the street railway com s
the city and property owne¥s. -

A forty-feot roadway was not ade-
quate for Summit avenue. It was not
a question solely of the convenience of
the residents, but Summit avenue was
the artery by which all the driving
from and to the hill was done. With
cars every two or three minutes it
would not be convenient to citizens or
to property owners such as he repre-
sented.

He suggested that the line
Third street and on Summit place to
Nelson avenue. Another route that
had been proposed was on Fort, Tenth,
Rice, Summit and Nelson avenue. This
is the one told about in the Globe
vesterday. He saw no reason why the
street car company should not be re-
quired to operate another line to the
midway district, and thought it might
be advisable to let the cable line alone
and run another line out Rondo or Igle-
hart street to Merriam Park.

Mr. Shepard sald it was not neces-
sary that the tracks be placed on the
west side of Summit avenue. He
simply had this plan sketched out to do
away with the objection that the street
would not be wide enough to drive on.

C. D. O’'Brien suggested the condemn-
ing of a twenty-foot strip of the Kitt-
son property.

D. M. Robbins said it was practicable
to have a device which would take the
cars up the Selby hill and down with
absolute safety. This could be done at
very little expense with an endless
chain. He had never heard about
the street railway advertising for a de-
vice, in fact it had always appeared to
him as though the company was satis-
fied with the present state of things.

D. C. Shepard was in favor of going
up the present hill. If they should gC

Ald. Shepard said if the proposed
ordinance was put through it was the
intention of the company to put on
cars such as are used on the interur-
ban line.

¥ W qut @ald public improve-
ments were sometimes an inconveni-
ence to the few,’but a convenience to
the many. He wmvas in favor of the
proposed change on Summit and Third
street. The street railway lines were
no detriment, he-thought, to a street,
and if they werd the best interests of
the entire city should be taken into
account.

Mr. Howell thought the matter of
sentiment  about Summit avenue
should not interfere with the public
lnt.erests. He was not in favor of
going into theé courts, and he thought
the objections raised by Mr. Cutcheon
could be obviated by running on an-
other part of Summit avenue. All
that he was fnterested in was to have
some arrangements made which would
give the midway residents better street
car facilities

Capt. Bell was in favor of running’

up Third street, to Nelson, and over
IParrington avenue to Selby avenue.
His idea was to run on Summit place,
and if necessary, cut off a corner of
Summit park. Ald. Kenny thought the
plan presented by Ald. Shepard was
a street railway plan. This was de-
nied by Ald, Shepard, who said the
company had nothing to do with and
had never seen the pians nor had no
:i:nowledge of the facts presented . to-
ay.

Ald. Shepard moved that the ordil-
nance be recommended to pass. Ald.
Kenny said he would have to vote
against the ordinance until he heard
from the Duluth people as to- how
steep the grade was in that city.

S. H. Hedges, a bridge engineer, said
the grade spoken about in Duluth was
an 8 per cent grade.

Ald. Bell was in favor of giving the
Midway district people justice and
rights, but thought it advisable to con-
fer with the street car company. For
this reason, he moved it be laid over
until the next regular meeting of the
committee, on Jan. 21. This was
agreed to, and the session adjourned.

Ald. Shepard, seen last evening, said
considerable headway had been made,
in fact, he was pleased at the outlook.
Cempetent  engineers had informed
him that there would be less danger
on an electric line via Third street and
Summit avenue than there was by
cable up and down the Selby hill

WHITE BEAR BOULEVARD.

County Surveyor Johnson Submits
Plans to the Board.

County Surveyor Johnson submitted to the
board of county commissioners yesterday a
plan for the proposed White Bear boulevard,
in accordance with a resolution of the board.

The drawing shows a rovadway 150 feet in
width, starting at the city limits, this side
of Wakefield Lake, and following the route
of the present White Bear road, which is 66
feet wide. The plan contemplates the follow-
ing division of the boulevard:

Carriage drive, 25 feet; a wagon road 25
feet wide, separated therefrom by a grass
plot: a right of way for a double-track electrie
railway 171 feet'in width; a bicycle path, 15
feet wide; 3 grass plots, each 10 feet in width,
and 2 83; feet in width each; and 2 10-foot
sidewalks.

No formal estimate of the cost of such a
boulevard has been made. Ex-Assembly-
man W. A. Van Slyke is of the opinion that
the right of way necessary to the widening
of the road from 66 feet to 150 feet can be
obtained for nothing.

DORAN “IN THE AIR”

ACTION OF THE ASSEMBLY PLACES
THE ADMINISTRATION IN 4
HOLE.

SALOONS MUST CLOSE TODAY,

OR THE MAYOR’'S OFFICERS MUST
IGNORE THE DECISION’S
RULINGS,

WHICH ARE THEY GOING TO DO?

List of the Places Which Cralg,
Thompson, Reardon and Kirke
Say Must Close.

