This has given offense to their Ger-
man neighbors, and has even cauted some ir-
ritatlon between Rubsia and Germany, the
former accusing the latter of permitting the
Poles to keep up a pretense of nationality.
Now the King of Prussia orders that the
colors of .Bgsen shall be changed to. black,
white and black, conforming with those of
Prussia_itself. This will banish the Polish
colors, and give the Poles a fre:h grievance.

soon see. The point to be noted is that the
outlook for very cheap money is not so pro-
nounced as it was a year ago, while, with the
exception of mines, prices are generally high-
er, and in some cases at record quotations.
The-coin and bullion in the Bank of England
Increased this week £349,000, of which £95,000
was gold imported for the week. The mar-
ket probably borrowed about £2,000,000 today
from the bank, and this is not included in
the return. Briefly put, the position to date
between the market and the bank is this:
During the last three weeks the market bor-
rowed £10,000,000, of which only about one-
half has gone to swell the other deposits, as
cabled to you on Dec. 22. Some of this bor-
rowing will spread over to the good of Jan-
\mrg. but the bulk of it will be probably re-
paid before the mlddle of the month. The
Paris market was quiet, and the Berlin mar-
ket firm. It is belleved that, in view of the
conversion of the Russian 4 per cent loan in
January, the monetary position in Berlin will
be made easler. Certainly no rise in the Ber-
lin bank rate is likely under ordinary circum-
stances, and a reduction is more probable.

BANKS ABROAD.
LONDON, Dec, 81—The weekly statement

of the Bank of England issued -today shows
the following changes as compared with the
previous account: Total reserve, increase,

,000; circulation, increase, £122,000;
bullion, increase, £349,172; other securities, in-
crease £4,914 000; other deposits, increase, £4,-
883,000; public deposits, increase, £266,000;
notes reserve, increase, £288,000. Government
securities show no change from the last
statement. The proportion of the bank’s re-
serve to liability, which last week was 48.38
per cent, is now 44.28 per cent.

Parts, Dec. 31.—The weekly statement of
the Bank of France issued today shows the
follow!ng changes: Notes in circulation, in-
crease, 210,000, francs; treasury accounts
current, decrease, 19,625,000f; gold in hand,
decrease, 13,600,000f; bills discounted, increase,
275,925,000t ; silver in hand, decrease, 5,325f.

vailing winds, point inevitably to the con-
clusion that the man who reaches the North
pole will probably find no land there, but a
deep sea instead, covered by clorely packed
and drifting -ice.—McClure's Magazine.
