Haney
never turned his back under fire; it
would be only like him to return to
Minneapolis and have himself elected
city *vlerk once more.

AVould Mr. Haney serve as city
clerk? Not at all. He is not supposed
to do so. Mr. Chapfn, his hist assistant,
tan run the office and Haney can be
given a six-months leave of absence.
Mr. Chapin can be re-appointed to his
present position, which pays a very
good salary. An extra man can be
hired to assist in the work of the city
lierk's office. This extra man can be
paid out of the salary of
the city clerk and there
will be a nice margin for Charles F.
Haney, while he takes his daily siestas
in some shady tropical garden in the
Sister Republic of Mexico, waiting for
the climate to take the uric acid out
of his blood.

This is denouement worthy of Napo-
leon. Itis snatching victory from de-
feat; vindication from condemnation;

it is playing . the right bower on his
opponent's ace; but all the same it is
very much like Charles F. Haney.

Would Mr. Haney come back from
Moxico? That depends. In six months
he might find some promoting work,
some Mexican concessions which would
prove even more piofltable than man-
aging the business end of the council
combine and have less draw-backs.
But, Mr. Haney knows how to write a
letter of resignation. In six months
business will probably be good and
rapidly improving, and the people will
have something else to do besides talk
hard thres and municipal ncindal. Then
Mr. Haney will carrae back. 1C he wants
to, or he can tender his resignation and
his assistant and faithful friend, Cha-
pin. can be promoted to the city clerk-
ship.

How many votes will it require to
carry out such a scheme? Just 14.
Charles F. Haney has 16 votes pledged
to this programme and he could prob-
ably get two more from the other side,
if imperative.

A special from Normal, 111., upon
this point, confirms the story. Itsays

that Mr. Haney says he could come
to Minneapolis in ten days after he is
re-elected, although he seems to be
quite sick still. Mr. Han-ey's physician
says he is improving rapidly.

Private dispatches to parties in Min-
neajiolis, corroborate the story, but
say that Haney will be in Minneapolis
next Wednesday.

ELEVEN BEHIND BARS.

Police Round Ipn <>;iiik of Suspect-

ed Wheat Thieves.
By the arrest of eleven young men

and boys, last night, the police and
private detectives, who have been
working on the case, believe that they
have broken up one of the boldest
organized gang of wheat thieves thai
ever operated in Minneapolis. This gang
1 as been stealing wheat for three or
four years and so skillful has been
their method of procedure that the au-
thorities have never been able to break
up the gang and convict the guilty
ones.

The arrests were made last night by-
Inspectors Hankinson, Stavlo, Nic:
Smith, Hicks and Courtney, aided by
Herbert Chrisman, of the firm of
Chrisman & Anderson, which has been
engaged in obtaining evidence for sev-
eral weeks. Ten of the arrests were
locked up at the South side station,
the charge of grand larceny being
booked against each. The names given
by them are as follows: John Johnson,
known as "Swedie;" "Speck" McCune,
Harry Johnson, Axel Olson, Harold
Olson, "Tad" Olin, Fred Albright,
Mackiney, Eilund and Youngrcn.
James Mason was arrested at the Bijoa
theater and locked up at the central
station, being also charged with grand
larceny. He was in the gallery enjoy-
ing the show when he spied the officer,?
and made a break for liberty down the
stairs. However, Inspector Nic. Smith
was too quick for him and caught him
at the foot of the steps. Several oi
the prisoners gave fictitious names andas many of them went by nicknames,
their right appellations are unknown.

The story of the detection and arrest
of the prisoners is a long one, and ex-
tends back several months. Most of
the boys in the gan# have been at-
tendants at the Riverside mission, but
for some time pst have been absent.
One of the teachers spoke to the father
of one of the boys about the matter,
and the latter suggested that the ab-
sent boys might be up to some mischief.
From that time suspicion was directed
towards them, and Herbert Chrisman,
of the firm of detectives, had his at-
tention called to the matter. He called
the attention of some of the officers
of the chamber of commerce and the
Grain Receivers' association, of Minne-
apolis. These two organizations had
spent targe sums of money in trying to
put a stop to wheat stealing, by which
they were heavy losers, and at first
were loth to take up the matter again,
as they had concluded that it was im-
possible to secure conclusive evidence.
However, an agreement was made with
I>etective Chrisman. and he set at work
to catch the culprits about a monthago.

The first thing done was to have
Carl Anderson, a private detective, be-
come a member of the gang. He be-
came acquainted with those under sus-"
plclon, and, after getting into their
good grace, they readily admitted him
into the inner circle. He played the
part of an innocent but soon became
a full-fledged member. Shortly after,
Charles Patterson, also a private de-
tective, was introduced through his
friend Anderson, but Patterson played
the role of one steeped in crime, and
soon became something of a ringleader.
These two worked along with the gang,
securing evidence until the time be-came ripe for arrests.

CREDITORS IN COURT.

Judge Belden Martens to Evidence
In the Seundin Bank Case.

