BISMARCK, N. D., Jan. s.—The in-

auguration of Gov. Frank A. Brigys
today was darkened by the news of
\u25a0he death of his eldest daughter, Miss
Stella Briggs. The telegram contain-
ing the sad news was handed to the
new executive just as he had taken
the oath of office. Her death, while
not unexpected, as she has been Buf-
fering from consumption, came as a
terrible shock to all who were present

to witness the formal introduction into
office of the governor-elect. Mr. Briggs
left for Minneapolis at 4 o'clock this
afternoon. The reading of his message
will, however, probably take place to-
morrow, as scheduled.

The inauguration, but for the singu-
larly pathetic coincidence, would have
been without special incident. The
oath was administered by Judge Win-
chester, of the district court, ln the
presence of ex-Gov. Allin and Insur-
ance Commissioner Fancher. No cere-
monies of any kind had been planned
and hence no changes were made nec-
essary by the death of the governors
daughter. *

Both branches of the legislature or-
ganized at noon, the house electing
E. A. Williams, of Burleigh, speaker,

and the entire slate agreed upon last
night and confirmed by the Republican
caucus this morning. The senate did
not elect officers, because of the ab-
sence of several members who are
blockaded in the storm at Fargo. No
business will be transacted till the de-
layed members arrive. In respect to i
Gov. Biiygs, the senate and house both j
adjourned without transacting any
business.

Dur-
ing the last few years, Gen. Walker has
appeared occasionally before the pub-
lic in addresses and pamphlets on the
question of bimetallism. Gen. Walker
was invited by President Harrison to
represent the United States in the in-
ternational bimetallic conference in
1890.

VICTORY FOR BOSS QUAY.

PEfNROSE, THB »lCCESSFI L CANDI-
DATE, GROOMED BY THE

JIMUIISENATOR.

A "RUMP" HOUSE. IN DELAWARE.

Organized by the Republicans Who

Were Refused Recognition ln the
Regulur Assembly.

HARRISBURG, Pa., Jan. s.—The fac-
tional Republican contest for the suc-
cession to the seat in the United States
senate occupied by J. Donald Cam-
eron, which has kept the people of the
state in a fever heat for many weeks,
was Anally settled tonight in the joint
party caucus of the Republican mem-
bers of the legislature, who chose State
Senator Boies Penrose, of Philadelphia,
as the man upon whom the honor shall
be bestowed. Of the 215 Republicans
in the legislature, 211 were present and
voting. Of these votes, Penrose re-
ceived 133; ex-Postmaster General John
Wanamaker, 75; Senator Cameron, 1;
Congressman John B. Robinson, 1, and
Superior Court Judge Charles E. Rice,
of Wilkesbarre, 1.

The place has been conceded to Phila-
delphia from the start, and the fight
was thus narrowed down to Wana-
maker and Penrose. The latter received
the support of Senator Quay, and his
success is a great victory for that great
leader. Mr. Wanamaker was backed
by the faction in which David Martin
is the leader, assisted by strong orga-
nizations of business men in nearly ev-
ery county. Much bitterness was ex-
hibited on both sides.

Senator John C. Grady, who cast the
single vote received*! by Mr. Cameron,
was the caucus chairman. While the
caucus was deciding the senatorship,
Senator Quay remajned at the Pen-
rose headquarters in a hotel near the
capitol awaiting the news of his vic-
tory, and Mr. Wanamaker was sur-
rounded by a large gathering of Phila-
delphia business men at a rival hotel.

Even while the death knell of Ms
senatorial aspirations was being sound-
ed Mr. Wanamaker was planning to
continue the fightagainst Senator Quay
in the state. At a Meeting of his sup-
porters Mr. Wanamaker made a speech,
in which he declared his intention of
carrying the fight against Senator
Quay into every county, and to con-
test with him the right to name the
party candidates for state treasurer
and auditor general. Senator Quay's
term expires in March, 1899, and, ac-
cording to Mr. Wanamaker's friends,
the business men wll continue their
organization with_the object of defeat-
ing Mr. Quay should he be a candidate
for re-election. The legislature will
ratify the caucus selection of Mr. Pen-
rose on Jan. 19.

"RUMP" HOUSE

Organized by the Ousted Republi-

cans of Delaware.

DOVER, Del., Jan. s.—The Delaware
legislature was organized today amid
confusion and turmoil. The seven Kent
county Republicans, against whose
contest for seats the court of errors
and appeals yesterday decided, were
denied recognition, and after fruitless
protest, the Republicans left the hall
and organized a* "rump" house at the
Hotel Richardson, where they elected
Dr. T. C. Moore speaker and Charles
Hastings, clerk. After notifying the
senate that they were ready to receive
any communication from that body
and receiving no reply, the body ad-
journed to meet next Friday after-
noon.

