Both houses of the legislature mot \u25a0

yesterday in joint session to hear the J
governor's inaugural address. The en- j
tire session lasted two hours, and was j
the only one of the day. The house j
was assembled at 10:30 and transacted j
a small amount of routine business be- |
fore the senate made its appearance. I
followed shortly by Gov. Clough.

Representative Frederick Schroeder, j
of the Forty-fifth district, one of the !
absentees on the opening day, was on [
hand yesterday and filed his certificate ;
of election with the chief clerk. Rep- ;
resentative Dahl, of the Hennepin del- j
egation. offered a resolution urging j
the name of J. Albeit Hagstrum, of I
Minneapolis, for file cierk. The reso j
lution was referred at once to the com-
mittee on legislative expenses. Upon j
motion of Representative Feig, the j
members of the senate were notified i
that the house was prepared to receive j
them to aid in the joint reception to j
the executive.

The members of the house received j
their colleagues, standing, the big :
room being comfortably filled. In the i
gallery were a number of spectators, j
not a few of them of the gentler sex, j
and scattered about were state offi-
cials and politicians.

Lieut. Gov. Gibbs and Senator Yale,
of Winona. headed the senators, while
with the governor were ex-Gov. Alexan.
fler Ramsey, Chief Justice C. M. Start,
of the supreme court, and the house
committee, which had notified the gov-
ernor that all was in readiness. When
Gov. Clough had mounted the speak-

er's plaform, Chief Justice Start ad-
ministered the oath of office which
formally made him chief executive of
Minnesota for the coming two years.
Speaker Jones briefly introduced Gov.
Clough, who proceeded to deliver his
message. The message will be found
on another page. At its conclusion the
governor's little grandson, Edward !
Hartley, found his way to the platform
and handed him a bunch of roses. The
spectators applauded.

Messrs. Littleton. Hartshorn, Lay-
bourn, Reimer and Larson were ap-
pointed by the speaker as members of
the mileage committee, and some little
time was spent securing from the new
members, the amount of mileage they

were entitled to. The committee will
report this morning. Shortly after
noon the house adjourned until this
morning at 10. o'clock.* * *

Henne pin's delegation is clamoring at
the door of the Jones headquarters for
committee chairmanships in the house
of representatives, and- at the meeting
of the delegation yesterday there was
a general unification of wants. It is
pretty sure that Fred B. Snyder will be
slated for the chairmanship of the uni-
versity committee, for reasons which
have already been stated in these col-
umns. Itis not so certain that Steve
Lovejoy will be rewarded, as he expects j
to be, by the railroad chairmanship. Itj
has been an open secret for several
weeks that that was the one particular j
prize coveted by Mr. Lovejoy, and Hen- !
nepin's delegation has been assuming
all along that he would get it. The
fact remains, however, that A. F. Fer-
ris, of Brainerd, who, beside being the
chairman last session, has been a mem- j
ber of the Jones executive committee
during the recent speakership contest,
perhaps prefers the railroad chairman-
ship to any that could be named.

his judgment, require.
Imay be able to live up to that require- |

mentonly in form, at this, your first monthly
meeting since my induction into office. For
you must appreciate the fact that sufficient j; time has not yet elapsed since my entrance I
upon the duties of superintendent to enable
me to thoroughly Investigate the workings of
so large a system and fully ascertain your
educational conditions and needs.
Ihave had sufficient time, however, to

make some general observations, and am
i able to deduce therefrom certain conclusions.

The schools of St. Paul, no doubt, have
\u25a0 shared i^o, the mistakes and defects of all
i large city systems; but, relatively to other
i syst&ns of similar magnitude, their manage-
i mente has evidently been liberal, progressive
I and productive of good results.
Ifind here a well-arranged system, with

ia large number of spacious and well-equipped
! buil*&gs, with a corps of intelligent and ef-

\u25a0 flcient teachers, with a curriculum enriched
I with those elements of culture, of which the
Iolder, public education had slight, knowl-
I edge, and for which some of our ultra-con-
| servatlve educators have still but little use,
1 but WhlMi the progressive modern view holds

no less 'essential than the time-honored
fundamentals.
Ifind among the principals abundant evi-

dence of. a wholesome professional spirit, an
earnest, desire to promote the highest wel-
ware of the schools, with, perhaps, some
natural difference of' opinion concerning the
best of reaching the desired end.
Ifind a corps of supervisors, who are evi-

| dently experts in their special lines; thor-
j ougnAy conversant with the best methods, and

keenly alive to the demands of modern edu-
cational thought. Specialists are liable to
be narrow, to expect everything to revolve
round their own orbits, and likely at times
to demand too. much in their special lines.
This tendency must be held in check by thesuperintendent, whose scope covers the whole
field in its totality as well as its Individu-
ality and particularity.

