What to Hat to Be Well—Milk con-

tains al! the elemnts found in the hu-
man body. The element.* of which the
human body is composed may be di-
vided into four classes:

The proteids, or nitrogenous i
Inch are derived mostly from!

the flesh of animals, from birds and i
fish, from peas, beans, lentils, eggs,
milk, tlioise. oats, wheat and maize.

Second -The fats or hydro carbon
ii are obtained from the bodies of

animals, l>irds. the yellow of the egg,
milk, the oil of the olive, rape seed,
cooton s^-ed, cocoamu. etc.

Third -The carbo-hydrate class. This
embraces the starches of grain, the
EUgar cane, honey, milk and vegetables, i
Tlie acids found in fruits, fresh veg>j

tables, lemon and lime juice are of the ;
greatest importance in one's daily food.

Fourth—The water and salt class is J
as essential fur health as the proteid
class. Upon this class depends the ln-

uy of the framework. A certain
amount of each of the four classes
must X- present in a perfect diet.

The proportion of food for an adult
should be, according to the best au-
thority, twenty-two of proteids, sixty-
nine ot' the carbo-hydrate class and
nine of fat.

Plain Food for Brain Workers.— The
Choice of food varies among races ac-
ts nling to the degree of civilization.
and occupations. It has been well said
that "What is one man's meat is an-
other man's poison." Cruel and brutish
people like large pieces of raw or half-
cooked meat. The more refined people
are the more careful are they in the se-
lection of their food. They object to
coarse, heavy and greasy food. They
like !"an. well-prepared meats, accom-
panied by vegetables, fruits and plain I
desserts. Deep thinkers, men of large I
intellect like plain food and light, i
dainty desserts. Women, as a general
rule, require less food than men.

To Make Good Bread-Two quarts of
flour, one teaspoonful lard or butter,
one-half pint luke-warm water, one
cake of Irlr-ischmann's yeast. Break the
yeast cake into a cup. add one tea-
spoonful sugar, and sufficient take*
warm water to till the cup, set it in a
warm {.lace till the yeast rises to the
surface.

Sift flour, sugar and salt into a bowl,
add lard or butter and rub it fine in j
the ijour; then make a hollow in cen-= i
i r of Boor, poor in the yeast and the j
remaining water, stir it with a spoon |
into a stiff dough, turn it onto a
floured board, and work it with thcr
hands and some flour until it does not I
stick to the hands; return the dough !
to the bowl, coyer and let it stand in |
a warm place to rise. When the dough |
lias ii!--<?n to double its size, butter two j
brick-shaped pans, or use the crusty j
bread pans, dust them with flour, di- I
vide the dough into equal parts, mould |
them Into loaves on the board, put ;
them into the buttered pans, cover and
let stand till the dough is to top of
pan; place in a medium hot oven, and
bake one hour.
If the bread is to be mixed at night

take only half the yeast cake, other-
wise proceed the same as above.

Miik.—MHk Is the only article of ff»od
which contains all the chemical ele-
ments found in the human body. We
obtain the proteid substances in the
casein and albumen of cheese. The
fats and oils from the cream, the
carbo-hydrate from the milk sugar and
the water and salt in the whey. Milk
Is therefore the right and only food for {
infants. The diet of a child should be
milk until the child is ten or. twelve
months old.

Sfother'a milk is preferable to artifi-
cial feeding, but if the latter must be
resorted to, and if good milk from one
cow is not obtainable, canned con-
<!•;sed milk, diluted with boiling water
is an excellent substitute, adding to
<>n- -half pint of boiling water three
tf-asttoonfuls of condensed milk. This
ri;*iy be increased as the child grows.
Care should be taken to buy only the
btst kind, as there are some cheap
brands of canned milk in the market
\u25a0which are unlit as a food for children.

Don't give them meat. The habit
&.nse people have of feeding small
children, and even infants, on meat,
pctaio, cabbage and other slmillar and
stimulating foods is wrong and in the
Jiip.h^st degree detrimental to children.
Of vegetables, well prepared cooked j
gftcn peas, string beans and carrots I
n ay be given, but potatoes only spar-
ingly.

