FUNDING BILL DEAD

RURIED UNDER AN ADVERSE MA.
JORITY OF SIXTY-SIX IN
THE HOUSE.

VOTE PROVED A SURPRISE.

UP T0 THE LAST FRIENDS OF THE
ACT PREDICTED ITS PAS-
SAGE,

MINNESOTA AGAINST THE MEASURE

The Solid Vote of the Delegation
From This State Cast in the
Negative,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 11.—The Pacific
railroad funding bill went to its doom
in the house today under an adverse
m@ajority of 66, The friends of the
measure who had predicted its passage
up to the last moment were surprised
by the decisive character of their de-
feat. They had been led to hope, from
the votes on the substitutes, that the
Bill had more than an even chance of
rassage. The Bell substitute provided
that if the Union Pacific and Central
Pacific would clear off the first mort-

| guge and advance the government’s,

the government would extend the in-
debtedness at 3 per cent. It was de-
feated, 110 to 158. The Harrison sub-
stitute provided for a commission to
negotiate a settlement of the debt. It
was rejected by the house by a vote
of 55-214. Many of the members were
as opposed to these substitutes as to
the Powers bill. The California and
middle West members voted almost
solidly against them. When the vote
came on the main proposition, the
whole opposition swung into line and
crushed it by the adverse vote of 168
to 102. The vote was not taken directly
on the passage of the bill, but on the
preliminary motion to engross and
read the bill a third time. Bills, “the

The Reilly Pacific funding bill two
yvears ago was defeated in the same
manner on the same motion. This
is the fourth funding bill killed in the
house in ten years. An analysis of the
votes toGey shows that 86 Republicans
and 16 Democrats voted for ine bil,
and 99 Republicans, 58 Democrats and
6 Populists and 5 Independents against
it. Mr. Powers, the chairman of the
Pacific railroad committee, entered a
motion to recommdiit the bill today,
after he had recovered from the shock
of his defeat, saying that the mem-
bers of the house w=re all in favor of
a settlement, but evidently opposed to
the principle of the measure his com-
mittee had brought in. He thought his
ccmmittee should have an opportunity
to formulate another bill in the hope
that it would prove acceptable. A
peint of order was made against Mr.
Powers’ motion, but at the suggestion
of the speaker, the point was not ruled
upon today, but will be when the house
convenes tomorrow. Mr. Powers said
toright that he did not know what
would be done, but - expressed the
opinion that another effort should be
made to pass an acceptable bill. The
oppcnents of the bill, on the other
hand, are rejoicing and say the vote
today settles the fate of all schemes
to fund the debt at this session. After
the bill was disposed of, the army ap-
prepriation bill and several other bills,
were passed. The army bill carried
$23,126,344, or $155,558 less than that
for the current year.

Intense interest was manifested in
the outcome of the battle royal over
the Pacific funding bill, Before the
house convened, the floor was crowded
with friends and opponents of the mea-
sure and members were standing about
in groups arguing the merits of the bill
Such a scene of bustling activity has
not been seen on the floor this session.
The galleries also were well filled with
interested spectators.

STATUS STATED.

After some wrangling the speaker's
statement of the situation was ac-
cepted by the house. The Northway
amendment to the Harrison substituie
was defeated on a viva voce vote, after
which the Bell substitute was submit-
ted. Without dividing, Mr. Bell, the
author of the substitute, demanded a
record-making voté. His demand was
sustained by seventy odd members,
mostly on the democratic side, and
the roll was called. As the voting pro-
ceeded it was evident that the substi-
tute would fail, and the friends of the
bill were correspondingly jubilant.

Senator White, of California, Sena-
tor Daniel and other senators from the
north end of the capitol were present
at various stages of the proceedings,
and watched the progress of the strug-
gle with keen interest. There was a
flurry when: the speaker announced
the defeat of the Bell substitute, 110 to
ib0. The opposition appeared some-
what staggered, but it was pointed out
that the California members and others
known to be opposed to the measure
voted against the substitute. The Har-
rison substitute was then submitted
on a viva voce vote. The volume of
sound was distinctly against the sub-
stitute, and the speaker wgs about to
aeclare it defeated when Mr. Harrison
(dem., Ala.) demanded theh ayes and
noes.

