Mr. Valesh, representing the trades
and labor assembly, enlivened the pro-
ceedings by insisting that the council
take some action which would give the
people free text books. Wherever free
text books have been tried, the plan
was a success. Ninety per cent of the

. people in St. Paul, he said, were in fa-

vor of free text books. The plan was
now in operation in a number of the
smaller cities in the state. It would
only take a few thousand dollars to
put the plan in operation, and it was &«
question as to whether the kindergar-
ten system could not be cut down so
as to allow the money saved In this
way to be used for free text books.
He advanced the opinion that the peo-
ple were more anxious to have pupiis
from ten years old and upward have
free text books than that younger
scholars should be provided for. -

Ald. Bigelow said the council and
conference committee had decided that
it was better to have sittings than
free text books. The $35,000 cut up
as decided upon by the quartette from
the assembly and board of aldermen

was carried through, although each |

item of the amount was voted on sep-
arately, and each time a vote was tak-
en, Ald. Donahower made the aldermen
vote on the proposition to have the
amount set aside for text books.

Ald. Lindahl said the school building
to be erected in the second ward was

in the vicinity of the fish hatchery and |

would not relieve any of the over-
crowded condition of the First ward
schools. He quoted flgures to show
that the Second ward schools were not
overcrowded, while those in his ward
were. The Second ward proposition
passed, however, as di@ the Tenth and
Ileventh ward school building, and
$10,000 was appropriated for this addi-
tion. Ald. Donahower insisted that it
was bad policy to tie up 35,000 in sites
in the Fifth and Seventh wards, but
Aldermen Bigelow and Markham in-
sisted that the amount could not be
invested more advantageously. The
other aldermen, who wanted a slice of
the money, stood by the realty pur-
chase scheme, and the thing was car-
ried. The §$3,000 left for rentals was
given to Ald. Bell to repair the old
Humboldt school_ in ‘the. Sixth ward,
this proposition  being advocated by
the mayor. The. schoal:item was then
adopted and the aldermen galloped
through the balance of the budget in

quick order.

LOYAL LEGION MOURNS.

Four Companions Have Died in =z
Month,

‘““This is an unusual, a singularly sad
cccasion, my companions,” said Gen.
John R. Brooke, in opening the stated
meeting of the Minnesota commandery,
Order ‘of the Loyal Legion, at the
Ryan. “Since last we were assembled
| here, four of our members have passed
| away. It is with the deepest feeling
| that I announce the death of Gen. r,
| E. Pieree, Capt. T. A. Dunlava, Lieut.
| Col. Charles D. Kerr ahd DeLaskie

Danforith, the latter two having been
residents of St. Paul.”
| A hush came over the assembled
| gueste of the evening and Gen. Brooke
| called upon different memorial commit-
! tees.to present their reports. The Dun-
| lava memorial was presented by Maj.
White, the Pierce memorial by Maj.
| Whipple and the Kerr memorial by
| Capt. Castle, Judge Collins and Judge
| Brill. The Kerr memorial was signed
by the full committee, who included,
in addition to the above, Judge Wil-
liam Lochren, Judge H. G. Hicks, and
| Oscar Taylor.

The memorial recited a detailed ac-
count of the life of Judge Kerr, pre-
viously printed in the Globe. it
closed with the following words:

“His lamented death was preceded
by eight months of weary illness,
which was borne with the heroism of
a soldier and the fortitude of a Chris-
tian. His honored life has been filled
to overflowing measure with good
deeds and high achievements. He was
exalted in mind, pure in heart, in-
flexible in will. He abounded in pat-
riotism and public spirit, filling during
his busy professional years many re-
! sponsible civie positions with credit to
| himself and benefit to his fellow citi-
zens, He was strong, courageous, man-
| 1y, exemplary in every relation of life,
affectionate and sincere in friendship,
in all things loyal and true. A sorrow-
ing city received him back from his
vain pursuit of health in sunnier
| climes. His associates of the bench
| and bar assembled around his bier to
! honor his virtues. His companions and
| comrades bore him to his final earthly
| rest, with bowed heads and aching
| hearts, The memory of his noble life
| is a precious legacy to all”

Judge Collins, of the state supreme
court, and Judge Brill, of the district
bench, both intimate friends and col-
leagues of the deceased, spoke in glow-
ing terms of the virtues of the dead
| judge, and narrated many personal in-
| cidents which testified to his rare char-
{acter.
| Resolutions of respect were adopted
i in the case of each of the four de-
ceased members, by rising votes. After
the memorial exercises, Capt. William
. Allen read a very thrilling and in-
teresting paper upon three frontier
! battles, those of Wilson’s Creek, Pea
Ridge and Prairie Grove. .

