E. V. Smalley, who returned from the
Indianapolis convention yesteray. said
to a Globe reporter that the most
significant feature of that gathering
wa__ the fact that no bimetalie senti-
ment was manifested at any stage of
the proceedings, either In the committee
on resolutions or in the convention it-
self.

-
'The Eastern delegates came on,"

said Mr. Smalley. "with the idea that
out West the woods and prairies are
full of people who believe that some-
thing should be done for silver by an
international agreement, and who still
hold to the double standard theory.

"There were twenty-eight states rep-
resented in the convention and nearly
two hundred cities and towns, and
every man present represented some
chamber oi commerce, board of trade,

commercial club, or other business or- |
ganlzation. Yet not a solitary voice !
was raised in favor of bimetallism j
and the double standard. It was a j
clean-cut gold standard convention, j
Not the slightest effort was put forth, j
however, to make it so by the executive
committee which worked up the move-
ment. There was nothing in the way
of free silver men, international bi-
metallists or fiat-money men coming to
the convention if they could get any
business body to elect them as dele-
gates.

"It looks very much as if there has
been a remarkable ripening of public
opinion in favor of the single gold
standard since the fight against free
silver was begun at the commencement
of the late campaign. The bimetallic
theory appears to exist mainly in the
brains of politicians who imagine that
a great many of their constituents
favor it without taking the trouble to
Inform themselves as to the real state
of affairs. The country appears to be
fast, dividinginto single standard cheap
dollar silver men and single standard
one-hundied-cent dollar gold men, and
the double standard theory has pretty
much disappeared."

Mr. Smalley says he does not expect
ta see a monetary commission establish-
ed by congress at the spring session.
So far as he could learn during a visit

#
to Washington recently, the sentiment
of influential men in both the senate
and the house is opposed to commis-
sions either on the tariff or the money
question. An honest effort willbe made
by the executive committee of the ;
Indianapolis convention to secure a ;
government commission, and if this i
fails, the committee will appoint a i
commission of its own to represent the I
"tusim

-
sentiment of the country, ;

is strongly in favor of: currency j
ran.

"Tiiis commission will consist, if ap- !
pointed," said Mr. Smalley, "of eleven j
men chosen by the executive committee
from among the best known business j
Imen of the country. The sentiment
of the Minnesota delegates to Indian- j
apolis was strongly in favor of W. B.
Dean, of St. Paul, as a member of such j
a committee. The commission would |
begin work after the adjournment of j
the extra session of next winter.
Whether congress will pay any atten-
tion to its report is a question on which
there are different opinions.

"Few people who know the ways of
legislation at Washington expect to
see any complete monetary system
embracing banking as well as the re-
tirement of government notes passed
by congress in a single bill. Currency
reform will no doubt have to be ac-
complished by piecemeal."

EAST ST. PAUL PATROLMEN,

WHO ARRESTED OXE MAiN, IN-
ILINED TO DOUBT ITS ORIGI-

NALITY.

ROBBER OF A SWITCH SHANTY,

Who Did. Not Serve His Como Sen-
tence, the llhnlh of Their

Belief.

Incidental to the statement which
was made in connection with the recent
escape from the state prison of Be-
langer and McDonnell, that it was the
first that has occurred since the inau-
guration of Henry Wolfer as warden of
the Stillwater penitentiary, the Globe
has information which leads to a be-
lief that the Belanger episode is not
only not the first, but may be only one
of many which have occurred in the
last few years.

The board of managers of the state
prison is accustomed to pay a reward
of $50 for the capture and return of any
fugitive prisoner, and while the re-
wards to be paid for the return of Be-
langer and McDonnell may be the first
to be passed upon by the board since
the beginning of the Wolfer regime, the
Globe is not so sure that they are
the only escapes which have taken
place.

It was since the regime of Wolfer
was begun that a young fellow of
rather prepossesing manners and some
affability pad a casual visit to a
switch shanty in East St. Paul one
night. The approach of a train neces-
sitating the departure of the occupant

of the shanty for a few minutes, he

returned to find his overcoat gone. The
police were at once notified by tele-
phone, and within a few hours a man
wearing a coat of the description of
the one stolen was rounded up by the
officers of the Margaret street station.
The coat was identified, and the fellow
was sent to the workhouse.

