The resclution was o worded as to
authorize the elections committee to re-
port to the house both the cases which
had and had not in them the elements
of good faith and probable cause of
action. Opposition came to the resolu-
tion from Representative Johns, who
believed that the matter should go to
the committee on claims and not elec-
tions. With a contest on his own
hands some time ago, he had not, he
said, asked for one penny of fees, but
simply wished the present cases han-
dled in the regular way.

Judge Hicks, in reply to this, said
the elections committee was forced to
devote considerable time to these cases,
tence was in a position to better adju-

dicate them, and, moreover, he simply !

wanted the commitiee authorized to
place the information secured at the
disposal of the house, after judging

whether the contests were brought in
good faith or not. He added that the
action was in no way binding upon
the house.

Representative Hicks introduced a
bill (H. F. 70) which perports to be Lo
encourage the growing and preserva-
tion of forests and to create forest
hoards and forest reserve areas, but
it should more properly be called for
an act to excuse the pine land owners
from paying any taxes upon their de-
nuded pine lands In consideration that
they give to the state and some edu-
cational institution, to be named, twe-
thirds of the income, they to receive
one-third of this income from the for-
estry bhoards, which the act seeks to
create for seventy-five years. This
beard is to consist of nine members and
is to be known as. the “Minnesota
State Forestry Board,” and is to be con-
stituted as fcllows: The chief fire war-
Cen, the prcfessor of horticulture in
the department of agriculture of the
university, three citizens to be named
by the regents of the university and
four citizens, one each to be named
by the Minnesota State Forestry asso-
ciation, the Lumberman’s association,
the Minnescta State Horticultural so-
ciety, the State Fish and Game com-
mission. The bill is very long and
much in detail.

Representative McGill, of Ramsey, &
son of ex-Gov. McGill, started an anti-
administration movement on the oil
inspectorship question, which has been
talked about a great deal. It aims to
abolish the fee system in the manage-
ment of the oil inspector’s office and
pay the chief oil inspector $2,500 a year.
The deputy oil inspectors are to be
permitted to draw varying portions of
the fees up to $2,000 a year. The fees
for the inspection, with the exception
noted, are to be paid into the state
treasury.

House file 76, introduced by Represen-
tative Mahood, provides for such
amendment to the general laws as will
include villages as well -as cities in
tre case where state or territorial
roads, heretofore laid out, may happen
te traverse land which has been duly
platted into lots, blocks and streets.
The bill is in the hands of the roads
and bridges committee.

A resclution offered earlier in the
session came up yesterday in the shape
of house file 77, asking for $418.85, which
sum is said to have been expended by
the sheriff of Grant county in taking
Frank Diel, an insane subject, to his
relatives on the Pacifie slope.

Representative Coe, of Hennepin, is
responsible for the introduction of
Louse file 78, which sets forth that a
busband shall not be liable for the
torts of his wife. A qualifying clause
is that nothing in“the act shall be
ccnstrued to affect ante-nuptial con-
tracts or settlements,

A bill (H. F. 79), containing con-
siderable verbiage, which aims at the
cutting or ‘“tapping’” of telegraph or
telephone wires, was presented by Rep-
regsentative Coe and sent to the judici-
ary committee.

It is provided in the bill that anv
person tampering with electrical appa-
ratus shall be guilty of misdemeanor,
punishable by a maximum fine of $1,000
and not more than one year in th2
state prison, or both.

A bill which will be passed upon by
the committee on fish and game laws is
that introduced by Representative Mc.
Donald, touching on the matter of im-
prisoning live fish in the inland lakes
of the state. It is made a misde-
meanor to maintain in crates or other
device the members of the finny trib:
which inhabit the fresh water lakes
of Minnesota.

An Eastern financial journal, in com-
menting upon the earnings of the Bur-
ington system during the year 189¢
and years previous to that, has some
very interesting comparisons to make.
The comparisons show the effect of in-
creased mileage and the effects upon
the revenue of the different policies in

c¢ffect at different periods. The show-
Ing presents a marked falling off in
carnings per mile of road. In part the
article says:

Conditions in Burlington’s territory
have not only changed, but the road
has now a vast mileage which is drag-
ging it down instead of helping it
along, or at least being self-supporting.
The chances for improvement in this
direction are not easily figured out,
for even in periods of extraordinary
traffic, results are anything but bril-
liant, while the constant tendency to
decreases in rates renders less and
less likely any full recovery to the best
of recent records.

No one is looking for, no one expects,
that Burlington will ever get back
to 8 per cent dividends and large sur-
pluses. The question just now, in fact,
is not one of a possible return to 5 per
cent. It is rather as to how long the
road will pay 4 per cent, earnings fail-
ing by large amounts to cover that
rate of distribution. Gross earnings
have been as high as $33,000,000, net as
high as $10,500,000, since the 1888 labor
trcuble, and yet, taking the good and
bad years from 1889 to 1893 {inclusive,
earningg have exceeded disbursements,
including dividends, by an average of
only $75,500 a year. And why? Be-
cause the new roads have not brought
the new business necessary for their
sustenance, while they have brought a
burden of charges for interest, main-
tenance, etc.

Between 1883 and the end of the '80s
most of the Burlington’s expansion took
place, but during that period the com-
pany cenveniently omitted from its re-
ports all reference to ton miles, like-
wise passenger miles. We can, how-
ever, by taking the 1883 figures, make
out an exhibit showing the progress
which has taken place. The record
for 1895 admits of the following com-
parisons with that for the year just
named:

But in order to
get an idea of the results on the addi-
tions, we will not go so far as that. We
will take it for granted that they got
nc more traffic per mile in 1895 than
they did in 1883. This would be 476,848
ton miles per mile. An exhibit for
both old and new mileage would then
show the following astonishing figures:

RAILROAD OFFICIALS AT YANKTON.

Visit Assumed to Be in Conmnection
With the Norfolk Branch.

YANKTON, S. D., Jan. 16.--Max
Loltz, of St. Paul, chief of the depari-
ment of bridge construction in the of-
fice of the chief engineer of the Great
Northern railroad, reached Yankton
the first of the week, and took a trip
to the Western Portland Cement
Works with Manager Wilde and Chief
Engineer Miller, of the Yankton-Nor-
folk.

WESTERN RATES UNSETTLED

By the Sale of Second-Class Tickets
at’ St. Paul,

CHICAGO, Jan. 16.—Local passenger
rates between St. Paul, Chicago and St.
Louls, have been seriously disturbed
by a second-class rate now in effect
from St. Paul to points beyond St
Louis. Some time since the Chicago-
St. Louls roads gave notice to their
St. Paul connections, that they would
no longer second-class tickets
sold from St, Paul to St. Louis via
CLicage, except at full-local rates from
Chicago to St. Louis. On being depriv-
ed of these tickets the brokers have fal-
len back on the tickets sold to points
beyond St. Louis and have been demor-
allzing the market to a very consider-
ahle extent. The roads will now at-
tempt to abolish the tickets entirely,
as they are not exactly a unit on the
best way of doing this, there is a
chance for trouble in the rates before
the matter is flnally settled.

The Western roads have agreed to
make a rate of one and a third fare
for the round trip for visitors to the
Western exhibition of the national cycle
board of trade which begins in this
city next week.

Rallway Manager Dead,

NORFOLK, Va., Jan. 16.—Charles D. Owens,
vice president and general manager of the
Atlantic & Danville rallway, was found dead
in the bath room at his residence here this
morning. Heart disease was the cause. De-
ceased was 63 years of age and has been for
years a prominent transportation man, being
formerly general traffic agent of the Piant
system of railroads.
