SOLARPORE DISTRICT IN A BAD
CONDITION, WITH WORSE
TO COME.

FORTY THOUSAND DESTITUTE.

THREE THOUSAND MEN GIVEN EM-
PLOYMENT ON THE GOVERN-
MENT RELIEF WORK,

X0 CHOLERA FOUND AT EKRUTS.

Mohammedan Weavers Idle in the
Cily nnd Will Not Accept Man-
ual Labor Until Compelied.

SOLARPORE, Jan. 28.—The special
correspondent of the Associated Press,
| who is visiting this district, finds it
| badly affected. The scarcity of food
| is most severely felt at Taluks, San-
| gola, Marda and Karmala. Solapore
i city is the center of the weaving in-
| dustry and it is estimated that three-
quarters of the whole number of weav-

| ers are already out of work from the
| stoppage of the mills, and 40,000 per-
| sons throughout the district are being
| releived.

No cholera is reported frem the camp,
at Ekruts, five miles from here. Only
2,000 men are employed at that point
on the work of improving the reser-
voir, which was built during the last
| famine, as the LMohammedan weavers
| remain idle in the city, living on their
| savings. They will not accept manual
| labor until compelled to do so.

The correspondent traversed several
irrigated jowani fields, which promise
| splendid crops, and met a number of
| traveling bands of people in search of
work. Returning to the city, at the
| poor house the corespondent saw doles
given out to over 300 people, the halt,
maimed or blind. Each person releived
received a measure of meal and a
modicum of ¢il, salt and chille. There
were many children suffering from
opthalmia, and groups of lepers were
noticed apart from all the wrecks of
humanity,

Taken as a whole, the Solarpore dis-
trict is in a bad condition, which will
probably become worse as time passes.

TWO REPORTERS DROWNED

By a Collision Near the New Orieans
Quarantine Station.

NEW ORLEANS, La., Jan. 28.—At
12:35 this morning a collision occurred
in the river about twelve miles above
the quarantine station, between the
steam yacht Argo and the fruit steam-
ship Albert Dumeis, in which the yacht
had her bow stove in and sank within
a very few minutes after the accident.
How the accident occured and who
was to blame for it the courts will
most probable be called upon to decide,
The Dumois was inward bound from
Port Limon, and the Argo was bound
down the river on her way to Quaran-
tine siation to meet the steamship
Whitney, with the congressional com-
mittee on board.

small dingy into which they sprang,
! while the passengers, only two, Mr.
| Frantz and Lindauor, the extra re-
| porter, succeeded in reaching the boat.
! The boat had barely left the side of the
vessel before the Argo plunged head
foremost into the river. The Dumois
did not lower a boat. After reaching
the deck of the Dumois it was learned
that Messrs. Hestor and Blessine were
missing, and although the Dumois lay
to fully an hour, they finally abandon-
ed the search and headed up the river.

BOOK OF JOB QUOTED IN COURT,

Biblical Remark and & Clever Am-
swer,

CHICAGO, Jan. 28.—The scriptures
were appealed to yesterday as a source
of authority in the United States cir-
cuit court of appeals. The court was
hearing an appeal from the federal
court of Western Wisconsin, where a
Jury gave a verdict of $2,000 against
the Minneapolis, St. Paul & Sault
Ste. Marie railroad for the burning of
brepenty in. Lincoln county, the fire
having been caused by sparks from a
locomotive.

Alfred H. Bright, in arguing for the
railroad company to have the verdict
set aside, asserted that sparks from a
Iccomotive fly upward, and the proba-
bility of the fire having been caused
by sparks was remote,

“The universal effect of air currents
on sparks of fire was discerned by the
author of Job,” he said, “iong prior to
the birth of our jurisprudence, when he
said ‘Man is born unto trouble, as the
sparks fly upward.””’

William H. Flett, attorney for Em-
erson Brothers—the firm securing the
verdict—rejoined: “Counsel has seen fit
to cite the book of Job in support of
his theory as to sparks. It is also re-
corded in Holy Writ: “Behold, how
great a matter a little fire kindleth.”

The court took the issue under ad-
visement.
