First, it is doomed too large and unwieldy
for the speedy accomplishment of its s&gle
purpose. Second, that representation should
bo restricted to those who have a direct in-

terest in its work, namely, unions or com-
binations of unions, wnich have labels or
shop cards, thus centralizing and expediting
the work. The league at its last meeting ap-
pointed a committee on reorganisation, and a
meeting will be held at 2 o'clock this after-
noon tv consider the matter, when it is prob-
able a recon mendation will be formulated
that the league reorganize on a basis of one
delegate from each union having a label or
shop card. It is possible that a plan to merge
witn the trades assembly, within which the
work could be prosecuted with as good effect,

will titid favor However, whatever the dis-
position, the work underway will be contin-
ued as if nothing happened. The com-
mittee which is preparing to issue the di-
rectory of places where union label-bearing
goods ' may be obtained will also meet this
afternoon to prepare its plans.
