So He Flew Into a Rn«e—The Corre-
sirandrni-p AVhtfh Tells tlie

Whole Story.

Congressman Bromwell.of Ohio,seems
to be a very sensitive individual. He j
has discovered, or thinks he has, that j
the firm of L. L. May & Co., purveyors j
of seeds to the government, have been j
trying to bribe him.* Mr.Bromwell went
out of his way to call the attention of
the house of representatives to this al-
leged wickedness on the part of the
St. Paul firm, and made a cowardly at- j
tack on the firm from the floor of the
house, leaving the seed men without |
a chance to reply to his criticisms or
to obtain redress in law. The first in-
timation of the Ohio man's sensitive- j
ness was given to the public through j

the Associated Press dispaches on Sat- !
urday, when the following statement j
was sent out in the Washington report: i

The free distribution of seeds by the d-e- |
parunent of agriculture raised an interest-
ins discussion. .Mr. Nor.ftway (Rep., O.) as-
sorted that Secretary -Morion endeavored to
discredit the eastern by procuring poor s^-eds, j
and Mr. Bromwell (Rep. O.) charged that the j
cced firm of May & Co., of St. Paul, had at-
tempted to bribe him by an offer of 1,500
packages of seeds free to refrain from calling
>!he attention of congress to the quality of
the goods they furnished the department.

It will be noticed in the correspond-
ence which follows that the Ohio man
charges it was the assortment of seed
which aroused his ire, but in his speech
on the floor of the house it was the
quality of the seed which excited his
"surprise and disgust." Evidently Mr.
Bromwell knew that he could not be
reached by law when he made his
charges, which are tantamount to the j
direct assertion that L. L. May & Co.
sought to bribe him with $12. It is
difficult to say whether or not it was
the amount that offended the congress-
man. But it is regarded as laughable
to suppose that the St. Paul florists
would attempt to curry favor with the
penny statesman from the western re-
serve, as he is unknown to the St. Paul i
people, is without influence so far as }
the business of the department of agri-
culture is concerned, and L. L. May &
Co. do business directly with Secretary
Morton's department. The government

test of the seeds furnished by Mr. May
was in the neighborhood of 99 per cent,
which was considered far above the av-
erage, and Mr. Bromweil is the only i

person who has made any complaint of
the quality of the seeds. May be Brom-
well was sore because he couldn't work i
his frank, as the correspondence shows, j
He wanted to be a good fellow with j
his farmer constituents and sought to
have Uncle Sam pay the freight on the j
seeds he wanted Mr. May to furnish |
him at government contract price. Only \
the nerve of a congressman like Brom- !
well, it is Maimed, would enable a man !
to make such a request from a business
house.

The beginning of Mr. Bromwell's out- i
burst of virtuous indignation dates J
back nearly a year-Ago when he wrote
as follows to the St. Paul firm:

TELL-TALE CORRESPONDENCE.
WASHINGTON, D. C, April 20, IS9C—L. L.

May & Co., Minneapolis. Minn.—Gentlemen:
I have asked the s^re-tary of agricuKure to
have my flower seed quota sent to my ad-
dress in Washington, 1347 Q street, N. W.,
and have forwarded him the blank franks for
that purpose, which you will no doubt re-
ceive within a day or two. I will bs under i
obligations if you will forward them to me
promptly, as I wish to get them out before
adjournment

I also desire to know whether you would
be willingto sell me an additional quota at
about the figure paid by the department. The
varieties and numiber of each to be the same
as contained in my quota, but the seeds to
be unsealed, so that I can make my own se-
lections before putting them up to mail. I
will thank you for a prompt response to thisInquiry. Yours truly, —J. H. Bromwell,

ORDERED MORE SEEDS.

