MERRY WAR IS ON

ANOTHER CHAPTER IN THE POPU-
LISTIC FACTIONAL QUAR-
REL.

CHAIRMAN WASHBURN'S REPLY

TO THE CAUSTIC CRITICISMS OF
HIS MANIFESTO BY COMMIT-
TEEMAN EDGERTON.

AT ouTrs REGARDING ISSUES.

The Chairman and Hisx Followers
Favor Cutting Loose From
Silverites.

BOSTON, Mass., Feb. 7.—George F.

““'a,s‘hburn, chairman of the executive

committee of the People’'s party of
Massachusetts, who recently issued a
manifesto calling for the People’s party
to separate that party from the Dem-
ocrats, and suggested the calling of a
convention, which appeal was replied
to by Hon. J. A. Edgerton, secretary
of the national committee of the
People’s party, has made the following
reply to Mr. Edgerton’s recent letter:

I congratulate you on your very able letter.
It is plausible and would do credit to an
adroit lawyer with a weak case, but you
have not made plain why two parties should
force one issue, nor have you reasoned away
the actual dangers that threaten the life of
our party and the reform press.

I do not favor the abandonment of silver
or any change in the platform, and my ap-
peal must not be construed to mean that
you do not discriminate between planks. We

made a subordinate plank the issue, trust-
ing to win by aid of the alliance. In the
order of the platform, sclentific money

comes first. We forced the Democrats to
champion silver, but we stand ready to de-
fend it when necessary. .

I have received hundreds of letters com-
ing from nearly every state in the Union,
representing every faction of the party and
including nearly every leader, and the unani-
mous sentiment sustains my appeal. Your
letter bears the distinction of being the only
one opposed, and the Rocky Mountain News
the only paper, so far as received.

While I do not ascribe to you the intent,
nevertheless, your plan of having an identi-
cal issue'with the Democrats would result in
a union of the Populistic lamb and the Tam-
many tiger, but with the former inside the
latter. While it was possible to unite dur-
ing a fighting campaign, it is not wise to
continue the union during an educational one,

Your plan would force us to follow the
Democrats under their banner when we
should lead them under our own. Your plan
would humiliate our brave people, while
mine would inspire and enable and ennoble
them. You favor retaining a subordinate
plank as an issue. I favor making the maln
one, which includes yours, the issue.

You favor a plan that would factionize the
party and divide the West and South. 1
favor a plan that would unite all factions and

i lead to victory. You favor a plan that would

sfuppress our main planks. 1 favor a plan
that would open them to discussion when
the people want to talk about them. You
faver a plan that would add thousands of
adheren‘s to anotheg party. 1 favor one that
would add thousands of adherents to cur own.

Fusion for a campaign may be politics,
but permanent fusion on identical issues
means absorption and disintegration for our
party. Disintegration from the same cause
killeld the Greenback party, Why should we
invite a similar fate?

You favor an issue that may be abandoned
by the Democrats through some form of com-
promise. I favor a plan that would not be
affected by these changes. You favor a plan
that would enable the Democrats to absorb
the Populists and pave the way for a union
of the two wings of Democracy, leaving the
future of reform a forlorn hope._ I favor a
plan that would force the Democrats to ad-
vance to our position rather than to recede
from theirs.

You favor a plan that would wreck and ruin
all the reform papers of the land. I favor
a plan that would preserve and prosper them.
Should other questions absorb the attention
of the people or should an international agree-
ment be reached by the Republicans, it would
leave the silver forces stranded without an
issue and afford them an excuse for back-
sliding.

The isues I favor are the ones that will
command the attention of the people dur-
ing the next four years. Why attempt to
force one issue when the people will discuss
the others.

This move on the part of the Populists wili
place our party at the head of the column
of reform, with the Democrats protecting the
rear. Our defense of the greenbacks will
add thousands of voters to our ranks.

The radicals of teday are the conservatives
of tomorrow. If we educate the people be-
tween elections on scientifie money, metal
money will become the conservative measure
of the future, until the invariable paper
doilar shall finally take its turn and become
the money of all nations. The next battle
may be fought on sclentific vs. metal money.

