formation of Some Kind.

NEW YORK, Feb. B.—Mr. Searles,
secretary and treasurer of the Ameri-
can Sugar Refining company, was on
hand today when the joint legislative j
committee on trusts met in this city
today. Mr. Searles left his home in \
Brooklyn for Canton, Ohio, last Thurs- \
day evening after having been served j
with a subpoena, and the committee
was disposed at its sitting on Friday
to declare him in contempt and take I
steps for his punishment. Mr. Searles !
was warmly greeted by the members J
of the committee.

Lawyer Edward M. Shepard, attor-
ney for the sugar company, arrived
soon after and immediately entered
into conversation with the prospective
witness. Before taking the stand, Mr.
Searles, at Senator Liexow's request,

made a statement that he only received
the subpoena as he was on his way
to take a train, and that he left it was
his first duty to attend to the business
on hand at the time. Senator Lexow
reprovingly told Mr. Searles that the j
subpoena of the committee could not j
be ignored by the millionaire or by the j
poor man.

"At the close of your testimony, Mr.
Searles," added Senator Lexow, "the
committee will pass upon the question j
oi contempt."

Mr. Searles said his occupation was I
the sugar refining business, and that ;
of bank president and president of ;
several local corporations; secretaiy
and treasurer of the American Sugar !
Refining company. He purchased and I
held all the stock of the North River
Relining company. The purchase was
an individual purchase, he continued,
and had no relation as to the value
of the property to the Sugar Refining
company. The circumstances were
somewhat peculiar, and, he added, the
whole transaction was ventilated in
the court of appeals.

Mr. Searles gave the st^rotyped re-
ply: "I cannot recall," to a series of
questions propounded by Senator
Lexow, in regard to purchase of the
North River Refining company, in-
cluding the inquiry if the price was not
about $325,000.

Asked as to the present whereabouts
of the company's books, the witness
said it was his opinion they were in i

the archives of the subsidiary com-
panies, over which he had no control. •

NORTH RIVER DEAL.
"Now you might as well tell us what

was paid in the North River Sugar
Refining ease. We are going to have
it, if it is in this world."

"Ihave no figures at the present time
by which 1 could give you the exact
figures," said the witness, who, how-
ever, recalled that the price paid in
for the stock of the North River Su-
gar company was $700,000.

"Is it not true that you made $350,-
--000 over night on the transaction?"

"It is not true. I did not make $350,-
--000 over night in that transaction."

"Do you dispute that?"
"I do."
"Did you not consider, when you

were taking the $700,000 worth of cer-
tificates, that you were taking their
equivalent in value?"

"It would be their value when they
became a part of the consolidated
stocks. It was my faith in their
Ultimate value that induced mc to
take them." The witness said that
the North River Relining company
was anxious to get cash instead of
certificates, and, in order to accommo-
date, _witness took tne certificates off
its hands. Mr. Searles further said
that the transaction had the acquies-
cence cf the directors and the stock-
lu Iders of the sugar trust. The wit-
ness finally admitted that, instead of
receiving $700,000 worth of stock cer-
tificates from the North River Refining
company, he received only $595,000. At
this stage Stephen Little, the ex-
pert accountant, who had been sub-
poenaed, announced himself, and, on
explaining to Senator i^exow that he ln
nowise was concerned ln the corpora-
tion under investigation, was excused.

In reply to Senator Lexow, Mr.
Searles denied that his purchase of the
stock of the .North River company
was to crush out tihe company as a
competitor in the sugar market. In
reply to another question, witness said
he could not say definitely whether
or not the actual value of the stocks
taken into the trust was less than
$20,000,000.

"Is it not a fact that, of the $50,-
--000,000 of stock in the sugar trust, only
a third of that figure is actual value?"

"By actual value do you mean bricks
and mortar?" inquired Mr. Searles.
who finally stated that his mind was
not sufficiently clear on the subject.
Witness said he had not known the fig-
ures in the case, and, on being asked
b> Senator Lexow if they were avail-
able, Mr. Searles said he presumed
they could be supplied from the books
of the company.

"How much did the four Brooklyn
refineries that were shut up receive
in certificates?"

"I do not remember the amount."
"Was Mr. Havemeyer mistaken when

he said that the sugar trustees accept-
ed the figures and estimates of the
various officers and stockholders of the
cemponent companies without investi-
gation and issued certificates upon that
ba.sis?"

