As Mr. Morgan proceeded with erit{-
cisms on Great Britain, Sir Richard
Cartwright and Mr. Davis, the Canadl-
an commissioners, entered the diplo-
matic gallery and were attentive listen-
ers to the caustic words of the senator.

STILL ON STEEL,

Schedule Net Yet Disposed Of by the
Committee,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.—The Re-
publican tariff makers spent another
day considering the schedule of manu-
facturers of iron and steel. Nails and
cutlery were the divisions of the sched-
ule which engaged their attenticn, but
no definite rates upon these articles
were fixed. The committee decided
tentatively to put the duty on nails at
about one-fourth of the McKinley rates,
and to make it specific. Even the Wil-
son rates on nails are, in the mind of
the committee, practically prohibitory
and a majority of the Republicans ex-
pressed the opinion that nails can be
made so cheaply in the Eastern states
that no duty is necessary. The Pacific
coast, however, on account of foreign
competition seemed to need protection,
and the rate of duty agreed upon if
maintained, will be for the benefit of
the coast.

No definite duties on cutlery were dis-
cussed, but it was decided to make a
re-classification of that division of the
schedule and fix specific rates which
will be materially higher that the pres-
ent ad valorem duties on cutlery.

TOM WATSON'S CASE.

A Minority Report May Be Presented
to the House.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.—There is a
pessibility that two reports may be
made to the house on the Watson-
Black election contest from Georgia,
when the question of the right to the
seat comes before the house. Mr. Bart-
lett (Dem., Ga.) is preparing the ma-
jority report, which was agreed upon
at the last meeting of the elections
committee, which declares that Mr.
Black is entitled to the seat, a conclu-
slon which was reached by the com-
mittee unanimously. It is possible
that some of the Republican mem-
bers may mnot endorse the view
of the speclal election and methods
incidental thereto, which have
led to the contest. If this
should be the case, there may be an-
other report, which, while declaring
that Black is entitled to the seat, takes
exception to certain parts of Mr. Bart-
lett’s views. The case may be brought
before the house this week.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.—A movement
was inaugurated lasts night by friends of
Col. A. R. Kiefer to secure him the position
of commissioner general of immigration. Col.
Kiefer has been very activa in his opposition
to the Lodge bill, and it was largely due to
his efforts that the several objectionable feat-
ures of the bill have been eliminated. This
morning’s Congressional Record contains a
pretty good account of the proceedings of the
Minnesota immigration meeting recently held
St. Paul, and which Col. Kiefer read in the
house yesterday. One of the prominent Min-
nesota men sald teday: ‘I think that Col.
Kiefer and Capt. H. A. Castle are pretty cer-
tain to recelve good appointments from the
next administration.””

King George and his ministers are
now in. perfect accord on the subject
of the Cretan policy, and a royal de-
cree has been published to the effect
that all available Greck warships shall
be put into commission, and requiring
that several of them be sent to Crets
with the least possible delay.

The conservative element in the leg-
islative chamber is opposed to the pol-
fcy of selzing the island in deflance of
the powers. They argue that Greece
should not attempt to annex the is-
land until she is assured of the sup-
port of some one of the great powers.
They eclaim, further, that Europe is
not prepared to sanction anything that
might serve to impel the Turkish prob-
lem towards solution at this time. It
is pessible, they assert, that the war-
ships of other nations will co-operate
in reestablishing, if not maintaining
peace, and that King George may be
served with notice that he must not
override the KEuropean guarantee of
Turkish reforms on the island of Crete.

On the other hand, the radical ele-
ment insist that Crete should be an-
nexed to Greece without delay, and
in spite of all opposition, At any rate,
they assert, an agressive stand may
force the whole Turkish situation, un-
der cover of which Greece can obtain
possession of Crete. During the up-
roarious debate yesterday afternoon,
the radical element urged the govern-
ment to take a firm stand on the mat-
ter of union with Crete, at all costs.
So warm did the discussion over the
question become, that personal en-
counters between the various deputles
were only prevented by the interces-
slon of friends.

The report to the effect that troubles
in the island of Crete are caused by
Greek agitators, and that the Chris-
tians are the aggressors, are indignant-
ly denied in government circles. A
strange feature about the Cretan situ-
ation is that the dividing line between
the combatants is creed only, and not
race. Substantially the whole popula-
tion is Greek by race, but while the
Greeks by religion number 270,000, they
live side by side with about 70,000 Mus-
sulmans. The latter are almost all de-
scendants of renegade Greeks, hating
the Christians ardently, and hated as
cordially by the Christians.

