The 1
supposed gravity of the European political ,
situation received no confirmation from the I
action of the foreign markets. Even En-
glish consols, always sensitive to war rumors,
showed no change, and traders therefore
paid but little attention to the disquieting

•reports. But after the first few opening sales
no more was offered at the decline. Holders
of important lines of long wheat were evi-
dently more inclined to buy more at the con-
cession in price than to part with any, tho
consequence of which was a quick reversal of
the opening course of the market.

Later news favored the buyers. Minneapolis
\u25a0wired that millers were active buyers of
cash wheat. It was said that the supply of
•wheat In the Northwest was not sufficient
to permit the mills to run to the extent they
did last year, while the demand for flour
•was said to be increasing. The late cables
Indicated that the early weakness in Liver-
pool had been recovered, and this was a help-
ing factor; another bullish influence was the !
report from Beerbohm showing that wheat
stocks in Europe really decreased over 5,000,-
--000 bu In January, instead of 1,700.000 bu, as
reported by the Liverpool Corn Trade News.

Chicago received 7 cars of wheat, Minne-
apolis and Duluth reported 21S cars against
t24 a week ago, and 439 the corresponding
flay of the year before.

NEW YORK, Fe«x 10.—The stock market
oonitinued within the same narrow llrarlts to-
day that have characterized It for some time
past, the trading being almost wholly con-
fined to the Industrials, wl'jh Kttle evidence
of any demand or inquiry otherwise than
by the room traders seeking a day's margin
of profit in manipulation of the stocks. Sugar
dominated the market for mi'.scellaneous se-
curities, owing to the large volume of the
trading In that stock, but railway shares
showed a disposition to move independently
of the overshadowing industrials. The bear
attack on the industrials was resumed with
the opening of the session with renewed
vigor, and they succeeded in depressing
Sugar 1%, Tofbaoco 11/4, and Leather pre-
ferred 1 per cent. The subsequent fluctua-
tions in these stocks were very marked,
beting caused by the covering of the shorts.
There was nothing to show well sustained
support for any of them, and they
seemed to be left to the course
of manipulation. All sorts of rumors
and reports were used to press down
the price of these stocks, the principal ap-
prehension concerning them being in regard
to the trust investigation committee. The
pressure against Rubber was particularly se-
vere, the common stock yielding 1% and the
preferred 5 per cent, with a final recovery
of 2 per cent. The influences upon this stock
were reports that certain c-f the Rulbber
properties were to close down and that op-
position by competitors was likely to de-
velop. There were also sharp declines in the
an.'hra-cite coal group. The railway list was
well sustained by late advices of a strong
and higher market for American securities
abroad, In consequence of an improvement
in the political outlook. The very favorable
traffic statement of St. Paul for the flrs>t
week in February, showing an increase of
16.293, also helped prices of ralilways, notably
the grangers. The importance sought to be
attached by the bears to the reported seric<U3
illness of President Roswell G. Miller, of the
St. Paul, was offset by the traffic statement.
There were some foreign sales of the stock,
but it was well sustained throughout, and
closed unchanged. Illinois Steel was a promi-
nent feature in the day's business, and the
price moved widely, according to the tenor
of the advice 3 frcm the annual meeting tn
progress at Chicago. Nothing authentic as
to the annual report was received up to the
dose of business. But the bears were in-
clined to attach importance to the rumored
dismemberment of the steel rail pool and the
reports of strained relations between the
Illinois company and the Carnegie-Rocke-
feller interests, subsequently discredited. The
stock fell V/2 to 32J/2, rallied to 34%. and re-
acted to 33%. The price of Sugar ralMed in
the final hour 1% to 112% on a reported ad-
vance in the price of the product and on
extensive covering by the large short inter-
est. Tobacco gained lVs, and other sharesimportant fractions. . The closing was slug-
gish, but mainly steady.

The bond market continues to maintain a
decided undertone of strength, despite the
weakness apparent at times in the share
speculation. The sales were $2,032,000. St.
Paul, W. & M. division, fives declined 1 per
cent. The government bond market was act-
ive, but values were irregular, with a 10-wer
tendency. The glut of money at thds center
showed a wider market for these securities,
which are being largely taken by banking
Institutions. Sales were $113,000. The total
sales of stocks today were 134,805 shares.

RAIL POOL COLLAPSE.

Story of the Events Which Led Ip

to It.

NEW YORK, Feb. 10.—The Evening-
Post says; An interesting account of
the direct causes which precipitated the
rupture in the steel rail pool, an-
nounced at Plttsburg yesterday, was
given today by a person familiar with
the situation. Representatives of two
of the largest mills met in Chicago
on Monday to agree upon rates gov-
erning business in a particular section
of the- country and decided upon $20
as a basis price for certain trans<u>
tions. Just at that time some large
contracts came into the market and
one of the concerns interested was of-
fered profitable business at a lower
figure. Rumors of cutting in various
directions were current at the time
so the tempting offer was accepted
and an order aggregating many thous-
ands of tons was taken at a price said
to be in the neighborhood of $17 a ton.
This necessitated, of course, the with-
drawal of one large concern from the
pool, and hostilities were at once be-
gun as soon as the transaction became
generally known. Orders were takt-r.
in this city yesterday at a basis of $20
for rails at the mill, and local agents
of some of the largest concerns are
said to be anxious to do as much
business as possible while an open
market prevails.

It is not possible at this time to tell
just what effect prevailing prices will
have upon outstanding contracts.
Within the last few weeks contracts
amounting to more than .$1,000,000 have
been made by some of the railways
at prices averaging $28 or %25 a ton,
and, although some of them are bind-
ing at those figures, it is thought likely
that many orders will be delivered
at a lower rate by mills anxious to
hold the patronage of good customers.
Whatever settlement is reached, how-
ever, losses are inevitable.

ISLAXD IIKIXG WASHED AWAY.

Famous Summer Resort Off the Vir-
ginia Const Doomed.

RICHMOND, Va.. Feb. 10.—Cobb's
Island, a famous summer resort and
life-saving station, six miles off the
Virginia coast, in the Atlantic ocean,
seems to be doomed to annihilation by
the- action of the sea. A terrific stormswept the island, last October, wreck-
ing the main hotel and flooding the
island, making a trench across its cen-
ter. Since then the disintegration has
been steady, until recently, when th<>high tides submerged the island and
washed nearly all the buildings into
the surf. The hotel, church and a num-
ber of cottages have been destroyed
and the life-saving station and a few
cottages are all that is left. The cap-
tain of the life-saving station, from
whom this Information comes,, cays
there is no longer any doubt that the
island is doomed and only a phenom-
enal action of the wind and waves
could possibly restore it. The life-
saving station, which was recently
moved back from the encroaching s<?o,
is now less than 200 feet from the
waves.
