It took some little time
to count the ballots, but when the re-
sult was announced it was found that
"out of 271 votes cast, Mr. Potter had
received 155. Mr. Elliott 115 and one
blank. After the result was announced
Mr. Potter mounted the platform and
made a few brief remarks. The newly
elected president said that in his own
behalf he would state that no ill feel-ing existed between himself and Pres-ident Elliott, and that the reports cir-culated to that effect were erroneous
This was the full ticket elected:
