FLORENCE HOPE NOT DETAINED
AT HOUSE OF THE GOOD
SHEPHERD,

BUT IS A WILLING INMATE.

FALSE AND MALICIOUS PUBLICA.
TION IN A WEEKLY A, P. A,
ORGAN.

LAST GRAND JURY INVESTIGATED

The Charges, But Found Them Un-
true and Dropped the
Case.

The House of the Good Shepherd is
made a target for the abuse of the
White Bear Breeze, a weekly publica-
tion of decided A. P. A. leanings, in its
recent issue. A page of the publication
is devoted to an attack on the Catholic
institution. The article asserts that in-
mates of the place are detained therein
against their wishes; that they are un-
able to communicate with friends In
the outer world; and insinuates that
the institution is not a safe or correct
place for the detention of female pris-
oners. A number of cases are cited
in which it is sought to show that the
charges made in the paper are true.
Most of these cases are old, the events
narrated therein being based on hear-
say evidence, largely. But one of the in-
stances cited is of recent origin, and
it is claimed that this particular vic-
tim of the Mother Superior and the
Sisters at the House of the Good Shep-
herd was not only detained against her
will, but that she was inveigled into
the institution against her will, and
that prominent citizens were instru-
mental in her incarceration. It is also
claimed that this case was brought to
the attention of the county attorney
and of the grand jury, but that the for-
mer shirked his duty and the investi-
gating body refused to interfere.

The alleged victim in this latter case
is known by the name of Florence
Hope. She is the daughter of a well-
known merchant who died a few years
ago. Her mother is now supposed to
be in Kansas City. Florence Hope,
who is about twenty-two years old, is
the vietim of an ex-county official,
whose name has been for the time sup-
pressed. When the girl’s baby was
Lorn the child was taken from her, and
at the instance of some persons, who
professed to be friends, Florence was
sent to the House of the Good Shep-
herd. The infant was given into the
care of a Mrs. Hill. For some time the
board of the infant was regularly paid,
and then Mrs. Hill went to the girl
with the information that the money
supply had been cut off. Mrs. Hill, it
seems from the Breeze, and from the
woman’s own admissions, sought to
procure the release of the mother from
the reformatory institution. Mrs. Hill
says that the girl was afraid to leave
the House of the Good Shepherd be-
cause she had been threatened with
arrest for non-support of the child. An
effort was made to procure a release
frcm Florence so that the child might
be adopted by other parties, but this
the mother would not grant. Mrs. Hill
says she was denied the right of pri-
vate interview with the girl, and that
she finally appealed to the county at.
torney, through another attorney, ‘o
secure the release of the girl. All the
Pitiful details of the girl’s shame are
exposed by Mrs. Hill

County Attorney Anderson was asked
what he knew about the case yester-
day. He said that some weeks ago
A. M. Lawson and Charles Butts, the
latter an attorney, came to him to ask
his assistance in procuring the release
of a girl, who, they said, was confined
in the House of the Good Shepherd
against her will. Mr. Anderson sug-
gested habeas corpus proceedings, but
Mr. Butts wanted the matter brought
to the attention of the grand jury. This
Mr. Anderson agreed to, and laid the
ccemplaint before that body. D. F.
Brown, a member of the grand jury,
seemed to take particular interest in
the case. He finally concluded to make
a personal investigation of the charges,
and went to the House of the Good
Shepherd. He told the mother superior
that he wanted to see the girl Florence
Hope. The interview—a private cone,
though he spoke to the girl through a
wicket—was granted. Florence said
she was not confined against her will.
She did not wish to leave the institu-
tion. She told Mr. Brown that she
knew she was weak and that she
thcught she would be safer with the
sisters. Mr. Brown returned to the
city, reported his interview to the grand
Jury, and that body decided not to
investigate the charges made by Mrs,
Hill, Mr. Lawton and Mr. Butts.

It was admitted to the persons in-
vestigating the charges made by Mrs.
Hill, that that lady received somewhat
scant courtesy at the House of the Good
Shepherd. She was regarded as an out-
sider who was bent on making trouble.
She was not considered a true friend
of Florence Hope, who was not only
not being detained unwillingly, but
who was also as free to go as any visi-
tor to the place at any time she chose.

