The tables were laid the full
length of the hall, and at right angles
at the Fifth street end of the room was
placed the table at which were seat-
ed the officers, guests of honor and
speakers. A beautiful bouquet of Eas-
ter lilies was the center piece. Smaller
tables were used in the vestibule. Flor-
al decorations were used in profusion,
and palms and potted plants placed
about the hall, made an attractive
background. When all had been seat-
ed there were a few moments of silence
and all heads were bowed while Mrs.

The most important feature of the
business meeting of the executive com-
mittee was its unanimous decision to
indorse the movement to secure the
ballot on library matters for women
and the appointment of a committee to
make that resolution effective.

The proposed amendment bringing
this about was quoted in full and the
resolution closed with the suggestion
that a committee of five, with the presi-
dent of the federation as chairman, be
named to present the matter to the
legislature.

Miss Evans urged the careful con-
sideration of the matter and several
prominent members spoke, earnestly
recommending the federation to foster
the bill as proposed. The resolution
was passed unanimously. Miss Evans
appointed as the committee to look
after the matter, Mrs. W. B. Leach,
Mrs. C. J. Backus and Mrs. Grier, of
St. Paul; Mrs. H. L. Lord, of Moorhead,
and Mrs. James, of Newport.

Mrs. A. W. Rankin presented the
interests of the art interchange, the
admirable plan for which was proposed
at the breakfast last year. It has not,
however, been put in actual operation
as it is a purely voluntary and co-oper-
ative bureau of exchange and funds
have not yet come in sufficient to start
the work. A letter from Miss Tanner,
of Wisconsin, outlined the plan in use
there of circulating small collections of
mounted photographs and monographs
on art subjects by a card system like a
library. Nebraska also has a plan of
art interchange in operation. It was
proposed to give the interchange com-
mittee a sum of money from the state
treasury with which to begin its work
but as not all the olubs are doing work
which would enable them to share the
benefit this was lost, although most of
the members of the committee were in-
terested in the success of the plan.

Hoys In Slmm Battle.
Nature provided the munitions of war, and

the wtelders thereof were school boys, but
they fought a battle as fierce as their grand-

sires ever fought, and demonstrated an
amount of pluck that it will do well for
Uncle Sam to nourish closely, for some day
he may need them.

They wero students of the Emerson and
the Central high schools, and they met yes-
terday afternoon at Vine place and Grant
street to do bloodless battle. It was shortly
after 1 o'clock when the young men from
thewe two seats of learning appeared upon
the scene. They were, of course, in separate
bodies, with their generals and other officers,
and blood shone in the eye of everyone. On-
to the field they marched in double file, and
\u25a0"right-about-face," given by the commanders
of either faction, halted them at a distance
of about fifty feet from each other.

Then the contest, was on. An Emersonian
snowball filled the ear of a high school man,
and every man worked hard. For twenty
minutes the battle waged fast and furious.
Hard and soft snowballs reached their marks,
but as one victim dropped from the ranks
another took his place. Closer together the
opposing armies drew, each determined 10
stand by the fight until the last. Now it
looked as though the boys from the Emerson
school would have to give way before the
terrible onslaught of their opponents, but the
leader was a general indeed.

On Emerson! All banners wave,
And charge with all your chivalry!
Above the din of battle thtse words rang

out and carried with them cheer to the
hearts of the valiant Emerson boys. The
hard packed missiles pierced the air with all
the force of strong young arms. The Central
high boys wavered for an instant. In another
the Emerscns were on them in full numbers.
Harder and fiercer the battle grew, the Cen-
tral high boys being driven backward and fur-
ther backward. Then there was a break in
their lines and the battle was lost, and they
turned their backs to the enemy and fled.

Yesterday's battle is but the first of a
series which is to break the monotony of the
life of the school boys of Minneapolis. Inter-
est therein promises to exceed that shown
in the football games in the fall. The con-
test between the Emerson and Central high
boys yesterday was a prearranged affair, and
after their victory, the Emerson boys are
anxious and willingto meet an equal number
of scholars from any of the other city schools.

