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CORPORATION ATTORNRY DAR-
RAGH GIVES AN ACCOUNT OF HIS
STEWARDSHIP,

WORK DONE DURING THE YEAR.

THE DEFECTIVE SIDEWALK HAS
CAUSED AN AVALANCHE OF
DAMAGE SUITS.,

THE PLAINT MADE TWO YEARS AGO

Council Only Pays $4,077 of Amount
Claimed, as Against 839,059
Under Former Atiorney,

Corporaticn Attorney Darragh com-
pleted his annual report of the business
of the legal department of the city
vesterday and submitted a copy of it
to the mayor. The report goes into the
detail of the work of the department
and makes an excellent showing when
compared with reports of former years.
The amount of money asked through
damage suits was $59,391.01 in excess
of that asked during the term of Mr.
Darragh’s vredecessor, but the cause
for that is clearly explained in the re-
port. During the two year’'s preceed-
ing Mr. Darragh's term of office the
legal department sent to the council
claims to the amount of $156,827.76,
while Mr. Darragh only sent in $35,-
096.94. Of these figures $39,059.50 were
paid under the former corporation at-
torney, while only $4,077.50 were paid
of these sent in by Mr. Darragh. Fol-
lowing is the report:

Complying with the provisions of the
charter of the city of St. Paul requiring the
heads of the different departments to make
annual reports of the work done and the con-
aition of the departments, T herewith submit
the report of the corporation attorney for the
vear 1896, and I feel justified in stating, that
it is the most complete record of the legal
department that has been submitted in years.

There are hereto attached five schedules
marked, ‘‘Schedule A, B, C, D and E.,” the
object of which is to show at a glance the
work done not only with regard to litigation
instituted during the year 18¢6, but also with
that which was pending a number of years
prior thereto.

Following a statement of what the schedule
contains, the report says:

In Exhibit A, also hereto attached, is shown
the number of actions for perscnal injuries
finally disposed of in the year 1896, and it will
be seen from it that out of a total of $175.-
603 claimed against the city only $11,439.75
was secured. The records of the clerk of the
municipal court during my administration of
the legal department show that 8,467 cases
were proseouted by this department in the
criminal branch of that court, and $43,242
collected in fines from these cases. And here
it is proper fer me to state, that no verdicts
were gotten against any of the members of
the police force of the city of St. Paul on
account of faise imprisonment during my
term of office. I deem it proper also to say,
that during the time I have held the posi-
tion of corporation attorney there have been
prending actions against the city which were
defended by the law department, and in
which plaintiffs sought to recover money
judgments and amounting to the sum of $518,-
560.28, which I believe is the largest total
amount in the history of the legal depart-
ment.

The reports of the city engineer for the
past few years show that the main source of
these actions is due to the rotten and de-
cayed condition of the sidewalks throughout
the city. In his repoert for the year 1892 he
uses these words: ‘“Personal injury cases on
account of the defects in walks have largely
increased, in fact I think that one-half the
damage suits against the city are on this
account, for which the city is held liable in
nine cases out of ten.'”

In his report for the year 1893 with refer-
ence to the bad condition of the sidewalks,
he says: “Our wooden sidewalks are in a

very bad conditlon. Consequently this state of |

affairs has been growing rapidly worse from
year to year, and unless some vigorous ac-
tion is taken by the eity council, with so many
miles of defective walks, the city must expect
to pay annually a large amount for accidents
resulting frcm the condition of these walks.”

In 1894 he again says concerning the condi-
tlon of the sidewalks: ‘‘Notwithstanding all
the care takem, a very large majority of all
the damage suits brought against the city are
on account of accidents resulting from de-
fective walks. Every year the state of af-
fairs grows worse, and some very vigorous
action must be taken soon to renew these
walks, or the old ones should be taken up
and abandoned.”

The former corporation attorney in his last
report said that ‘““There are about 500 miles
of wooden sidewalks within the city, and that
306 miles have remained in service beyond
the usual life of wooden sidewalks.”

An examination of the records of the en-
gineering department of this date shows that
these walks have remained during my term
of office, and that only thirty-eight miles
of new sldewalks (wooden), were laid and
seven miles of cement s!dewalks were put
down since the last report of my predecessor,
which was two years ago, so that these
walks are naturally in a much worse condi-
tion, and an increase in damage suits has
been the consequence.

These actions are all defended by this de-
partment, and it will be seen from the fore-
golng extracts from the city engineer’s re-
ports, the city has been practically defense-
less in these suits, and yet the total amount
of final verdicts, settlements and decisions
against the city In these cases have been only
$25,274.29 during my incumbency of the office
of corporation attorney of the city of St.
Faul.

