trENERAL BUSINESS PROSPERITY.

It Is the Object of the I.eiiKiie, as
Outlined in a i'tinuul

Statement.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22—John W.
tia, attorney of the National Business
league, by direction of Messrs. Ferdi-
lu-.nd \V. Peek. Moses P. Handy, C.
A. Gilbert and Elbridge G. Keith, mem-
bers of the executive committee of the
league, today presented the following
Statement to Chairman Dingley, of the
.Ways and nieans committee:

Gentlemen: The National Business League
!.* composed ot business men of differing par-
li>;in relations and varying shades of politi-
cal opinion throughout the United States, aux-
iliary councils having been and being rapidly
formed in the various states of the union.
Tlie members of this national league be-
lieve that there should be thorough investi-
gation into all matters concerning whichlegislation affeeteing business interests is
P! ;posed, and desire that such legislation
Bhall be prompt, shall be along business
rather than political lines, shall foster gen-
eral rather than special interests.

We regret that our organization was not
completed in season for our representatives
to bo present at the public hearings given by
your committee. In view of the well-known
fact that a large proportion of the people
vho take the trouble to go to Washington to
attend such hearings, are seeking to pro-
mote their own private interests, and the fur-
ther fa>-t that public statistics as to tariff ef-
fects on domestic manufactures are at pres-
ent meager and are not easily procured from
the interested parties, we might, perhaps,
have rendered assistance to your committee,
through the combined experience of our mem-
bership. Your committee, however, is well
aware of. and has undoubtedly made allow-
ances for, the ex parte character of such testi-
mony.

Members of your committee having very
courteously expressed their willingness to re-
ceive and consider any statements we may
present to the committee, we now take occa-
sion to express to you the desire of a large
majority of the business men of the country—
that the present revision of the tariff upon
which you are engaged shall be a conserva-
tive one. While we understand that it is
your Intention by this revision to obtain more
revenue and to protect American labor, we
ask that Its benefits and its burdens be spread
as nearly equally as possible, and so as to
"foster general, rather than special interests."
We believe that the country has now had
sufficient experience with tariffs to furnish
a basis upon which revisions may be made
more scientifically than heretofore, and that
the objects desired —whether revenue or pro-
tection—may be secured, and at the same
time general business prosperity forwarded.

We understand that your committee is en-
deavoring to work along these lines, and
we tender you any assistance in that direc-
tion which yov. may desire from us. We will
furnish you statistics from time to time and
as soon as we are able to get them into
proper form. We also take this opportunity
to say that the league being in favor of
taking the tariff out of politics, favors the
establishment of a new department of the
government to be designated the "department
of commerce and industry." (The scope of
\u25a0which we will not discuss here) and of a tariff
bureau in that department, which—after thepresent revision—shall investigate and report
on all contemplated changes in the tariff be-
fore action by congress. And we believe
that this bureau should be composed of non-
partisan experts, of such character and repu-
tation that their report on each schedule or•abject investigated by them will be conclu-
sive as to the facts and influential in the de-
cision. In such case there would be few oc-
casions for general revisions of the tariff

\u25a0with accompanying periodical upsetting of the
business of the country for months before andafterwards, and the tariff would gradually
become a matter of economic, science.

It is the intention of the league to use Its
Influence in forwarding legislation in this di-
rection.

WOLCOTT BILL REPORTED.

Honse Committee VVill Recommend
Its Speedy Passage.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.—The re-
port on the bill for an international
monetary conference, decided upon by
the house committee on coinage, has
been prepared by Mr. C. W. Stone, of
Pennsylvania, chairman of the com-
mittee. It says that a belief exists that
the American people intend and ex-
pect that an earnest and bona fide ef-
fort shall be made to reach an inter-
rational agreement on the currency
Question, and to enable the executive
to give effect to that intention, it is
recommended that he be given full
power to deal with the subject during
his term of office. The prompt passage
of the senate bill with an amendment
providing for diplomatic negotiations
if necessary therefore, is recommend-
ed.

A conference of representatives of
the several nations hertofore has been
the customary way of seeking such
agreement and embodies an entirely
proper mode of proceeding and one
which the committee thinks has re-
ceived the approval of leading Eur-
opean nations, as it says is shown by
history. It is not, however, the re-
port adds, the only proper mode of
pjoct^ding. Diplomatic negotiations
and treaty stipulations may be resort-
ed to. preliminary or subsequent to
such conference or in lieu of it as cir-
cumstances seem to require. The in-
coming executive, it Is said, has frank-
ly and unequivocally statqjk. that he
will employ all proper means to pro-
mote an international agreement and
the committee believes that he should
be aided in the performance of this
duty by promptly vesting in him full
and explicit power to use every ap-
propriate means to promote an inter-
national agreement, and the comanit-
tee, therefore, recommended an addi-
tion to the bill providing that he may
appoint commissioners or envoys, to
seek by diplomatic negotiations with
the several nations to bring about such
an agreement.

