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and not a corporation or Joint stock
company, as alleged in the petition.
Therefore the defense insisted that the
Ramsey county court had not acquired
jurisdiction. The motion to quash the
alternative writ was denied by the dis-
trict and the defendant appealed to
the supreme court. The latter court
affirmed Judge Egan's decision. The
next step in the case was to apply for
a peremptory writ, which application
was heard yesterday.

Attorney Farnham, in behalf of the
Adams Express^company. as respond-
ent, interposed the same objection of-
fered on the former proceeding, name-
ly, that the company was a copartner-
ship and not a joint stock company or
corporation, that service on its local
agent was not sufficient and that con-
sequently the court had acquired no
jurisdiction.

Attorney General Childs insisted that
the question as to the jurisdiction of
the district court had been adjudicated
upon by the supreme court, which held
that the district court had acquired
jurisdiction.

TWO OF THEM CONSUMPTIVES.

POINTED MEMORANDUM WITH IT.

Definition of a Thief Clearly Set
Forth

—
Hoard Outlines Its

Position.

Four conditional pardons were grant-
ed by the state board of pardons yes-
terday. Other cases were considered
and taken under advisement. The fa-
vored four are Ed White, Harry Wil-
son, Anton Franke Jr. and J. W.
Brown.

The decision of the board in the mat-
ter of the application of Ed Morrill,
the Minneapolis man whose case was
considered at a former meeting of the
beard, was also made known yesterday.

Morrill draws a pardon, but the board
hands out a declaration along witli
the pardon. Morrill's pardon was
granted, the order says, upon the rec-
ommendation of the trial judge and
the prosecuting attorney and upon the
ground and for the reason that the
petitioner, on the. trial of his accom-
plice, Charles W. Blake, was called as
a witness by the state and truthfully
testified as to the commission of the
crime, and thereby materially contri-
buted to the conviction of Blake, the
instigator and chief offender. With
the finding of the board is the follow-
ing- memorandum:

The grounds are urged whya pardon should
be granted in this case. First— That upon the
mrrits the petitioner is entitled to rlerner.ey.
Second

—
That upon the trial of his accom-

plice, Charles W. Blake, he was called by
the county attorney as a witness for the state
and testified fully and truthfully as to the
commission of the offense, which resulted In
Blake's convict.on. The first ground is en-
tirely Insufficient, for ujon the merits, the ser-
vices cf the petitioner to the state aside, the
admitted facts in the case do not justify an
absolute pardon. There are mitigating cir-
cumstances in the case which were rightiy
considered by the court as sufficient to justify
a sentence to the reformatory. This was all
the consideration the petitioner was entit'ed
to uixin the merits. The story of his crime
is briefly told. He is an Intelligent young
man of 29 years, of good parentage an<? breed-
ing. He was. for five years before his con-
viction, the bookkeeper and cashier of the
Minneapolis Dry Goods company. During that
time he became acquainted with Charles W.
Blake, who is described as a professional
swindler, who seems to have won the confid-
ence of Morrill and acquired great influence
over him. Upon Blake's instigation and rep-
resentation that large gains could be safely
and s-urely made for the joint benefit of the
parties by discounting the checks given by
life insurance companies in settlement of
losses, Momll advanced to Blake for the
purpose of the supposed speculation money
belonging to his employers. The alleged spec-
ulation was a mere pretense on the part of
Blake to obtain the money. The sums taken
by Morrill. at first, were small, but he cou'd
not replace them and at the demand of Blake,
who used his knowledge of Morrill's crime
to enforce the demand, and in the hope of
being able ultimately to repay the whole
amount so taken, he made further advances
to Blake from tin" to time, until he had
embezz'.ed some $6,000 of his emp oyer's money.
Upon being charged with h;s crime, he ad-
mitted his guilt and plead guilty to the in-
dictment, aod unon- Blake's trial gave evidence
for the state which materially contributed to
Blake's conviction and sentence to the state
prison for the term of six years. Itis clear
from these facts that we cannot grant a
pardon in this ease on the merits. To do
so would establish a precedent for the grant-
ing of nardons upon emotional grounds and
for sentimental reasons. The simple truth
is. the petitioner took the money of another,
entrusted to his care, and used it for the
rurooses of a sunposed private soeculation,
with the intent and expectation of replacing
if. Tn s-o doing he committed a serious crime,
for he who uses, directly or indirectly, with-
out lawful authority in -fact as well as in
form, trust funds or money in his custody
or control, for. private speculation or for
any o'her purpose of his own. althoueh with
the intent to replace them, is a thief andought to be treated and punished as such.
If this proposition were recognized and acted
upon by the public and those charged with
the administration of Justice, there would
be fewer defalcations and greater protection
for bank denositors and those who trust their
money to the care of others.

