CHICAGO, March s.—The advance of lc a
bu in wheat today was entirely due to
the increasing possibility of war in Europe.
The market was strong all day. Practically
the only bear factor was lack of shipping
demand. All the other markets were af-
fected to a greater or less degree, corn ad-
vancing %c, oats %c and previsions SJjI2V-;e.
Bulls in wheat had all kinds of news to en-
courage them at the opening. The first cab'.es
from Liverpool showed an advance of %@ld,
and British consols were 7-16 per cent lower,
the action in both cases being, of course, due
to the further complications over Crete. These
indications of increased uneasiness abroad,
obscured every other matter of routine news
at the opening. The next important piece
of intelligence was the prediction sent out
by the signal service office that the mild,
rainy weather of today would be succeeded
tonight by a cold wave, which was already
en route.

May was wanted at 76V4@76%c as soon as
the session started, as compared with yes-
terday's closing price of 75%tj75%c and im-
mediately advanced to 76%c. Then the only
important reaction of the day occurred. The
later Liverpool cablegrams reported a loss
of from %d to %d from the opening price of
futures. New York wired that only a few
loads of last night'e offers by cable had been
accepted, although in the course of the fore-
noon the number was said to have been 150
loads. The figures of the movement for the
last twenty-four hours have no encourage-
ment to buyers. Minneapolis and Duluth re-
ported 298 cars, compared with 130 a week ago,
and 331 the corresponding day of the year
before. Chicago receipts were very small,
the number of cars inspected being only 16,
compared with 40 a year ago. Atlantic port
exports of wheat and flour equalled 350,000
bu. Estimates upon the decrease in the visi-
ble for the week were close around 1,000,000
bu.

The price of May gradually worked down
to 75%c, reaching that point shortly before
12 o'clock. Closing cables had in the mean-
time been received which gave spot wheat at
Liverpool l%d higher, and the war fever
broke out afresh. Disquieting news poured
In from the East, many of the foreign houses
advising that war was Imminent and the price
roee to the highest point of the day, 76%c.
It was in demand at that price at the c'.ose.

Corn developed a decidedly larger market.
The burning of the big Peorta elevator com-
pelled a good deal of hedging, although the
European situation was at the bottom of the
strength. There was only one weak spot,
realizing shortly after the opening, causing
a reaction, but prices were at no time got to
yesterday's level. Exports were 793,000 bu.
May opened %c higher at 24Vie. sold between
24%<ft24Vi and 24%c, closing firm at the top.
In oats the feeling was strong during most
of the session. Sympathy with wheat and
corn was the conductor of the better feeling.
Shorts covered generally, there being con-
siderable buying against the Peoria fire loss
May opened £c higher at 17Vie, sold a shade
lower and advanet 1 to 17%<&17%c\ where it
closed. There was an active trade in pro-
visions and a strong market. Small hog re-
retnici and war news resulted in a good open-
ing advance, but offerings were sufficient tocause a reaction. The demand became veryheavy during the day, the Cudahys being
especially large buyers, and the price ad-
vanced again, closing strong at the top. At
the close May pork was ttfec higher at $S 35-May lard, 5c higher at $4.20, and May ribs

BUSINESS FAILURES JLUOVT YORMAIi

In the Northwestern Spring WheatState* Rain Has Interfered With
the General Trade.

NEW YORK, March 8.-Bradstreet'atomorrow will say: The new admini-stration, the certainty of an extra ses-
sion of congress within a forthnight
and the promise of a new. tariff at anearly day which ahall provide adequate
revenue and protection, have done
much to stimulate a better feeling intrade circles and increase confidencein the near approach of an improve-
ment in business. Favorable featuresare found in higher prices for wheat,
Indian corn, pork, laid and spirits olturpentine, as well as for steel billets
Steel mills are fairly well filled withorders, and in some lines are Inclined
to advance prices. Recen-t low quota-
tions for various forms of iron- ana
steel have been withdrawn, notably for
wire and structural material. Con-
fidence is expressed in an early ad,
vance of prices for tin and for shoes
and leather based on the activity in
hides. Quotations are firm and un,
changed during the week for lumber,
wool, print cloths, rosin, petroleum,
coffee, Bteel rails and Bessemer pig
iron, but there have been decreases foiwheat, flour, oats, sugar and cotton.

