AFTER RAISING HOPE OF LIFE

In the Minds of the Condemned, It
Wotald lie Crnel to Hang Them

Now.

The state board of pardons yester-
day morning commuted the sentences
of Joseph Soular and William Verrill,
the Duluth murderers, from death to
life imprisonment.

The reason assigned is their youth,
both of them being about eighteen
years of age.

Judge S. H. Moer, the judge before
Iwhom the boys were tried, for the mur-

der, assigns a different reason for a
recommendation of clemency, made In
reply to a notification from the board
that the cases were under advisement.
The judge holds that the murder for

j which they were sentenced was willful;

| that it was deliberately planned, and
!cruelly executed, and that if the death

penalty is to be inflicted at all, then
ti:fse boys richly merited it.

On the other hand, he holds that the
execution has been delayed so long, i

and the hope of commutation built up J
| so firmly in the minds of he boys, that j
|to destroy that hope now would be the
Irefinement of cruelty, and would in!

fact, if not in letter and spirit, come I
within the constitutional inhibition
against inflicting cruel and unusual
punishment. Inhis letter to the l>oard,
Judge Moer says, after briefly review-
ingthe facts:

"Shortly after sentence was imposed
ui-on the defendants, as Iam credita-
bly informed

—
application was made to

the governor for commutation of such
sentence. From the notice this day re-
ceived from the clerk of your ho-nor-

\u25a0 able body, Iam informed that an ap-
plication is now pending before you
for the commutation of the death sen-

[ tence imposed by this court.
"Ittherefore appears thait no action

I whatever was taken by the executive
!upon the application pending before
Ihim, and the responsibility has, by

I operation of law, been shifted from
jhis shoulders to yours.

"Our constitution provides that cruel
!and unusual punishment shall not be
i inflicted. The delay in acting upon
! the application before the governor I
i (no matter what the reasons for such i
delay may have been) has undoubtedly
ra:sed in the minds of the defendants

; an abiding conviction that their sen-
tence was to be commuted. This hope

j for life has been raised and firmly
grounded by reason, largely, of this

!dtlay. To destroy that hope at this
time would, in my judgment, be worse
than deaih. . To refuse to commute the
sentence 'of, the ",defendants would
0 nstittit^ a." refinement of cruelty

j worthy'bf'tft*• *n«*t-Serious censure.
"The i-sfcobe,' through its executive,

;having for- man-y months held out to
the defendants hope of life, ought not,
at this late day, destroy what it has
itself b'uilded.
"Iam of the opinion that, at t*he time

the sentence was imposed upon the
defendants, and for a reasonable time
after the application was made to the j

Igovernor for clemency, that no cir-
Iournstances existed that would war-
}rant eomimitation of such sentences.

"At this time, however, Ifeel that
to refuse their application would be
the imposing upon them of a cruel and
unusual punishment in fact, if no*
within the strict letter and spirit of

ithe constitution.
"in view of thki fact, Itherefore,

! ncommend to your honorable body
j that you. do commute the sentence of
! the saUl Joseph Soular and William \
!Verrill, and each of therrr, to imprison-

ment for life-."
STORY OF THE CRTME.

William Verrill and Joseph Soular.
who were convicted of the mur-

-1 der of Samuel De Mars, are but
boys, neither having passed his twen-
tieth year; but their crime was pre-
meditated and was perpetrated with a

i cold-blooded atrocity which marks
them as criminals of the deepest dye.
Soular, although the younger of the

j two, was the originator of the plan to
> commit the murder, and it was he, who,

from the rneeption of the idea to the
\u25a0 moment that the fatal shcts were fired,
played the leading role in the tragedy

Iand kept up the wavering determina-
j tion of his companion by threats and
;ridicule.

The crime for which the two
boys were sentenced was com-
mitted near Riwabik, on the Bfesaba
range, upon Jan. 13 of the present
yvar. Samuel De Mars, the victim, wao
engaged in chopping wood a short dis-
tance from the village. The boys ap-

;proctched him and engaged him in con-
versation. They passed on and cir-

i cled around in the woods. Returning
| io the spot where De Mars was at work
I they found him bending over the log
1 which he was chopping. Soular raised
1

his rifle, took deliberate aim and shot
De Mars through the neck. The old

! man fell and the boy again fired, the
bullet taking effect in the body. Sou-
lar then went through his victim's
pockets and secured a pocketboek con-
taining $33. He gave the money to

! Verrill, telling him to hide it safely
i Then he expressed some doubt that

De Mars was dead, and, upon his sug-

!gestion, Soular fired a bullet from a'
revolver into the body. The boys re-
turned to their homes, and Verrill hid
the money in the rafters of his room,
where it was found shortly after the
murderers were arrested on the day
following*.

Immediately after being brought to
the county jailat Duluth, Soular and
Verrill made a confession, in which
they detailed the crime. This was used
as evidence in their trials and was

i largely instrumental in securing their
\u25a0 conviction. VerriH'a trial was held on, March 25, lasted two days and the
, jury was out about thirty hours. That
> of Soular followed immediately an 1 OC-
j cupled about the same length of time.

