SIATUS OF SENATE

Not to Be Disturbed Until Congress
Meets in Regular Session
Next December.

REPUBLICANS MEANTIME
TO CONTROL COMMITTEES.

Credentials of Senatorial fippointees to Be Referred and

Not to Be Called Up for the
Holds His Chairmanship.

Present—Davis

WASHINGTON, March 9.—There wlll
probably be few vacant seats on the
Republican side of the chamber when
the senate meets at noon tomorrow,
There will be none if the admonition of
the Republican steering committee is
observed; for notices were sent by the
committee today to all the Republican
senators, asking them to be in their
seals promptly upon convening tomor-
row. The purpose of the notice could
only be surmised by its recipients.
They concluded, however, that it was
connected in some way with the or-
ganization of the senate, or with pos-
sible efforts that might be made to
seat the gentlemen who have been ap-
pointed to the senate to fill the vacan-
cies from the states of Oregon, Ken-
tucky and Florida. It is understood
that the credentials of some of these
appointees will be presented tomor-
row. A rumor has also been current
during the day attributing to the Dem-
ocrats, silver Republicans and Popu-
lists an intention to try to secure con-
trol of the senate at a very early day.
If the notices grew out of either of
these contingencies, circumstances
which transpired after they were sent
out will probably render them unneces-
Bary.

The day was agaln crowded with con-
ferences by the leaders of the various
parties, and when night arrived it was
pretty definitely understood on all
sides that the contest over organiza-
tion which had heen threatening for
several days should not take place;
that the present situation should be
maintained; that the Republicans
ghould retain the control of the com-
mittees and the Democrats of the gen-
eral offices. The formal agreement to
this effect may be postponed for a few

days, but the preliminaries were agreed
upon by the representative men of all
parties today, and it looks now as if
there would be no obstacles to the
consummation of the agreemnt. This
agreement is to be binding during the
present special session of the senate
and the coming extra session of con-
gress, it being understood that hostil-
ities will break cut again next Decem-
ber, when congress will convene in
regular session.

The compact provides for the appoint-
ment of new senators to fill the vacan-
cies caused by the retirement of their
nredecessors and that Repubiicans
shall be appointed in the places of retir-
ing Republicans, and Democrats in the
places of retiring Democrats. This will
give the Republicans the opportunity
to fill all the vacant chairmanships.
The most impertant of these are on
the committees on forelgn relations,
naval affairs, privileges and elections,
and public lands. Senator Davis has
zlready been placed at the head of the
foreign committee. ~ It 18 understood
that Senator Shoup will succeed Mr.
Davis as chairman of territories, and
that Senator Hansbrough will go to
public lands, and it Is probable that
Senator Hale will take naval affairs
and Senator Chandler privileges and
elections. The two vacancies on the
finance committee, occasioned by the
retirement of Senators Sherman and
Voorhees, will be filled by the appoint-
ment of a gold Republican to succeed
Sherman and a silver Democratt to take
Voorhees' place.

The agreement also provides for the
reference of the credentiale of each
of the senatorial appointees to the com-
mittee on privileges and elections,
where, it is understood, they will not
be disturbed until the regular session
in December. There are some mem-
bers of the senate of all factions who
oppose this programme, but the conser-
vatives who generally control, appear
to favor it.

GREEKS MUST GO0,

The Great Powers Will Not Accept
the Terms of the Reply
From Athens.

RUSSIA VERY VINDICTIVE
IN PURSUING KING GEORGE.

Coercion to Be fipplied as Soon as a Means Is fAgreed
Upon—Greek Consal Expelled From Crete—
Fighting Goind On Near Canea.

LONDON, March 9.—The Athens cor-
respondent of the Daily Chronicle says:
The kernel of the situation is the fact,
inexplicable to everybody here, that
Russia is pursuing Greece with terrible
vindictiveness.

Athens, March 9 (Midnight).—The
government has formally protested to
the powers against the expuision of the
Greek consul from Crete.

The Turkish garrison has repulsed
an attack upon Hiorapetra by 2,000
Christians, who occupied strategic
points near the town.

