USED A FIRE ESCAPE

SEVERAL MARLBOROUGH 0CCU-
FPANTS MAKE A PERILOUS
DESCENT.

SMALL BLAZE IN BASEMENT

SENT SMOKE UP THE STAIRWAYS
AND FRIGHTENED THE TEN=-
ANTS.

THESE SOUGHT HURRIED EXITS.

Three Women Take to the Iron
Stairway and Reach the Ground
Without Injury.

Dense smoke from a small blaze in
the culinary department of the Marl-
borough apartment house filled the
building to suffocation yesterday morn-
ing shortly before 11 o’clock, and cre-
aled a panic of short duration among
the tenants.

It was at first feared the- building
was endangered, and the women, most
of whom were at home alone, at the
time, sought a hasty egress by every
available outlet. Those on the lower
flcors escaped by the stairway and
halls, without wraps or head covering,
nearly all of them carrying some treas-
vre which must be saved from the
flames at all hazzard. The occupants
of the upper floors, however, feared to
face the smoke that came up the stair-
ways, and clambered out upon the fire
escapes.
are composed of fair sized porches and
steps, rather than mere platforms and
iron ladders, so that there was less
danger to the frightened women. Some
of them, with white faces, stood out-
side their windows and nerved them-
selves to dé&scend the iron stairs. It
was not a particularly dangerous feat,
except as performed by women, but
when three of the timid tenants start-
ed down from the third story, one of
them carrying a baby in her arms, the
crowd of spectators which had gath-
ered watched them with silent appre-
hension. A slip meant a bad fall and
possibly death. The weman with the
child came last, and when the escape
was cleared of those in front a high
school pupil climbed to her assistance
and relieved her of the baby. The
descent to the ground was then easily
accomplished by the mother.

In the meantime the servants and
managers of flats, having learned that
the fire was nothing more than an in-
cipient blaze, hurried about the build-
ing informing the tenants of the real
state of affairs and calming their fears.
No one was injured in the slightest,
except from the nervous shock attend-
ant upon the scare, and now the wom-
en who scrambled down the fire es-
cape are wondering how on earth they
ever accomplished the feat.

The fire started from an overheated
hot air pipe between the kitchen walls
and in itself did little damage, though
a large quantity of plastering was
torn away in making certain that the
flames were wholly extinguished. The
damage to the building “is placed at
$150.

FEES FIXED  FOR INSPECTION.
i€ - d
Penalty for Sdle of Fresh Meat If
Not Legqu Inspected—Other
Features of It.

The long discussion of the meat in-
spection bill in the house committee on
public health resulted in a modification
of the character of the bill as reported
by the committee Friday. The bill,
which came from the printer very re-
cently, removes entirely the protection
which would have been given by local
inspection,and provides that meat may
be shipped here and sold from any-
where in the United States, only pro-
vided it i1s inspected by a government
inspector before slaughter,and no mat-
ter how long the length of shipment or
the methods of transportation.

The agents of the meat dealers of
Kansas City and Chicago, who have
been here protecting the  interests of
their houses, are satisfied over the re-
sult. As the bill now stands, about
the only material point in it is the crea-
ticn of a chief inspectorship, to be ap-
peinted by the governor, who shall be
a veterinary surgeon, and who shall
get $1,500 per annum.

The bill as reported fixes the fees for
inspecting at the time of slaughter:
Cattle, eight cents per head; sheep, one
| cent; swine, ong cent per head; for in-
| spection of slagght,e_-red cattle, 15 cents
per carcass or any part thereof; slaug-
tered sheep, 10 cents; hogs, 10 cents.

Miscroscopic tnspéction 1s to be per-
mitted, in the diserétion of the inspect-
or-in-chief. Inspectors are forbidden
to have any connection with any stock-
vards or packing company.

A penalty is proyided of $100 fine for
the sale of fresh meat, if not legally
inspected, but no penalty is provided
for the sale of diseased meat which may
have been inspected, except that the
inspector who shall wrongfully attach
any license tagito meat not fresh shall
be fined, instead of the owner or seller
of the diseased meat.

IS THE WAY THE JUNIOR PIO-
NEERS REGARD THE PRES-

OF BUYING HOME ARTICLES.

RESOLUTIONS THAT SPEAK FOR
THEMSELVES ON SUBJECT OF
LOCAL PATRONAGE.

SEVERAL INDIRECT RAPS GIVEN.

Protest Against Men Buying Goods
Elsewhere and Yet Counselling
Citizens on Public Questions.

The Junior Pioneers took up the mat-
ter of patronizing home industries last
evening at the meeting, and unani-
mously adopted the following resolu-~
tlons, presented by a committee con-
sisting of A. J. Schweizer, John Rogers
Jr. and Henry Meyerding Jr., who were
appointed at the last meeting for this
purpose:

We, the Junior Pioneers of Ramsey county,
to the manor born, believing in the city of
our birth and its future, and actuated by the
same patriotic impu’ses with which our fore-
fathers were possessed, and who have done
80 much towards the upbuilding of our beau-
tiful city, and, beliesving with them that our
duty to our city as well as our fellow citizens
makes it incumbent on each and every one
of us to patronize whereever possible our own
dealers and manufacturers, giving them the
preference over all others, each member of
this asscciation pledges himself to put in
practice the above sentiments, and to urge
upon his neighbors and fellow citizens the im-
portance of doing likewise, belleving that in
this way and by this means alone our city
can reach that greatness which its location
gnd natural advantages intended it should

ave,

We have been reliably informed that many
of our socalled prominent business men, and
in some instances our public officials, have
been in the habit for years of buying their
wearing apparel and much of their household
and other supplies from outside cities, while at
the same time publicly proclatming their
fealty to the city’s interests and in some in-
stances actually presuming to dictate its
policy. We most emphatically deprecate such
practices and urgently protest against the
counsels of such citizens being accepted in
matters of public weal.

