What was the value of Prof. John J.

Trask's services as an instructor ai

Maealester college is the question that
was submitted to Judge Brill yester-
day. The question is raised in the suit
of Mrs. Abbie Trask against the trus-
tees of Maealester college to recover
$411.25, the larger portion of which the
complaint alleges is due the plaintiff
on the assignment of her husband's
claim against the college for services
rendered the college as a teacher and
instructor from September, 1894, to
June, 1895, and from Sept. 10, 1895, to
Feb. 28, 1896.

Prof. Trask occupied the chairs of
mathematics, astronomy, physics and
chemistry at Maealester college. Last
year he resigned his position owing to
the discontent among the students.who
had gotten up a petition asking that
he be dismissed.

Pr»f. Trask claims that his services
as instructor from Sept. 11, 1894, to
June 20, 1895, were worth $800. and that
such sum was agreed upon as the com-
pensation to be paid him, and that the
sum to be paid to him for his services
from Sept. 1, 1895, to Feb. 28, 1896, was
$C3S.SB. On account of the services ren-
dered during the year 1894-95 the com-
plaint alleges that the sum of $158 is
due, while from Sept. 1, 1895, to Feb.
28, 1896, it is alleged that $137.70 is due.
Mrs. Trask, to whom these two claims
have been assigned, also sues to col-
lect $175 alleged to be due her for teach-
ing at the college from Sept. 10, 1895,
to Feb. 21, 1896.

The testimony before Judge Brill
yesterday disclosed the value of Prof.
Trask's services as an instructor. Prof.
Trask maintained that his services
were worth the compensation agreed
on, and more, too, in view of the ex-
cessive amount of work he was obliged
to do, in teaching mathematics, astron-
omy, physics and chemistry. The tes-timony in behalf or the college was to
the effect that Prof. Trask was incom-petent to teach and expound the sub-jects alloted to him, and that in con-
sequence his pupils became indifferent
to him, and frequently stayed away
Inin his class room. One witness,
Rev. George W. Davis, expressed it:
"The students paid no attention to
Prof. Trask's remarks, and laughed
sarcastically when he was expounding
a problem."

Upon one occasion they piled up a
lot of sticks and rubbish in front of
the professor's class room door.

Rev. Mr. Davis estimated that Prof.
Trask's services from September, 1895,
to February, 1896, were worth only
$400.

"The salaries must be pretty small
at Maealester college," remarked Mr.
Grimes, the attorney for the plaintiff.

"No lower than they are in the other
Presbyterian colleges of the North-
west," rejoined Rev. Mr. Davis.

"Ah. Isee; this $400 is a Presbyterian
salary, then," suggested Mr. Grimes.

The case was finished and submitted
at 5 p. m.

MINORS MIST SAY OtT.

Edward Swnnberj; Fined for Allow-
ing One in His Saloon.

The law prohibiting the presence of
minors in saloons was sustained by
Judge Orr in the municipal court yes-

place and Anton Nelson, the bartender,
corroborated their statements. Swan-

Supt. Williams' Will Recommend
That a New Schedule Be Tried

Out of all the efforts made by Senator
Dunn to compel the Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul railroad company to im-
prove its time tables on the Southern
Minnesota division, the senator can
gain some consolation after all, for the
railroad and warehouse commission
has pressed the matter so closely that
the railroad company has come to the
stage of making "propositions."

Senator Dunn and Assistant General
Superintendent Williams, of the Mil-
waukee road, met with the railroad and
warehouse commission yetserday after-
noon to consider that matter. Senator
Dunn insisted that the time table could
and should be improved so that the
people of Austin and contiguous points
would make better connections for St.
Paul. Superintendent Williams agreed
finally to recommend the following
changes in the train schedule to the
officials of his company: That the
freight train leaving Austin at 6:45 in
the evening for the west be changed
to 8:45 in the evening and that a pas-
snger coach be attached, and that close
connections be made with lines west
of Austin for St. Paul. Also that the
east-bound passenger train change its
time so that the train will leave Jack-
son early enough to connect at Austin
with the train leaving the latter town
at 7:10 for St. Paul. Itis believed that

.this arrangement will give the people
between Austin and Jackson far better
service and will satisfy Senator Dunn
and his constituents.

EXCHANGE SALES.

New Arrangements of Western
Routls \ot Vet In Effect.

CHICAGO, March 10.—Western roads
have been compelled to postpone for a
time putting into effect the arrange-
ments they had made for the strict
limitation of their exchange scales. To-
day had been fixed upon as the date
when all exchange orders were to have
stamped upon them a continuous trip
condition. Connecting roads com-
plained, however, that sufficient time
had not been allowed them for get-
ting new forms- of orders printed. In
response to these complaints, notice
was given today that the new regula-
tions governing the matter would not
be put into effect until May 1.

The Southern States Freight asso-
ciation adjourned today until March 22
without having perfected its plan of
reorganization. It is proposed to re-
model it very much after the pattern
of the Joint Traffic association, with
an advisory board of eight members.
It has be*n definitely decided, that
the office of Commissioner Haines will
be abolished.

Kansas City, Pittsburg & Gulf of-
ficials deny most positively that they
are cutting rates on export grain be-
low those quoted by other roads. They
say they don't intend to take any rad-
ical action for the present, but they
decline to state that rates, as they ex-
ist, are wholly satisfactory to them,
or that they may not find it necessary
to modify them in the near future.

A new agreement has been reached
between the Southern Pacific and the
Santa Fe concerning the use of the
former's tracks by the latter from Mo-
ja.ve into San Francisco. Under it, it
is claimed, the Santa Fe will effect a
considerable saving in rentals.

The Illinois Central company's traf-
fic report issued today shows the gross
receipts from traffic for the seven
months ended Jan. 31, 1897, of $13,361,-
--793, a decrease of $187,631 compared
with the previous- seven months.

Earnings of the Rio Grande Western
road for the month of February were
$153,300 against $150,200 for the corre-

LAKE AKD HAIL TARIFF

C. P. R. Has Adjusted Its Trouble

With Steamship Lines.
MONTREAL, March 10.—It is under-

stood that the Canadian Pacific rail-
way and the Kbeamship lines, which
were at variance last year, have set-
tled their difnoul_e»,and that a mutual
rate of frieight is to be mode between
the lake and rail lines for the coming
stason of navigation. All the propeller
lines will be on the same basis this
year, and have the same working ar-
rangements with regard to rates with
the Canadian Pacific. A meeting of
lake and rail agents has been called,

to be held at Montreal on March 16,

when it is expected that a mutual tar-
iff of rates will be agreed upon.

Manltowoe Trouble.
MILWAUKEE, Wis., March 10.—General

Freight Agent Johnson, of the Wisconsin
Central lines, states that if it is found that
the Flint & Pere Marquette steamer line can-
not handle the traffic at Manitowoc, offered
by the Central, the freight would be diverted
over other lines. The Flint & Pere Mar-
quette is still struggling with an unfortunate
strike of freight handlers at Ludington. The
Central has between 800 and 1,000 cars of
flour, grain and other freight scattered along
its line, which is being held up because of
the inability to take it at Manitowoc.

Snow Keeps Drifting-.

The storms in the Northwest continue with-
out ceasing, although their violence has some-
what lessened. Trains are delayed by the
drifting snow in North Dakota and Northern
Minnesota.

No assessment will be levied upon
private property to help pay the cost
of the change of grade on Como ave-
nue, Which was rendered necessary by
the construction of the new bridge.
