All the members of the assembly,
with the exception of Mr. Reardon, at-
tended an adjourned meeting of th.
body last evening. The special busi-
ness was the consideration of the
Thompson ordinance, which provide-

for a depot loop connection by the lay-
ing of a double track line on Sibley
street from Fifth to Third street, and
on Third street from Sibley to Robert
street. The assembly resolved itself
into a committee of the whole, talked
a while, and then arose and reported
progress, but re-ally did nothing ex-
cept to adjourn the consideration of the
ordinance until next Wednesday even-
ing. At that time there willbe a con-
ference with th. street railway officials
and some definite conclusion may pos-
sibly be rached.

Mr. Thompson, who stated that he
had put in a deal of time in preparing

the ordinance, and took great interest
in securing a depot loop for the citi-
zens, insisted that the measure be
taken up in the committee of the whole.
After the ordinance had been read Mr.
Aros-in raised the question as to
whether the Broadway loop ordinance
would have to be repealed. Assistant
City Attorney Phillips gave it as his
opinion that it would not. Mr. Phil-
lips also stated that the council had the
right to order the company to lay the
tracks on Third and Sibley streets a_

provided In the ordinance. Col. Shan-
drew and Herman Scheffer, represent-
ing the Commercial club, announce ]

that the sentiment of the club was al-
most unanimously in favor of a change
which would give the city depot con-
nections. Mr. Scheffer was of the
opinion that some route should be se-
lected which would cost the street car
company the least expense and be the
most satisfactory to the citizens.

General Manager Hield, of the street
car company, on being called on for a
statement, said the desire of the com-
pany was to spend as little money at
the present time as possible. He had
really attended the meeting to listen
rather than talk. Itwould be a hard-
ship, he said, to run all the lines men-
tioned in the ordinance to the Union
depot, and it would also be a great
hardship to run the Intel-urban cars
around by the way of Broadway. The
running of the Interurban cars around
Broadway would, inhis opinion, neither
benefit the city nor the company. As
to a depot connection, the company
would be glad to do what was righi
in the matter, and he was sure the
thing could be satisfactorily adjusted.
He was not prepared to say, just at the
pics, nt time, what would be the best
route for a depot loop. He stated, In
reply to a que.-tion, that it would be an
easy matter to arrange for a confer-
ence. Mr. Munn was absent from the
city at present and he suggested that,
it such a conference was decided upon,
it be delayed until his return. Mr.
Hield's suggestion that the matter be
referred to a committee was not web
thought of by the members of the as-
sembly, who felt that it would be much
more satisfying to have the entire body
present at the conference instead of a
committee. Itwas decided to hold an
adjourned meeting next Wednesday
evening at 7:30 o'clock, at which time
representatives of the street railway
company will be present.

The assembly approved eleven liq-
uor licenses and then had a debate
on the issuing of a license to Henry
O'Connor at 60S East Third street.
Assemblyman Thompson objected to
the issuance of the license and made
a long talk against the license being
approved. The location was. he
claimed, not the proper one for a sa-
loon, as it tended to demoralize the
people. A great many of the residen.s
of the bluff had to pass the place and
in the past many women had been
insulted while passing the saloon. Mr.
Daly said there had been no protest
against the issuance- of the license, ex-
cept that made by Mr. Thompson, and
be did not understand that gentleman's
position. The applicant, Henry O'Con
nor, was an old and respectable citi-
Z« n, a large taxpayer and would con-
duct a quiet and orderly place.

Pierce Butler, attorney for the own-
er of the building in which the saloon
was to be located, said the residents
and property owners in that vicinity
did not object to the saloon. Mr.
O'Connor was an old citizen, a heavy
taxpayer, and. during his residence in
the city, had been engaged in the sa-
loon business. There had never been
any complaints against places conduct
ol by Mr. O'Connor and there would
be none in this case. He thought Mr.
Thompson must be in error about the
character of Mr. O'Connor, and said
the issuance of the license would be au
act of justice and not a favor to tho
applicant. On a vote to issue the li-
cense there were 6 votes for and 2
against, Messrs. Thompson and Craig
voting no.

Mr. McDermott said that
Dale street was a thoroughfare for cy-
clists, and as a majority of the wheel-
men rode on the sidewalks the prac-
tice was a menace to the lives of chil-
dren livingon the street The ordi-
nance was referred back to the city
attorney to make several changes and
embody in the one ordinance all the
features of the several now on the
books.

