NEW YORK, March 12.—Bradstreet's
omorrow will say: Continued activity
m various industrial lines, based oa
win expanding consumptive demand,
fairly steady prices for staples, further
Improvement in railway earnings an.

the week. Spring demand has begun
{0 show itslf with retail houses. There
ls a better inquiry for shoes, hats and
clothing and for light hardware and
wgricultural implements. West and
Scuthwest the industrial revival has
been offset in instances by the closing
of factories and mills, and in others by
continued operations dependent upon
paying reduced wages.

Offerings of cotton goods have been
In excess of demand, nothwithstanding
the curtailment of output. Wool con-
tirues active and firm in price, but
manufacturers are buying sparingly in
addition to requirements to meet pres-
ent contracts. The central West and
Northwest report that the distribution
of general merchandise was interrupted
by floods and washouts.

Prices are being fairly steady, note-
worthy decreases being those for tea
sugar, coffee, lard and wheat. The
drop in the price of wheat, in the face
of the government’s remarkable bull-
Ish reports on stccks of wheat in far-
mers’ hands, indicates continued lack
of faith in agricultural department out-
givings as to the size of crops and
stocks of the same. Exports of wheat
from both coasts of the United States,
flour included, amount to only 1,599,482
bushels this week against 2,075,000
bushels last week, 2,401,000 bushels in
the week a year ago, 2,791,000 bushels in
the week two years ago, 3,258,000 busn-
els three years ago and as compared
with 2.886,000 bushels in the like period
of 1893, and form the smallest week's
total since the last week in April 1896.
Exports of Indian corn continue heavy,
amounting to 5,310,000 bushels against
5,255,000 bushels last week, 1,708,000
bushels in the week a year ago, 882,000
bushels two years ago, 1,273 000 bushels
three years ago,and as compared with
shipments of 966,000 bushels in the like
week of 1893.

Business failures continue to decrease
the total for the week being 227, against
262 last wek, 282 in the week a year
ago, 262 in the week two years ago, and
as compared with 231, in the like week
of 1894. In the corresponding period
In 1893 when trade was of large vol-
ume the total was 221. Business fail-
ures reported from Canadian Dominion
this week number b6 against 61 last
week, 68 in the week a year ago and
85 in the week two years ago.

NEW YORK, March 12.—Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade tomorrow will say:
it is a curious illustration of human nature,
this continued discouragement, even while
the Increase of produce, industries and of
egitimate business steadily grows. No genuine
w lasting improvement could come otherwise
;han slowly and step by =step, after such a
lepression as the past four years have wit-
1essed, and the most hopeful feature of the
situation is that the gain is so nearly devoid
i elements which involve unsoundness and
Jrobable reaction. The first step toward
yrosperity is to get the wheels started, and
‘he hands employed, and the number of works
which have resumed or increased their force
luring the past week seems greater than in
iny other week since November. While the
itart has been secured in many cases by con-
racts at extreme low prices, involving some
reduction of wages, the hands are earning
nore, even so, and aid more in the general
‘ecovery than if not working at all, and thus
‘ar important strikes have been avolded in
nany cases, though some are stili threat-
med. The meney markets continue especial-
y favorable to industrial recovery, and there
€ no such speculative epidemic as to lock
1p an excessive share of available capital.

WILD FINAL SPURT

WHEAT, AFTER A WEAK MORN-
ING, RALLIED AND CLOSED
FRACTIONALLY HIGHER.

BEARS FROLICKED EARLY.

EVERY INDICATION FOR A TIME OF
ANOTHER SERIOUS PRICE
TUMBLE.,

SHORTS OVERDID THEIR WORK.

In a Hasty Rush to Cover May Was
Bid Up a Cent in Five
Minutes.

CHICAGO, March 12.—Wheat closed strong
today at about a 3gc advance, after giving
every indication during the morning of a
repetition of yesterday’s disastrous break.
The oversold condition of the market and
reports of good export business changed a
very weak market into a strong one in five
minutes’ time. Corn and oats were inde-
pendently strong, corn closing 4@%c higher
and oats about lgc higher. Provisions ad-
vanced Tle@15c.