The assembly, at the meeting Tues-
day night, refused to pass upon a batch
of applications for saloon licenses, on
the ground that the time for receiving
objections against the granting of the
licenses had not expired. Messrs.
Craig, Thompson, Reardon and Kirke
took the ground that it would be ille-
gal to pass on applications until after
Jan. 9, which was the date set for the
hearing. Other members of the as-
sembly called the attentfon of the quar-
tette to the meeting held in the may-
or’s office some weeks ago, at which it
was decided that there would be no
thirty days’ grace allowed saloonkeep-
ers this year and that those whose
license expired Jan. 1, 1897, would have
to have the license issued to them on
time, or close up until they were is-
sued. No arguments would go, how-
ever, and the applications were reject-
ed, but -finally referred back to the
license committee,

An effort was made yesterday to
find out what action the authorities
would take regarding the closing of
the saloons mentioned, owing to the
licenses, which expired last night, not
having been issued. At the city clerk’s
office it was stated that nothing was
known about the matter.

Mayor Doran was also averse to talk-
ing on the subject for publication, but
it is known that when he was ac-
quainted with the action of the as-
s¢mbly, or, rather, the four members
of that body, he was excited. In the
larguage of the sport, he was “up in
the air,” and not in the least pleased
at the action of the assemblymen. Dur-
ing the last campaign tne saloon ele-
ment stocd by the mayor almost to a
man, and some of those prominently
identified with the liquor trafiic made
no bones about doing everything they
cculd to secure his election. Of course,
being a representative of the reform
element, the mayor could not publicly
ccme out and announce that he was in
favor of allowing the saloonkeepers
any particular privilege, but he had,
until Tuesday night, been under the
impression that the members of the
assembly understood that, while the
administrmation was to pose in favor of
a stri¢t enforcement of the laws relat-
ing to the liguor traffic and other re-
forms, there was no Intention when it
came to cases, to work any hardship.

License Inspector Maloney, sezn
about the closing up of the =aloons
owing to their having no license issued
to them, said he had been informed
scme weeks ago that licenses due on
Jan. 1 must be taken out on or before
that date, or the saloonkeepers would
be liable to arrest and punishment. He
had heard nothing to the contrary, but
would see his superior officers regard-
ing the matter. Chief Goss said he had
received no orders from the mayor re-
lative to the matter, and was inclined
to think that no precipitate action
wculd be taken regarding the saloon
men.

LINDAHL STUNNED THEM.

City Wouldn’t Bay Coal _
Cheapest Dealer.

Ald. Lindahl, one of the members of
the committee on claims, astonished
his colleagues yesterday afternoon by
announcing that he was surprised. The
First ward statesman had in his hand
at the time bills sent in by the Lehigh
Valley Coal company for coal furnished
to the police department, amounting
to $90. It Vs not the amount of the
bill that caused the alderman to be
surprised, but the fact that the coal
was billed at $8.35 per ton.

“It is a very funny thing,” said the
alderman, ‘‘that the police department
should persist in buying coal at $8.35
per ton, when it can be purchased for
less,

“I know a firm,” he continued, ‘“that
notified the chief of police and also the
comptroller that they would furnish
coal to the police department for $7.756
per ton. And do you know, gentle-
men,” said the alderman, shaking his
head, “that the firm that made this
offer has never been called on to fur-
nish a single ton of ccal to the police
department.”

There was a brief silence in the com-

mittee room, and on metion of Ald.
Lindahl the bill was recommended not
to pass.
The claim of the dozen special con-
stables for services rendered on elec-
tion day was also held up, the com-
mittee being of the opinion that the
men had no legal claim against the
city.

WAS IT ONLY A BLUFF?

Aronsin May ¥ot Appoint the Dix
Committee:

The resolution introduced by Assem-
blyman Dix directing the appointment
of a joint counecil committee to inves-
tigate the alleged friction between the
police and legal departments was
passed by a unanimous vote in the as-
sembly Tuesday night. President Aro-
sin, however, did not announce the
assembly end of the committee and it
was reported yesterday that it was
very probable that he would neglect
this maitter.

The willingness of the officials con-
nected with the clty attorney’s oftice
to have a full investigation and the
statements of City Prosecutor Oppen-
heim that it would be productive of
much good has set some of the Repub-
lican members of the council to think-
ing whether the investigation would be
a good thing or not. On the surface
the resolution seemed to be aimed at
the legal department, and, of course,
was considered a good thing by the
ass§mblymen and pushed along accord-
ingiy.

Some of the council now realize that
the Investigation might reflect in some
manner o the administration, and, if
there is dne thing more than another
which 18 to be guarded against, at
least in the eyes of the reformers,
it is to keep the skirts of the admin-
istration clear from all suspicion. The
present. officlals -of the legal depart-
ment will, without doubt, retire in
March, and it was suggested yester-
day by one of the reform councilmen
that, under the circumstances, it would
be better to let the proposed investiga-
tion drop, rather than take a chance
of putting the administration In a