Judge Belden's court room was pack-
ed with the depositors of the Scandia
bank yesterday, gathered to hear the
proceedings before the court in certain
matters.

Receiver Byers had sowne matters to
refer to the court. There had been a
large number of deposits made Monday,
which fr* thought .perhaps should be
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returned; also quite aji amount put in
Saturday which was credited on Mon-
day's buistness. There w&re also a
few cashier's checks and drafts, the
t<ual amount being- about $5,000. The
coqrt was asked to pass uj>on these
iivitteis.

M. D. Kenyan, superintendent of
banks, was sworn and testified that all
th-e money received Qfl deposit Monday
was placed in envelop*-*,' with Tire
names of depositors thereon, and the
hicney was Tiever mingled with the
other funds. The witness knew noth-
ing about the money deposited Satur-
day nigrht of his own knowledge.

"Was the bank at that tim>e insol-
vent?" asked the court*

"The capital was Impaired," said the wit-
ness, "and could not have paid much longer.
The securities were largely real estate and
could not bo realized upon. Their stock was
Impaired nbout $32,000 Dec. 15. and the clear-
Ing house was going against them at the rate
of $4,000 per day."

"Well, was the bank able to settle all its
liabilities?" a.eked an attorney. •

"Not including the capital stock," was the
reply.
It developed that before the examiner took

hold the bank was paying out money on
checks, which might make the late Saturday
deposits subject to check and therefore a
part of the bank assets. This would amount
to a ining.ing with the other runds. The wit-
ness txplatned that as the difficulty only
amounted to an impairment of capital it
would be met and the bank go on in business.

T. G. YoHsnlg, teller of the Scandia bank,
testified that he had received deposits of
about $f.,000 late Saturday night after the
bank closed, and it was entered as Monday
business, the Saturday banks having been
closed Rt noon.

The witness testified that all the money

put In Saturday night he had In his posses- |
sion when the bank opened Monday morn-
Ing. He also testified that, as far as was in '
his power, he had obeyed the instructions
of the bank examiner, but some of the money
taken in Monday morning had become merged
with the general funds. Judge Belden drew
out the fact that the bank had cashed cer-
tain checks after closing hours Saturday
night, as well as received -money. This
might put a different face upon tho matter.

A large number of attorneys asked ques-
tions of the bank examiner and the teller,
but aXter the evidence waa in r-hey were not
ready to argue the matter. An< attempt was
made to show by evidence that the officials
knew the bank was insolvent prior to Sat-
urday, with the object of saving money de-
posited a day or two before, but the court
did not give any encouragement to this kind
of evidence, as It would not be a point even
if It was so.

The court continued the case for argument
until Monday morning at 9 o'clock. It is
the general opinion of attorneys Jresent that
an order will be made allowing ,the deposit-
ors who placed money in after banking hours
Saturday and Monday to take their money
out.

Police Doubt Gllbertson's Story of

How He Wa» Shot.
The mystery surrounding the shooting of

Nels Gilbertson, on Eighth avenue south,

Friday night, remains unsolved, although the
police are doing their utmost to clear up the
matter and apprehend the man who did the
shooting. The wounded man remains at the
city hospital, and is recovering as rapidly
as can be expected under the circumstances.
The bullet was extracted from his arm yes-
terday by the doctors. It had entered the
arm below the elbcw ar.d lodged in the back
of the arm, inflicting only a painful flesh
wound.

The story Is told by Gilbprtson to the po-
lice, is as follows: Friday night he was "out
with a young woman, whose reputation, he
says, Is of the best.

MKLTKD SNOW POWER.

Swlmm Towns IlilUe the Mountain
Stream* tn Many \\ »><*.

Besides a considerable number of large
water-power in3taj||i4Jons, Switzerland,,
is full of srnall-pofjfr plants, nearly
every town In that' land of mountains
and water-falls being- well supplied
with power from the "white coal," as
the melting snow on the mountain
sides has well been called, says Cas-
sier's Magazine. there are no
large streams, many small ones are
impounded and collected in reservoirs
on the hillsides, and it Is rare to find
a place of any «ize wrhieh is not well

lighted by the power of some moun-
tain stream.

At Montreux the electric tramway
g-ets its piower in this way, and from
the old Roman town .qf. Vevey to the
mediaeval caslh- of Chillon one may
ride in a trolley .caV propelled by the
power of an insigrijflcant, little stream
which, may or niA^", not be noticed
when climbing- t:p;'!'the hillsides just
above.

The capabilities o/f this general utili-
sation of natural power are beginning
to be understood everywhere, and with
the appreciation of the possibilities of
the best methods of long-distance
transmission, the d?velopment of many
mountain streams must surely come
There are innumerable streams which
while very small, are yet very high,
and these can with comparatively little
difficulty be im'pouji;ded and carried
down many hundreds of feet, thus
making up for their lack of volume by
the great pressure readily obtainable,
and, either by the use of electricity
or compressed air, the power may be
transmitted to many points of appli-
cation with but little loss.