The Kent countlana were led by Dr.
George W. Marshall, chairman of the
Republican county committee, who
vainly appealed to the speaker and
clerk of the regular house to accept
their credentials. When they appeal-
ed to the Republican senators to re-
tire from the hall, and organize an-
other body. Senators Pearce and John
M. C. Moore refused to do so, although
it is charged tonight that they had
agreed to do so in case Senator J.
Frank Allee, of Kent, was not recog-
nized.

The senate was also organized by the
Democrats, Samuel B. Meredith, whese
seat was in dispute, being permitted
tc vote, while Allee was not. This
makes the vote flve to four in favor
of the Democrats. After participating
in the vote for temporary chairman,
the Republicans refused to vote, ex-
cept in the case of the chaplain, when
John M. C. Moore voted for Rev. T. P.
Reveille, who was elected. Senator
Hanby championed the cause of the
Republicans, but his colleagues re-
mained mute.

Before adjournment. Senator Alrich
filed a protest against the right of Mr.
Meredith to vote on temporary organ-
ization, but no action was taken there-
on. After adjournment the Republican
senators held a conference ln the state
house parlor during which Senators
Hanby and Allee accused Senator
George Fisher Pearce of treachery and
of playing into the hands of the Demo-
crats. Pearce made no defense.

POSSIBLE.

REVISION OF THE TAX SYSTEM

Is Also Urged hy the Member* of
the Alliance ln Its Annual

Session,

Less than a score of persons were
present in Labor hall yesterday morn-

jing when the annual meeting of the
jMinnesota Farmers' Alliance was called
Ito order by President Vermilyea. The
> southern part of the state was fairly

J well represented, but the northern and
jwestern portions were almost without
ja delegate. Later in the day delegates
jwho were on delayed trains came in,
;and before the committee on credentials
jreported in the afternoon there were
Iforty accredited delegates to the meet-
|ing present. The storm doubtless had
much to do with the small attendance,
jbut among the members it was said
that there had been a falling off in in-
terest In the alliance for several years
past, and many alliances had failed to

|keep up their organization.
But, whatever the cause of the small

jattendance, there was no lack of Inter-
est shown by the few that were present
in the questions that bave been upper-
most in the minds of the farmers since
they began legislating on paper for
themselves. The same old ogres, the
same old speeches against the same
abuses, in many cases the same old
speakers with the same stock of argu-
ments

—
all these and no lack of vehe-

ment argument made the session one of
interest. President Vermilyea's address
was short and to the point. He stated
that one of the objects to be discussed
at the present meeting was the union
of the alliance with the Farmers' In-
dustrial union of the South and West.
|He called attention to the falling off in
Inumbers of the alliance, and expressed
the opinion that the combination of the
northern farmers with their brothers in
the South and West in the Industrial
union was a suggestion worthy of care-
ful consideration. He gave statistics
concerning the investment of foreign
capital in this country, and urged his
hearers to be up and vigorous in the
battle that must be waged in the legis-
lature to preserve the freedom and
rights of the people.

Ignatius Donnelly made a speech that
was much appreciated by all present.
He reviewed the history of the alliance
and said he thought its decreasing
membership was due to the organiza-
!tion of the .People's party, which had
attracted the farmers all over the coun-
try. But, he was also of the opinion
that the alliance had a work to per-
form that could not be accomplished by
the People's party, and he advised the
retention of the alliance in every com-
munity.

| It was also agreed that credentials
jwould not be necessary, and that all
Ipersons known to be in sympathy with
i the Farmers' Alliance should be ad-
Imitted to the convention. Later in the
day this committee reported forty per-
sons present entitled to seats in the
convention and the right to participate
in the discussions. This did not in-
clude many representatives of labor
unions from St. Paul, who were present
and who were invited to take a part in
the proceedings, particularly in the dis-
cussion of the eight-hour law as applied
in cities, and its possible enforcement
on the farm. The chair appointed a
committee on resolutions, which la-
bored long and faithfully until after 4
o'clock.

While the committees were absent
the argumentative war began and con-
tinued until late in the afternoon with
a brief recess at noon. P. H. Rahilly,
of Lake City, got the floor and began
| a speech against the railroads. He

said there were general complaints
all over the state against the roads
which had refused to put ln weighing
scales at grain shipping points and
open charges of dishonesty were made
against the railroad companies.