With a proper correlation of the supervis-
ing forces, as well as of their subjects, there

j need be no conflict.
So -far as to your system, equipments and

teaching force, Ifind, as is invariably the
case in a city which has such a rapid growth
and development, many schools overcrowd-
ed, in some eases obliged to resort to double
sessions. Some rooms having an attend-
ance of fifty-five or sixty pupils—too many
for any, one teacher, to do perfect justice to.
Some schools on stairways and in rooms al-
together too small and too poorly lighted
and ventilated to fe sanitary.

Tliese* conditions are doubtless familiar to
you, gefctlemen . of the board; and you prob-

I-ably have been for sometime earnestly, even
I though vainly, struggling with the problem., Ishall not at present presume to suggest

a remedy. Imust have time to become
familiar with all the coalitions, as well as

j with the exact state of the -financial re-.sources of the city.
If it resolves itself into the problem of

making the wisest use of an inadequate
amount .provided, then it is not easy of solu-
tion.
Iam particularly pleased to find the kinder-

garten established «nd incorporated as an
integral part of 'he public school system.
Iwillnot take the ttme now to discuss the

benefits of the kindergarten, but will sim-
ply say that you build wisely, when you base

!your educational superstructure upon such
1 a foundation.
Iunderstand that the state has a compul-

sory attendance law on her statute books, but
ii from Its imperfect provisions it is practically
!,inoperative. There was formerly some ob-

CHAPEL'S CLAIH TLRXED DOWN.

< ttnitlj < onimlMnionerK ( ouliln't
Face Two Advri>«e O|>ltitoiiM.

Ex-Sheriff Chapel's claim of $5,154
against the county for the return of
warrants for the collection of taxes
in the years 1893 and 1894 was disal-
lowed by the board of county commis-
sioners yesterday at their adjourned
meeting. At its first meeting the new
board, though in receipt of ex-County

Attorney Butler's opinion, that the
claim was invalid, referred the matter
to County Attorney Anderson for his
opinion. Mr. Anderson complied with
the request by informing the board
that he fully concurred with Mr. But-
ler, and recommending the disallow-
ance of the claim.

On motion of Commissioner Keller-
man, the resolution of the old board
allowing the sheriff's claim was re-
considered, and the claim was then dis-
allowed by a unanimous vote, all the
commissioners being present.

Considerable routine business was
transacted by the board, the session
lasting from 2:30 to 5:30 -p. m. There
was one matter, however, a little out
ol the routine class. Itwas the bill of
Dr. John L. Rathrock for expert serv-
ices rendered by him in making an-
alysis of the medicines and other
liquids administered by Rev. J. C. Hull
to his wife, for the purpose of ascer-
taining whether they contained poison-
ous ingredients. Dr. Rothrock per-
formed this work at the request of the
county attorney. His bill amounts to
$250. Itseemed to stagger some of the
county commissioners. After County
Auditor Sullivan had read it to the
board, he volunteered the observation
that Dr. Rothrock was the deputy
health commissioner, in receipt of a
salary from the city, and was there-
fore not entitled to any extra compen-
sation for his services in this case.
The board thereupon referred the bill
to the committee on claims.

Upon inquiry at the office of the
health department, later in the day, it
was learned that the expert service in
question was performed by Dr. Roth-
rcck in his individual capacity and in
his own bacteriological laboratory.
Furthermore, the bacteriological la-
boratory of the health department is
utilized far making analysis free of all j
charge, only in cases where the speci-
mens examined are supposed or sus-
pected of containing some contagious
diseases.

The contract for two publications in
a legal newspaper of the county of
the delinquent tax list of 1895 was
awarded to the Pioneer Press company,
its bid being six cents per description.