Ai the ninth year a child may par-
take of the usual food of the family,
tea. cofCee and condiments excepted.
Ai the tenth year a child will require
half a;- much in quanity as an adult |
\u25a0woman, and at the fourteenth year
quit* as much.

Bc^f for Roasting— The seven so-call-
ed p; inn' ribs are used for roasting. !
The first two ribs, near the short loin, j
are ihe best. Rib« for roasting are
jjiepared in three different ways:

One is to saw off the ribs an inch
from the meat, to give the piece select-
ed for roasting as much of a round
shape as po**sible.

Another way is to remove all the
bones, roll the meat and tie it with a
string, thus forming the piece into a
round sha-pc*.

The third mode is to leave the bones
undisturbed and roast the beef with
the bones.

Ten Minutes for Each Pound
—

Select
two ribs of beef and prepare in any of !
the thrc-e forms mentioned. Wipe the i
meat with a towel, *

season with one
taMespooiiful salt and one teaspoonful
pepper, rubbing the seasoning well into
the meat.

Lay four minc^ fine-cut suet in a
roan! ing pan, piace over it the meat
and lay six ounces of suet on top; set
the pan in a hot oven, roast thirty
minutes, thrT; turn the meat over, re--
placing the suet on top. and roast
forty minutes longer. A piece weigh-
ing seven pounds will be cooked in that
time. A {rood plan is to allow ten
minutes for each pound.

When done, lay the meat on a warm
di&h. remove nearly all the fat from !
the gravy; mix one-half tables»poonful
oorn starch with one-quarter cupful
ccld na'ter, add it to the gravy, also
Bujik'ient boiling water to make one-
half pint of sauce; boil and stir five
miiim<*\u25a0:•*, then strain: add one-half tea-
spoonful beef extract and a small piece I
01 butter; serve with the meat.
lTsinsr Up Beef—Many say that it la

rot advisable for a small family to buy
a two rib roast of beef, as they liiv
of it be-fore itI« eaten. Iwould advin«-
a ftimHy of two or three i>ersons nev<-?

to buy le&s than a t-wo rib roast of
beef, and to saw off the riba as directed
above. Then roast the beef. The
sawed off ribs may be used for soup
stock, or they may be bolted and served
with a horseradish sauce, or they may
he thickly covered with salt and kept
for four or five days in a cool place,
then boiled as corned beef.
If a piece of cold roast beef is rare,

it may be put in a roasting pan, with
some fine cut suet under and above,
then placed in a hot oven for twenty
minutes. This meat will taste the sam»
as if freshly roasted. Cold roast beef
may be out into thin slices and broiled
for one minuet on each side and
served with vinegarette sauce.

Another way is to prepare it as a
gvulash or ragrout, or sour ragout,
served with potato dumplings; or it can
be prepared as a pillau of beef with
rice, or grind the meat fine throug-h a
meat grinder, then add to a pound of
this meat one-half pound of sausage
meat, one grated onion, one teasipoon-
ful salt, one ounce butter, one-quarter
teaspoonful Repper, two"eggs, and two
ounces of bread crumbs which hava
been soaked and pressed out in a nap-
kin. Mix all together and form into a
loaf, wash it over with water and bake
a half hour. Serve with mashed po-
tatoes and stewed tomatoes.

In place of sausage meat, fresih beef
or veal may be taken.

Ragout of Beef—Cut some cold roast
beef into one-inch pieces; then weigh
it for one and one-quarter pounds of
meat; melt half a tablespoonfuf of but-
ter in a saucepan, add one finely-
chopped onion, cook and stir two mm
utas; season the meat with half a
teaspoonful of salt and one-quarter
teaspoonful of pepper; add it to the on-
ions in saucepan. Cover and cook slow-
ly ten minutes, then stir up the meat,
add one-half cupful of meat broth or
water. Cover and cook over slow fire
till the meat is tender—about two
hours

—
adding a little more water if

necessary. When the meat is done,
dust over one teaspoonful of flour, mix
well, then add one gill of broth, cook
ten minutes. Then serve.