OVERWHELMINGLY DEFEATED.

There were cries of “no, no,” but he
he succeeded in securing forty-seven
members to back his demand. This
was not one-fifth of the preceding
vote, but the other side was unable to
muster more than 129, so the speaker
ordered the roll called.

This substitute was overwhelmingly
defeated, 55—214.

The opposition then decided to test
their strength by securing a roll call
on the usually formal motion to cn-

gross and read the bill a third time.
Accordingly, Mr. Maguire (dem., Cal.)
demanded the yeas and nays, and
half the house seemed to rise in re-
spcnse to his demand. As the roll call
began, every one realized that the crit-
ical moment had come. The subdued
buzz of excited conversation subsided,
and a hush fell on the house. The
members listened quietly to the re.
sponses. Mr. Powers and his clerk
kept tally, Mr. Cummings (dem., N.
Y.), Mr. Maguire (dem., Cal) and sev-
eral other members, also checked the
vote,

When it was quietly whispered about
that at the end of the first roll call on
the motion to engross, the vote was
87-147, the adversaries of the measure
were overjoyed. Mr. Maguire started
a round of applause and abandoned
his tally. The completeness of the de-
feat of the bill's advocates became
more and more apparent as the second
roll call proceeded.

When the clerks had figured up the
totals, the speaker submitted the result

There was a great outburst of ap-
rlause when the defeat of the measure
was officlally announced. The formal
motion of Mr. Hubbard (rep., Mo.) to
reconsider and lay on the table was
carried, and some minor business was
transacted.

MR. POWERS ACTIVE.

Then suddenly Mr. Powers seemed to
make up his mind to try and get fur-
ther consideration of the bill in a new
form. He arose and moved that the
bill be recommitted to the committee.

“It is apparent,” said he speaking
very calmly, ‘“that the house has mani-
fested its opposition to the principle of
this bill, but he continued, I take it
every member present wants some ac-
tion taken, and I make this motion in
order to see if the committee cannot
formulate a measure which will meet
the approval of the house.” :

Mr. Dockery (dem., Mo.) immediately
made the point of order that the mo-
tion was not in order.

Mr. Terry (Dem., Ark.) said his un-
derstanding of parliamentary law was
that the refusal of the house to en-
gross the bill killed it, and the motion
to reconsider and laying that motion
on the table had put it in its coffin
and nailed the coffin up.

After some further debate, the de-
cision of the question as to whether
the Powers motion was in order, went
over until tomorrow to give the speak-
er an opportunity to examine prece-
dents. The excitement quickly sub-
sided. Members retired to the cloak
rooms in droves, and, in a few min-
utes, there were not (wenty-five of
them on the floor. 7

The house passed several minor bills,
including one to permit officers of the
regular army, who served in the vol-
unteer service, to wear the uniform
of their highest rank on ceremonious
occasions, and then took up the army
appropriation bill.

Mr. Curtis (Rep., N. Y.), in charge of
the measure, explained that it was the
regular bill and contained no new fea-
tures. It carried $23,126,344, a reduc-
tion of $155,538 from the bill for the
current year. The bill occasioned no
debate and was passed with a few
minor verbal amendments.

Some business on the speaker’s table
was disposed of. The senate amend-
ments to the bill to abolish the death
penalty in certain cases were concurred
in. Under the call of committees, the
following bills were passed: Senate
bill to require vessels for hire of fif-
teen tons or over, propelled by gas,
naphtha or other fluid to submit to in-
spection and comply with the rules of
the road; to amend an act authorizing
the appointment of receivers of nation-
al banks; to amend the law for the
organization of national banks so as
to provide that no national bank shall
be organized in cities of 50,000 inhab-
itants with less than $200,000 capital,
in cities of 30,000 with less than $100,-
000, in cities of 6,000, $50,000, and in
cities of 3,000, $20,000, and to provide an
American register for the barks Ceres
and Black Diamond. At 4:10 p. m. tha
housz adjourned.