Bishop Gilbert was called upon for
remarks and said he felt all the od
time war spirit rekindled as he listené&d
to the stirring reminiscences by Capt.
Allen. He believed the spirit of '61
was being revived and he was glad of
it for it signified renewed patriotism.
He believed the martial spirit was
natural to every loyal American. He
believed the hope of the future was
in a reawakened patriotism.

In closing Gen. Breooke spoke earnest-
ly and solemnly in memory of the four
dead companions, one of whom was
scarcely cold in death. The speaker
said he had fought shoulder to shoulder
with the dead hero. “God keep him, and
God give him rest,” were the closing
words of Gen. Brooke.

Too Much Eatitude—The Dis-

National guard affairs will engage
a good deal of attention during the
present session of the state legisla-
ture. The national guard olcers
have for some time been preparing a
bill, the features of which have already
been printed in t#¢ Globe, which
contemplates some matertal changes
in the present military code, which, it
is claimed, will raise the standard of
the organization. Some of the most
prominent officers of the organization
have had a hand in framing the pro-
visions thereof.

Now comes the Natiomal Guard Re-
form association, made up of a num-
ber of the subordinate officers of the
guard and a number of former mem-
bers, who, for various reasons, have
left the service. They say in a nut-
shell: “Too many officers—too much
gold braid—too much pomp and not
enough real soldiery, and, finally, too
much money spent for the results ob-
tained.”

The latter association has also taken
steps to frame a bill, which will also
be submitted to the Solons. Among
other -things, this bill will provide for
two regiments instead of three, as at
present, with nét’ tearly so many of-
ficers, but nearly as many men; it will
abolish the brigade from top to bottom,
as well as four judge advocates, four
inspectors of small<arms practice, and
four commissariés. ~ Provision will be
made for the command of the state’s
gentlemen soldierg, by giving it to the
senior colonel (Col. Joseph Bobleter
at present), and taking it away from a
brigade general (fFen. Bend at present),
the members of the reform association
pointing out that, even in time of real
war, several regiments were frequently
sent out in command of a senior colo-
nel. el

It is the intention 6f the bill to either
properly equip the artillery with guns,
caissons and harness, or abolish the
whole thing. These are only some of
the points. At the meeting above men-
tioned, the members of the reform
association adopted the annexed res-
olution, which will give the lines along
which the bill will be drawn up. The
bill itself will probably be presented
to the senate. Here it is:

Caine was recovering from an
accident received in the service of the state,
and, without reason of any kind, investiga-
tion, filing of charges, oi trial by court mar-
tial, he was discharged from the service of
the state, in the military service of which he
had long been a faithful and patriotic servant,
and we cite this case to the legislature as a
prominent and glaring example of autocracy
in the guard.

Resolved, Further, That the meeting of the
guard association -each year at the expense
of the state is foolish and unnecessary, un-
productive of any substantial benefit, and the
Reform association advises such officers of the
guard who desire to increase their military
knowledge to read books written by recog-
nied military authorities, instead of listening
to articles at a great expense to the state,
penned by inexperienced militiamen.

Features of the Enactment to Be

Asked For.

NO ONE WAS INJURED.,

Passengers on the Derailed Train

Arrived Yestérday Morning.

The passengers of the Great  Northern
train, which was derailed the other
side of Fergus Falls, Monday, arrived
in St. Paul at 3 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing. Immediately following the acci-
dent, a special train was made up and
run to the scene of the accident, and
pessengers and baggage started on a
centinuation of the interrupted jour-
ney.

Miss D. D. Simons, of Butte, Mont.,
who was on her way to Southern Iowa,
was one of the pessengers on the train.
Speaking of the accident, Miss Simons
said to a reporter for the Glob e, that
the train was running along at about
thirty-five miles an hour, and, when
four miles the other side of Fergus
Falls, the passengers were startled by
a sudden and violent jolting of the
coaches. Before they could realize the
situation, the seven coaches, constitut-
ing the train, had left the track and
four of them rolled down a twelve-foot
embankment. There were about twen-
ty-five passengers on the train, most
of them on the coaches which went
over the bank, and, in the fall, they
were badly frightened and shaken up,
but, by almost a miracle, no one was
injured. Several ~passengers were
slightly scratched and bruised, but all
were able to proceed to Fergus Falls
in a special, which came to the scene as
soon as the accident was known. Th-
engine ran some distance on the ties,
but did not tip over. '