On arriving there it was found that
his underwear was not only identical
in style with that furnished the prison-
ers at Stillwater, but that it was

stamped with the number, as are all
the garments furnished the convicts
at the St. Croix city.

Superintendent Fitzgerald, upon dis-
covering this fact, at once inquired of
Stillwater if a man had been "lost,"
such being the gentle word by which
the fraternity of prison officials dis-
cusses "escapes." Stillwater replied at
once affirmatively, and on Superintend-
ent Fitzgerald's inquiry for the fugi-

tive's number, gave the figures corre-
sponding with the number on the shan-
ty thief's undergarments. The Como
sentence was never served, needless to
say.

Two officers of the Margaret street
precinct filed an application for the re-
ward of $50 for the capture of the fugi-

tive, but it was never paid, nor has
the Globe any information to indi-
cate that the escape was ever reported

at all to the board of managers.

FATHER AGAINST SON.

Inusual MortK'aK'e Foreclosure Suit
in Court.

Felix Labord Sr. has begun an ac-
tion in the district court to foreclose
a mortgage given by his son, Felix La-
bord Jr. The alleged failure of the
son to comply with the conditions of
the mortgage, one of which was that
he would provide a house for and sup-
port his father, is the cause of the ac-
tion. The parties defendant are, be-
sides Mr. Labord Jr., his wife, Ciserie;
and Napoleon Labord and his wife,
Parmena.

The complaint of Mr. Labord Sr. al-
leges that on March 18, 1893, the plain-
tiff deeded certain property in Ram-
sey county to his son and his son's
wife, on condition that they would
feed, clothe and support the plaintiff
during the rest of his natural life, and
provide a good, respectable house for
him to live in with themselves. In
lieu thereof, should the plaintiff so
elect, the defendants were to pay him
an annuity of $100, payable in semi-
annual installments of $50 on Sept. 1
and March 1 of each year during the
rest of his life. The complaint also
alleges that the defendants agreed to
keep all taxes paid on the land and
to pay one-half of the interest and
principal promptly on a mortgage on
the said land of $400.

The complaint further sets up a
mortgage given by Mr. Labord Jr. and
wife to the plaintiff to secure full per-
formance of the foregoing agreements.
The agreement provides that, in the
event of the foreclosure of the mort-
gage by reason of default or neglect
of the defendants to perform the fore-
going agreements, the sum agreed to
be due under said mortgage at the
date of foreclosure, over and above all
delinquent taxes, costs, attorney's fees
and disbursements, shall be $1,000.

In conclusion, the complaint alleges
that the defendants have failed to pay
any of said interest and taxes and has
made default in the payment of the
$50 installments of said annuity, be-
coming payable after the plaintiff had
elected to accept such annuity. It is
also alleged that the defendants like-
wise failed to provide for or support

the plaintiff or furnish him a home,

and for more than two years have con-
tinually failed and neglected to pro-
vide the plaintiff a house and main-
tenance, in conformity with, the pro-
visions of said agreement. . Plaintiff
elected to take the annuity Sept. 1,
1895, and claims that $100 is now due
him on that account.

The plaintiff demands Judgment for
the foreclosure of the mortgage and
that the amounts due him be ascer-
tained and adjudged by the court, in
addition to the sum of $1,000 stipulated
in the mortgage.

Matrimonial Felicity of This Pair
Warn Short.

Mathilda Donaihue has begun a suit
for divorce from John H. Donahue on
the alleged grounds of cruel and inhu-
man treatment, non-support and habit-
ual The couple were
married at Hudson, Wis., March 14,
1895. The plaintiff is thirty-four years
of age and the defendant thirty-five.
The complaint alleges that the defend-
ant has on divers occasions struck and
beat the plaintiff "with his fists and
with dishes and any handy household
article," and that he has threatened
her death with a knife and done her
grievous bodily harm.

The plaintiff's maiden name was Ma-
thilda Houser.

Judge Kelly decided yesterday that a

written promise to pay a certain sum
of money in case of ne_d%|s a non-nego-
tiable instrument, hot-jm. promissory
note. The decision was filed in thesuit of Charles H. P»tsQi. as guardian
of Juliana Petsch, in&wnpfetent, against
Ida Muehlenbruch. )The 'defendant is
the daughter of Mii.JJollana Petsch
The action was broujjhfcron the follow-
ing instrument:

"St. Paul, Minn., -fciach 9, 1891 —Ipromise to pay to Mis.- Juliana Petsch$300 in case of need. r—
"1.. B^uehlenbruch."