Then Mr. Bromwell wrote ordering seeds,
enclosing h!s check in payment, as follows:

L. May & Co.: Enclosed find my check for
$12 to pay for 2,000 packages, as per ycur
letter of the 22nd inst. I desire them loose so
that I can make my own selections. If
you can do so, it will be a great accommoda-
tion to mo if packets of the same kind of
flower are put up separate bundles and label-
ed on the outside. Also send me the out-
sid-e maf-ling envelope unsealed, I desire them
sent to my address in Washington, D. C,
to which my regular quota, is also to be
delivered, viz., 1347 Q St, N. W. I also en-
close you my frank on card board addressed
to myself. As I understand It, these can be
forwarded at once without waiting for the
franks on the regular quota. The latter I
would like to have sent also as coon as pos-
sible.

that we cannot use the franks forwarded by
the members, for order 3of seeds placed

"The department of agriculture cannot
permit the government seed contractors to
sell seed in packets bearing the name of
the department of agriculture, or any worda
which might cause the receiver of the pack-
age to believe that it was a part of the gov-
ernment seed distribution. No seed can be
delivered free of postag« through the mails,
except that delivered upon the order of mem-
bers of congress, by the department of agri-
culture; or sent out by this department"

We were about to forward your seeds in
other packets, thinking you nv!ght arrange

post paid, if yo.u vIU kindly advise us upon

distribution of these seeds.

THEN BROMWELJL. GOT ANGRY.
This delay and the fact that he

had to pay the carrying chaa-ges him-
self doubtless stirred Mr. Bromwell to
wrath. He had promised these seeds
to the wives and daughters of his con-
stituents, and a new election was com-
ing on, and he needed strength about
his postholea. He tried to back out
of his bargain, and, under the plea
that the seeds were not extensive in
variety, sought to cancel his order. It
will be noticed there is a difference be-
tween Mr. Bromwell's complaint to Mr.
May and the tirade he delivered in
congress. He found to his "surprise
and disgust" that the seeds were not
what he wanted, and he threatened
to call the attention of congress to
what he declared was a fraud on tho
department. Bromwell also saiJ in
this letter that he wanted his check
returned, which he got promptly, ac thi}
following letters will show:

WASHINGTON, D. C, May <i, IK%.—L. L.
y.ny & Co., St. Paul—OontKmen- In view
of the unwarranted and unbusinesslike delay
in forwarding my order for flower seeds to
me, and more particularly in view of the
limited number of varieties which I found in
my regular quota I desire to cancel my or-
der, and ask you to return my check. As-
suming that the same length of time would
elapse for the seeds to reach me as has
transpired between my letter of the 24th
u!t., and yours just received, about the
only use I would have for your flower seeds
would be to hold them over until next year.
I opened a number of packets in my regu-

lar quota, and to my surprise and disgust
found that the "rare and valuable seeds,"
for which we are spending the public money,
include one pad-age of sunflower, one of I
caster oil be*n, cne nasturtium, one bar- >
tonia, and occasionally an impomea in place
of the caster oil b^an. I want to say to
you frankly that I have been tempted to call j
the attention of congres3 and the country to j
this fraud which has been practiced by the j
department in permitting you to send out
such seeds. Last year the flower seed dis- i
tribution contained not less than fifty varie-
ties, many of them of real choice and valu-
able kinds. I shall be glad to hear from you
by return mall.

MADE HIMA PRESENT.

The St. Paul firm, willing to acoom- !
modate the Ohio man, who seemed so j
disappointed in not receiving seeds he
had ordered—though L. L. May & Co.
were required to send but five varieties
under their contract with the govern- j
ment—of their own good will, and at
their own expense and loss, sent the
iraite congressman about 1,500 packaged j
of seeds of many varieties. The con^
gressman was so pleased at receiving
what he wanted, and which, under the j
contract of the florist firm and the
government, he was not entitled to,
overlooked his previous fit of ill tem^ j
per sufficiently to write the firm that :
they need net return his check, bin j
should send him another 600 packages, j
which, in some manner, he conceived j
to be his due. But his letter contained I
the threat to make things unpleasant j
for the florists because they had j
stepped on his congressional corns. He
did not at that time seem to be under •

the impression thai an attempt was i
being made to bribe him. The seeds :
had not yet all been received, and the I
election had not been held. He had j
to have those seeds before making ugly
charges against the people who were
accommodating him at their own ex-
pense and iiia manner not required of j
them as government contractors. Hear
Mr. Bromwell swell up:

In view of the greater variety which lias
come on this order than I found in my rogu- j
lar quota, I have decided to countermand i

the request for the return of my check, and,
provided the other 600 are sen;t immediately,
will retain the seeds for distribution. In ac-
cepting these seeds I do not wish to be un-
derstood as in any manner withdrawing the \
criticism made in my last letter concerning j
the imposition that has been practiced on
the public In sending out such seeds as were
contained in my regular quota. Yours re-
spectfully, —J. H. Bromwell.