There will be an informal, unofficial con-
ference in Memphis, Tenn., on Feb. 22. It
will be attended by leaders of the party from
every section of the country. I believe the

resclatio adopted at that time will be so
emphatically in favor of independent action
as to lead to the official indorsement by our
natlonal commitiee.

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GIVES UP THE DITCH.

Senator Morgan to Allow the Nica-
ragua Bill to Be Shelved.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 7. —If Senator
Morgan pursues his present plan, he
will move to take up the Nicaragua
canal bill during the morning hour
Monday. He expects the motion to be
antagonized and in that event will
secure a vote which will, he thinks,
demonstrate the voting strength of the
canal bill. He expects the vote to be
largely in the minority, but whatever
the result, he probably will announce
his abandonment of the bill for the
present session on account of the de-
termined obstruction to its passage,
while at the same time he will declare
his purpose to press the measure with
more determination than ever at the
next session.

The withdrawal of the Nicaragua
bill from its present place at the head
of the calendar will leave the way
open for other measures pressing
for consideration. The diplomatic
and consular appropriation bill has
already been reported and there will
be an effort to secure attention to it
Monday. The appropriation committee
expect to have the Indian and agricul-
tural bills reported by Wednesday, and
will ask for early consideration.

Senator Thurston will seek the first
opportunity to conclude his speech on
the Pacific railroad resolutions; Senator
Morrill has given notice of his intention
to advance the bill to prohibit the sale
of liquor in the capitol, and Senator
Sherman will abide by his decision to
ask the senate to go into executive
session early Monday for the purpose
of considering the general arbitration
treaty with Great Britain.

As soon as these matters will permit,
there will be an effort to proceed with
the bankruptey bill, and it is not ex-
pected that there will be any avowed
opposition to consideration.

The proceedings relative to the arbi-
tration treaty will be held in executive
session, and will be long and ani-
mated.

Wednesday the senate will join with
the house to see the count of the elec-
toral vote.

Senator Lodge hopes to get up the
conference report on the immigration
bill as soon as the house acts upon
it, which he thinks will be done the
latter part of the present week.

THE HOUSE.

The feature of the week in the house
will be the ceremonies on Wednesday
of the counting of the electoral vote
and the formal promulgation of the
election of McKinley and Hobart by the
vice president of the United States. It
is a state occasion, bul of a very formal
character.

Unless the fortifications or sundry
civil bill is reported, the house will
have no appropriation bill to consider
this week, and most of the time will
be devoted to such bills as the various
committees may present, and the con-
ference reports. There are three con-
tested election cases—Beattie vs. Price,
from Louisiana; Hopkins vs. Kendrick,
from Kentucky, and Benoft vs. Boatner,
which probably will be decided. In
each case the majority report favors
the sitting member, a Democrat, and
little time will be consumed in dispos-
ing of them.

ICE GORGE GAVE WAY.

Ohio Packets in Danger From the
Flood,

LOUISVILLE, Ky. Feb. 7.—An ice
gorge fifteen feet high and twenty
miles long, which has been forming for
several days, gave away this afternoon
Several New Orleans and Memphis
packets have been caught in the ice,
and compelled to lay up. If these
have not succeeded in finding refuge in
the tributaries the loss may be large.

NEW YORK, Feb. 7.--Charles W. Brooke,
the noted criminal lawyer, died early this
morning at New Brighton, S. I. Mr. Brooke
was taken ill Jan. 26, and an examination by
his physiclans showed that he was suffer-
ing from a cancer in the intestines. An op-
eration was performed a few days later,
and the patient gave encouraging signs of
recovery until yesterday afternoon, when a
rapld decline set in. A further examination
showed that septicaemia had begun, and that
the cancer had eaten its way through the
peritoneum. His condition was then declared
hopeless, and his son, Charles Lex Brooke,
and his brother, Alexander Brooke, were
summoned, the brother not arriving in time,
however. Mr. Brooke was born in Philadel-
phia and was sixty-one years of age, was a
widower and leaves two sons.

VETERANS WIKE IT

CHANGE IN THE LAW BY WHICH
THEY RECEIVE PENSIONS
BY MAIL,

IT MAKES A BIG SAVING.