"I think the statements of the reports
of the various companies were gen-
erally accepted as a basis for estimat-ing the value of the property."

Mr. Searles denied positively that
his company controlled the price ofsugar, and also allegations that itforced competitors to the wall by re-ducing prices in certain localities.

QUESTION OF CAPITAL.
Mr. Searles said the capital stock did

not represent its entrinsic value andthat the public only suffered in case
of over-capitalization. "Conupanies first
representing the sugar trust wer«
Havemeyer & Elder, with a capitaliza-
tion of $500,000; Dick & Meyer, $200,000,
and others entered on a ba-sis of $100 -000," the witness said.

"Then the valuation of the proper-
ty," said Chairman Lexow, "was not
correct as represented in the certifi-
cates or else the capital stock was
false?"

The witness did not think so.
"Do not you, as a business man,

think that the issuing of capital stock
at figures that do not represent real
value is the principal vice in corpora-
tions?"
"I hardly think that is the truth for

the reason that the c*>ri>oratlon law
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is availed of by many parties asso-
ciated in business simply to provide
for the distribution of interests in the
settling of business."

In reply to another question, witness
said he was of the opinion that the
legislature should encourage the forma-
tion of corporations in the state, rather
than drive them to other states.

"Was the actual cash value of the
various companies that comprise the
American Sugar Refining company $12,-
--000,000 and was not there $50,000,000 in
certificates issued?"

"There was no cash appraisement of
the actual value of the companies."

"Will you swear that the actual cash
value represented more than a total
of $12,000,000?"

"I should, most assuredly."
Asked by Chairman Lexow if he

made a report of the transactions of the
trust at any time since its organiza-
tion, witness said the laws of the state
of New Jersey did not require any
such transaction. The laws of the
state of Massachusetts require a pubho

statement and one had been rendered
by 1895. "I do not understand that
the laws cf the state of New York re-
quire such a proceeding in the case
of a foreign corporation," Mr. Searlea
said.

"What other company except the so-
called California company is in com-
petition with the Western Refining
company?"

"None that Iknow of."
Witness said that out of a total of

2,000,000 tons of sugar produced
annually in the United States, the
American Sugar Refining company
control 80 per cent of the product, but
denied the company controls the price.
"When we are not in the market our
competitors are, and buy and sell at
their own fixed prices," the witness
said.

Senator Lexow read to the witness
part of the testimony given by him
(Searles) before a former committee
which, the witness said, expressed his
views at present in regard to control
of the output of sugar ln order to get
rid of free competition prevailing be-
tween free factories.

"Do you agree with Mr. Havemeyer,
Who stated that the principal object In
consolidating was to stop competi-
tion?"

"No, sir."
Asked by Chairman Lexow if any

refineries had been built since the
amalgamation in 1891, witness answer-
ed in the affirmative, saying that two
had gone up in this state alone.

"How do yoti explain your testimony
before the senate committee?"

"Oh! that must be read with the
context."

"We are obliged to notify you for-
mally to produce at the next meeting
of this committee the minute book of
the company and any other data in
reference to the four Philadelphia com-
panies and other transactions in the
amalgamation," said the chairman.

"Personally I have no objection, but
I cannot do so without the consent of
the board of directors," the witness re-
sponded.

CONTROL OF PRICES.

In reply to another question, witness
said he disagreed with any statement
Implying that the American Sugar Re-
fining company controlled or fixed the
price of the product in the United
Slates.

"Is it not a fact that where you-have
competitors you cut down the price in
that particular locality and force them

to the wall?"
"No, sir, it is not. We only control

the price of our own sugar. The policy
of the American Sugar Refining com-
pany is to produce the largest quantity
possible and always in advance of the
demand, that the consumer may obtain
the product at a fair standard price,"
added Mr. Searles. In reply to anotiher
question, the witness said that since
the consolidation, the wages of the em-
ployes of the company in this state
were increased 10 per cent.

"What was the capital stock of the
Havemeyer refining company at the
time of the consolidation?'"

$1,000,000."
"What was the amount of certificates

you received from the pool?"'
"I cannot tell you now."
"You have the figures?"
"Oh, yes."
"You reduced nineteen active com-

panies to eight, did you not?"
"No, it was from fifteen to eight."
"You have a factory that could fur-

nish the entire demand of the Unitad
States?"