New Postoflice Bill.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.-~The postoffice ap-
propriation bill for the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1897, was compleied today by the
house committee on postoflices and post roads.
It carries $95,611,511 or $3,040,150 more than for
the current year, and $1,903,697 less than the
estimate of the postmaster general. There is
an increase in the allowance for the free de-
livery service, which is $12,595,000 in this
bill. The increase for letter carriers in of-
fices which has recently ben raised to the free
delivery class is $140,000.

TALE OF COURAGE

GALLANT HEROISM OF BLUE JACK.
ETS EMBODIED IN AN OFFICIAL
REPORT.

SAILOR RISKED HIS LIFE

IN AN EFFORT TO SAVE ONE OB
THE MEN WASHED OVER-
BOARD.,

RECOMMENDED FOR A REWARD,

Story From Admiral Bunce of the
Eventful Cruise of the North
Atlantie Squadron.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.—Secretary
Herbert this afternoon received the re-
port of Admiral Bunce on the voyage
of the North Atlantic squadron from
Hgmpton roads to Charleston. The ad-
miral ‘encloses a report from Capt.
Crowninshield, of the Maine, making a
thrilling tale of danger and high cour-
age. Admiral Bunce states that on the
5th inst. the battleship Indiana report.
ed that her turrets were beginning to
work, and he directed her to return to
Hampton roads, the squadron then pro-
ceeding southward. After daylight it
was too thick to see any of the vesselg
except the Maine. The wind blew a
strong gale with high and swift geas

At about 10:30 a. m. the Maine was
picked up about three miles astern and
reported that three men had been
washed overboard and lost. The Mar-
blehead was lying to, with a sea an-
chor out and reported that she had
been boarded by a sea, killing one man
and injuring seven. After lying by
the Marblehead until sundown and
finding that she was not in need of
assistance, the admiral proceeded to-
ward Charleston, where all the ships
arrived safely.

Capt. Crowninshield’s report of the
loss of his three sailors and the at-
tempt to rescue them is as follows:
On the morning of the 6th inst. a sea
swept over the deck from the port side
and washed overboard from the port
gangway, forward of the after turret,
Charles Hassel, gunner’s mate, third
class, and Leonard C. Kogel,apprentice,
second _c]ass,who were at work securing
a grating. Both life buoys were let
g0, .the engines stopped; the starboard
engine backed and the life boat was
1owfered, Naval Cadet W. R. Gherardj
taking charge.

Immediately after the ¢ of :
overboard and before the lifx;:yboa.t r:::;x;
l(n\\'ex'gd, William J, Creelman, lands-
man, jumped overboard from the poop,
in an attempt to rescue Kogel. Creel-'
man swam well, but was unable to
reach 'Kc)gel, who sank within about
cne minute afier he went overbocard.
Creelman’s act was gallant, the more
50, berhaps, because it was at the same
time deliberate. He had run from for-
ward and says that seeing the life
beat about to be lowered, hoped to be
able to support Kogel till the life boat
came or to take him to the buoy.
Hassel reached the buoy soon afier
being washed overboard and on seeing
Creelman, swam toward him, making
every effort to share the buoy with him.
In the meantime the life boat was un-
able to do more than to take care of it-
self and the sea was so tremendous
that it was in the greatest danger of
being swamped. - The swivel for one of
the oars broke off short and the boat
was once nearly filled with water. The
weather had become thick with a
heavy, driving rain.

To bring the ship into position to
pick up the life boat was a grave mat-
ter; the boat was dropping to leeward
and the ship had to be turned through
the trough of the sea (0 reach her.
‘While turning, the ship rolled heavily,
water was taken on board over the
tops of the turrets and one sea, sweep-
ing across from the starboard side,
swept overbeard from the port quarter
John Brown, seaman. and Axel D.
Nelson, private, T. S. M. C. With the
exception of Naval Cadet Knepper,
who threw a erating to Nelson and a
boy, who thought he saw Brown dead
in the water, no one can be found to
cay that these men were seen after
being washed overboard.

About 9:15 the life boat was brought
under the lee quarter and all of her
crew were taken out. Naval Cadet
Gherardi being the last to leave the
boatt. It was impossible to recover the
bcat. The men on the life buoy had
been lost sight of, but their general
direction noted arnd immediately after
saving the life boat's crew the ship
wais headed for them, and shortly after