“It was the intention of those inter-
ested to have the county begin pro-
ceedings against the officers of the
House of the Good Shepherd, charging
them with kidnapping,” said Mr. An-
derson. “But when I suggested habeas
corpus proceedings, and that the grand
jury be asked to consider the charges,
the ardor of the prosecutors waned con-
siderably.” .

The mother superior at the House of
the Good Shepherd was shown a copy
of the paper containing the charges in
ocnnection with the case of Florence
Hope, and after perusing the article,
pronounced it false and malicious in its
entirety.

“Florence,” said she, “is not detained
here against her will, and is at perfect
liberty to leave the institution when-
ever she desires. As for pecple calling
upon her and not being allowed to see
her alone, we simply observe a rule of
the institution. When Mr. Brown and
Mr. Meally called, however, as mem-
bers of the grand jury, they were will-
ingly accorded an iInterview with the
girl without the presence of any one
else, and to them she told the same
story she has told others, to the effect
that she remained with us willingly and
did not want to leave the institution
until she could go to her mother, who
is at present in Kansas City, but not
yet ready to receive her. The girl's
mother is a professional nurse, and is
boarding with friends in Kansas City.
When she has been able to establish a
home of her own, Florence will go to
live with her. I have had frequent
letters from Florence's er, who
wishes her to remain here until spring,
and the girl is willing and even anxious
to comply with her parent’s wishes.

“The allegations of coercion in the
article are wholly without foundation.
No one who is of age is ever detained
at this institution against her own
voliffon. When children under age are
consigned to our care by their parents,
and it is the expressed wish of those
parents that they be kept at the in-
stitution, then we exercise a surveil-
iance over our charges as would those
in control of any institution. But in
the case of this girl, or any other who
i of aze, there is nothing to prevent

her leaving us at any time. What

rm——

would be our object in keeping Florence
nere against her wiil? \Wwe geceive no
compensadon Ior assuming charge oi
her and she is not capavie of woing
anything for herself in the way of sup-
port by engaging in the employment
performed by ouwners here. She Is a
uittfident, ‘heipless girl wno has been
deeply wronged and we have given her
a shelter at the request of both her
and her mother. She remains with us
treely and is at liberty to go or stay as
she chooses.”

Asked how the girl first came to the
institution the motner superior said her
mother had brought her there. 1ln an-
swer to questions the mother superior
explained that the girl’s mother, in
company with another woman, had
called upon her about receiving the
girl and she had toid them that it
would be impossible unless the girl her-
self consented to the arrangement.
They had asked if the girl was brought
to the institution would she be re-
ceived and had been told, under these
circumstances, she would. Later the
two women had brought the girl and
she had been received as an inmate of
the place.

When asked by the reporter if Flor-
ence Hope could be seen, the mother
superior said it was not customary to
allow inmates of the institution to be
interviewed,. but that as she considered
this an exceptional case, she would
gladly give the girl an opportunity to
speak for herself. It was but proper,
however, the mother superior said, that
the interview be carried on in her
presence, as visitors and the inmates
of the institution were. never allowed
alone in the reception room. The con-
versation with the mother superior had
been carried on through a wicket
opening from the main rec_ep_tlpn room
to a smaller apartment adjoining, and
in a few moments Florence Hope ap-

red at the opening. )
pe:?Yes, I am Florence Hope,” she sa_xd,
“or rather that is the name by wh}ch
I am known here, and I am staying
here of my own free will.” )

“Did you enter the institution of
your own accord?” asked the reporter.