DEFENDS ITS ACTION.

Great "Western Case Hofore the
Frelpjht Association.

Nothing was heard locally yesterday of the
meeting being held at Chicago, at which the
Chicago Great-Western was on trial before
the Western Freight association for alleged
violation of agreements in meeting the Soo
rate without authority of the board of ad-
ministration. Prresident A. B. Stlckney and
General Manager S. C. St'.ckney, with Gen-
eral Freight Agent P. C. Stohr, of the Great-
Western, are in Chicago for the purpose of
introducing a straight-from-the-shou!der de-
fense of the road's action. This is one of the
first trials since the reorganization of the
board, and the outcome will bo important.

DENIED ONCE MORE.

Revamped Story About the G. N\ and

X. I*.

President E. W. Winter, of the Northern
Pac'fie. and President J. J. Hill, of the Great
Northern, manifested their state of mind In
different methods when asked about the sen-
sational but old story revamped and wired
from New York to a Minneapolis morning
paper to the effect that the Great Northern
magnate had secured 60 per cent of the North-
ern Pacific stork.

President Winter merely said, without use
of unnecessary words. "I have no Information
whatever on the matter, and have nothing
to say. I know nothing about it."

President Hill was inclined to be somewhat
angry at first, having denied the same rumor
probably no less than fifty times for publi-
cation. Mr. Hill, as usual, said that the
s.ory had no foundation in truth, that it
was stupid and unreasonable, and closed by
saying, "I am really growing somewhat
weary of being called upon to contradict
these old stories that are periodically equipped
with new wings and sent flying abroad."

Denial Entered by Mr. Flint In Re-
\u25a0»onne to a Direct Uucitlou on

the Point.

NEW YORK, Feb. 18.—The Lexow
committee tried conclusions with the
sugar, rubber and wall paper trusts
today at different times. With respect
to the Sugar trust, it developed that
the original deed, desired by the com-
mittee, would be of no value, as the
figures were cut out of it during a
previous investigation. Some papers
desired by the committee were pre-
sented, but others were said to be out
of existence. Mr. Parsons, who mutil-
ated the trust deed under which the
Sugar stock was apportioned, was on
the stand, and admitted the fact.
It was directly after the recess, the

morning having been devoted to theRubber trust, that the consideration
of the affairs of the sugar company
was again taken up. Henry O. Have-meyer and John E. Parsons, president
and counsel respectively of the com-
pany, were present When the former
had taken the stand, he was asked a
number of questions covering ground
heretofore gone over.

'•Do you know where the original deed
of the American Sugar Refining com-
pany is?" finally queried Senator
Lexow.

"No, sir, I do not," was the reply.
Mr. Havemeyer then said that the

figures showing the distribution of theoriginal stock of the company were
cut out by Mr. Parsons by permission
of the Arnold committee at the time of
the investigation by the senate com-
mittee.

"Do you mean that?"
"Yes, sir, I say that the fierures were

cut out at the time of the Arnold in-
vestigation by Mr. Parsons, without
regard to anything before or since. The
figures were not replaced to my know-
ledge."

"Who had the custody of the muti-
lated trust deed?"

"Mr. Parsons."
"Why was it that you and your as-

sociates were so solicitous to conceal
these figures?"

"A hundred people agreed to have
that done. I am not responsible, the
deed should have been destroyed, be-
cause in my judgment it was that deed
that caused all the trouble and hostile
legislation and this persecution."

"You mean prosecution, don't you?"
"No, I say persecution. All the fuss

has been over that deed. If that deed
had not been in existence the investi-gators would have been fighting the
air. All this thing has been swept aside
by the supreme court."

"You have been subpoenaed to pro-
duce the original deed of trust?"

"I don't believe it is in exigence. I
last saw it with Mr. Parsons as cus-
todian."

DEED DESTROYED.
Mr. Parsons was then sworn and

admitted having been the custodian of
the trust deed", not in a legal way. but
as counsel. He had no recollection of
having seen the portion of the deed
that was extracted and believed there
was no reason why it should have
been preserved. He had not seen the
deed since 1888. He said that at the
directors meeting the question of pro-
ducing the minute l>ooks had not been
considered. Senator Lexow then let
the other witnesses of the American
Sugar Refining company go and this
finished the probing of that company.

Henry Burn, president of the Na-
tional Wall Paper company, was then
called. He said he was not one of
the original incorporators or original
directors of the organization which
wa.s organized in July, 1892. The Na-
tional Wall Paper company was com-
posed of twenty-eight different com-
panies, about seventeen others having
been left out of the combination. The
combination had secured about 65 per
cent of the business, judging by the
machines they employed. They had 188
machines, while there were only 88 out-
side the combination.

"What was the capital stock is-
sued ?"

"The original issue was $14,000,000,
subsequently raised to $27,000,000 or
$28,000,000. It was all common stock
and the corporation was not organized
in the state of New York. The proper
distribution of stock was arrived at
by calculating the profits of the
various concerns for certain years and
multiplied by sixteen. The output of
the consolidated concern in 1896 was
12f..000.000 rolls of wallna.per. The con-
solidation brought about the increase
of labor In the various concerns."

Witness further testified that wall-
paper had been r^duce-i 10 per cent
and that wages had not been reduced,
but wore more continuous since the
consolidation. The ssrreement they
l->fi<l with the sellers or trobbers restrict-
ed them to the sale of the pro-duct of
the combination.

CLOSE WITH AW OFFICIAL IN-

-BPEICTION.

CHARLESTON, S. C, Feb. 18.—There
was a great gathering at the Charleston
hotel tonight, where the chamber of
commerce served their annual banquet,
with Secretary Herbert as the guest of
honor. The secretary, Admiral Bunce
and his staff, the captains and execu-
tive officers of the warships and the
governor of South Carolina were the
invited guests. The banquet room was
beautifully decorated and covers were
laid for 200 guests. After the last
course, President McGahan, of the
chamber of commerce, made a short ad-
dress of welcome and concluded by in-
troducing Mayor Smythe, who respond-
ed to the toast, "Charleston's greeting
to her honored guests." The next
toast was, "Our country," drunk stand-
ing by all present. "Our country's
navy" was responded to by Secretary
Herbert. He was given the closest
attention and was frequently interrupt-

ed with enthusiastic applause.
"The North Atlantic Squadron," was

responded to by Admiral Bunce. The
final toast, "Our State," Gov. Ellerbee
was expected to respond to, but being
indisposed, was absent, and Lieut. Gov.
Me Sweeney replied.

The mock blockade was brought to
an end today.

Secretary Herbert and his party ar-
rived from Washington over the At-
lantic Coast line at 6 o'clock this morn-
ing. In the party were Rear Admiral
Gherardi, ex-Senator Butler, Col. T.
S. Farrow, second auditor of the
treasury; Chief Clerk McHough, of the
navy department; Mr. Jarvis H. Fine-
ly, Mr. Herbert's son, and several la-
dies. The party was met at the sta-
tion by Mayor Smyth and the commit-
tee on reception. A detachment of the
naval reserves was at the station and
saluted the party with twenty-seven
guns. The party was driven to
Charleston hotel, and breakfast was
served. The secretary, who was ac-
companied by Mayor Smith and the
reception committees and a number of
ladies and gentlemen, left the city

about noon aboard the revenue cutter
Colfax for a visit to the warships.
Gov. Ellerbe, Lieut. Gov. McSweeney
and the speaker of the house were also
wii'th the party. It was with much
difficulty that the vessels could be
made out through the fog. The Co-
lumbia was the first reached and the
secretary summoned Capt. Sands
aboard the cutter to get the positions
of the ships. Running to the New
York, Admiral Bunce came aboard the
Colfax. The boats were then lowered
and the secretary, the admiral and
most of the party were taken aboard
the Maine.

Here an interesting event was cele-
brated. The men were drawn up in
line and the secretary called upon
Landsman Creelman to step forward.
He then presented Creelman with a
government gold medal awarded for
bravery during- the storm of the Bth,
when several men of the Maine were
washed overboard. Creelman jumped
into the sea to save the drowning
men and was himself rescued with dif-
ficulty. Cadet Gherardi, who com-
manded the boat's crew that saved
the men, was also highly complimented
by the secretary.

The party then returned aboard the
cutter and, the fog having lifted, th.3
secretary's flag was sent up and the
cutter ran to the end of the line of
ships to make an inspection of the
fleet. The Maine meantime had gotten
under way and started for New Or-
leans. As the cutter proceeded down
the line, the various ships each fired a
salute of seventeen guns. The admiral
and his staff, and Capt. Schley, cf th»
New York, were taken aboard and
the cutter ran quickly back to the
city.

PRESENTED TO THE ENGLISH

GOVERNMENT.

LONDON, Feb. 18.—The secretary of
state for the colonies, Joseph Chamber-
lain, announced in the house of com-
mons today that an official telegram
that had been received from the Brit-
ish agent at Pretoria, capital of the
Transvaal, on Tuesday, conveying a
bill of indemnity presented by the
Transvaal as a result of the Jamison
raid. The bill, he added, is divided into
two heads. The first asks for the pay-
ment of £677,938 3s Cd as a material
charge, and under the second head the
Transvaal asks for £1.000,000 for "moral
and intellectual damage."

Mr. Chamberlain further said that
the foregoing demands do not include
the legitimate private claims which
may be advanced.

The telegram from the British agent

also says that the indemnity is to be
paid by the British government, "or
caused to be paid by them," apparently
suggesting that the government compel

the British Chartered South Africa
company to pay it, or, m default, that
the government must foot the bill.

Thta. with other in-
formation, tends to strengthen the belief that
the powers are not seriously opposing Greece.

ESTABLISHING AN ADMINISTRATION

Municipal Elections on the iHland
Are Proceeding Under the Direc-

tion of Col. Vaaaos.

ATHENS, Feb. 18.—Col. Vassos, com-
mander-in-chlef of the Greek army of
occupation In Crete, in the name of
King George, is establisring- there a
system of administration. The munici-
pal elections are already proceeding
and mayors have been installed in the
towns and villages outside of Canoa,
Heralion, Retimo and Sitia,

In the legislative chamber today
Prime Minister Delyannis announced
that he had not received authentic
news of the departure of Turkish
troops for Crete. Replying to ques-
tions, he said that the government was
seeking to discover the motives of the
powers in their recent action in Crete.
The government had arrived at certain
decisions, but was unable to Impart
any information as yet. Some of the
members declared that the lowering of
the flags of the consulates constituted
recognition of Greek occupation. It is
reported that the cabinet council de-
cided to continue an active policy.

The government tonight sent instruc- j
tions to the consul at Canea declaring !
that as the four towns which the pow-
ers occupied were not held in behalf of
Turkey they must, like the rest of
Crete, be regarded as Greek territory.

CANEA, Feb. IS.—All of the Greek
consulates on the island of Crete have
lowered their flags. The flags were
lowered at the request of the foreign
admirals who have now demanded the
withdrawal of the marine guard from
the Canea consulate. The Greek con-
sul acceded under protest, declaring
that the admirals were not competent
to deal with the question.

The Mussulmars have become excited
and assumed a menacing attitude since
the arrival of the news that 100 Mussul-
mans have been killed at S?rakinos and
Stlinos. Another expedition of Mus-
sulman volunteers is preparing to start
for Selinos.

The British and Italian torpedo boats
stopped the Greek ironclad Hydra,
which was conveying provisions to the
Greek camp.

Col. Vassos, commander of the Greek
j forces, has decided to attack and oc-
cupy several strategic paints.

Turkish volunteers and refugees, who
I have been brought here by a transport,
I state that 109 Mussulmans have been
j killed at Serakinos and Selinos, and

i that an equal number have been killed
in the surrounding country.

LONDON, Feb. 19.—A dispatch to the
Times from Canea. says: The insurgents
have intimated to the consuls that they
propose to attack Halepa in the near
future. The insurgents, who are oper-
ating with the Greek forces, were ob-
served during the afternoon (Wednes-
day) advancing nearer the town. The
admirals commanding the foreign men-
of-war threatened to send marines to
force the consulate to remove the flag
unless the Greek consul complied with
the request of the powers in this par-
ticular. Among the killed at Sarakinos
were twenty women and sixty-one
children.

A dispatch to the I>aily Mail from
Berlin says: Emperor William has
wired the czar requesting a personal
interview owing to the gravity of Cre-
tan affairs. The Black sea fleet has
steamed for Constantinople under com-
mand of Grand Duke Alexis.

Mr. Gladstone, wTio recently tele-
graphed a message from Cannes to the
Chronicle regarding the existing situa-
tion as already reported, when asked
for an opinion concerning the proposed
blockade of the Greek port of Piraeus,
again wired the Chronicle as follows:
"I have no information sufficient for
judging, but I detest the wtiole idea of
using force in behalf of Turkey, which
I think has become an outlaw."

The Athens correspondent of tho
Chronicle declares on what is pro-
nounced absolute authority that all the
reserves will be called out.

CABLE FROM GEORGE.

Through His Minister He Explain*

the Cretan Situation.
NEW YORK, Feb. 18.—In response to a

cable message to his majesty, the king of
Greece, the New York World has received the
following:

"Athens, Greece, Feb. IS.—After six months
of waiting, the reforms imposed upon Tur-
key by the great powers are not put into
execution. The Turks oppose the organization
of the gendarmerie (constabulary). On Feb.
3 the Turkish troops began the massacres.
The Christian quarters at Canea were burned.
About 150,000 women and child ran are re-
fugees today in Greece. The Cretans, in
despair, proclaimed their independence and
union with Greece. The Hellenic government
sent a small army to occupy Crete in ordor to
restore order and peace. Five greait powers
occupy the four towns of Canea, ReChvmo,
Candca and Sitia. All the remainder of* the

j island is in the possession of the Christians.
The expressions of sympathy from the great
American people ami the Hellenes resident In
America are a precious support to us In the
work for the independence of Crete and we

I thank them sincerely.

ORGANIZING NEW COt XTIES. •
inexpectcd Sentiment Developed at

a Committee Meeting:.

An odd state of affairs has developed in thehouse committee on towns and counties, which'
met last night in the senate to consider the
file which provides for the organization ofunorganized counties and the selection of
county seats.

Henry Feig is chairman of the committee,
and there were present at the session a
number of persons interested in the prompt
settlement of the existing trouble by means
of organization, while not a few gentlemen
having lumber and other Interests in the
unorganized sections bore evidence that they

I stood a major portion of the present tax
burden, and that to organize would only
serve to increase this, and that anyway
there was neither the population nor the de-
sire to warrant such steps.

It will be recalled that when the bill was
originally presented it provided for the ap-
pointment by the governor of county com-

j misskmera who should name the county offi-
cers and select a county seat. When the
meaeure got to the present committee it was
amended to provide that the governor should
go all the way down the line and name the
commissioners and seat. The circumstances
surrounding the fight made by Mr. Feig on-
the floor of the house to have the biil re-
committed to the committee so as to allow
certain interests to be heard are too recent
to be forgotten. Now it transpires that the
sentiment is in favor of allowing the settlers
themselves, who, it is alleged, have been held
down by the corporate interests, to name their
own commissioners, officers and county seat.
While there are those among the actual set-
tlers, as well as on the committee, who do
not go as far as this, it is probable that
when the bill gets back to the house it will
be amended so as to make such provision.

DISTANCE TARIFF BILL.

Railway Representatives Talk fit
Length on the Hill.

The Douglas "distance tariff" bill, intro-
duced some days back, was the all absorbing
topic considered last night by the hou^e com-
mittee on grain and warehouse, and at least
four of the big lines running into St. Paul
had representatives at the meeting to make
known their opposition to the measure.