It gives me much pleasure to say of my
assistants, that they have been obliging,
honest, efficient and untiring in their ef-
forts to make my administration of the af-
fairs of the department creditable. These
gentlemen are Hermon W, Phillips, first as-
sistant; Arthur Bowe, second assistant; Her-
man Oppenheim, third assistant; Thomas F.
Darragh, clerk, and John W. Clancey, steno-
grapher; and Sergeant Jerry J. Sullivan, po-
li;.le officer detailed for special service in this
office.

SELBY AVENUE DEVICE.

Commission of Engineers Holds An-
other Meeting,

the various safety devices for operating
electric street railway cars on Selby
hill met yesterday afternoon at the
office of the city engineer. There were
present, besides Engineers Loweth and
McHenry, Vice President Goodrich,
General Superintendent Heild and
Supt. Smith, of the street railway
company.

The following gentlemen submitted
safety devices: T. H. Wheelock, R. F.
Hiler, D. R. Hevener, A. R. Weston,

Fulgraff and Joseph Merten.

All of the plans received attention,
after which followed a general discus-
sion of grades and the difficulties and
dangers attending the operation of
street cars on steep grades. No definite
action was taken, and the commission
adjourned until next Tuesday at 3
pP. m.

Judge Willis Names T. D. Sheehan as
Receiver.

Willlam Bickel presented to the dis-

trict court yesterday, Judge Willis sit.
ting in chambers, his resignation as
assignee of the Minnesota Savings
bank. Judge Willis thereupon appoint-
ed*Senator T. D. Sheehan and Fred N.
Dickson receivers of the bank.
In his resignation, which appearel
in the form of an affidavit, Mr. Bickel
declares that owing to the dissatisfac-
tion of certain parties interested in the
bauk he had decided to tender his res-
ignation as receiver. In cor:sequance of
the long lists of accounts of the bank
and the various items ’n the bocks,
the assignee says he -was unable to
finish his schedules, but they can e
speedily completed.

In accepting the resignation of Mr.
Bickel, Judge Willls said that there
had been a large number of applecants
for the appointment, over a hundred
at least, and that it had been his cus-
tom to appoint lawyers as ‘receivers;
whereupon the court firet appointed
Gen. Moses E. Clapp as receiver, oen.
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Clapp, however, declined the nppo'ln't':
ment.

Judge Willis thereupen appointed T.

D. Sheehan and Fred N. Dicksen as
recelvers, belleving these two gentle-
men to be satlsfactory to tha deposi-

tors. Judge Willls fixed the bond of
the recelvers at the sum of £2G0.000,

A meeting of the stockholders of the
Minnesota Savings bank was held last
night in the old Commerclal bani
building at Third and Robert streets
The attendance was representatlve,
there belng some thirty stockholderd
present.

LIND WILL TRY AGAIN.

Jury in His Libel Suit Was Unable
to Agree.

The jury in the John Lind libel suit
after being out twenty-four hours fail-
ed, as anticipated in the Globe, to
agree upon a verdict. They so report-
ed to Judge Bunn yesterday forenoon
and thereupon discharged.

It was learned that nine members
of the jury were in favor of giving
Mr. Lind a verdict for $1.000, whereas
the most that the remaining three
would allow was $500. One of the
jurors disputes this statement. He
savs that on the first ballot eight
jurors favored a verdicet for the plain-
tiff ranging anywhere from $1,000 to
$10,000. One wanted to return a ver-
dict for $10,000, while three thought
that $100 would be amply sufficient,
The second ballot, according to the
same authority, resulted in one vote
for $5,000 damages for Lind. nine votes
for sums ranging from $1.000 upwards
and two votes for a verdict of $1 for
Mr. Lind.

Mr. Lind will bring the case to trial
again and it will probably come up
next month.

City Will Begin to Spend the B10,-
000 That Way.

The joint council committee appoint-
ed to act with the mayor in the matter
of supervising the expenditure of the
$10,000 contingent fund for the relief
of the unemployed, conferred with the
mayor for two hours or more yester-
day. The subject was discussed in all
its bearings.

It was decided that the duty of in-
vestigating the cases of applicants
for the work to be done, with a view
of ascertaining their need of employ-
ment, should be delegated to the As-
sociated Charities. This duty is direct-
ly in line with the purpose of the or-
ganization and its officers are conse-
quently in a position to make the de-
sired investigations.

The work of clearing the sidewalks
of snow and ice will be done under the
immediate supervision of the engineer-
ing department, through which the
money will be paid out.

Applications should be filed
promptly, in order that time may remain for
correction, if necessary.