Reference is made to the plank of
the Republican platform in the last
campaign, opposing the free coinage
of silver, except by international
agreement with the leading commer-
cial nations of the earth, which the Re-
publican party is pledged to promote,
and declaring that until such agree-
ment can be obtained the existing gold
standard must be preserved. The re-
port continues: 'There is nothing of
ambiguity or uncertainty In this de-
claration. It is explicit, straightfor-
ward, and complete. It must be ac-
cept e»d as express*iner the will and pur-
pose of the American people and their
will should be the guide of their rep-
resentatives. A pledee fairly made
should be unhesitatingly fulfilled.
Doubts as to the possibility of success
do not absolve from the plighted ob-
ligation to attempt success."

L. P. Hunt o» the Ground Early.

SOUTHERN PACIFIC CLAIM.

MOTION TO PREVENT ITS PAYMENT
DEFEATED ON A DIRECT

VOTE.

TIIE SENATE ON CHURCH SCHOOLS.

Reaffirms the Settled Policy of the
Government AKuinst Them, But

Hakes an Appropriation.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.—The house
today passed the general deficiency
appropriation bill and began the con-
sideration of the last of the money
bills, that providing- for the naval
establishment A long- debate occurred
over the propriety of the appropriation
of $1,310,000 for the Southern Pacific
railroad, under the judgment of the
court of claims, but the house, by a
vote of 102 to 138, refused to strike it
out. The members who favored the
appropriation for the repayment to
members of the last congress of salary

withheld from them on account of ab-
sence, carried their fight into the house,

.but they were beaten, 96 to 122. Six-
teen of the forty-eight pages of the
naval bill were completed. The at-
tempt of Mr. Grosvenor (Rep., Ohio) to
secure an amendment to retain session
employes on the roll after March 4 un-
til March 15, when the extra session
would begin, drew from him, when
pressed, as to whether he was "au-
thorized" to officially proclaim an ex-
tra session, the good natured admis-
sion that he was authorized to assume
"there would be an extra session."

Mr. Sayers, in discussing the South- •

crn Pacific claim, when the deficiency |

bill was taken up, at the beginning of j
the session, said that for ten years 1
congress had resisted the payment of
this claim. It had been fought over
and over again. The validity of the
judgment was admitted. But, inas-
much as the stockholders and directors
of the Southern Pacinc and Central Pa-
cific were largely the same, and as the
Central was insolvent and largely in-
debted to the government, he contend-
ed that congress would be derelict in
its duty if it paid to this Southern Pa-
cific corporation, which was practicall>
Identical with the other, the $1,310,000 j
pending a settlement with the Central.

Mr. Northway (Rep., Ohio) said that j
he favored the payment of this claim j
of the Southern Pacific. The road
bound itself to carry the mails. It had
performed its duty and the nation was
tn honor bound to discharge its part

of the contract. If it withheld this
money, it might as well refuse the
payment of outstanding bonds when
they fell due.

W. A. Stone (Rep., Pa.) devoted him-
self to a legal argument as to the
validity of the claim. Mr. Dockery
(Dem., Mo.) supported the Sayers mo-
tion to strike out the appropriation, and
recounted the alleged manner in which
the traffic of the Central was diverted
to the Southern by "C. P. Huntington
and others." In conclusion, he said
that it was but fair that this money be
withheld until C. P. Huntington had
effected a settlement of the $60,010,000
which his other corporation owed the
government.

Mr. Grosvenor (Rep., O.) advocated
the payment of the claim, and paid C.
P. Huntington a high tribute for his
genius and enterprise. Mr. Maguire
(Dem., Cal.) vigorously attacked the
claim. The Southern Pacific was or-
ganized and had existed, he declared,
as a conspiracy against the govern-
ment. It had been largely successful.
If it was recognized as a corporation
with no liability for the debts of the
Central, its triumph would be complete.

After some further remarks by Mr.
Blue (Rep., Pa.) in favor of the appro-
priation, and Mr. Bowers (Rep., Cal.)
against it, Mr. Sayers closed the de-
bate for his side. Mr. Cannon then
made a closing appeal for the appropri-
ation, after which the vote was taken
on Mr. Sayers' motion to strike it from
the bill, with the result stated.

An amendment was adopted to pay
Alexis Benoit, who contested Mr.

; Bcatner's seat, $2,000 for expenses of
I his contest. The speaker laid before the
house two pension vetoes, which were
referred. The house then entered upon
the consideration of the naval appro-
priation bill.

The conference report on the bill ap-
propriating $250,000 for closing the cre-
vasse at Pass I'Outre on the Mississippi,
was agreed to. A resolution was adopt-

ed requesting the secretary of the in~
terlor to furnish congress the report
of the inspectors on the pine and agri-
cultural lands of the Red Lake Indian

reservation in Minnesota At 5:20 p.
m., the house adjourned.

NO SECTARIAN SCHOOLS.

Senate Affirms the Policy, hut
Makes an Appropriation.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.—The senate
spent its first hour today in listening
to Washington's farewell address, read
by Mr. Daniel (Va.), and then turned
its attention to the Indain appropria-
tion bill. It involved a contest over
sectarian Indian schools. The clause
directing temporary contracts with
these schools, when no government
schools were available, was agreed to,
51 to 8. A provision was added declar-
ing it to be the settled policy of the
government hereafter to make no ap-
propriations whatever for the support
of sectarian schools. A further amend-
ment, offered by Mr. Gallinger, direct-
ing that all appropriations to sectarian
schools end on June 30, 1898, went out
on a point of order, which the senate
sustained, 28 to 22. The Indian bill is
still under consideration.

A veto from President Cleveland on
a private pension bill brought out
sharp criticism from Mr. Gallinger
against the president's course. Mr.
Morgan brought out, in the course of
inquiries, that the passage of all these
bills would involve less expense than
the amount which went, to the syndi-
cate taking the bond issues. Mr. Hoar
also commented on the modern meth-
ods of criticising the pension bills.

Mr. Allison warned the senate that
hard work would be required to get
through the appropriatoin bills, on
time, and a resolution for 11 o'clock
sessions was adopted, the prospects
being that night sessions will follow
soon.

Mr. Piatt (Rep., Conn.) endeavored
to pass the bill relating to judicial pro-
ceedings in the territories, stating that
the lives of four men, under sentence
of execution tomorrow in the Indian
territory, was dependent largely on this
bill. Mr. Vest (Dem., Mo.) said the bill
could not pass without debate, where-
upon Mr. Piatt did not press the meas-
ure.

Mr. Gallinger (Rep., N. H.) attacked
an item in the Indian bill of $8,000 for
an industrial farm at Flandreau, S. D.
He declared it was ridiculous to go
into the purchase of South Dakota
lands at $25 an acre, when they were
in the market for $5. This item, and
that for a similar farm at Pierre, S.
D., went over for further consideration.
Mr. Gallinger also criticised a number
of items for Indian surveys, etc., say-
ing that a Republican house could be
relied upon to resist the outlays.

This aroused Mr. Pettigrew, in charge
of the bill, to the statement that econ-
omy could be better directed against
naval vessels which would not float,
and battleships which were rusting out
their existence. It could be applied in
cutting down the ten million appropria-
tion for fortifications, when we were
about to have a peace treaty. He ad-
ded that instead of the house being
the exponent of economy, it was un-
derstood that the house appropriations
would run $40,000,000 above the highest
limit ever before reached.

Mr. Allison (Iowa), chairman of the
appropriations committee, took occa-
sion to state to the senate the con-
dition of senate business. He said it
was imperative if the appropriation
tills were to lie disposed of, that they
be passed this week. The debate on
the Indian bill went over.

Mr. Chandler submitted a report on
the Loud bill, so-called, as to the
second class mail matter, and Mr. But-
ler (N. C.) announced that he would
make a minority report tomorrow. In
the course of a parliamentary debate,
Mr. Stewart (Nev.) made it known
that he would oppose the bill by every
possible means.

Mr. Vilas, a member of the postoffice
committee, said he favored one cent
letter postage, which was a feature
of the report on the Loud bill, if tlie
other reforms proposed by the bill
could be carried out.

Mr. Butler, who will make the
minority report, said the bill was "In-
famous" and if the people understood
it they would not tolerate it. The first
reform, he said, should be in reducing
compensation to the railroads for car-
rying the mails. This bill would destroy
book concerns and throw thousands
out of employment.

Mr. Chandler said he would not at-
tempt, tonight, to talk against an "un-
corked Populist." He remarked only
that this so-called "infamous" bill pro-
posed one cent postage as its first
feature.

Mr. Pettigrew (S. D.) presented the
credentials of Mr. Teller, of Colorado,
for the term beginning Maroh 4. Mr.
Cannon (Utah) presented the creden-
tials of Joseph I_. Rawlins, as a sen-
ator from Utah, to succeed Mr. Brown
from March 4 next.

Mr. Hoar pointed out that the
credentials were irregular in not stat-
ing the term to which Mr. Rawlins was
elected. It was the result of too much
detail on "unessentials." He said, inanswer to inauiries from Mr. Cannon,
that new credentials would not be re-
quisite as no formal objection was like-
ly to be made. A resolution by Mr.
Allison was agreed to fixing the hour
for assembling at 11 a. m., on and after
Wednesday. At 6:05 the senate ad-
journed.