While a pardon in this oas« c*n not he
granted on Its merits, we are of the opinion
that it must be eranted on grounds of sound
public policy. It is often necessary In the
pro-aecution of criminals, in order to prevent
an entire miscarriaee cf Justice, to use the
testimony of an accomplice to -Main a con-
viction r.f the principal offender. To facilitytf-
the securing of such evidence en behalf of thf-
government, courts are aereed and the e^^ab-
liched usage is. in cases not capital that where
an acconipl.ee. at the request of the state
testifies as a w'tneps for it fully. fairly and
truthfully on the trial of the chief offender,
he is equitably entitled to receive immunity
from puniphm^nt. This is secured to him
either by dismissing the case as to him. with
the approval of the court (the usual way)
or by a nardnn upon the recommendation
of the trial judge and the prosecuting attor-
ney. The Detiticner's case falls within this
rule and the pardon Is accordlnglv granted.
It is proper to add that there may be no mis-
understandintr as to our position, that in no
case is the right to immunity absolute and
that in capital cases, where the guilt of the
accomplice giving evidence for the state is
clear, the immunity ought not to be extended
beyond lmi risonment for life or for a term
of years.

When the board met yesterday the
first case taken up was the application
of Joseph Soular and William Verrill,
the St. Louis county boys sentenced
to hang for the murder of an old man
near Biwabik, for commutation of sen-
tence to life imprisonment at. Still-
water. C O. Baldwin appeared on be-
half of the boys, and urged commuta-
tion on account of the youth of the
condemned prisoners The case was
taken under advisement.

Lieut. Gov. Gibbs and Senator Knat-
vold appeared to urge the pardon of
Julius Miller, serving a term of eight
years for incest. The application was
denied.

Ed White was sent up for two years
and eight months from Polk county
for grand larceny in the second de-
gree. An application for his pardon
was granted on condition that he re-
turns to his friends in North Dakota
and never returns to the state. White
is at present dying of consumption.

Harry Wilson, sent to the peniten-
tiary for five years from Hennepin.
where he was convicted of larceny, is
also a victim of consumption. The
board decided to grant him a pardon
provided his friends in Texas come and
take him there to dio.

Nicholas Kouth, alias John Herman,
sentenced from Anoka for grand lar-
ceny, was denied a pardon for the
reason that it was shown this was
Kouth's second incarceration.

The application of Anton Franke
Jr., sent from Ramsey to the peniten-
tiary for five years for assault in the
second degree, was granted on condi-
tion that Franke will forever refrain
from the use of intoxicating liquors.

The application of Tony Jans, who
is serving a term in the St. Paul work-house, was taken under advisement.

John Kronck, sent to the workhouse
from the St. Paul municipal court for
larceny, was on parole from the state
training school. The board, on the ap-
plication of Supt. J. W. Brown, of
the state school, decided to pardon the
boy from the workhouse on condition
that he return to the reform school.

An application for a pardon for Mrs.
Maurer, alias Annie Preston, sent to
the workhouse for ninety days foi
keeping a disorderly house in St. Paul
was taken under advisement.

form about Hoper, whom he had never
seen.

Finally Mr. Abbott came to the
standard of Ha&ticgs, which on account
of its drainage facilities and other ad-
vantages, he believed the members
ought to favor, even if somewhat fur-
ther from the railroads. He felt less
like being influenced by the arguments
of Stockwell, who, by his own confes-
sion, had not visited Hastings. Mr.
Abbott said he believed that not all
of the minority believed their state-
ment that there was no fraud.

"I do not think, Iknow," said he,
"that some of them do not believe this.
They have told me their reasons, and
they are in my hearing- now. Itis my
opinion that the action of this man is
a disgrace upon himself and upon the
state, and his conduct calls for the
most severe condemnation. Iwill
stamp my foot upon su-ch conduct,
whether it was on the part of my
father or my brother."

Mr. Abbott felt that it would be the
height of dishonor not to be able to
henestly explain his vote upon any
action. He concluded with a drastic
arraignment of Hoper and his position
all through the matter.

CRAY THINKS IT REGULAR.
Mr. Cray briefly reviewed the evi-

dence taken before the commission and
w<nt into the history of the work done
by the body. He saw nothing irregular
in the proceeding changing the selec-
tion of the site from Hastings to
Anoka, and expressed the view that the
present fight was not that of Hastings
vs. Anoka, but the case of Hastings vs.
the state, and that the verdict would
be disappointment. He deprecated
partisan action in settling th-e contro-
versy, but believed the state would
make a mistake if it overlooked the
fact that $15,000 had already been in-
vested in land at Anoka.

Mr. Feig stated after some prelimi-
nary remarks, that while he had not
at the time felt entirely pleased with
the selection of Bastings; he was al-
most prepared to abide by that decision
when the subsequent action, which he
considered questfcosable, was taken,
\u25a0..living the site to Anoka. He de-
tteted the peculiar "continuous day"
session which ended at Fergus Falls,
and resulted In Hie change of heart,
and, which he then knew would be
made the subject of legislative investi-
gation.

The representative of St. Louis, he
sai:l, had nlead fcr Anoka forsooth,
because that ceimty wished to send
her unfortunates- -there. Why in St.
Paul and Minneapolis, be suid, there
were 1,004 patients, or enough to till
the hospital if it stood ready today.

Why had Hoper changed his vote?
This was the burning question which
the man himself could not answer,
because he dared not. Mr. Feig charg-
ed that corrupt actions were at the
bottom of the thing, and in this con-
nection branded- as underhanded the
method of submitting to Mr. Hoper the
petitions signed by men in towns ap-
parently not interested in Anoka. He
scored the members of the commission,
who, he said, had prearranged the plan
to gave the site to Anoka. He thought
it was a question as to whether the
state, would permit its fair name to
bo smirched just to save the $15,000
already invested. It was, he, argued,
a matter wiiich had a moral aspect
greater than the question of any
amount of money involved. He exhort-
ed the legislature to rise to the oc-
casion and rebuke those who, as ser-
vants of the lefii&latutie,; had =bo grossly
violated their honor and duty.

Mr. Underleak' cited the fact that
the legislature must again act in a
judicial capacity, and urged that all
partisan feeling be put aside, as in
the case of Coates against Hall, and
the body rise to the dignified consid-
eration of a matter of this importance.
In concluding his statement he said.
'The action of this commission is so
tainted that no man should vote for
it. When it comes to a final settle-
ment Ishall be found voting for Hast-ings."

SCHMIDT DEFENDS HOPER.
Mr. Schmidt took the floor for a

second time to refute the statement
made that Mr. Hoper had given either
conflicting or inadequate reasons for
having experienced a change of
heart. He read from the rec-
ord that Mr. Hoper had said
he changed his vote because, after
returning home, he had been con-
vinced an injustice had been done the
northern part of the state. He depre-
cated the aspersions hurled at Mr.Hoper's character, saying he knew of
his own knowledge that the commis-
sioner was a man. of tried probity and
honor.
-The house settled its-elf for a speech
when Mr. Jacolwon arose, but he
stated at the outset that he wouldspeak briefly. He contented himself
with putting the «ea«rchlight upon thetestimony of Mr.Bastman, and showed
it was in direct conflict with what Mr.
Hoper swore to as to his- change of
vote. The Lac gui Parle statesman
thought the spontaneous uprising- in
favor of Anoka in.the Seventh district
was significant, anil pointed out that
the prepared resohition sprung in Fer-
gus Falls was written in some otherplace, shaving the prearranged plan.
Eastman, he said, had signed the min-
utes of the Fergus Falls meeting, but
not those of most of the others. The
action taken was what he wanted, and
he knew it and wanted to clinch it.
He consummated a dirty job. and Mr.
Jacobson wanted to know if it was
that which the house wished to ratify.

Mr Reeves explained that he repre-
sented a constituency that was tribu-
tary to Fergus Falls, bat felt that it
would be but poorly representing the
whole state not to raise his voice to up-
hold the decision of the commission
named to select a site for the fourthhospital. He denied it was a personal
question or a local issue, but said it
was a matter for the best interests of
the state of Minnesota. It seemed to
him there was no general sentiment
through the .state in favor of Hast-ings, but that the appeal came from
the people of the city itself. A mis-
take had been made in considering
the commission and Henry Hoper thirdparties— th^ acts of the committee were
acts of the siaie and not acts of the
committee. Could not a man change
his mind without being charged with
criminal conduct? Men did the same
thing every day—in business and poli-
tico. He asked if themembers shielded
by their legislative cloaks were war-
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ranted in charging: Hoper with the
greatest offense against the penal law.
Mr. Reeves was vigorusly applauded
at the termination of his speech.

Mr.Donnelly said the proposed site at
Hastings was within fivemiles of where
he lived in Dakota county. He traced
the history since their organization of
Ramsey, Winona and Dakota counties
and said the last named had never yet
been made the recipient of any gift
from the state. He spoke, net in an
Invidious manner, of the various state
institutions bestowed on the different
counties, and in this connection men-
tioned that although Dakota county
had as yet been given no recognition,
Hastings contained at one time as re-
fined a citizenship as any city in the
country. She since had experienced
many losses. Mr. Donnelly denied that
Mr. Hoper, who had been so much
maligned and who was "hoisted into
such ignominious fam.e," was a Popu-
list. He said he himself was regarded
as a sort of grandfather of the Popu-
lists. "If Mr. Hoper is a Populist, he
is a Populist as Judas Iscariot was a
Christian." he said. He described the
transaction as one of the most in-
famous which ever disgraced the
records of the state and told in a
pathetic way how the gift to Hastings
had been stolen away by knavery,
after nine days of gratulation and hap-
piness. He pictured the many advan-
tages to be found at Hastings.

After a word picture about Hastings,
he stopped for a minute and asked.
"What is there at Anoka? A sand
bank without any illumination gave
A1vali Eastman. Why, if they bury
the unfortunates who die there in
Anoka the poor fellows will, unless
there is a top dres<Mn°r on the sterile
soil, refuse to rise when Gabrial blows
his horn. Tt will be a crime." said he,
"to place the diseased minds of St.
T>aul and Minneapolis in Anoka." Mr.
Donrelly added his share of criticism
fcr Mr. H^per who, he said, was nota fo-o] to change his mind, but because
1i« could give no good reason therefor.
Mr. Donnelly safd that without mean-
ing: any disrespect to the district court,
the contention that there was no con-
tract between the state and Hastings
because the minutes of the meeting
hari pot been sff-n^d. was a rare bit of
rettifogfinsr. Who had rot sis-^d
them? Tt was Alvah Eastm-an. Mr.
T>r>nnellv nunctured the n-oint mMo in
favor of AnnJra on the score of chea.oercoal, by nuotine figures on coal frcw
the south cheerier even than those

JONES DEFENDS HOP^rt TOO.
Although S o'clock was the hour set

for the evening session, it was half
an hour later when Speaker Jones
rapped for order. Upon request of
Judge Hicks a call of the house was
ordered. The vacant spaces on the floor,
as well as the galleries, were filled
With spectators, many of them of the
gentler sex. After some discussion as
to what should be done with the ab-
sentees, Speaker Jones, from the floor.
spoke of his connection with the matter
in his official capacity as hea,d of the
house. He had, as speaker, he said,
kept away from any further relation
to the hospital struggle than the ap-
pointment of an impartial portion of
the joint committee. As a member of
the house from Todd county, he had
the right, he thought, and wished to
cover a few points touching on the
controversy. In the first place he wish-
ed to speak of Hoper. who was so
heartily maligned. There was not. Mr.
Jones said, any discrepancy in the tes-
timony given by Hoper and Alvah
Eastman, and he considered it the most
untowa-d action on the part of mem-
bers of the legislature, who could not

! be called to task, to pour rebuke and
j contumely upon this man Hoper. who
i was a simpie but incorruptible farmer
Iof Northern Minnesota.

Speaker Jones took occasion to hand
to Mr. Donnelly several sharp reibukes
for portions of his speech in which
Donnelly spoke of the "shallow petti-
foggery of the supreme court." and
further made slighting remarks about
the population of the northern part of
the state. Mr. Jones made a most logi-
cal and impassioned speech in support
of a decision for Anoka, touching on
the location an,d the better railroad
facilities to be found there.

HICKS HEARD FROM.
Judge Hicks paid his respects to Mr.

Donnelly for having used his power-
ful voice and beautiful language in
castigating a man who was not on the
floor of the house and not in a posi-
tion to defend himself from any at-
tack, just or unjust. The judge ad-
ministered a thick sugar coating of
blarney upon the Sage, who, he said.
was a genius in the expression of
thought, only to suggest that Mr.
Hopeir, an "illiterate dabster." was plied
with questions thick and fast and was

i made to reply in language furnished
by the Hastings attorney, rather than
in his own. Judge Hicks voiced the
sentiment of Mr. Jones and sorely de-
cried the tendency to criticise the su-
preme court. Said he: "When we lose
faith in our courts, we will forfeit our
political rights."

A small but doughty champion of
i Hastings developed in the person of
j Jens (Jrondahl. who regretted that the
jmatter had been forced into the legis-
! lature by the action of the commis-
Ision. He feared that the sting would

be left in the defeated faction which-
ever way the matter was decided. The
citizens of neither Anoka nor Hastings
were guilty of crime, nor had they

I taken any more trouble to secure the
Ihospital than would many another
hamlet in the state.

Referring to a humorous remark of
| Mr. Feig earlier in the day. Mr. Gron-
J dahl said thp asylum might be ap-
I prcpriately given to Kandiyohi. but
!that visitors might mistake the asylum

fcr the state cepltol, and the subjects
for members of the ?eg'slature.

Mr. Dahl, cf Hennepin. went on
record as being in favor of Anoka.
whereupon Mr. Donnelly explained that
the sneaker had nut him in a false
position as to criticising th^ supreme

court judges, for whom, he said, he
entertained the hierhest personal re-
gard. It was nearly 10 o'clock when
Mr. Bnyder, from the chair, ordered
a call of the house upon motion of the
member from Kandiyohi.