General trade has been interfered
with by rain and snow in the North-
western spring wheat states. South
Atlantic and Gulf state cities have hadsome better weather, with the mer-
chandise movement equal to expecta-
tions.

Exports of wheat, flour included;,
from both coasts of the United States
this week amount to 2,075,435 bushels,
compared with 1,372.000 bushels las*
week, and 2,407,000 a year ago. Ex-
ports of Indian corn continue heavy,
amounting to 5,256,785 bushels thia
week, compared with 4,744,000 bushels
last week, 2,775,000 bushels a year ago;
•198,000 bushels in 1895; 1,947,000 bushels
in 1894.

There were 262 business failures
throughout the United States this week
compared with 258 last week, 270 a
year ago, 252 in the week two years
ago and smaller totals in the two pre-
ceding years. This marks a return of
the ratio of business failures to the
total number in business more nearly
to the normal. There are 51 business
failures reported from Canada this
week, against 50 last week, 66 a year
ago and 53 two years ago.

TRADE GAIN ('OXTIM ES, If

General Situation an Viewed by Dun
& Co.'s Review.

NEW YORK, March s.—Dun & Co. 'a week-ly review of trade will say: The slow andgradual improvement observed for some timehas contnued during tho past week and with-
out material change. There Is a better de-
mand for products on the whole, with con-
tinuance of speculative buying in some, not-ably in wool, because of expected duties. He-ports of probate needs abroad have helped
speculation in wheat somewhat and it has
risen about 3 cents, though the price is still
lower than two weeks ago. Corn is a cent
stronger, about the price of two weeks ago.
Western receipts of wheat are still small1,559,821 bu, against 2,301,633 last year, and tha
Atlantic exports, flour included, were for
the week 1,232,412 bu, against 1,541,135 bu lastyear, but the corn exports continue bo heavy
as to compensate largely If not whol'.y forany decrease In wheat, amounting for tho
week to 2,779,974 bu, Gulf ports not included,
against 1,014,390 bu last year. Reckoning
half a bushel of corn for one bushel wheat,
the grain suply of opther countries continues
much larger than a year ago. Cotton has de-
clined an eighth and with good reason, foralthough receipts from plantations fall off
the decrease Is not greater than the decrease
in consumption, owing to the stoppage of
mills. As there is comparatively little cotton
available in the country, the market is avery convenient one for speculators to manip-
ulate.

The demand for wool has diminished, though
only a little. Speculative buying continues
and at H>e three chief markets in five weekß
has covered 46,216,700 pounds, against 28 677

-
400 lbs in the sale weeks of 1892. Westernholders are too stiff for Eastern purchasers
and the buying of domestic wool has not
slackened.

The demand for Bessemer pig his sustained
the recent advance to $10.75 per ton at Pitts-burg and grey forge is till quoted at $3.40
there. There if* aho less cutting of prices toget business in finished products, but general
range of prices still continue very low.

Failures show but sl.ght increase over thoso
of "96 or '95, and but little decrease compared
with 1894. The feature of special interest
is the conservatism in trading, indicated by
the liabilities of trading failures >n pearlyevery branch of business, contrasted with thoslight increase of liabilities of manufacturing
failures. Failures for the week have been
240 in the United States, against 285 last year
and 59 in Canada, again 68 last year.

WORCESTER, Mass.. March s.— One of th<>
worst fires ever known In this city started
early this morning in a new building Noh.
306 to 312 Main street. The block where lh>;
fire started was three stories, built of brick.
Before the fire department reached the build-
ing flames shot up the elevator shaft, mak-
ing an airway through the roof, and, fanned
by the great draft, raised a tower of flamei
to the height of seventy-five feet above (he
top of the building. Shortly after 3:15 o'clock
an explosion was heard in the drugstore of
Ed Rufflngton, which was by this time burn-
Ing fiercely. At 4 o'clock the north wall of
the building fell with at terrific crash. Sev-
eral loud explosions fallowed. Several fire-
men were Injured by the falling walls, but
all are doing well, and In all probability
none of the Injuries will result fatally. To-
tal loss is estimated at $350,000 to $400 000.