During his trial and since his sen-
! tence, Soular has shown little concern
j for his impending fate. In the court
; room he contentedly ate candy and

peanuts as the trial progressed, and
laughed and joked with his acnuaint-

j anees during intermissions. He ap-p

eared to enjoy being the center of in-
terest for the large crowds which filled; the court room. He prepared a plea

: for mercy, whi-oh he addressed to the
1 court when brought up for sentence,
: "nut when condemn! to death was per-

fectly cool and unconcerned. As he
left the court room he remarked to

I the deputy sheriff in attendance: "The
| judge gave It to me in the neck, didn't; he'/" Soular is between seventeen and

eighteen years of age, of slight build
i and with stooping shoulders. His hair
i is a dark red, and his heavy eyebrows

form a dark"line across the upper por-
tion of his face and give htm the ap-
pearance of being always scowling. A
protruding: upper lip and drooping

icorners give his mouth a cruel expres-
sion, and his eyes are furtive and
shifty. Verrill is about a year older
than his companion in crime. He is a
tail sickly looking boy. His complex-
ion is bad and his face covered with
ugly blotches. Bis SparJsh descent
!s Indicated by his dark eldn and jet
black eyes. Curing his trial he showei
nu,re concern than Soular, but there
never wa* a moment that he showed
sign? of nervousness or fear. Both
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he and his friends had hoped that on
account of the secondary part he tOOK
In the murder, his sentence would be
life imprisonment, yet, when the death
sentence was pronounced, the boy re-
ceived the shock without the quiver of
a muscle. Upon his return to the Jail
he was somewhat agitated, but soon
overcame his feelings, and has since

:displayed almost the same stolid in-'
difference which has marked the con-
duct of Soular.

Both boys were examined by medical
experts for the purpose of proving
that they had no moral preceptlons,
but the report was unfavorable to this
view. A strong plea for mercy was
made on the ground of the youth of
the murderers, but Judge Moer stated
that he was unable to recommend. to
the governor consideration upon this
score.

Petitions for a commutation of sen-
tence have been circulated and have
been quite largely signed. The par-
ents of both boys are of the laboring
classes and are not of a very elevated
state of society.

WOLF1 BOUNTY SYSTEM.

It la Materially Changed by the
Reeve* Bill.

The Reeves bill for the reduction of
the bounties to be paid for the killing
of wolves, having passed both branches
of the legislature. State Auditor Dunn
has prepared a circular to be sent out
to county auditors as soon aa the gov-
ernor sigrns the bill, probably tomor-
row or Tuesday, calling attention to the
fact that while under the old law coun-
ties had to pay the bounties willy-nilly,
under the new law every county is the
judge as to whether It ia sufficiently
afflicted with wolves to pay a bounty for
their extermination. The old law pro-
vided bounties aa follows: Female
v.'olves, $15 from January to May; $5
from May to December; male wolves
and cubs, uniformly $5.

The new law provides as follows:
Section 1. Every person who shall kill a

full grown female wolf during the months
oT January, February, March. Apriland May,
shall be entitled to a reward of fire dollars,

or any male wolf or cub. two dollars, and
every person who shall kill any wolf at any
other season of the year shall be entitled to
a reward of three dollars; one-third of whVh
shall be paid by the county wherein the wolf
or wolves g-hall be killed, and two-thirds
thereof shall be paid by the state, and all
fountlf>B wherein the interest and welfare
thereof requires are hereby empowered to
grant such reward as herein provided, arid
to Increase the same so far as concerns th«
liabilityof said county.

Sec. 2. Any person claiming, such re-
ward shall exhibit the carcass of the ani-^
raal so killed to the auditor of county wherein
such animal wan killed, after which said
carcass shall be Immediately destroyed.

Sec. Z. The auditor shall be the sole
judge aa to whether the animal so exhibited
U of the character and kind a« provided for
by this act.

Sec. 4. Upon the decision of the-
auditor that the claimant is entitled to a
bounty, he shall thereupon issue to such
claimant his warrant upon the county treas-
urer for the entire sum to which such claim-
ant ia entitled, and the treasurer shall pay
the same.

Sec. 5. Such auditor shall cause such
carcass to be destroyed, and enter in a book
to be provided for that purpose a certificate
that such carcass was presented (o him; that
the same was destroyed, and that tbe claim-
ant was raid the sum therein named, and
shall transmit a copy of said certificate and
a copy of the warrant to the state auditor,
who shall audit such claim, and two-thirds
thereof shall be paid out of the state treas-
ury, in favor of the county theretofore paying
the same, and forward the same to the auditor
of said county.

Sec. 9. The provisions of this act shall

apply only to those counttea wherein the
county commissioners thereof at theh* annual
meeting in January, shall resolve to Q^*fa reward for killing wolves. if, \

j $25, leaving $250 to his credit. The bank
closed its doors at noon of that day
and has never opened them since. The
plaintiff sues Gustav Wiliius and Peter
M. Kerst individually, as president and
cashier of" the Germania bank to re-
cover the $2->O. alleging that the bank
was "hopelessly insolvent" when its
officers received his deposit, that these

i officers knew' that the bank was in-
j solvent, and that they accepted and
|received plaintiff's deposit for the
purpose of defrauding him.

The assignee demurred To the com-plaint and O. E. Hoiman argued In sup-
port of the demurrer. Mr. Holman
contended tih*t it was not the duty of

j an -officer of a bank to proclaim that
! it was insolvent, as long asi:any doubt

existed as to such Insolvency. If,how-
ever, the bank was hopelessly insol-
vent, then of cous-e, It wag the duty of
th« directors of the bank to close it as
soon as th^y became aware of Its con-
?lstion. Mr. Holman quoted authorities
holding that officers and directors of a
bank were not individrially liable to a

|depositor for the fraudulent act of the
corporation. .