The Greek torpedo flotilla under com-
mand of Prince George has been or-
dered to join the Eastern squadron of
the Greek fleet.

LONDON, March 9.—It was learned in
official quarters this afternoon that
there is not the slightest chance that
the powers will tolerate the presence
of Greek troops in Canea. As soon
as the powers have had time to ex-
change views on the subject, Greece
will be notified of the measures which
have been decided upon for the im-
mediate enforcement of their decision.
The negotiations will not last long,
for i#t is known that Germany and
Russia are pressing for Immediate
action.

In the house of commons today Sir
William Vernon Harcourt asked the
government for a promise that the
British forces should not be used
against Greece before parliament had
been consulted. Mr. Balfour, first lord
of the treasury, declined to pledge the
government to the course suggested
by Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt, but
sald that the ministers wished parlia-
ment to feel that they were aoting
with a full sense of their responsibility
and in behalf of Cretan liperty and

8ir* Charles - Dilke invited Mr. Bal-
fcur to agree to make a statement on
Thursday next with respect to the
‘plans of the powers, in view of the
nature of the Greek reply. To this Mr.
Balfour answered that he did not think
the negotiations would be far enough
‘advanced to make such a statement
practicable on Thursday.

A dispateh to the Times from Canea
says that each side accuses the other
of beginning the combat at Akroturi,
but the truth seems to be that as
soon as the insurgents began to ad-
vance the Turks began to flre. The
captain of H. M. 8.

PITTSBURG, Pa., March 9.—A party
of Greeks, numbering at least fifty, will
leave Pittsburg for Greece. - Nine of the
party left for New York tonight and
the balance are prepared to start to-
morrow. Peter Demas, one of the best
known Greeks in Pittsburg, is at the
head of the movement and he has al-
ready secured transportation for the
party to reach New York. There they
will board a steamer which has been
placed at their disposal by the Greek
consul in New York. Demas says he

RUIZ'S WIDOW,
She Says Her Husband Was Murder«
ed by Spaniards.

NEW YORK, March 9.—Among the
passengers arriving on board the Ward
line steamer Seneca, from Havana, to-
day, was Mrs. Rita Lescarel de Ruiz,
widow of Dr. Ruiz, who died In prison
in Cuba. She was accompained by her
five children, ranging in age from three
to thirteen years. Mrs. Ruiz speaks
no English. Mrs. Ruiz said that sghe
kad nothing to add to what she had al-
ready said in relation to the murder of
her husband, or his treatment as an
American citizen by the Spanish gov-
ernment.

“He was foully murdered,” she said,
“and 1 will take such action as I may
be advised by my friends. I want to
thank the American people for the ex-
pressions of sympathy I have received
and I cannot say too much of my heart-
felt thanks at the kindness of Consul
General Lee. For the present I will be
in this city with friends.”

Mrs. Ruiz's appearance and manner
indicate that she is in a high state ol
nervousness, and in need of much care

before regaining her usual strength
and health. It is likely that her case
will be placed before the administra-

tion at Washington as soon as possgible,
in the form of a demand for indemnity
from the Spanish government.

CENSURE FOR TANNER.

Resolution Narrowly fDeeated by
hte Swedish Republicans,

CHICAGO, March 9.—A rather lively
discussion was precipitated at tha
meeting of the Swedish-American Re-
publican League of Illinois in this city
tcday.

Tan-
ner and an argument was precipitated
which waxed warm for several hours.

¥. A. Crantz for the position.

Resolutions were adopted indorsing
the anti-department gtore bill and ex-
pressing sympathy with Cuba. Officers
were elected as follows: President, M.
O. Willlamson, Knox county; vice
president, A. M. Anderson, Kane coun-
ty; secretary, E. O. Olsen, Chicago;
treasurer, F. G. Stibbs, Rockford. Vice
presidents were also elected, represent-
ing eleven counties. The convention
then adjourned to meet next year at
Paxton, Ills. The annual banquet In
honor of John Ericcson of “Monitor”
fame, was held this evening at the
Auditorium.

Party at Duluth.

WASHINGTON, March 9.—During
the summer months at least the head-
qguarters of the provisional organiz-
ation of the silver Republican party
will probably be in Duluth.