We also feel it our duty at this time, when
public sentiment is being crystalized, to the

importance of our obligations to our city and |

its commercial and manufacturing interests,
to enter our proiest against the manner in

which some of cur quasi-public institutions, |

known as clubs, are at present conducted,
for while ostensibly organized for the furth-
erance of the city's interest, in our judg-
ment, they are in many respects, an actual
detriment, coming as they do into competi-
tion with our hotels, restauranis, buffets and
cigar stores, and by the collection of dues
from their members are able to actually un-

dersel the legitimate business men, who are |
compelled to maintain their establishments |

under a heavy expense, paying heavy rent,
furnishing employment to many persons, and
being themselves, patrons of other mer-
chants in our city, and to say the least, they
are entitled to some consideration.

‘We further suggest to our assocfation that
the question of patronizing home industries
be made a speclal order for each and every

meeting which we hold in the future, that |

We urge upon our membhers to purchase home-
made articles and products themselves,
see to it that they are used by their families,
their friends and their neighbors.

We further urge all lodges and civic so-
cleties of the city to take up this question
at their meetings, as this would certainly
lead to good results, and benefit our city as
a whole, as well as every resident thereof.

Having noticed through the public press of
our city that a manufacturers’ assoclation
has been or is about being organized, we
would suggest to them that they have a
printed list made up of all local manufac-
turers and the goods manufactured by them,
which would. be posted. in public places,
meeting halls, ete., and would be the means
of keeping the names of the home products
before the public.

We would further he pledged to receive
suggestions from any of the manufacturers
or firms, who are interested in this move-

ment, as to cur line of procedure in keeping |

this question before the people.

SEVERAL OTHER REPORTS MADE.

Comparative Figures Showing the
Losses in St. Paul, Minneapolis
and Milwaukee.

The fifteenth annual report of the
board of fire commissioners, accomp-
anied by reports of the chief engineer,
superintendent of fire alarm, master
mechanic and veterinary surgeon, were
considered at a meeting of the fire
board last night. The reports were
ordered sent to the council and 500

ceples will be printed. The reports
are for the twelve months ending Dec.
31, 1896.

The report of the commissioners was
as follows:

The number of alarms responded to dur-
Ing the year was 483, being 89 less than last
year. The losses by fire amounted to $375,-
€25.05. The insurance was $2,207,303.36. The
expense of maintaining the department for
the year was $182,895.89. The department
consists of 190 men, including 1 chief, 2
assistant chiefs, 1 superintendent fire alarm,
_l__master mechanic, 18 captains 24 lieutenants,
" truckmen and pipemen, 12 engineers of
steamers, 12 stokers, 38 drivers, 1 watchman,
1 blacksmith, 2 linemen for fire alarm service
and 2 operators for same department. The
apparatus in service consists of 12 engines, &
chemicals, 1 water tower, 2 aerial trucks, 6
ordinary trucks, 10 hose wagons, 5 hose
carriages, 1 two-wheeled hose cart, 21 sup-
ply wagons, 15 hose sicighs, 6 hook and ladder
sleighs, 5 chiefs’ buggies and sleighs, 112
horses, 43,150 feet hose, 164 fire alarm boxes,
1 steam fire engine and 8 chemicals in re-
serve. All of the above apparatus are in
good working order.

During the year 5,000 feet of 21, inch en-
gine hose has been purchased, 1,000 feet of
chemical hose, 15 horses, 2 hose wagons and
3 supply wagens at a total cost of $7,803.

During the year salaries of the employes
| were reduced so that a saving of $11,000 was
| made, and without impairing the efficiency
| of the department. The report of the chief

engineer, superintendent of fire alarm and
master mechanic shows the department to
| be in good condition for thorough and ef-
| fective work. New apparatus in the fire
| alarm system is much needed, but owing
| to the lack of funds it is deemed wise not

to undertake any change at present.

The several large fires during the year in-
| volved large losses by fire and water, but
| they were handled by the department in a
i skillful and efficient manner and kept within
| as narrow bounds as possible under the cir-

cumstances. We are glad to report that the
| department as at present organized has con-

tinued to maintain its high standard for

promptness and efficiency and is in every
| respect worthy of the confidence reposed in it.
| It is with pleasure that we are able to re-

port that, after paying ail expenses, the
| department had on hand Jan. 1, 1857, a bal-
| ance of $12,800, representing -a saving of
| that amount during the yvear, and showing,
| in the face of a reduced appropriation, the

The report of Supt. Carey, of the fire alarm
system, explained that the 164 boxes were in
good condition and that 6 miles of wire had
been placed underground during the year.
The property valuation of the entire system Is
placed at $41,429.69. The largest number of
alarms turned in during any one month in
the year was 54, in December.

J. W. Wheeler, master mechanic, reported