A committee from the Tenth ward
appeared and demanded that a sema-
phore and a flagman be placed at the
Snelling avenue crossing of the North-
ern Pacific road. The crossing was a
dangerous one, the committee stated,
owing to the street car tracks being
laid on a decline from both sides of the
track. They advised that all railroad
trains be required to stop at the- cross-
ing. The aldermanic committee decid-
ed that gates would be the proper thing
at the crossing, and will so recommend.
The chairman of the delegation
thought that gates were all right, but
the semaphore better, as if would stop
trains', while the gates would only .-
the street cars.

The committee decided to recom-
mend that the contracts for sweeping
the streets paved with asphalt lie let
to the workmen who had the contracts
last year instead of in one contra* I
The board of public works will be no-
tified of the recommendation.

The Kenny ordinance, which is a sub-
stitute for the Shepard street car or-
dinance, was to be reported back
to the council without recommendation.
Aid. Sanborn, however, requested that
it be laid over until the next meet-
ing, owing to his not being familiar
with the provisions. This was agreed
to.

HOW OTHER COXTESTAXTS STOOD.

The Stormy Xlght Didn't Seem to
Inter-fere With the Attendance—

The Chapel Filled.

Caldwell, Caldwell, we yell, we yell;
Caldwell, oh, yes, he will, we yell.

With the above class yell, delivered
with all the enthusiasm that his class-
mates could muster, to spur him on to
victory, G. L. Caldwell, of the class of
'98, captured first honors for both
thought and composition and style of
delivery in the seventeenth annual
contest of the Hamline Oratorical as-
sociation, which was held In the chapel
of the Hamline university last night.
He had selected for his oration 'The
Nature of American Democracy." His
delivery was excellent, and during the
entire time he was speaking he com-
manded the closest attention of his au-
dience. He said: "The greatest polit-
ical factor in history is the advance-
ment of democracy, and in that ad-
vancement all eyes are on the United
States, for in this great nation we
find crystalized all the leading ideas
of democracy. Our government is not
based on theory, but on experience and
development. It is impossible for a
successful democratic government to
build itself up on theories. Monarchies
may be made, but good democratic gov-
ernments must grow.

"In ancient tirties governments were
iabout on the waves of impulse,

but here we iind a- conservative and
stable set of people wtoo move only
after viewing a question from all pos-
sible sides. Here we find no classes.
Every man i.< a cttfeen of the United
States, and th*. phrase which we
sometimes hear, *ttee masses against
the classes,' is a srtock phrase used
by the anarchist, who would array the
poor against the rich, that he Individ-
ually might reap a benefit. In a great
measure our prosperity and advance-
ment are due to the motto which we
find on every coin in our realm, 'In God
We Trust.'

The winner of second place in the
contest was Em H. Wallace. His sub-
.!• et was Napoleon Bonaparte, and he
gave a history of Unit hero of all
Frenchmen, from the day he was born
until his death. He called him a man
of destiny, and gave a review of his
early life. When at school he found
such great pleasure in forming his
mates into two bodies and taking corn-
nunnd of one side, often the weaker,
proceeded to annihilate his oppo-
nents. How he afterwards became em-
peror of France and started on his
mission to conquer the world, and bow
he met defeat at Waterloo. Hi^ exile ait
St. Helena was touched upon and Mr.
Wallace finished hy tellinghow he died
there an old man before his time.

Third honors were taken by F. A.
Lawson, who gave an exceedingly
well prepared and' well delivered ela-
tion with "Oliver -Cromwell" as his
subject. He said: "The history of the
English commonwealth is at the same
time the biography of Oliver Crom-
well Previous to Cromwell's time the
English people were imbued with th_
divine right of kings, and it is well
said that CromweH was born to over-
throw this theory. Cromwell wa.s un-
doubtedly one of the world's greatest
men. He was not great because he
beheaded a king, but because he dared
to do the deed in the interests of right
and justice. To him is due the re-
w. motion of England from what might
be termed the reign of despotism. He
was not only a warrior, but one of the
greatest statesmen the world has ever
seen and a man who found a purpose
and who never turned back until that
purpose, the freedom of the English
people, was accomplished."

Fourth honors in the contest were awarded
to A. L. Richardson, who spoke on "The
Perfect* mof Civilisation.' ' His oration was
well delivered and the thought and composi-
tion were good.

"The Influence of American Victory," as
given by C. E. Kr'nhill, was an especially
Interesting one an. it was generally thought
until after the decision of the judges was
announced that he would at least gain a place.

\V. L. Thurbcr spoke on "The Trend of
American Morals." and was followed by
Lucian Merritt. who won some we".] merl:ed
applause with his oratinri on Hannibal.

O. J. Clark's subject was "That man who?-e
v will never die in the minds of the

American people
—

Abraham Lincoln."

TWO ME\ BADLY HURT.

Accident on the North St. Paul