Wheat opened close to yesterday's final
price, the first sales being made at 72%ec,
but with a decidedly nervous feeling notice-
able. Foreign markets responded willingly
to the decline which took place here yester-
day. Liverpool started with a decline of
from 1d per cental for March and 1%d in
May, and cables came in a little later with
a further %d fall in March and %d in May,
while Berlin reported 1% marks decline at
the beginning. With the exception of the
cold wave, which made shorts a little nervous
and resulted in a small momentary advance,
there was nothing in sight to change the
bearish feeling which prevailed yesterday,
and liquidation on a large scale soon com-
menced, holders being discouraged by the be-
lief that the market for the time was with-
out a bull leader., The result was that May
had sold down to T1l%c before 11:30 o'clock,
two or three lots selling as low as Ti3c. Chi-
cago received 19 carloads of wheat; Min-
neapolis and Duluth received 172 cars, com-
pared with 298 last Friday, and 290 the cor-
responding day of last year. The seaboard
clearances were agaln very light, the At-
lantic ports giving the total as equal! to
only 125,000 bu in wheat and flour together.
That was one of the factors that led to
additional selling when May was bringing 72¢c,
that broke it to Tlzc. About an hour from
the end of the session, after the price had re-
covered to 718;ic, John Cudahy’s brokers were
seen to be bidding for and taking wheat free-
ly. At that, the scalpers being short to a
man, a sudden fear of the consequences pos-
sible after a straight 5c per bu decline seized
them, and in three minutes the price was up
to 72%5c. The price had another wild spurt
in the last ten minutes, when it was ru-
mored that 100 boatloads had been sold at
New York for export. The price got up to
73¢c on that, and, though the figures were
afterwards corrected to read only 8 or 10
boatloads, as the extent of the day’s business,
the shorts could not get over their fright, and
May was bringing 72%@73c, as the session
closed.

Corn dragged during most of the session,
and had no life in it until wheat became so
strong near the close. Then traders woke
up and put some energy in the market dur-
ing the last few minutes. Even during the
extreme dullness, however, prices held stub-
bornly. May opened unchanged at 24%@24%c,
advanced to 243%c, where it closed. Oats
were firm, especially so when the weakness
of wheat was taken into consideration. There
was a good demand from shorts and some
large lines changed hands. Seaboard clear-
ances were 120,000 bu. May opened unchanged
at 17@17%ec, sold at 16%@17c and advanced to
and closed at 17%ec. Provisions were con-
sistently strong all day. Prices commenced
with a moderate rise on the small hog re-
ceipts, which have been a factor all week.
Packers were good buyers, and there was
considerable speculative support, the result
being a slow, though steady, advance. May
pork was 15c higher at $8.50; May lard, 7Tl%c
higher at $4.20@4.22'%%, and May ribs 12%%c
higher at $4.57%.

MILLINGTON ELOPED.

Mystery of the Minister's Strange
Disappearance Explained.

NEWARK, N. J.,, March 12—A sen-
sation was caused in this city today
when it became known that Rev. E.
J. Oldknow Millington, pastor of Fair-
mont Baptist church, had made a full
cenfession to the deacons of the church
rcgarding his recent disappearance.
On March 1 he left his home to attend
the Baptist conference in New York.
That evening his wife received a tele-
gram informing her that he had met
an old college friend and that he would
not return home until Tuesday. He did
not come home then, neither did his
wife hear anything of him until last
Monday, when he was located at the
home of his father, also a minister, In
Keeseville, N. Y. There he made a
statement in which he said that his
mind was a blank to him after he left
New York, and until he found himself
in Montreal. The minister returned to
his home on Wednesday.

In his confession to the deacons of
the church, Mr. Millington admits that
he left home with Mrs. Dorothy Dick-
erson, who is separated from her hus-
band, said to be now in Chicago, and
who left her home the same day. Rev.
Mr. Millington said that after he and
Mrs. Dickerson left this city they went
to Montreal, where they registered as
E. E. Harold and wife, at a boarding
house. They remained there over night
and left hurriedly when they received
a telegram informing them that they
had been traced to that city. He ad-
mits that the elopement was premedi-
tated, and says that he was Intimate
with Mrs. Dickerson for over a year
past, and that he was leading a dual
life. He said that gooner or later he
knew that their relations would be-
come known, and that he would have
to go away with Mrs. Dickerson, and
that he decided to take the first op-
portunity to flee from the city. He ad-
mits that he neglected to pay bills that
he had incurred, so that he could save
money in order to pay their
fare to Montreal. The deacons of the

STOCK LIST ASLEEP

NEW YORK MARKET STILL CHAR-
ACTERIZED BY IA CONDITION
OF APATHY,

UNDERTONE OF FIRMNESS.

ADVANCES IN PRICES DEVELOPED
WITHOUT ANY SYMPTOMS OF
REAL ACTIVITY.

VANDERBILTS IN MOST DEMAND,

The Close for the Grangers and
Southwesterns Strong and at Net
Fractional Advances.

NEW YORK, March 12.—During the greater
part of today the stock market was given
over to the same apathetic condition that
has characterized it for the last few days,
accompanied by the same undertone of firm-
ness which kept most prices up. This firmness
in the market resulted in a sharp advance in
prices as soon as any activity developed,
which happened late in today’'s dealings. The
Vanderbilt stocks enjoyed the principal ad-
vantage from the buying movement, Omaha
showing an advance of 3 points and New York
Central 1% on a large volume of trading,
greater in each case than that in any other
railway stock. The transactions in Omaha
were only exceeded by those in American
Tobacco, the leader in the market.

The large dealings in Tobacco which have
been a feature for several days past, continued
today, and the price received an upward
impetus from the decision in favor of the
company in the New Jersey suit, which sought
to annul the charter of the company. Under
the buying incited by this news the stock
advanced 1%. This rise induced realizations
under which the stock lost the advantage and
rallied quite feebly. Sugar was comparatively
neglected, and fell to sixth place in the vol-
ume of transactions. The fluctuations were
within fractional limits and the close showed
no change on the day. Western Union came
into prominence in the buying of the last
hour, and was quite largely bought, with
a resulting advance of 2 points in the price.
There was no news regarding the property
and the movement seemed to be the re-
sult of professional calculations to equalize
the value of the stock on the basis of 5 per
cent dividend, with that of Manhattan on a
4 per cent dividend. The latter continues
to sell higher than Western Union. Rubber
proved to be about the heaviest point in the
market and lost 3 for the commeon stock and
1% for the preferred. There was quite a
marked incuiry in the late dealings for the
anthracite coalers. New Jersey Central lost

a fraction in the early dealings, but under
the support of the later buying it rose 114,
Delaware & Hudson also advancing 1 and
Reading a sharp fraction. The grangers and
Southwesterns showed a strong close with
fractional gains. The market is still ex-

| tremely narrow and largely subject to manip-

ulative efforts.

A keen investment demand for high grade
mortgages was manifested in the day's bond
operations, in which many issues recorded
substantial improvements. The market also
was broader than for some time, with the
speculative issues practically neglected. The
formation of a protective committee in the
interests of Atchison, Jewell County and
Western and Atchison, Colorado & Pacific
bondholders influenced a rise in these liens
of 2@4 per cent, respectfully. Other notable
gains were Morris & Essex consols guaran-
teed and Rock Island firsts, 2; St. Paul, M.
& M. 4'%s and St. Louis Southwestern firsts,
The sales were $1,478,000. Governments
responded fractionally to a moderate invest-
ment demand, which was most pronounced in
the new fours. The aggregate transactions
were $26 500.

The total sales of stocks today were 127,776
shares, including: Tobacco, 20,900; Chicago
Gas, 3,500; L. & N., 3,200; Manhattan, 11,409;