Repealed appeals to the railroad
Iand warehouse commission had brought
Ino relief, he said, and he moved that
ia committee of three be appointed toj go to the commission and learn what
it proposes to do in this matter. In
the event that relief is not promptly
furnished, Mr. Rahilly said the alli-
ance should go directly to the legisla-
ture and se what that body would
do for the farmers. J. T. Ames, of
Northfield, wanted the powers of the
committee enlarged so as to include all
abuses by the railroads. C. H. Hop-

j kins had a plan to unite the farmers
of the two Dakotas and Minnesota
in a co-operative combine to build a
series of elevators and establish a
sinking fund which would enable the
farmers to .control the market. Frank
Hoskins, of Otter Tail, told the farm-

!ers that they were but wasting time
;In their arguments and they would be
unable to accomplish anything by ap-
pealing to the commission. Then H.
A. Swayne, of Rice, in a burst of in-
dignation, declared the commissioner
was a useless luxury to the state and
that the commissioners were not worth
the powder to blow them up.

At the afternoon session the eight-
hour question came up in the course
of the speech-making. Again Mr.
Rahilly got the floor and declared that
the eight-hmr system was all right for
the labours !\u25a0 the city and the machan-
ic, but that it would never do on the
farm. Mr. Hoskins told the audience
he knew better, and recited the ex-
periments of a farmer, who put some
of the men and horses at work for
eight hours, others for ten hours, and
yet a third crew for twelve hours.
After a time he put the eight-hour
crew ait work for twelve hours and
the twelve-hour men on the eight-
hour system. By thus changing and
carefully noting the results, he found
that both men and horses accomplished
more in eight hours, working system-
atically and for the full limit of the
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time, than the crews working on the
longer time.

M. E. Murray, representing the fed-
eration of labor of St. Paul, made a
short address on the same question.
He thought that a portion at least
of the idle labor that comes to the
cities would be kept on the farm, if
shorter hours of labor were exacted
and more men given employment in
the agricultural districts. The neces-
sity for co-operation of the farmer
and the laboring men was urged and
Mr. Murray promised for the Federa-
tion of Labor assistance on needed
legislation- which the alliance might
propose.

The report of the committee on res-
olutions was not received until nearly
dark. Following is the complete re-
port, which was adopted without dis-
cussion:

The Farmers' Alliance of the state of Min-
nesota, ln convention assembled, hereby re-
iterate their attachment to the grand funda-
mental principles in industrial and political
life, which have given health to the organ-
ization, which have won for lt so large a
share of the confidence and esteem of theproducing masses, and which have enabled it
in the past so effectively to direct attentiont&ward, and secure at least partial remediesfor, the greatest evils which have afflicted
American society.

Recognizing as a universal principle in
social and political economy that the wealth
and prosperity of the nation have their basis
in the well being of agriculture, we ask the
attention of the whole people, both of the
state and of the nation, to the condition of
unprecedented depression which at present
distinguishes the agricultural calling.

A3 a result of the adoption and promotion
of policies in legislative and administrativedepartments of government, the lessening ofthe values of agricultural products has gone
steadily on, until we have reached a conditionwhen, in literal truth. It has become moreppofltable for the farmer to leave his acres
untitled beyond that point absolutely neces-sary to the maintenance of his family and
the payment, at vast sacrifices, of his pecu-
niary obligations. While the farmer has thuscontinued, discouraged and impoverished theproducing masses of the American people
have been steadily driven from bad to worse .
until today, In every section of this coun-try, they stand helpless, ln Idleness andpoverty not knowing what additional dis-
aster the morrow may bring forth to them.me American farmer has never demandedaught from the government which was notdesigned to advance the welfare of the pro-ducers. John Lind, of New Ulm. is as con-
fident as ever that he was duly elected
governor of the state last November;
but he is not going to make any at-
tempt to prove it. He is satisfied that
Gov. Clough shall attend to the duties
of the office, in spite of the efforts
of the Democratic state central com-
mittee to persuade him to contest the
election. L. A. Rosing, chairman of
the committee; T. D. O'Brien, national
committeeman, and others, who be-
lieved with Lind that he was elected,

even though the returns showed a small
majority for the Republican candidate
for governor, have also abandoned the
idea of a contest. In a letter to Mr.
Rosing, written last Saturday, Mr.
Lind sets forth his reasons for declin-
ing to make the contest. Mr. Rosing
came to St. Paul yesterday and con-
ferred with Mr. O'Brien, and it was
agreed that the matter should be
dropped. Following is Mr.Lind's letter:

NEW ULM. Minn.. Jan. 2.—La. Rising, Esq.,
Cannon Falls, Minn.—My Dear Mr. Rosing:

That hand will be Senata>r
Thurston's, ln whose discretion, judg-
ment and foresight Messrs. McKiniey
and Hanna both place implicit confi-
dence.

After drafting the bill, it will be

After it leaves their
j hands, it will be trusted to some mi-
ifluential Republican congressman, close
Ito the administration, to introduce it in

the house, while Thurston will be its
champion in the senate.