The annual report of the register of
deeds for the year 1896 showed the to-
tal receipts of that office to be $10,797.85.

VIEWS OF BRITISH STATESMEN.

John Redmoud, 31. P., Talks of Ilia
Colleagues.

John Redmond, M. P., lectured to a
house full of Irish patriots last even-
ing at Conover Music hall upon his
fifteen years' experience in the Brit-
ish house of commons. The speaker
held his audience in the closest atten-
tion for over an hour and a half.

Mr. Redmond is a man of striking
personality. He has a face which
plainly indicates the dogged persist- }
ency of his nation, together with all ]
its wit and intellect. There were those
in the audience last evening who
claimed to have seen a striking re-
semblance between Mr. Redmond and
Mr. Bryan, so far as facial expression
goes.

Mr. Redmond's lecture was replete with
the most interesting personal reminiscenses ]
of Gladstone, Charles Stuart Parnell, John
Bright, Disraeli, Lord Randolph Churchill
and others of the leaders in British politico.
Mr. Redmond, of course, is an Irish Na-
tionalist. From the time he first entered
parliament he stood for the cause of Ireland,
and in connection with his entry into British
politics, the speaker told a rather amusing
and thrilling tale. He was sworn in as a
member of parliament, made his maiden
speech and was expelled from the floor of
the chamber all within two hours. England
was in an extraordinary political situation
when Mr. Redmond took his seat. Charles
Stuart Parnell had just loomed up with amaz-
ing strength as a leader of the Nationalists,
and behind him he had a mere handful of
followers. This was in ISBO. England at
that time was amazed by the startling audac-
ity of Parnell's policy of obstructing legis-
lative business by endless filibustering, for
the purpose of compelling the government to
give some heed to the voice of Ireland. Par-
nell, said the speaker, used all the means in
his power to perpetuate debate on every ques-
tion, no matter how trivial, in order to pre-
vent the transaction of any business. He
was the first Irishman who ever compelled
John Bull to give Ireland a fair hearing.
When Parnell entered upon his career, he
was a halting, uninteresting speaker, but the
phenomenal force of his character soon as-
serted itself and Parnell attracted the atten-
tion of ti.e entire nation. His skirmishing tac-
tics soon made him the object of the wrath
of all England. The house ridiculed him, I
and frequently he stood unmoved for a half- I
hour amid the jeers and interruptions of the
other members awaiting an opportunity to
continue his speech. He was expelled from
the floor over and over again, but each time-

Ireturned to the attack with new courage and
persistaney. The speaker narrated how Par- j
nell. fired by the justness of the cause of 1
Ireland, and in his own Indomitable courage, i
dictated even to Gladstone the terms of the
first home rule bl!l of 1886. His unswerving
purpose so exasperated the speaker of the
house of commons that the latter repeatedly
disregarded all rules of procedure and "named
the member" for expulsion. Parnell never
aspired to be an orator. He rarely us«h!
figures or flowers of speech. He was noted
for the terseness, directness and clearness of j
his remarks.

(
Speikirg of Gladstone, Mr. Redmond ignored !

the grand old man a* a statesman, saying
he preferred not to criticise the ex-premier
on that line. But as an orator, the speaker
said that Gladstone was probably the most
peerless of the cpntury. and certainly of the
Victorian age In British political history. He
possessed a wonderful voice, which swayed
even the most hostile audience. Gladstone istodey in his eighty-seventh year, but, said
Mr.Redmond, the grand old man Is still writ-
ing from ten to twelve hours a day in his
private work, and appears to be fully as
robust as he did ten years ago. Gladstone's
career has been one of strange vicW.tude-3 j
and glaring inconsistencies. He entered upon
his career as a Tory, and closed it as a dar-
ing Liberal. At one time in his life he was
an advocate of the union of church and state,
and. later became an enemy of the former.
For fifty years he battled against, Ireland,
and then turned and wrote the first home
rule bill, to the astonishment of the world.
Now he would be popular in public fancy,
and at another period his life would be al- j
most in danger, and he was never saf» from I
Insult. But. said Mr. Redmond. Oladstr«*> win
shine out as probably the greatest orator In
British history.

While Gladstone's political career has been
the longest in Ilrltish political history, that
of Lord Randolph Churchill was the shortest. I
The sneakFr narrated several instances con-

'
nected with the l?adarshlp of the latter, and j
said he was a man of the most brilliant In- j
tellect. He was possessed of a flry a.nd un- •
controlable trmper. and in a moment of an- \u25a0

1ger Churchill resigned his control and went j
to tho continent, to return some time later
a physical wreck.

In "closing.Mr. Redmond said that he looked
upon the British house of commons as a !
body which. In its. roush and ready sort of
way. aimed at an attempt at fair play and
honesty. Tn ft any man would soon find his
level. H? who possessed Intelligence and !
talent would soon rise among the leaders.
and those who were not would fall to their
level. Mediocrity was never known to have
any Influence in the parliament.

DEPOSITORS TO ACT
COMMITTEE, REPRESENTING 400

PERSONS WHO HAD MOSEY IX

BANKOP MINNESOTA,

MAPS OUT A LINE OF ACTION.

CLAIMED THAT DEPOSITORS OP
THE INSTITUTION ARE THE

ONLY CREDITORS,

AND THE ONES TO REORGANIZE IT.

Will Be Prepared to Appeal to the
Court as Soon im the Schedule*

Are Piled.

Hiler H. Horton, J. T. Conley, Dan-
iel L. Bell, E. B. Putnam and T. A.
Barker, a committee representing a
large number of the depositors in the
Bank of Minnesota, held a meeting
last evening at the Metropolitan hotel.
The gentlemen were in session nearly
three hours, but were not Inclined to
talk very much for publication. Mr.
Hcrton stated that they represented
depositors to the number of about 400,
who, at the time the bank closed, had
on deposit in the institution over $400,-
--000.

At the first meeting of the deposi-
tors, held several days ago, there were
only about thirty of the larger deposi-
tors present. Since then the number
had increased rapidly and those hav-
ing deposits in the suspended bank
were anxious to join with them. The
committee claim that the only creditors
of the bank now are the depositors, and
they intend to take steps toward a
reorganization. The proposed plan will
necessarily be one that will do away
with the present receivers, and the
first step will not be taken until the
report of the receivers has been sub-

|mitted to the court. The committee,

in the absence of any statement or
figures from the receivers, has been
obliged to use such figures as were
obtainable from the reports of the
bank previous to the suspension.

Mr. Horton said the committee had
decided practically on a feasible plan,
but for the present nothing could bo
said as to the details. The committee
were satisfied that a showing could be
made to the court which would result
in the action demanded by the de-
positors being granted. Those who
were interesting themselves in the mat-
ter were increasing in numbers each
day, and the question of whether a
majority of the depositors could be se-
cured to sign the necessary petition
was now asisured. This committee,
Mr. Horton said, was not interested in
the reorganization scheme of the

Ishareholders of the bank and had noth-
ing to do with the committee from
the stockholders who were planning
for a reorganization of the bank.

THE OTHER BANKS.

Business Going- Along;as Isual-Talk
of Reorganization.

Business at the banks yesterday was
done in the ordinary way and without
a ripple of excitement. All the insti- i
tutions reported increased business In
the way of receiving new deposits. !
This is a sure indication that the feel- Jing of distrust and panic is disappear-
ing. It now seems probable that the
Germania will be reorganized, and
that very soon. The depositors seem
to want it, and there seems to be no
reason why, in the opinion of the di-
rectors, the reorganization should not :
take place at an early date.

O. E. Holman, attorney for the bank, !
said that there was no doubt of the
reorganization of the bank. '"The de-
positors want it, and there is nothing i

in the way of prompt action as soon
as the court will confirm the appoint-
ment of P. M. Kerst as assignee. The j
committee appointed by President Wil-
lius is ready to proceed."

Maurice Auerbach, receiver of the j
Allem&nnia bank, is being assisted In,
his work by Capt. Owens, expert ac-
countant, and the entire clerical force

!of the bank. Allthe checks that came
!into this bank on the day of the sus-

pension have been listed by the re-
!ceiver .and it is probable that they

will be returned. They amount to
nearly $7,000.

Receiver Staples, of the West Side
bank, is preparing a statement that
will be made public in a few days. It
is generally believed that the bank
will be reorganized.