Pillau of Cold Roast Beef.—Melt half
a teaspoonful of butter in a saucepan,
add one finely-chopped, medium-sized
onion; cook three minutes without
browning; then add one pint of fine
cut cold roast beef, one even teaspoon-
ful of pepper. Cover and cook slowly
ten minutes, stirring occasionally. In
the meantime place half a cupful of
rice, covered with cold water, in sauce-
pan over the §re, boil five minutes,
drain in a sieve, rinse off with cold
water, add the rice to the beef, add
one cupful of canned tomatoes, cover
the whole with meat broth or boiling
water and cook slowly one hour.

Sour Ragout.
—

Cut one pound of cold
roasted beef into one-inch pieces, place
it with the gravy, if there is any. In
a saucepan, add one-half pint of boil-
ing water, one gill of vinegar, one ta-
blespoonful of sugar, one finely cut
onion, two cloves, half a bay leaf, three
whole peppers, half a teaspoonful ot
salt, one-quarter teaspoonful of pep
per. Cover and boil slowly one hour;

then mix one teaspoonful of flour, with
a little cold water; add it to the meat,
boil for a few minutes and serve with
potato dumplings.

FIRS.

Harper's Bazar.
Exceedingly smart are the short fur

jackets for wear when winter sets in.
The fronts are loose, the back tight-
fitting, with just a little fulness in Hw
skirts, sleeves medium size, and turned-
back revers faced with the fur, and
so arranged that the collar at the back
can be puffed up as high as the ears
if necessary. Of course short fancy
jackets in the Eton and bolero style
are to be seen in fur, but these are
more like the trimming of the street
gowns. They are extremely becoming';
for they have broad pointed revers
which turn back to show full vests

and fronts of white satin covered with
lace ruffles and jabots.

Revers of fur are much used in trim-
ming handsome gowns, and a pleated
piece of fur sewed into the shoulder
seam and hanging over the front of
the waist is one of the newest fancies.
Chincnilla on dark blue or green, bea-
ver, otter, and sable on all colors, are
in style: and the pieces of fur certainly
have a touch of smartness and oddlty
that is very desirable. The band of
fur around the hem of the gown is
again in favor even on evening gowns,
while on the latter it is also used to
outline the seams on either side of the
embroidered front breadth; and around
the shoulders or across the front of the
waist of low-cut gowns it is considered
most effective. For this purpose sable,
mink, beaver are used in preference
to other furs. When these fur bands
are put on it is best to have them an
inch and a half or two inches wide,
and then double them so that a round
edge shows, and they look particularly
well put just under a fold of cloth or
passementerie.

Moufflon, the fur that came into favor
last season, is to be greatly in fashion
this year. It is of such an exquisite
shade of gray that it is more becoming
than chinchilla, although the latter is
much handsomer. Capes, collars andboas, with muffs to match, are mad-?
of this fur, but it is not yet used as a
trimming. With a gray cloth costume
with touches of yellow, and a mutf
and cape of moufflon lined with yellow,
a most artistic effect can be obtained,
while with the new greens, reds and
purples of this season's colors, it is ex-
tremely smart.

Just an edge of fur showing around
the cloth coats, making them look a*
though lined throughout, is again fash-
ionable, and some of the new evening
wraps, v/hich are most regal in con-
struction, have the edging of one kind
of fur and the lining of another.

IXFAXCY A\D CHILDHOOD.

Harper's Bazar.
A child should literally be intelli-

gently let alone. It should not behandled, or held, or rocked, or amused,
nor should its attention be attracted
in any way. For the first five or six
months it should lie quietly in its bod
or basket, be regularly fed, and ns
regularly encouraged to sleep. It will
of course, get tired. Therefore, itneeds
'>ecasional turning, with change of
position, and a gentle rubbing of the
limbs or bock. A good rule is to stroke'
the little body for a few minutes, and

| to change its position every time the
baby needs to be made dry. The
natural rapid growth of infancy makes
the fle^h tingle and the limbs ache
and frequent rubbing with the palm
of the hand promotes future health
as well as present comfort.

In order to preserve for a young
babe the proper conditions of light,
warmth, and air, and yet to lift an<l
carry it as Httle as possible, it is neces-
sary to have for its first nest a move-
able bed. Any basket, with the sides
and bottom carefully protected and
padded, will serve, but the most con-

ivenlent is the regular dog-basket, with
i a hood on one side. This, w*hen prop-
erly draped, serves to exclude
draughts, while the drapery may eas-
ilybe readjusted to vary the degree of
llgflit. Ifa child occupies a stationary
crib, it must be moved from its bed
whenever its room is aired or cleaned,
or is needed for other purposes. But
when such a basket is u»ed, the child
and bed together may be changed from
one room to another, or from one part
of the room to a darker or lighter cor-
ner, or to a cooler or warmer one, as
convenience or comfort may suggest.
Most important of all, a mother, with-
out confining herself to the nursery,
can keep the infant under her own eye

I while engaged inher ordinary daily oc-
cupations. Even though she does not
personally feed and care for her baby,
she can thus superintend and criticise
the nurse's efforts.
By this method grhe may also ex-

perience the great eat of all maternal
enjoyment— that derived from watch-
ing the dajjiy development of her child.
.-Vlao, she oah at the same time, with-
out interruption ojc fatigue, convenient-
ly sew or read, write or study, receive
yisft*gj*direct her .household affairs.

INDIA* APPROPRIATION BILL.

An Presented to the House It Car-
ries Seven MHIIiBi

WASHINGTON. Jan. 10.—The Indian
appropriation bill for the next ilscal
year has been completed by the com-
mittee on Indian affairs and reported
to the house by Chairman Sherman.
The bill carries a total of $7,465,000,
which is somewhat less than the ap-
propriation of the current year. The al-
lowance for schools, however, is in-
creased by $200,000, and provision is
made for starting tho new schools at
Chamberlain and Rapid City, S. D.,
whose establishment was provided for
by the last bill. There is an item con-
tinuing: the Dawes commission with
special salaries and compensation, and
$40,000 is given for the expenses of
the commission of citizens who serve
without compensation.

The claims of the old settlers on
Western Cherokee Indians, which have
been a troublesome question for years,
are settled by a clause directing the
secretary of the interior to pay the
amount $86,203 on the requisition or
requisitions made by the national
treasurer of the Cherokee Indians, or
such persons as the old settlers may
appoint In special council. In the last
session, the senate endeavored to di-
vide this remaining balance of the
money among attorneys who had se-
cured the allowance of claims.

Three bills for the ratification of
treaties to secure Indian lands are in-
corporated in the bill. One is Mr.
Flinn's bill to ratify tho agreement
made with the Comanche, Kiowa and
Apache tribes of Oklahoma, by which
the government i« to secure their res-
ervations for $2,000,000. Every Indian
over 18 years of age is permitted to re-
serve a homestead of 160 acres, half
grazing and half grain land. The first
payment is to be of $200,000 apportioned
among the Indians per capita, made
within 120 days after the ratification
of the agreement; second payment of$200,000 within one year; $100,000 in two
years and the balance in installments
of five per cent a year, all to be per
capita. The second is for the ratifica-
tion of the treaty of 1892, with the Tur-
tle Mountain Chippewas, of North Da-
kota, for their lands. The right of re-
serving homesteads is given the In-
dians and the compensation is to be
$1,000,000, $50,000 to be paid the first
year, and the remainder in annual In-
stallments through a period of twenty
years. They are to be paid in food,
clothing, horse*, cattle, seed and farm-
ing implements.

Representative Mondell's project for
making a government reservation of
the Hot Springs on the Shoshone res-
ervation in Wyoming, for which a
treaty has been made with the In-
dians, is included. The treaty which
is ratified by the bill gives the Sho-
shones $60,000 In six ye&rjy Install-
ments.