NO OPPOSITION TO DAVIS,

Minnesota Delegation So Informs

IDENTITY OF THE MYSTERIOUS
FIGURE IN THE CAREW CASE
DISCLOSED,

MARY JACOB  CONFESSES.

FAMILY GOVERNESS  GUILTY OF
THE CRIME CHARGED TO
THE WIFE,

AN ORIENTAL MRS, MAYBRICK.

Faultless Chain of Circumstantial
Evidence Against n Social Leader
in Japan’s English Colony,

YOKOHAMA, Jan. 11.—Great inter-
est i{s taken here in the trial of Mrs.
Carew, a prominent society woman, on
the charge of poisoning her husband
with arsenic in a manner similar to
that said to have been followed by
Mrs. Florence Maybrick, now undergo-
ing a sentence of imprisonment for
life in England. Mr. Carew was taken
ill Oct. 15 last and died on Oct. 22. The
inquest certified that he died of ar-
senic poisoning, and a verdict of mur-
der was rendered against some un-
known person. At the preliminary in-
quiry held in the British consular
court here the evidence showed that
Mrs. Carew made large purchases” of
arsenic, the use of which, she said,
was an old-time habit of her husband’s.
Throughout the proceedings there
were references to a mysterious, veiled
woman, and there was considerable
excitement here when it beeame known
that Mary Jacob, the governess of the
Carew family, was arrested yvesterday,
and is reported to have confessed to
committing the murder for which Mrs.
Carew has been on trial since Jan. 5.

Walter Raymond Hallowell Carew,
husband of Mrs. Carew, was secretary
of the Yokchama TUnited club, and
lived with his wife and children in-the
most fashionable portion of the reser-
vation set apart for the foreign resi-
dents of this city. They had been six
years in Japan, coming here from
Singapore, where Mr. Carew had been
in the British East Indian civil serv-
ice. It was the governess, it seems,
who first spread the reports of the
purchases of arsenic which led . to
whisperings among the servants, cul-
minating in the governess communi-
cating her suspicions to the physician
who had been in attendance upon
Mr. Carew. Owing to the suspicions
cast upon the widow, the latter em-
ploved counsgel to represent her at the
coroner’s inquest, and upon the wit-
ness stand she admitted haviig fre-
quently quarreled with her husband

At first it was supposed that the
woman in black was a certain Annie
Luke, who had been engaged to Mr.
Carew before he left England. It was
established that a veiled woman cajled
at the Carew residence one night and
letters signed “Annie Luke” and “A.
L.” were received during. the Inguest
by the coroner and by the deceased
previous to his death, leading people
to suppose that Miss Luke had fol-
lowed him from England to Japan. One
of the missives referred to Mrs. Carew
as ‘“that little fool of a wife,” but all
the efforts of the authorities to locate
the mysterious woman, 'Who is now be-
lieved to be no other than ‘“Mary
Jacob,” the governess of the family,
were vain, although attempts were
made to show that the mysterious
“veiled woman” might have been Mrs.
Carew in disguise. Her arrest fellowed
soon after the inquest,” and pieces of
paper, said to have been picked up
by the governess, figured prominently
in the preliminary examination before
the British consular court.

These pieces of paper, when sewed
together, seemed to furnish the missing
links in the

CHAIN OF EVIDENCE,
which was slowly being drawn around
Mrs, Carew and which apparently was
leading beyond doubt to her convic-
tion on the charge of poisoning her
husband. While these letters were be-
ing handled in court, one of them mys-
teriously disappeared, and it was after-
wards intimated that Mrs. Carew had
stolen it. The judge ordered all the
doors of the court to be closed and a
search for the missing document was
made. A woman was detailed to search
Mrs. Carew and the missing paper was
found tucked away in the cuff of her
jacket. After that, the guilt of the
unfortunate woman seemed established
beyond a doubt.

Counsel for Mrs. Carew, when the ap-
parently stolen document was found™
upon their client, threw up their briefs,
saying that they found it impossible
to act any longer for her. The letter
found on Mrs. Carew was written to
her by a Mrs. Van Sittart Dickinson, a
clerk in the Hong Kong and Shanghai
bank, who was a friend of the family.
It read:

“I have been thinking much about your
probability of having to meet this woman
(the mysterious veiled women previously al-
luded to). I wish for your sake that you
could refuse to, but have come to think that
you cannot well do so. Do you know any-
thing against her? If not, you should meet
her. 1 think It would bring you endlcss
bullying by refusing and I want that to be
avoided if possible. If you refuse, do so on
the ground that he has insulted you before
others and that you do not wish for a reputa-
tion. Refuse on these grounds first. That
is to say, if you you refuse at ail.”’

Another letter to Mrs. Carew was as fol-
lows: -

‘““Never mind my coming in to dinner. 1
shall not feel hurt if I am left out of your
parties. Nothing he ean do will hurt my
feelings now. I am only afraid he will say
something rude to me before others, and
I cannot sit quietly under that; only you
would be treated worse than ever if we
come to an open row again. It is worse
for you than me to hear his abuse.”

Mr. Dickinson testified that Mrs. Carew
had been complaining to him of her husband’s
ill-treatment and that before the proceedings
against the prisoner he wrote to her:

“It will be necessary to be quite in ac-
cord with each other on broad gquestions.
We must be able to answer alike. You can
say, of course, I recommended your going
to a lawyer in case your husband proved too
difficult to manage about the money—nothing
more. Your note with the cap has dis-
turbed me very much. It makes me mad
to think what you are subjected to and of
what you may be subjected to. Please be
so careful not to drive him into any violent
acts. He shall be punished, but that would
be but a small compensation for any harm
done to you. You must tell L. (Litehfield, a
lawyer) about last night and say that you
really cannot say when you may be com-
pelled to leave him (the husband) for fear of
personal violence. It is guite clear to me
now, at all risks, at all , divorce.”

It will be seen that the purchase
of large quantities of arsemic, the bad
feeling existing between Mrs. Carew
and her husband, the produetion of the
apparently incriminating correspond-
ence, and finally, the finding of the
missing document upon tMrs, Carew’s
person in court, tended‘to prove her
guilty of the charge brought against
her. But if the report that Mary Jacob
has confessed turns out to be correct,
it will probably be demonstrated that
the whole affair was the work of the
governess, and that 4in addition to
polsoning Mr. Carew she craf
about his widow the
stantial evidence
would have led to
murdering her

IS THIS R SCHEME?

FRIENDS OF SENATOR SHEEHAN
ARE SCARED BY THE GREER
RESOLUTION,

THEY THINK IT IS INTENDED

TO BEAT THE FIRST WARD MAN
OUT OF HIS CHAIRMAN.
SHIP.

GREAT DEAL OF TALK CAUSED

By the Semi-Jocose Document Which
the Veteran Senator From Wa-
basha Fathers,'

It was not very light in the senate
chamber last night, but it was light
enough for some of the sagacious
politicians thereabout to see—or at
least think the¢y saw—a woodchuck in
Senator Greer’s resolution to have the
committee on judiciary appointed as
it existed before, with the exception
that the names be presented to the
senate in alphabetical order, with the
understanding that the committee elect
its own chairman.

The resolution was drawn with some
facetious references which were evi-
dently designed to disguise any deep
motive, and which were, perhaps, aim-
ed to avert all suspicion from attach-
ing to the resolution, but the friends
of Senator Sheehan on the floor, the
senator from the First ward having
been understood to be the probable
chairman if President Gibbs named
the committee, at once suspected some
hidden significance,” which they were
not slow to assert was the ambition
of certain interests to have Senator
Stevens continued in his former posie
tion of chairman of the committee, In-
deed, they went so far as to aver that
the interests ,which sought this end
were the corporate interests of the
state, and they pointed to the double
duties involving corporate interests
which were imposed on the legislaturw
of 1897 by the people of the state In
their vote on the first and ninth
amendments to the constitution.

The howl of corporate power, it may
be remarked, is so old that it cannot,
and so common that it may not always
be deemed sincere. The animus of the
resolution is as yet conjectural. Sen-
ator Greer, asked about it, said it was
merely an experiment. He, as well
as other “senators, was of the opinion
that it would be worth trying, and it
might relieve the president of a trying
problem. There was nothing under-
lying the resolution, the senator from
Lake City insisted, that was not ap-
parent on its face, and it was unworthy
of special comment, at least at the
present time.

Some of the senators last night stat.
ed that the resolution was inspired by
Senator Lieut. Gov. Gibbs, in his anx-
iety to get rid of a troublesome sit-
uatio . The question s a delicate one,
of colrse, the senate having the power
at any time to naine its own commit-
tees, as Tid-the Demoeratic-Populist
senate a few years ago. Not only that,
but under Jefferson’s Manual, which is
the parliamentary guide of the Min-
nesota legislature in cases not gov-
erned by its rules to the contrary,
every committee has the right to se-
lect its own chairman. Jefferson says:
“The person first named is usually per-
mitted to act as chairman. But this
is a matter of courtesy.”

There appears to be no doubt that
the lieutenant governor was aware of
the probability of the introduction of
a resolution of such tenor previous to
the session. One of the Southern Min-
nesota senators stated last night that,
while he had not conversed with Gov.
Gibbs in regard to the matter, he had
reliable information that the lieutenant
governor was not at all pleased when
the proposed resolution was mentioned
to him. '

What the senate will do this morning
with the resclution is conjectural, of
course. Senator Young, who gave no-
tice of debate, will probably lead the
fight on the resolution, and the con-
sersus of opinion abeut the senate last
night seemed to be that unless it was
given out semi-officially that the reso-
lution was inspired by the president of
the senate, it would not pass.

One of the senators from the country
districts pooh-poohed the corporate In-
terest suggestion. He said that the
only question that seemed to be per-
plexing the governor, if common _re-
ports were true, was the factional fight
between Ramsey county senators for
the chieftaincy of the committee. It
seemed to him that Senator Stevens’
selection was urged by the business

and profesional, and, for aught he
knew, probably the corporate inter-
ests, while Senator Shechan, on the

other hand, seemed to have the united
support of the working politicians, se
to speak. In his opinion, it was not a
case where the members from outside
were under any serious obligations to
either side, and would probably go
outside to get a chairman, in which
event Senator E. T. Young, of Apple-
ton, would, he thought, be chosen
chairman. This might make Senator
Young's notice of debate seem an in-
delicate offspring of self-interest, but
this would be unfair to the senator
from Swift, who, he thought, was not
animated by selfish motives in his no-
tice of debate.

In fact, it is urged by some, at least,
of the friends of Senator Stevens that
the selection of Senator Yn};ng 'v.'oul(l
be a happy ending of the difficulties be-
tween Senators Stevens and Sheehan,
which has been poorly disguised.

Incidental to this contest, there Is
some speculation as to what will be-
come of Frank A. Day in the organ-
ization of the judiciary cimmittee. It
is ten years or thereabouts that the
senator from Martin has been on that
committee, and, when the increasing
number of lawyers has made it im-

" practicable to give him a place under

old rules, the committee has been en-
larged for the representative of the
newspaper profession. The fifteen law-
vers in the chamber are conceded by
even Senator Greer's resolution, places
on the ‘committee. The question re-
mains, who will be the other two mem-
bers. It is possible that Gov. Gibbs
may be averse to giving a place on so
important a committee. as that to an
avowed antagenist of the party organ-
ization. Of course, if the Greer reso-
lution passes, Senator Day will stay
until the end of the séssion, unless he
should be unseated.

If the Greer resolution passes, it may
result in the temporary delay of the
anncuncement of the other committees,
as it ‘is possible that Mr. Gibbs' slate
may have been designed in a view
from an entirely different standpoint.
If the resolution is defeated, it is com-
monly expected that the committees
will be announced for:hwith.