It was understood .-hat the signer
of the note represented the defendantIda Muehlenbruch.

The defendant moved for judgment
in her favor and for a dismissal of the
complaint. Judge Kelly granted bothmotions, adding in a memorandum:

"The plaintiff treated this promise
to pay incase of need,* a_s an ordinary
promissory note, payable on demand,
and declared upon it accordingly. The
question arises as to the proper con-
struction to be placed on the words
in case of need.* Plaintiff's counselsays they are equivalent to 'on demand.'
while defendant's counsel contends that
they mean much moire, namely, that
the money is not payable and cannot
be legally demanded unless and until
Mrs. Juliana Petsch must have it for
her support. Ifdefendant's contention
is correct, the complaint does not state
a cause of action because it does not
allege that the conditions upon which
the promise is to be performed have
occurred."

After quoting the Century dictionary's
definition of "need," Judge Kelly gives
the words "in case of need

"
a milder

meaning in this case in view of the re-
lationship between plaintiff and defen-
dant of mother and daughter, saying
in conclusion, "Ihold this paper to be anon-negotiable promise to pay the sucm
of money named to Mrs. Juliana Petsch
whenever she Should lack the ordinary
and necessary comforts of life, and
should demand payment to supply those
needs."

OPPOSED TO CURFEW.

Points Aaain-t the Much-Talked of
Ordinance,

To the Editor of the Globe.
Dear Sir:—As "curfew" is prominently be-

fore the country, permit me to say that "it is
the humble opinion of the writer that there
is a far better way than to borrow laws from
the dark history of the still darker past.There is not the least doubt but that the mo-
tives of those who favor such a law are
prompted from an honest desire for the good I
of society. The same may be said of Saul,
the persecutor of the early Christian church;
and also of those who conceived the Inquisi-
tion. When willmen be convinced of the ut-
ter futilityof attempting to make men moralby civil enactment? It never can be done.Itnever has been done, as all history testi-
fies. The disposition of the present day, togo back into the dead past for precedents in
restraining the evil tendencies of the age
by legislation, is an omen of mischief. The
motives may be correct, but the theories are
all wrong, and the logical result will be ruin.

There is a better way. Let the philanthrop-
ist seek by a milder metfnS-than the terrors of
the policeman's club to find the better side of
nature in those whom they would seek to
save by the "curfew." And let Christians
everywhere lay hold upon the only power that
is equal to the occasion, namely: the power
of the Gospel of Christ. That Gospel has lost
none of its power, and if the church does not
have it, evidently there is something wrong
with the ch»rch. Now, if we do not have the
power of the Gospel, which is no less than
the power of God, with us, let us seek it by
humbly turning to the source of that power.
And let all unite in a general crusade against
the evil sought to be cured by the "curfew."
Let the unted voice of the clergy arouse
slumbering parents to their responsibility.
Let the united voice of the clergy arouse
awakened against street walking by the
young after night fall; so much that no re-
spectable young person would be willing to
be seen upon the street at such an unseem-
ly hour except with proper escort. And let
there be organized a crusade of friendly visit-
ing with the young who make this a general
practice, and with the parents of such. And
let these visitors take Christ with them in
all their work for the lost and perishing,
and it will soon be found that there will be
such a revival of old-time religion that there
will be no need of a curfew to restrain the
young.

WTH THB NECESSITIES OP THE

SITUATION.

PLAGUE ADDED TO FAMINE.

THE GREATEST CALAMITY SINCE
THE ENGLISH OCCUPATION IS

NOW IMMINENT.

SEVENTY MILLIONS ARE IN NEED.

Contributions Pront the United
States WiH Be Thankfully Re-

ceived at London.

LONDON, Jan. 16.—For some time
past everything has pointed to the fact
that India is face to face with the
most appalling calamity since the Brit-
ish occupation. The spread of the bu-
bonic plague came almost with dra-
matic suddenness on the- heels of the
famine and created through out Europe
a feeling of the greatest alarm. Up to
the present, the two visitations have
been confined to separate areas, but it
is extremely probable that the plague
will ere long reach the famine districts,
owing to the impossibility of prevent-
ing the migration of the panic-stricken
natives, and should this turn out to
be the case, competent authorities look
forward to terrible mortality. The In-
dian government appears hardly to
have foreseen such a gigantic under-
taking as that of relieving the necessi-
ties of over eighty million of people,
and its ready acquiescence to the propo-
sition to appeal to private charity in-
dicates that it now recognizes the in-
sufficiency of its arrangements.

The sympathy of Great Britain is
now thoroughly aroused, and relief
funds have been started in all the chief
towns. It is expected the total of the
fund willreach at least $3,500,000, which
was the amount subscribed for the re-
lief of the sufferers of the last famine.
The newspapers urge that some more
drastic measure be adopted, and one
of the weekly papers suggests that par-
liament vote a big grant, or loan India
£10,000,000. A representative of the As-
sociated Press called on the lord mayor,
George Faudel Phillips, after the meet-
ing at the Mansion house today. The
lord mayor said he was hopeful that
Americans would co-operate, and he
wrote the following statement, which
he asked should be published in the
United States:

The lord mayor of London will receive
with profound gratitude any donations from
the people of America for the India famine
relief funds. He invites the junior branch of
the united family to emphasize their noble
feeling toward the mother country which the
mother country cherishes for them.

All continental governments are

adopting precautionary measures and
imports from India of rages, linen and
other articles capable of conveying
germs are prohibited, and it is an-
nounced that a European conference
will be held at Rome to consider the
adoption of combined measures to pre-
vent the plague from invading Europe.
The Russian government has sent
doctors to Persia to watch the progress
of the disease, and if it appears there,
the Russiion frontier will be immediate-
ly closed.

The Indian government has dispatch-
ed the director general of the medical
service to study the plague at Bombay
and two chief officials of the Egyptian
sanitary staff have also gone there to
study the epidemic and prevent its
spread to Mecca, which, ifit occurred,
would probably mean the invasion of
Egypt. The Mecca pilgrimage is now
a source of the greatest anxiety to
European governments, and It is urged
on many sides that the pilgrimage
ought to be stopped. It appears that
at the international sanitary council
at Constantinople, the Austrian dele-
gation proposed that the pilgrimage
from India should be prohibited, but
the Turkish delegate opposed this on
the ground that it is an essential part
of the Mohammedan faith.

The Daily News publishes a long ar-
ticle advocating prohibition of the pil-
grimage and suggests thajt the Euro-
pean ministers at Teheran and St.
Petersburg Induce the shah and the
czar to proclaim the closing of the
channels of pilgrimage while the Tur-
kish authorities close the port of Jed-
dah. Great Britain under treaty ar-
rangements can prohibit Afghan pil-
grims from traversing India and can
also stop the efflux from Beloochistan.
The Austrian government has decided
to prevent, so. far as possible, the pil-
grimage from Bosnia and Htrtzegovina
The British medical journal mentions a
report that six plague cases have
reached Marseilles, but adds that It
believes the disease will not spread, as
the town is in good sanitary condition.

About fifteen officers and officials
sailed from Liverpool today for the
Guinea coast to avenge Consul Phil-
lips and his party, massacred by the
inhabitants of Benin City, west coast
of Africa, and war stores will follow
next week. The British war vessels
on that station will furnish a landing
party of 500 blue jackets, who, with
300 Haussa troops, will form an expe-
dition for Benin City, whose most for-
midable defense is a rampart of mala-
rial swamps. The party will be provid-
ed with machine guns and war rockets.
Operations, it is expected, will be fin-
ished by the end of February before
the rainy season commences.

President-elect MeKinley has conic
in for a great deal of chaff over the
American-made suit, which he is to
wear at his inauguration. One paper
caricatures him in a grotesque, baggy
garment. The Globe thinks it un
fortunate that an artist of the name of
Koeval Is the most national tailor that
America can find.

The Young Turk agitation is spread-
ing in the Balkan peninsula. Placards
posted on the walls of the towns de-nounce the sultan in unmeasured terms.
This has created a great stir and alarm
among the Turks. One red-printed
placard, which was torn down by the
police, read:

Sultan Hamid is known to be mad, and
our religion prescribes us to kill every maddog. The yuong Turks, who have hitherto
abstained from bloodshed, have now decided
to assume the title of revolutionary and in
future will use arms against the sultan and
his followers. It is our duty now to kill
burn and ruin everything connected with the
Yildrtz kiosk. We shall blow it up. Let
every true Moslem do his duty.

A dispatch to the Associated Press
from Dublin says that there is no truth
in the statement that Cardinal Logue,
archbishop of Armagh and primate ofIreland, has urged John Dillon to re-
tire from the chairmanship of the Irish
parliamentary party and to allow
Thomas Sexton to succeed him.

THE CENTURY'S EVENT.

Says John Morley of the New Arbi-
tration Treaty.

LONDON, Jan. 16.—Right Hon. John
Morley, M. P., in a speech at Forfar,
Scotland, praised the proposed Anglo-
American arbitration treaty which he
said, withdrew even territorial claims
from the tyrannical capricious and
baleful arbitrament of the sword. In
strong terms he urged that it should
be the fervent prayer of every well-
wisher of mankind, that, no mista should
arise in the senate or elsewhere to over-
cloud this new light on the horiwrn of
the world of civilixed men, or to hinder
the oonmimmatloin of the hopes and
ardemt wishes of two great nations.
"Iagree with those.'' he continued,

"who hope and believe that in the
fruition of time, the force of a treaty
like this, though only a temporary
treaty, may be felt aa an example and
looked back upon by posterity as a
realization of what we now call it

—
the

great evenrt of the nineteenth century.
Ihave always regarded as the most
splendid act of Gladstone's splendid
career his connection with the Albama
negotiation. The farther we get away
from that great transaction, the more
we see what a beneficent landmark it
was in the history of civilization."

ERNST PUT OUT.

He Lasted Only Twelve Rounds With
Jack Everhardt.

NEW YORK, Jan. 16.—Jack Everhardt, of
New Orleans, knocked out Billy Ernst, ofBrooklyn, in the twelfth round at the Broad-way Athletic club tonight. The men were
announced to go fifteen rounds at 137 pounds.
The announcer said that ifboth men were on
their feet at the end ot the fifteen rounds
there would be no decision rendered, andthat the merits of the men would be left tothe opinion of the spectators. He added thatup to the end of the fifeenth round the men
would box subject to the decision of the
referee.

The first three rounds were rather tame,
and caused the crowd to shout derisively, and
it displayed so much discontent that 'TomO'Rourke entered the ring and said: "This
will go to a decision if the referee will decide
it. ' This vague statement seemed to paci-
fy the sports, and the fourth round went on
after two minutes' interval. The fourth
round was very little better that the pre-ceding ones, but the boxers warmed up a
little toward the end of the round as themen were led to understand there was nopurse in sight unless they fought "for keeps."
Ernst landed a hard right uppercut £__ thestomach in the early part of the fifth round
and Jack put In two half hook blows on Billy's
face.

In the eighth round Everhardt broke Ernst'snose, and after that the Southerner had thebetter of the mill. In the twelfth Everhardtfeinted with his left and crossed his right onthe Jaw, putting Ernst down in a heap. Hewas unable to get up, and was turned out

American Man of War Wanted for
"Moral Support."

WASHINGTON, Jan. 16.—At the In-
stance of the state department, the sec-
retary of the navy has ordered the
gunboat Machias to Bangkok, the cap.

from Canton, China, for that place.
She will stop on the way at Hong
Kong only long enough to take on a
supply of coal. The mission of the

ican interests," but the more definite
reason for the trip is to afford MrBarrett, the United States minister
and consul general at Bangkok, moral
support in certain representations he
has made to the Siamese government
in respect to the treatment of Mr.
Edward V. Kellet, the vice consul gen-
eral there.

WANTED THEIR CLOTHES.

Sailors Refused to Abandon Their
Good and Chattels.

NEW YORK, Jan. 16.— The Netherlands-
American steamer Edam, which arrived this
afternoon from Amsterdam, reports that on
Jan. 5, about 104 miles west southwest from
the Pastnet light, she sighted an unknown
German bark flying signals of distress. The
wind at the time was blowing a fresh

breeze. The Edam bore down close to the
vessel and launched the port life boat, whichsuocedded in getting alongside the vessel.
Tho crew wished to abandon their vessel.Which was apparently leaking, but insisted ontaking their clothing and effects. The life
boat's crew, considering this too dangerous,
owing to the increasing heavy sea. declined
to risk the venture of saving the crew's
effects, but made repeated offers to save the
lives of the crew. The latter declined to
leave the vessel, and the life boat was com-pelled to return to the steamer.