THOUGHT HIMSELF INSULTED.
The day following the virtuous Mr.

Bromwell received the courteous gift
of the florists together with his check.
Then he imagined himself insulted. He
had the worst of the argument in the
correspondence. He had been anything
but courteous, and had made threats of
what he would do to the government
contractors. He swelled up with pride
as he saw, in his mind's eye, tne gov
eminent florists at his knee in sup-
pliance, asking him not to crush them.
He, a congressman, presented with a
package -of flower seeds; indeed! If
the "remaining 600 to complete my or-
der" had reached him with his check,
he might not have been so anxious to
pese as a purist. It was evidently the
seeds that Bromwell was after. He
was thus consciously paying high trit>
ute to the worth of the articles which
L L. May & Co. furnish to the go*.
ernment. Here is the way he maGt

his impci-tance felt on the offending
firm:

WASHINGTON, D. C, May 15, 1896—L. L.
May & Co., St. Paul, Minn.—Gentlemen: I
return you your check for $12, and must re-
spectfully decline to receive the seeds al-
ready received as complimentary. As I
stated in my letter there were but 1,400 seeds
in the two packages received. Please send
me the remaining 600 to complete my order.
Yours respectfully, —J. H. Bromwell.

KEPT THE SEEDS.
This ended the correspondence. Mr.

Bromwell kept the seeds, used them,

doubtless, and was re-elected. It was
the potent power of the seeds that did
it The incident was forgotten by the
St. Paul firm, as all disagreeable things
are forgotten—even, contact with an
Ohio congressman must be forgotten
sooner or later. But now that Air.
Bromwell has taken this uncalled-for
and cowardly means of attacking a
reliable business house, it will not re-
dound to his credit that he sought the
safety of the floor of the house of rep-
resentatives to make such silly and
baseless charges.

Mr. May's statement made to the
Globe, together with the correspond-
ence here offered, puts a very different
light on the little paragraph sent out
in the Associated Press dispatches.

| Mr. May said yesterday:
"A collection of seecia valued at $12.

which the Hot.. Mr. Bromwell states
•was sent to him as a bribe, was in
reality sent him, as will be shown by
the correspondence, complimentary,
simply because his (Bromwell's) quota
order by the department was rushed
out at his own request the moment we
began putting up seeds, and the as-
sortment he received (according to his
statement) ddd include but six differ-
ent varieties of flowers.

"We were not, by contract, com-
pelled to send but five varieties, but, as
Bromwell seemed to feel very badly
because his constituents were not go-
ing to receive the latest improved nov-
elties in flowerdem, we good-naturedly
instructed that another collection of
1,400 or 1,500 packets be sent him
complimentary, out of our own gen-
eral assortment.

"This was done fey us simply as an
act of courtesy, as we had nothing
whatever to fear or any favors to
ask from Mr. Bromwell.

"We have no means now of verifying
the statement of Bromwell that he
only received six different varieUw*,
but this was not the usual report, as
Congressman Tawney stated that he
found thirteen different varieties In

fifteen packages. All, however,- that
was required by the department was
that each package In the assortment
was to contain at least five different
sorts.

"Mr. Bromwell'flL expression of an
attempt to bribe him with $12 worth of
seeds is not otily fery absurd, but un-
called for and" an outrage upon a re-
liable firm. -- <: :

"The trick of Bromwell is really too
contemptible lor any one to pay any
attention to wWteVer, were it not for
the fact that it might place May & Co.
in a false portion- with congress and
the public, who dIAnot know the truth
of the affair."

DR. STONE DECLARES HIMSELF.

Will Consider Pabllo Health Before
Sanitation Comnujiies.

"I am perfectly willing to adopt any
suggestions made by the council andany of its committees, but Iwill see all
the sanitation "companies in be-
fore I will endanger the public healthby waiting five days or forty-eight
hours before ordering vaults cleaned,
which in my opinion should be attended
to at once, or within twenty-four
hours."

This was the statement made by
Health Commissioner Stone at a meet-ing of the assembly committee on
streets yesterday afternoon. Tthe com-
mittee had before it the resolution di-
recting the health commissioner to
post in his office for a period of five
days, the location of all vaults wihich
had been ordered cleaned by his de-
partment.

There had been com« kicking to the
members of tlhe council to the effect
that one particular company secured
all the work in this line, and there had
been suggestions made that the suc-
cessful company had close connections
with the health department office.
Representatives of the Independent
Sanitation company appeared before
the committee and stated that the reso-
lution had not been brought up at
their request. They contended that
that they were getting the worst of
the business, however, and submitted
three affidavits from Stephen Bird,
Sarah Schwartz and Mary Webber,
setting up that in September, last
Health Officers Sharood and Starr had
visited the residences of the deponents
and ordered the vaults cleaned Ac-
companying the health officers were
employes of the St Paul Sanitation
company, who presented orders for
them to sign which required the work
to be done by tfhiat company. The affi-
davits and the statements made by the
lepresentatives* of the Independent
Sanitation company were to the effect
that by the employes of the St. Paul
company going around with the health
officer that company got an advan-
tage over theipther companies in the
same line of business. Messrs. Scannell,
Hendrickson and Strane, representing
sanitation conipanfes, explained that
they hiad received no favors from the
health commisiibiner's office and that it i

had been the pjaciice for employes of
the various companies to follow health
inspectors, an 4by so doing pick up
what work they could.

Dr. Stone explained to the committee
that so far as he was concerned there
had been no partiality shown any com-
pany. Every health officer had been
told that they* 1"shoMd explain to per-
sons, who wer^'notifyed to have vaults
cleaned, that there were three or four
companies engaged in the work and it
was optional which one was selected.
Last summer, Dr. Stone said, it had
been called to his attention that In-
spector Sharood had been riding about
with an employe of the St. Paul Sani-
tation company, and he had called the
inspector in and given him a lecture.
Since then, Dr. Stone said, there had
been no further complaints of this
kind. As to Inspector Storr doing any
such thing as stated in one of the
affidavits he was doubtful, and not-
withstanding the statement of the affl- (
davit he did riot believe the charge. !
The health inspectors, the doctor said,
were fallowed every time they left the;
office by employes of the various com- ;
panics. and this could not be prevented, !
although it was very annoying to the j
men. He was trying to make the city j
healthy annl clean an 4could not do '.
so if he was obliged to give five days
notice before ordering a vault to be
cleaned. The matter was finally set-
tled by E>r. Stone announcing that in
the future all notices served by the
health inspectors should have the
names of all companies engaged in
the work printed on the notices.

The mayor, city engineer, street rail-
way company representative and the
street commissioners will hold a meet-
ing at 4 o'clock tomorrow afternoon
when the matter of cleaning the streets
of snow will be considered. The com-
plaint is made 'that the street railway
company does not do its share of clean-
ing the streets ahmg wfaich their lines
run.

DR. fillliltAßDIS GOHE

PORTS ABOUT HIM.

SKETCH OF A BRILLIANT GAABUEBR.

Profession, the City and the Univer-
sity of Minnesota Lose by the

Closing of His Life.

Dr. Perry H. Mlllard, dean of the
medical department of the University
of Minnesota, died yesterday morning
at the Johns Hopkins hospital, Balti-
more, Md. The news of Dr. Mlllard's
death was no surprise to his friends, as
all hope of his recovery was abandoned
some time ago.

Perry H. Millard M. ».
Late Dean College of Medicine and Sur-

gery, University of Minnesota.

Dr. Mlllard's health began to fall
about six month 9ago, but neither he
nor his friends realized that his condi-
tion was serious until about the first
of last November, when his symptoms

became so alarming that he consulted
his brother physicians. They were un-
able to diagnose his malady further
than to ascertain that he was suffer-
ing from some form of pernicious
anaemia. Realizing the necessity of
ceasing all work, for his surgical duties
in the St. Paul hospitals, as well as
at the university, were arduous, Dr.
Millard at once gave them up, and, ac-
companied by his friend Dr. Charles
Greene, went to the Johns Hopkins
hospital in Baltimore, where he placed
himself under the special care of >Dr.
Oster, one of the eminent physicians
of that city. His case at once received
the attention and study of the ablest
specialists of the country. For a short
time after his arrival at the hospital
Dr. Mlllard's condition improved some-
what, and hopes of his recovery were
entertained, but they soon disappeared
as the reports of his condition grew
more and more discouraging. Accord-
Ing to the last report, received shortly
before his death, his blood contained
only about one-sixth of the normal
number of corpuscles, and was, there-
fore, in an alarming condition.

Dr. Millard was not only one of the
most prominent figures in the medical
profession throughout the entire North-
west, but he likewise enjoyed a na-
tional reputation by reason of the no-
table reforms in medical legislation
which resulted from his efforts. A na-
tive of New York state, where he was
born in 1848, Dr. Millard moved to
Minnesota about thirty years ago and
located in Stillwater. He began the
practice of medicine in 1872, receiving
his medical education at Rush Medical
college, Chicago. About twelve years
later he came to St. Paul and has lived
here ever since.

Dr. Millard became the dean of the
medical department of the state uni-
versity at the time of its organization,
and retained that post until his death.
He was mainly instrumental, in fact,
in the establishment of the medical de-
partment. From the time of its foun-
dation in ISBB until the separate col-
leges of dentistry, pharmacy and allo-
pathy were set apart in 1893, Dr. Mil-
lard had charge of the entire medical
department. Since the schools were
divided. Dr. Millard has been dean of
the college of medicine and surgery.
He had also occupied the chair of pro-
fessor of the principles and practice of
surgery and of medical jurisprudence.
He gained a high reputation for his
skill in surgery. ,

Eminent as a practitioner and medi-
cal educator, Dr. MlHard also won dis-
tinction for his activity and success in
securing medical legislation that has
since been adopted in nearly all the
leading states in the Union. Through
his efforts to a large extent, for he was
a member of the state legislature for
several terms, the present rigid system
of state exatminaitdons of all applicants
for a license to practice medicine in
Minnesota was adopted by the legisla-
ture. Dr. Millard's measure was indeed
the pioneer medical practice act of the
country. He also secured the passage
of a second act that made the require-
ments for the licensing of physicians
still more exacting. Subsequently as
an executive officer of the American
college, he continued his labors in be-
half of the advancement of iroedical
education and in raising the requlre-
menta for admission to and graduation
from the medical colleges throughout
the country.

Dr. Millard was a member of the
most exclusive medical societies in the
United States, among them being
the American Academy of Medicine. He
was likewise an officer of the American
Medical association and a trustee of the
medical journal published by that so-
ciety. Dr. Millard was likewise a mem-
ber of the Association of American Sur-
geons. In 1894 and 1895 he was presi-
dent of the Minnesota Academy of
Medicine, which is limited. in member-
Ship to 100 physicians" within this
state. In the year ISB2 he was chosen
president of the State Medical society.

For several years and up to the time
of his»deaith. Dr. Millard was the chief
surgeon of the Omaha and Great West-
ern railroads.

He was chief of the medical staff of
the free dispensary, s»id attending
surgeon of both the olty and St. Luke's
hospitals.

Dr. Millard's wife, eon and daughter
survive him. His son is sixteen and
his daughter fourteen years of age.
Mrs. Millard and the children were with
Dr. Millard when he died.

SCHUBERT MEMORIAL.

Anniversary of the Great Composer
Fittingly- Gommemoirated.

On Jan. 31, 1797, an even century
ago, Franz Peter Schubert first saw
the light of day at Vienna. No one
suspected then tihat one of the great-
est composers of the century had been
born, but such was the case. On Nov.
19, 1828, Schubert died, leaving as a
legacy to the world some of the finest
music which has ever been written.

It was most fitting that the Schubert
club, of St. Paul, should give its me-
morial concert on this anniversary of
the birtlh of the great genius. The
event took place at Park Congrega-
tional church, Mackubin street and
Holly avenue, last night. The seating
capacity of the great church was taxed
to its utmost, and chairs were placed
in the aisles to accommodate the great
throng which desired to hear the lead-
Ing musical club of the whole West
do honor to the memory of the man
whose name it bore. The concert
ranked among the best of the season.
The music played was exclusively that
of Schubert, and consequently there
was not the sharp variety and con-
trast which characterizes the works
of different composers. Yet many of
Sohubert's masterpieces were either
sung or played in such excellent taste
and form that the people of the city
should feel an honest pride in possess-
ing so many real artists. If the shades
of the great Schubert were hanging
about the concert room, the ghost of
the departed moist have been satisfied.
All of the performers are well known
to local fame, and the mere mention of
their names would be a guarantee of
the exoe<Henee of their work.