ORDER JUST _ISSUED CUTTING
DOWN THE AGENCIES ONE.
HALF.

A BENEFIT TO PENSIONERS.

Less Possibility of Error and More
Promptitude in Pay.
ments,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 7.—The presi-
dent has signed, on the recommenda-
tion of Secretary of the Interior Fran-
cis, an important order reducing the
number of pension agencies in the
United States from eighteen to nine.
The object of the order is to effect a
very large saving to the government
without inconveniencng the pensioners,
The secretary demonstrates that by
this reduction of the pension agencies
the cost of disbursing pensions can be
reduced by at least $150,000 pér annum.
The change was made possible by an
amendment to the law governing the
disbursing of pensions, which amend-
ment was approved March 23, 1896. It
required that all pensioners should,
after that date, be paid by checks re-
mitted by mail. Reports from the pen-
sion agencies in reply to inquiries as
to the operation of the new law were
to the effect that under it the pension-
ers agre pajd much more promptly; that
the possibility of error is minimized,
and that upon the whole it is much
more satisfactory to the pensioners
than the former law. The agents also
advise that the pensloners receive their
pensions when remitted by mall at
their homes, where, being surrounded
by family influences, the pensioner is
much more likely to make a judicious
disposition of his pension. money.

This executive order will go into ef-
fect Sept. 1 next, its execution hav-
ing been postponed until that date
in order that no pensioner should suf-
fer inconvenience in consequence of de-
lay in receiving his pension, and to
give ample time for the removal of the
rolls and records. from the agencies
discontinued. The consolidation was
made by uniting existing agencies and
the entire jurisdiction thereof, in order
that no expense should be incurred by
the makng ot new rolls. Among the
changes of agencies gre: The agency
of Milwaukee is discontinued and pay-
ments are made from Chicago; those
at Des Moines from St. Louis, a new
agency being established at the latter
point because of the better malil facil-
ities there than at "Des Moines. The
following is the preambhle of the

EXECUTIVE, 3RDER:

‘““Whereas, By act of congress approved
March 23, 1896, the law governing the pay-
ment of pensions was amended so as to re-
quire all pensioners to be pald by checks re-
mitted by mail instead permitting those
to collect personally who elected so to d
and

0,
‘“Whereas, The method of LK“"“ by remit-
tance has greatly lessened the labor of pen-
slon agencies through which pension appro-
priations are disbursed and facilitated the
payment of pensions, as evidenced by reports
from agents, and

‘““Whereas, The remittance of penslons by
mail has proven eminently satisfactory to
pensioners, who, by this method, receive their
quarterly allowances more promptly, with
unvarying regularity and with less likelihood
of error, and

‘““Whereas, The successful operation of the
amended law has now been thoroughly dem-
onstrated, and

‘“Whereas, Under its provisions and in con-
sequence thereof the number of pension
agencies can be materially reduced without
any inconvenience whatever to the pension-
ers and a great saving to the government be
effected; therefore, from and after the 1st
day of Seputember, 1837, it is ordered,”” etc.

This is followed by the body of the
crder, which defines the jurisdiction of
each agency. The secretary of the in-
terior is charged with the execution of
the order. The following are the nine
agencies and the number of pension-
ers paid thereat under the new order:

Boston, 94,357; New York, 98,833; Phil-
adelprhia, 106,735; Washington, 140,265;
Columbus, 104,492; Indianapolis, 116,-
066; Chicago, 125,123; St. Louls, 161,709;
San Francisco, 23,098; total, 970,678.

All pensioners of the United States
residing in foreign countries, number-
ing 3,781, will continue to be paid from
the Washington agency; and the navy
pensioners will be paid as heretofore,
The estimated saving to the govern-
ment is as follows: Clerk hire, $105,-
675; salaries, nine agents, $36,000; con-
tingent expenses of & cies discqn-um—
ued, $10,182; remt Tfor discontinued
agencies, $9,550; total ‘$161,407.

The following discontinued agencies
pay the rents given below: Buffalo,
$2,400; Detroit $2,400; Milwaukee, $2,-
500; Topeka, $2,250; total, $9,550.

The total cost for ons and the
disbursement thereof the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1896, was $142,206,550,
made up as follows: Payments to pen-
sioners, $138,215,176; fees to examining
surgeons, $672,587; maintaining pension
bureau at Washington, $2,753,760; cost
of maintaining pension agencies, $565,-
027.

It is on this last item that the new
order is intended to save between $150,-
000 and $160,000 per annum.

Maine’s Ax-Handle Man.

The ax-handle man is another peculiar
worker in the Maine words, and he lives just
as unconventionally and has just as good a
time as the hoop-pole man or the gum-pick-
er.

handle cutter., The ash saplings are about
the only ones that the lafter looks for, and
he goes into the woods in the fall and cho
down every sapling of the desired size. e
young tree is then split, and the chopper
blocks out the handle in"a rough way. When
a good collection of handles is thus blocked
out, they are buried so they may season
without cracking. If the sun is allowed to
shine upon these ash handles for any length
of time while seasoning, the fiber loses its
firmness. In addition to thig precaution, the
large ends of the handles are smeared over
with a greasy paint that tends further to
hold the grain together. In the winter the
ax-handle men colfeet their handles that have
been buried throughout the forest at con-
venient places, and send them to the railroad
station, and thence to thé factory, where they
;retﬂnished off. —Corre#pondence New York

Outside the walls of Canea
there has been a continuous fusillade
since Saturday, the soldiers siding with
the Mussulmans. All of the Christians
have left the town, 1,500 of them going
aboard the British vessels, while 200
subjects of France have gone aboard
the French cruiser.

At Halpea, 700 armed Chris-
tians are facing an armed body of Mus-
sulmans. The situation at Retimo is
serious. The insurgents hold the vice
consuls, the bishop and other notable
prisoners as hostages. The Turks have
already pillaged several villages, and it
is feared that the insurrection will in-
volve the whole of Crete. The Greek
squadron has arrived here.

DOCKERS WERE DESPERATE.

Serious Riots Follow the Collapse o1
the Hamburg Strike.

HAMBURG, Feb. 7.--The riots which
followed the recent collapse of the
dockers’ strike, the workmen, incen-
sed at the failure of their cause, at-
tacking the laborers as they emerged
from the docks Saturday evening, at
Altona and St. - Paul are serious.
Knives and revolvers were freely used.
A number of persons have been in-
jured, iIncluding several onlookers.
Nearly 100 arrests have been made by
the authorities. It was 2 o’clock Sun-
day morning before the large forces
of mounted police succeeded in clear-
ing the streets and quieting the peo-
ple.

ROME, Feb. 7.—The pope celebrated mass
this morning before fifty-seven persons, repre-
senting different nationalities. Afterward he
received Cardinal Marco Mocenni.

Spanish Govermment Will Proceed
to Reform Cuba.

MADRID, Feb. 7.—~Prime Minister
Canovas del Castillo in an interview
announces that the government intends
to faithfully execute the proposed Cu-
ban reforms, and that it will not be
necessary to walit for the complete
pecification of Cuba.

Marquis Apezteguia says it is doubt-
ful whether the scheme of Cuban re-
ferms will serve to terminate the in-
surrection, and adds that Capt. Gen.

HAVANA, Feb. 7.—Via Key West—

During the course of the recent re-

marks of Capt. Gen. Weyler, at
Villa Clara the Spanish commander
said that he expected to put an end to
the revolution in the province of Santa
Clara, in the near future; that the rev-
olution was not being conducted as a
war, that it was really only an organ-
ization of bandits on a large scale. He
explained his reasons for not author-
izing the grinding of sugar cane, stat-
ing that it was not in accordance with
his plan of campaign, and that besides
the sugar crop only gave assistance tp
the insurgents.

The government has promised to es-
tablish reforms, but their establishment
would depend upon the trilumph of the
Spanish arms. At the conclusion or
his remarks he asked for the co-oper-
ation of all in the efforts to suppress
the insurrection. Tt is calculated thart
an effective force of 16,000 men, com-
sisting of fifteen pieces of artillery, five
regiments of cavalry, the battalions of
infantry of the Princess of Amerlcs,
the Dbattalion of the Antilles, and
the battalion of Zamara and Mordida
will soon be placed in the field.

It is reported that Intendente Fa-