"We could dc it very easily.'
At the time of the organization of

the trust, the witness testified there

were only a few hundred stockholders.
"How many are there now?"
"Well, there were 9.000 dividend

checks sent out January 1."
Witness said he was not positive as

to whether or not the majority of the
beard of directors held the largest num-
ber of shares in the company.

"Have you not been a self-appointing
body since the organization?"

"No, sir. The directors are elected
by the stockholders."

"Have the stockholders asked for a
yearly statement?"

"No, sir. They are perfectly satis-
fied to leave the matter in the hands of
the directors, who are always elected
unanimously."

"Isuppose they are well-pleased with
the profits?"

"1 suppose so," replied Mr. Searles.
This ended the examination of Mr.

Searles, who promised to furnish the
books of tho company when the com-
imlittee reconvenes Saturday next.

Before the members of the joint com-
mittee separated, "Chairman Lexow
said to them that if they could so ar-
range their affairs, he would like to
have them sit all next, week when an
investigation of the American Tobacco
company will be made. The subpoena
sei vers have had some trouble ln reach-
ing the officials of the Tobacco company
for the reason that most of them are
out of the city, and they report that
or.ly one officiai, George Arents, the
treasurer, has been served. This has
given rise to various rumors to the
effect that the members were frighten-
ed in*e> avoiding tne committee by leav-
ing the city, and that the company had
moved its books to New Jersey. Mr.
Lexow, When asked if he had heard of
these rumors, said he had, but that
he assumed that the books were still
within the jurisdiction of the commit-
tee. The company has an office In New
Jersey as well as in New York.

James B. Duke, president of the com-
pany, was reported as at his home in
Somerville, N. J., yesterday. Wi. .
11. Butler is in Europe. Beyond the
proposed investigation of the tobacco
company next week, the chairman de-
c-lined to state what the future pro-
gramme of the com.n_ittee would be.

POIR SAILORS LOST THEIR LIVES.

Three Swept Overboard From the
Ala ______

ii and Dronvucd liefore They

Could Re Rescued,

CHARLESTON, S. C, Feb. B.—Ad-
miral Bunce's blockading squadron
reached port today after a disastrous
voyage from Hampton roads. Three
men were lost overboard from the
Maine during the gale of Friday, ore
man was crushed to death on the Mar-
blehead, another was fatally Injured,
and six others were so badly hurt that
several may lose limbs. The details
of the accidents on the Marblehead
are not obtainable, but it seems that
the cruiser made bad weather of the
blow. Tonight, as she lies off the jet-
ties, she presents a dismantled ap-
pearance. Her forecastle is stove in,
a portion of her superstructure and
two hatches carried away. The heavy
seas that swept her decks also carried
away her searchlight, lower port boom,
smashed the rails and swept overboard
the life boats. Carpenter Shawberl was
crushed to death in the forecastle when
It was wrecked by a monster wave,
and Plumber Mickey had his skull
crushed by the wreckage and probably
will die. The six seamen who were in-
jured are believed to have been hurt
at the same time, but the officers of
the vessel are reticent as to the de-
tails of the accident. It is understood
that the injured men will be brought
ashore for treatment tomorrow. Car-
penter Shawberl was buried at sea.
The other vessels of the fleet show
marks of their rough voyage, their up-
per works and deck hamper being dam-
aged.

The squadron weighed anchor Thurs-
day morning and put to sea.
Friday evening the weather thickened
and by night was blowing a gale. The
Indiana returned to the roads, owing
to the condition of her turrets. The
rest of the fleet, however, poked thelr
noses into the storm and headed south.
When about fifty miles off Hatteras.
the fleet encountered the full force of
the blow. Open squadron formation
was maintained and the vessels were
put in order for a siege of weather.

The Maine rolled in the big seas, the
water washing: her decks at every
plunge. It was late Friday afternoon
that the accident occurred, which cost
three seamen their Hv.es and three
others were rescued only by prompt
and heroic work. A gang of men were
ordered forward to make more secure
the lathings of the big guns. The
deck was deluged, and the wind was
freshening every moment. The men
were at work when an unusually heavy
sea curled over her bows and swept

aft. Six of the gang were picked up
and carried overboard before they
could escape the wave. When the cry
of "man overboard" was carried back
the splendid discipline of the crew was
apparent. Life buoys were cut loose
and the order quickly given, to get a
boat overboard. The high seas made
this, work one of peril and difficulty,
but a boat's crew, under Naval Cadet
Walter R. Gherardi, son of Rear Ad-
miral Gherardi, retired, was finally
lowered, excellent seamanship alon-.
preventing the frail craft from being
crushed against the sides of the big
battleship. The engines had been re-
versed, but the momentum of the ship
had carried her some distance beyond
the spot where the seamen were swept
overboard. The ship's crew watched
the little boat, as it was sometimes
hidden from the vessel's deck, as it
rushed down into the trough. Mean-
time the drowning men fought bravely,
and three of them managed to keep
afloat until their mates hauled them
out of the water. They were Seamen
Hassel, Cronan and Freeman. The
remaining three, Brown, Nelson and
Kogel, were not to be seen. The life
beat cruised back and forth over thesea, but the brave fellows had given
up the struggle and met a sailor's fate.

Friday night the fleet made heavy
weather of it, but managed to keep
within signalling distance of one an-
other. Towards morning the squadron
was hove to and weathered out the
rest of the gale in that manner. Theofficers all unite in praising the sea-
going qualities of the vessels.

The Pern made this port before the
worst of the gale, being forty-eight
hours ahead of her consorts in makingharbor. The Dolphin, which came up
from the south, arrived yesterday andexperienced no severe weather.

A boat from the Maine came up
to the city this afternoon with severalofficers, who visited the collector ofthe port. A dispatch from Washington
was awaiting Admiral Bunce, presum-
ably from the navy department in con-nection with the blockading maneu-vers.

HUBBARD CRITICISED

For His Failure to Produce Pacific
Road Bidders.

WASHINGTON, Feb. B.—The house
committee on Pacific railways after anacrimonious session, in which Mr. Hub-
bard, of Missouri, was criticised severe-
ly, today decided to report favorably
to the house the bill introduced byRepresentative Harrison, of Alabama,
for a commission to settle the indebt-
edness of the Pacific roads to the gov-
ernment. The commission is to con-
sist of the secretaries of the treasury
and interior and the attorney gene.al.
The amendment suggested by Attor-
ney General Harmon that the commis-
sion should not Interfere with pend-
ing negotiations was adopted. Therewas no opposition to the plan. The
criticism of Mr. Hubbard grew out
of the fact that no railroad men ap-
peared to offer better terms than the
Union Pacific reorganization commit-
tee.

Stuyvesant Fish, president of thy
Illinois Central railroad, gave his views
to the committee on the problem of re-
organizing the roads. Representing
one of the roads which, he said, should
have a part of the business with the
Union Pacific at Sioux City (the Sioux
City & Pacific) he suggested that the
government should manage to fore-
close on the Union and Central Pacific
at the same time and make them public
highways over which all connecting
roads should have equal rights. The
Sioux City & Pacific, a branch of the
Illinois Central, had been built on the
faith of the Pacific railroad act; that
it would be a branch of the Union Pa-
cific, but was cut off from the business
with that road. He opposed govern-
ment ownership of the roads on the
ground that all government works were
conducted extravagantly, but said the
government should take some steps to
give to roads connecting with the
Union Pacific the rights under the
original act authorizing the bulldine- of
the road. Mr. Fish said that if the
government looked only to making the
most money out of Its Pacific rail-
road interests, it should accept the
first good offer for them. He had no
offer to make, he said.

F. S. Bond, vice president of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul, also spoke,
but like Mr. Fish, said that the
Western companies had no offer to
make the government for its Interests
and had had ho consultation on the
matter.

In 1861 he was made archbishop of
Thebes, in partibus infldelium, and sent to
the nunciature at Brussels, where he remained
for four years. In 1886 he became archbishop
of Gneseu and Posen, and as the occupant
of that see he has the title of the primate of
Poland. In 1874 he was put Into prison by
the government of Prussia, and while ln the
dungeons of Oetrowo he was made a cardinal
by the pope. After his release from prison
he went to Rome, an exile from his diocese.
He was warmly welcomed by Plus and lived
at tihe Vaitlcan. In 1884 he was appointed
secretary of memorials, and In 1892 he was
given the lofty position from which he has
jusit been deposed. Although a very aged
man, Cardinal Ledochowskl Is clear of brain
and strong of purpose, and his management of
the office he leaves to Satolll was marked by
great ability.

HAMBURG, Feb. B.H—The riots re-
sulting from the disappointment due to
the recent collapse of the dockers'strike

j were renewed tonight. The police

j finally charged with drawn swords on
the crowds in the vicinity of the Schaar
market, and several persons were in-
jured. A number of arrests were made.

Hamburg, Feb. 9.—(2 a. m.)—Rioting
was again resumed at midnight, a mob
overturning the gas lamps on Grosser

j Backergang and other streets and al-
leys in the vicinity of Schaar market.

j The occupants of the houses on the
| Grosser Backergang thoroughfare

poured boiling water from the upper
windows of the buildings upon the
heads of the authorities and pelted the
police with hot ashes, bottles and
stones, compelling the officers to re-
treat. The lamps were finally relighted
and the streets cleared of the crowds.
Three policemen and several citizens
were severely injured in this early
morning conflict.

Riotlnar in Rnssln..
LONDON, Feb. 8.-A dispatch to the Times

from St. Petersburg says tnat a serious strikehas occurred in the Serpukho cotton mills inthe Moscow district. The strike has beenaccompanied by rioting. A body of Cossacks
has been sent there. Already considerabledamage has been done to property and severalpersons have lost their lives.

COCKRAN AT CLEVELAND.

His Visit to Hnnna Without Politi-
cal Slgiiiflcnnee.

CLEVELAND, 0., Feb. B.—Hon.
Bourke Cockran, of New York, ar-
rived in the city shortly before noon
today, and went directly to the office
of M. A. Hanna, where an extended
conference was held between the New
Yorker and the national chairman. Mr.
Cockran said that he was not seek-
ing any public office; that he did notexpect to be offered a place under the
incoming administration, and thateven if one should be tendered him, it
would not be accepted. Asked If he
intended to go to Canton from Cleve-
land, Mr. Cockran replied In the nega-
tive, adding that he expected to re-
turn to New York this evening, and
within a few days would start for
Europe. Mr. Cockran declared that his
visit to Mr. Hanna had no political
significance. Later, Mr. Hanna es-
corted his distinguished visitor to the
Union club for lunch, where their con-
ference was continued for some time
during the afternoon.

AN EASTERN COMPLICATION.

CRISIS ON THE ISLAND MAT FOIICEJ
THE HAND OF THE

POWERS.

A PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT.

An Unconfirmed Rumor at ilerlln
Says the War Ships Hare Bewail

ATHENS, Feb. 8.-The Cretan com-
mlttee here has Issued a proclamation
adressed to the peoples of Greece call-
ing for assitance from all freemen. Thelatest news from Canea is to the effect
that fighting outside the city still con-tinues and that a provisional Cretan
government is being formed. The fires
which were started as a result of the
conflicts between Mussulmans and
Christians have been completely ex-
tinguished. By far the larger portion
of the town is, however, a heap ofruins.

A dispatch from Canea received this
evening says that the Christians about
Canea have hoisted the Greek flag,
have proclaimed the union of that
island with Greece and have Invited
the king of Greece to take possesion
of it.

The announcement that Prince
George, second son of the king of
Greece, will command a torpedo fleet,
which is now in readiness to start for
Crete to Join the Greek squadron, has
added strength to the rumors that
Greece will insist upon a union with
Crete. It is a well known fact that the
Christians, who are now in possesion
of the whole island, with the exception
of Heraklion and Retino, are only
awaiting a signal from Greece to pro-
claim union with that country. The
present uprising in Crete is looked
upon by many statesmen in this coun-
try as a move on the part of the sul-
tan of Turkey to draw the attention of
England, France and Russia away
from Constantinople. Greece, whose
quarrel with Turkey has been growing
more serious from day to day, has not
hesitated to take advantage of the ex-
cesses of the Turkish soldiers on tha
island, and is sending all of her naval
force there. Should the sultan regard
this move as a challenge, there would
be presented complications which will
quickly force the hands of the powers
In dealing with the Turkish situation.

Berlin, Feb. B.—A special dispatch re-
ceived here from Athens says: It is
rumored there that the foreign war-
ships have begun a bombardment of
Canea, island of Crete. No confirma-
tion of the report can be obtained here.
The German warship Kaiserin Augusta
hag ben ordered to prepare to sail as
soon as possible for thy island of Crete.

London, Feb. 9.—A dispatch to the
Daily News from Athens says that the
Turks have been expelled from Halepa
by a strong force and that the inhab-
itants of the town of Sphakia, on the
southern coast of Crete, are now en-

; gaged in a desperate struggle to re-
\ gain possession of the place. The