“No, I did not,” answered the girl,
“but since being here and coming to a
full realization of the conditions in-
volved in my case, 1 am glad to remain
here until I can go to my mother. I
was brought here by my mother and
the wife of the druggist referred to in
that article. I had besn importuned
by both of them to allow some one to
adopt my child, and upon my refusal
the druggist’s wife told me I would be
prosecuted for disorderly conduct and
nron-support of the baby if I r?fused
to do as they wanted me to. Finally,
my mother told me to do as I liked
about giving up the child, but nothing

was sald about sending me to the
House of the Good Shepherd. One
evening the druggist’'s wife and my

mother asked me to go with them to
see a sick friend, and when I realized
that I had been deceived I found my-
self at this institution. I was then in-
side the building, and was told ths
place was to be my future home. My
mother did not come in with me, but
remained outside in the entrance while
I entered with the druggist’s wife. She
krew she had deceived me, and did
not want to face me when I had
learned the truth. At first I was angiy
and did not want to stay here, but I
was advised and influenced until 1
finally agreed to remain. It was rep-
resented to me that my seclusion would
prevent a scandal, and would protect
my own name. When the two mem-
bers of the grand jury were here 1
told them I was willing to stay here,
and did not care to leave to go among
strangers. I am waiting for my moth.
er to provide me with a bome, when 1
shall go to her. Until then I am con-
tent to remain here.

“As for Mrs. Hill she has no interest
in my affairs further than the fact
that she is caring for my infant. Sh=
did come here to see me and wanted
me to leave here and prosecute th=2
man who dishonored me in order that
he might be made to contribute to the
support of myself and child. He is a
married man and has a family. 1
could gain nothing by such a course,
sc concluded not to follow her advice.
I am treated well here, and the mother
superior told me I am at liberty to
leave whenever I choose.”

At the concluslon of the girl’s story
the mother superior was asked if she
had been restrained against her will
when she was first brought to the in-
stitution, and replied that naturally
the girl had refused to remain when
she found she was to be separatad from
her friends, but after being reasoned
with had given her consent to the ar-
rangement. The mother superior sta-
ted that the girl’s mother had been no-
tified that strangers were endeavoring
to persuade her daughter to leave the
institution, and had been asked her-
self to take the girl away.

The last grand jury as a body was
Invited to visit the House of the Good
Shepherd to thoroughly investigate th=
management, but the invitation was
overlooked.

POULTRY SHOW IS ENDED.

But for the Completion of Judges’
Markings.

The eleventh annual exhibition of the
Minnesota State Poultry association
closed last evening, marking in its
every particular the most successful dis
play in the history of the organization.
Financially the association comes out
with the most satisfying results, while
the merit of the exhibition has been
duly attested each day by the crowds
which have viewed the prize birds. It
is estimated that no less than 5,000
people have visited the show during
the week. In all breeds the competi-
tion has been close, thus requiring the
best efforts of the judges in picking the
best birds and the marks received by
the owners are a source of greater satis-
faction onthis account. Throughout the
entire lists of entries this year, there
has been a decided improvement in
the quality of the birds shown, and
breeders are congratulating themselves
that the chicken raising industry is
fast occupying a place of prominence
in the state.

One noticable feature of the show was
the presence of almost every standard
and fancy breed of fowl. At no time
was a trip through the building mono-
tcnous through encountering a similar-
ity of displays to the exclusion of a
large variety of birds, a fact which
has not only proven of entertainment
to the public, but has aroused a keener
interest among the breeders themselves,
many of whem now see a way to a
more diversified breeding than hereto-
fore. Among the rarest fowls shown
were the Blue Andalusians, ex-
hibited by Chief of Detectives Philip
Schweitzer, and according to the mark-
ings of the judges, no more perfectly
formed birds were on exhibition. The
Andalusians are a peculiarly pretty
bird, maltese in color, regularly marked
with a sheen of black feathers about
the head and breast and are regarded
as excellent for table use. While Chief
Schweitzer's entries were in several
instances fractionally cut in the mark-
ings on account of frost bitten combs
and waittels, no bird in his exhibit re-
ceived a mark against its excellence
of form. The other exhibitors of Anda-
lusians were Kaspar Schwartz and F.
Marzolf, both of St. Paul, whose birds
were also prize winners, receiving high
markings.

From the opening of the show the
ccntests for coops of prize birds to be
awarded to the most popular members
of the police department, the fire de-
partment and the most popular letter
carrier, have been of unusual interest
to both the contestants and the public.
Scarcely a patron of the show has neg-
lected the opportunity to cast a vote
for one or the other of the rivals for
the birds and the participants have
done no end of hustling among their
friends to insure their success. When
the poles closed last night, the following
result of the contests was announced:
