HASTINGS BILL DEFERRED, TOO.

Ban Jose Scale BillIa Recommended
to Pbm In the Midst of

It All.

The capitol bill met with a set-back,
temporary, at least, in the senate yes-
terday. That august body of legislators

seemed determined to work, and from
early dawn

—
the sun did not come out—

until late yesterday evening they
struggled with general orders.

Senator Greer got his San Jose scaie
bill recommended to pass after a hard
fight, in which his chief aggressors
were the members of the Ramsey coun-
ty delegation.

Perhaps this is why he led the forces
that were marshaled against the cap-
itol funding scheme.

But no matter what the reason was,
Senator Greer pitted himself against
the passage of the Ramsey delegation's
bill authorizing half a million dollars
of capitol construction certificates, for
the present, at least, and asked that
progress be reported. He raised the
constitutional objection that the state
bad no right to incur indebtedness in
such a manner.

Senator Stevens said that the billhad
been carefuly drawn, and the credit of
the state was not involved. The certif-
icates would merely entitle the pur-
chaser to share in the proceeds of the
copitol construction tax as they came in.
Good business policy demanded that
the capitol be built when labor and
material were cheap and the unem-
ployed could be given work.

Senator Culkin said tbe economy of
the billshould be looked into carefully.
Itseemed to him that the payment of
interest on these certificates would re-
duce by so much the money actually
expended in the work of construction.

Senator Young advocated the bill.
Senator Wyman said the basis of tax-

ation at first was to yield $130,000 an-
nually. The reduction in the assessed
valuation had cut this to about $120,000.
This would take about four years to
get the money which could be bor-
rowed on these certificates as needed.

Senator Stevens said the capitol com-
missioners desired to have this bill
passed, believing that by the early con-
struction of the building they could
save the taxpayers of the state $250,000.
The honor of the commission had been
pledged that not a dollar over $2,000,-
--000 should be expended, and it was in
fulfillment of the pledge that they
asked the passage of the bill. Senator
Greer still wanted to report progress,
but Senator Stevens insisted that action
be taken.

Senator Greer then sought the priv-
ilege of the floor again. He charged
that the object of the Ramsey delega-
tion in pushing the bill was to get it
out of the way, -preliminary to the
passage of another bill, which would
permit the investment of the state
Acbool fund in these certificates; "a
raid on the school fund." he called it.

Senator Culkin again pleaded for time
for consideration, not only for the legal
questions Involved, but the economy of
the proposed plan of investment. He
did not see what there was to pre-
vent the speedy floating of all the
certificates, so that the interest charge:.
would be run over a long term of
years. The original intention had been
to run the work of construction over
ten years. The design now seemed to
be to cut that down to five. If the
appropriation was expended for inter-
est, the taxpayers would not have them
in the capitol.

Senator Sheehan said Senator Culkin
had evidently misread the bill. Itmade
a change in the method of paying the
contract. The interest charge could
not be figured to exceed $100,000. This
would be small compared with the
saving made by the commission on the
construction at the present low prices.
He resented Senator Greer's imputa-
tion that a raid on the school fund was
contemplated.

Senator Culkin insisted that if thc>
work was done to take advantage of
the present low prices, then the inter-
est must of necessity approximate or
exceed $100,000.

The motion to report progress was
adopted.

Senator Greer's revised bill to pre-
vent the spread of San Jose scale was
taken up when general orders were
reached. He said there were like bills
existing ln many of the states of the
Union. lowa was opposed to the pas-
sage of this law, and the local repre-
senatives of nurserymen had in-

terceded, in their behalf; the railroads
had interceded for them. He regaled
the senate with a narration of the ori-
gin and spread of the San Jose scale
since it was discovered in California.

Senator Stevens offered an amend-
ment to make the billapply to black-
hearted or diseased trees.

Senator litis said the bill was a good
one.

Senator Greer said the Stevens
amendment would kill the bill, which
was aimed at insects and not at organ-
ic diseases.

Senator Thompson said that the chief
complaint against the bill was that it
would shut out competition and ap-
peared to be a "woodchuck" in the
interest of the nurserymen of Minneso-
ta.

Senator Greer had stricken out the
provision that half of the fine should
go to the informer.

Senator Stevens had stricken out of
the bill the provision that required
nurserymen and dealers in trees to
furnish the inspector with a list of all
their costumers and sales.

Senator Sperry declared that the bill
was wrong in its Inspiration, and aimed
to crush out competition. It was the
spirit of trusts. That was the real pur-
pose of the bill, and It was poorly dis-
guised by the plea of pretection against
this foreign insect. He secured the re-
duction of the license from $5 to $1.

On a division the bill was recommend-
ed to pass, 19 to 12, with the amend-
ment to section 4, published in last
Friday's Globe.

When the Hastings insane hospital
bill was reached in the committee of
the whole, progress was reported on
motion of Senator Schaller.

St. Paul Trades and Labor assembly
protested against the passage of the
Johns' anti-trust bill in its present
form.

The election committee killed
H. F. 53, one of Theden's election bills.

The judiciary committee will have a
public hearing on the barbers' license
bill Tuesday at noon. The hearing on
the immigration bureau bill was ad-
journed until noon today.

Senator Wyman's bill to give women
the right to vote for library board as
they have for school boards met with
no opposition, and "the bill will go on
the calendar.

The bill by the same author pro-
viding for the treatment of inebriates
by the county commissioners, in Ram-
sey, St. Louis and Hennepin counties
was less fortunate. Senators Spencer
and Thompson opposed it.

The Lovejoy bill for the payment of
William Jones for legal services, an
old claim, was cut from $1,000 to $250
and recommended to pass.

The Thorpe savings bank bill limits
their investments in mortgage
notes to 70 per cent of their moneys
and in surety notes to 25 per cent;
investments in bonds of the United
States, or of separate states which have
not defaulted in ten years, or bonds
of cities, counties, towns, villages, or
school districts in Minnesota, Wis-
consin, lowa, North and South Dakota.

Senator Greer wanted to take up the
inheritance tax bills, but Senator
Sperry, the author of them, was not
ready.

The Greer bill prohibiting the orga-
nization of companies to speculate in
tax titles was also recommended to
pass.

TEACHERS' PENSION BILL.

Senator \V. ;;. Johnxon Introlfluced
ItYewterdsiy.

Senator Johnson, of Hennepin coun-
ty, yesterday introduced the long-
looked for teachers' pension bill.

The fund is to be placed in charge
of a board of trustees, composed of
the president of the board of educa-
tion, the superintendent of schools and
three teachers, to be elected annually.

Teachers may be retired after twen-
ty years' of service, but to be benefi-
ciary three-fifths of the term must
have been taught within the munici-
pality where the pension is to be paid.
Teachers now engaged shall receive
credit for the time they have already
taught.

The annuity for retired teachers is
limited to $500, the fund to be created
by a tax of 1 per cent per annum on
the salaries of teachers, and no teacher
may be retired before July 1, 1890.
If any teacher, entitled to participa-

tion in the fund, shall be removed or
discharged, except for cause, on writ-
ten charges, after five years, he or
she shall be entitled to a return of the
money paid into the fund.

OLD STATE PROPERTY

In the Site of the Old Reform
School.

Senator Wing's bill, introduced yes-
terday, provides for the payment of the
principal and interest on the outstand-
ing loan certificates of the old reform
s( hool board, amounting to $115,000.
from the general ievenue fund of the
state.

To reimburse the general revenue
fund, there is to be transferred to that
fund all money in the state treasury to
the credit of the reform school fund,
all moneys which comes from lots

heretofore sold from the old reform
school site in St. Paul, and all lots un-
sold on which may be forfeited to the
state by non-payment of principal or
interest.

The governor, auditor and treasurer
are created a board to take charge of
the property transferred. Before any
sale of the property is made, the prop-
el ty is to be appraised by three ap-
praisers selected by the board, and no
sale is to be made for less than the
appraised value.

OX THE WHITXEY BILL

For the Supreme Judges to Counsel
on Constitutional <(ii<-«t loiim.

The senate judiciary committee gave
Senator Whitney a hearing on his bill
to require the supreme court to give
the legislature opinions on the consti-
tutionality of bills.
Senator Whitney cited numerous states

wherein this was a requirement of the
supreme court, and he also referred to
the great length of time and the large
expanse often involved in securing a
ruling on the constitutionality of a
measure after it had become a law In
this state.

The committee took up the bill in ex-
ecutive session, and decided to place
it on general orders, on a minority re-
port. The committee stood 8 to 4
against the bill.

MINORS AXD THE "rtEED.

Senator Stockton Fathom a Drastic
BUI.

Senator Stockton does net approve of
the use of tobacco by students and
school boys under eighteen years of
age, and has inaugurated a movement
to stop it by the introduction of a bill
providing for a fine of $10 or ten days'
imprisonment of boys under eighteen
who use or have in their possession
cigarettes or tobacco in any form. It
also provides the same penalty for any
person allowing the use of tobacco on
his premises bj-.such minors.

STILL THEY COME.

Another BUI for Taxation of Sleep-
ing Car Companies.

Senator Lloyd introduced a bill pro-
viding for a tax of 4 per cent on thegross earnings of sleeping, drawing
room and parlor car companies in Min-
nesota The bill requires that a certi-
fied report of the gross earnings of
such companies shall be made to the
state treasurer on or before Dec. 15 ot
each year, and the tax will be avail-
able in the January following.

WOULD GET MORE MOVEY.

Gross Earnings Tax on Insurance
Companies Proposed.

Senator Miller yesterday introduced
a bi" which, ifpassed, will greatly in-
crease the ievenue derived by tbe state.
Itis in the shape of a bill to impose a
4 per cent gross earnings tax on all
insurance companies doing business in
this state. The revenue of the stat-

at present from these companies is
about $130,000 annually. Assuming that
their recent business, which has result-
ed in the payment of about $6,000,000
annually in premiums by the people
of Minnesota, will continue, the 4 per
cent tax would net this state nearly
a quarter of a million dollars annually.

SEVERAL FIGHTS IN SIGHT.

Senate Has a Lively Programme
Mapped Out.

If,as is expected, the judiciary com-
mittee this morning reports on the
Theden occupation tax bill, which is
aimed to correct the department store
habit, itIs likely that a contest will be
precipitated on the floor of the senate
which may last a good share of the
morning, if not longer. A number of
senators have been priming them-
selves for this occasion, in anticipation
of a crowded gallery, and the flght
will be sonorous if not edifying. The
friends of the bill want to get it into
the house as quicklyas possible, and If
any antagonist of the measure has the
temerity to move its indefinite post-
ponement, instead of the adoption of
the committee report, he will find him-
self with a long discussion set against
his name.
Itmay be urged against the bill that

the meeting of the judiciary commit-
tee at which the bill was recommended
for passage was slimly attended, one
of the Twin City lawyers being pres-
ent through the discussion. It is a
matter of some doubt just where these
senators stand.

« * »
Itis whispered that some of the Re-

publican senators are sickening of the
Powers scandal, and, taking the com-
missioner at his word when he declared
that an inquiry was "due him," will
not spare him when they come to make
up the report of the committee. They
realize that he put the Republican par-
ty in an embarrassing boat, and they
may let the ex-preacher pose as the
sacrificial lamb he has so often preach-
ed about. * * *

Senator Greer tried to get the senate
to take up the Sperry and Foss inher-
itance tax bills

—
one the senate and the

other the house measure. The biiishave been set together on general or-
ders and have been waiting several
days. Itis probable that there will b°
little delay hereafter, the friends of
the bill having concluded that one' orthe other is ripe for passage, although
Senator Sperry objected to their con-
sideration at a late hour yesterday aft-ernoon. * * *
It is said that the Hastings folk will

not try to push their bill through ingeneral orders until tomorrow. It
came up yesterday, but on account of
tho absence of a number of senators
who were detained by pressing private
business. Senator Schaller moved that
it be laid over temporarily.* * •
It is likely that the senate will not

take any holiday Saturday of this
week. It is away behind on general
orders, having over twenty-five bills
which haw ;>ver even been reached
in committee of the whole, not to say-
ever having been considered. Among
the foremost of these is the anti-trustbill, which will be given a hearing by
the judiciary committee today, after
which it will no doubt be ready for
discussion in full senate. Ifthe John's
bill is retained in its presnt shape, theorganized labor lobby will oppose it
heart and soul. * * •
It is said that the fight made yester-

day against the capitol bill was mademerely for delay, and not in any hope
of defeating the bill on final passage.* * *

When Senator Keller's beet su^ar
committee gets its report ready it will
be one of the most elaborate yet made.
The report will be printed and will be
illustrated with half-tone pictures and
a map showing the belt of Minnesota
territory in which beet culture for su-
gar making may be indulged in with
reasonable assurance of profit. The
culture is at its best near an isother-
mal line of 70 degrees Fahrenheit. That
line enters the state just above Still-
water and runs in a slight curve
through St. Cloud to the western boun-
dary, south of Fargo. Itis calculated
that beet raising may be considered
possible with good results within 100
miles on either side of this line.* * *

The Mountain iron Investigating
committee is quietly examining wit-
nesses during the sessions of the two
houses, and it is expected that it will
be ready to report by the middle of
next week.

The House Considers a Number of
Measures Which Are Recom-

mended to I*u««.

The house took up the calendar and
disposed of a goodly number of bills
upon it yesterday. With, little or no
discussion the Stockwell bill to provide
for free text books was passed with
only 29 votes against it. The measure
is H. F. 136.
In a somewhat unlooked for manner

the Greer bill (S. F. 59) was finally
acted upon by the house which voted
for the second time to put it down.
The bill is the well known traveling
library bill and was killed by a vote
of 56 to 49.

The measure which occupied most
of the house attention during the
morning was the Hicks' forestry bill
(H. F. 70) which gave rise to a some-
what lively debate. The measure, in-
troduced early in the session, has been
given much consideration and yet it
appears is not in shape for final action.
The author made a vigorous fight for
the measure, and was strongly opposed
by .Messrs. Donnelly and McDonald.
The bill was laid over.

The Reeves' bill (H. F. 574) relating
to the liability of railroad companies,
was amended on the calendar and
ordered printed.

At the afternoon session with Mr.
Grondahl in the chair, the house went
inio the committee of the whole, and
considered the following bills:

H. F. 500, Snyder, to facilitate the
settlement of insolvent estates, indefnl-
tely postponed. This action was taken
in regard to the house measure for the
reason that the ground is entirely
covered by Senator Morgan's bill S F
277.

H. FY 335, Guar, to allow the organi-
zation of new counties. This bill is so
drawn as to cover the ease of a portion
of Polk county whioh desired to be
organized as a separate county. Messrs.
Jacobson and Feig. after the motion
for indefinite postponement had- been
made, led the tight for the passage of
the bill and, although Mr. Goar, the in-
tioducer, was not present, the house
\oted to pass the bill as amended.

S. P. Iy3, Hanna, for the relief of P.
O. Dosseth. This measure is to provide
for the return of money said to have
been spent for t'.ie purchase of land
and the crops upon it, which were
subsequently taken by somebody else.
Mr. Uigelow's biil covering this mat-
ter was lately killed in the house, but
the senate ir.easure was recommitted
to Mr. Bergler for amendment.

S. F. 246, Thompson, to amend ex-
isting insurance laws was explained as
simply adding provision against bur-
glary or theft and was recommended
for passage without comment.

H. I<\ 571, a bill to create a farmer's
relief fund of $75,e#> with which to
furnish seed grain, was taken up,
humorously amended by several mem-
bers and then killed by the house, there-
by ending any further discussion of the
matter. Mr. Jacobson, when the matter
had gone rather further than usual in
the line of a joke, explained that the
farmers did not wish to be put in the
position of begging and then moved
for indefinite postponement. This
motion was unanimously carried.

Almost immediately after the opening
of the morning session, the house at-
tendants brought in and set down 'n
front of the clerk's desk, the very ex-
cellent oil painting of Speaking Jones,
which has stood in the entrance for a
week or more. Judge Littleton rose to
a question of personal privilege and

j made a brief, but happy presentation
speech, in which he explained that the
high esteem felt by the members of tbe
body had led them to present to then
estimable presiding officer a token
which they hoped would recall pleas-
antly the thirtieth session of the legis-
lature. Judge Littleton said he trust-
ed that as time went on, and the mem-
bers followed their various paths In
life, this little mark of their friendli-
ness to Mr. Jones would serve as a
reminder for the pleasantest possible
association in the lower branch of
the legislature.

Speaker Jones, who hail yielded the
chair to Representative Hartshorn, was
touched by the incident, but responded
happily: "I am exceedingly human,"
he said, "I have feelings, posslblv
some of the virtues, and certainly many
of the weaknesses of human nature. It
would certainly be futile and Ishall
not attempt to say that Ido not feel
some considerable pride in seeing this
counterpart presentment of myself pre-
sented to myself by you. Irecall the
admonishment of the old Greek philos-
opher 'to know myself.' Let me say,
my friends, that as Ilook back in after
years, ifmy life is spared, Iwill recall,
with unstinted pleasure the happy,
friendly association with my fellow
men in this house, who have aided me
in my modest efforts to do my allotted
work. Nothing which you could have
done for me, would have warmed my
heart more thoroughly, and Ibelieve
the sentiment which prompted this gift
will serve to aid me better to do my
duty as presiding officer of the house.
Permit me to thank you, gentlemen,
very heartily."

Mr. Donnelly, who said that he
spoke on behalf of the minority of the
house, explained that every member ol
the house had participated without
regard to party in the bestowal of the
gift, and that the sentiment of the
house entire, no matter how many dif-
ferences there had been from time to
time, was one of approval at the
course and rulings of the speaker."

Mr. Yon Lehe, Mr. Dale
and Mr. Foss spoke against the bill,
and Mr. Dale made a spirited speech
against the bill. He said he consid-
ered labor organizations and unions
the curse of the country because they
forced capital to get together, and he
resented the right of laboring men to
say how much their wages should be.
Mr. Coe moved to amend the bill by
striking out all except certain provis-
ions of the present penal code, which
this bill seeks to re-enact because the
Johns bill is supposed to repeal them.
This amendment was adopted after
debate, and the bill as recommended
for passage provides as follows:

"The orderly and peaceable assem-
bling or co-operation of persons em-
ployed in any calling, trade or handi-
craft, for the purpose of obtaining an
advance in the rate of wages or com-
pensation, or of maintaining such rate,
is not a conspiracy, nor shall any such
law be construed to make it a trust."

Of this only the last clause Is not In
the present law.

Upon motion of Mr. Coe the bill was
ordered printed as amended.

CONSIDER ARBITRATION TREATY.

Davis Instructed tol Report It With
the Amendments of the Foreign

Relations Committee.

WASHINGTON, March 17.— A propo-
sition to enact the wool schedule of tha
new tariff bill as an emergency bill to
check too heavy anticipatory importa-
tions of woolen goods is being consid-
ered by the Republican members of
the ways and means and Republican
leaders in both houses of congress. If
this policy is decided upon the schedule
will be introduced as an independent
measure, passed by the house after a
short debate and sent to the senate
with the hope that it will be quickly
passed. In the form proposed it would
be operative from the date of its enact-
ment until the tariff bill itself takes
effect. Ifcongress has the tariff bill
under consideration for two or three
months it Is probable that enough im-
:portations will have been made in HH
meantime to deprive the govei ntn»^rf

of revenues from wool for a year or
more after the new bill goes into effect.

The Republican members of tho
ways and means committee held a con-
ference today to outline the pro-
gramme for the tariff bill in the house
Friday. Debate probably will l;» be-
gun at once, after the bill has been re-
ported to the house. The length of
time to be given to debate in the house
was not definitely decided, but it will
probably be ten days. Night sessions
will be held and with "leave to print"
speeches in the Congressional Record
it is believed that all members who de-
sire to present their views on the tar-
iff will be able to record their senti-
ments to their satisfaction.

The programme agreed upon by the
Republicans will be submitted to the
full ways and means committee tomor-
row as a matter of form and probably

will be adopted by a party vote. Ac-
cording to the desire of the framera
of the tariff bill no amendments to it
will be made in the house except those
which have the sanction of the com-
mittee.

The Republicans went through tha
biU today to correct some errors in the
phraseology. One important change
in rates was made. Asphalt and bitu-
mln not advanced, were put at $1.50 a
ten, and in advanced or Improved form
at $3 a ton.

Chairman Dingley explained that
these products, it seemed to the com-
mittee, were good articles to raise rev-
erue on, the supply being imported
and being controlled by a close corpo-
ration.

ANGLO-AMERICAN TREATY.

Davis Instructed to Report It to the
Senate.

WASHINGTON, March 17.—The sen-
ate committee on foreign relations to-
day authorized Chairman Davis to re-
port the Anglo-American arbitration
bill to the senate tomorrow. The
treaty will be amended as heretofore
indicated Senator Daniels was the
only senator who was absent from to-
day's session. He is understood to
have been paired against the ratifica-
tion resolution. Senators Morgan and
Mills opposed the resolution by their
votes. The other members of the com-
mittee voted this time as before for
ratification. The meeting today con-
tinued for only about an hour and a
half and was largely consumed with
the discussion of minor details of the
treaty. Senator Morgan reiterated his
opposition to the agreement and again

went into the question at some length.

The amendments provide for the sub-
mission of all agrements for arbitra-
tion between the two countries in the
senate as a part of the treaty making
power of this country for its approval
or disapproval; eliminate the supreme
court as a permanent tribunal of arbi-
tration and strike out the provision
agreeing upon the king of Sweden as
umpire. The chairman was also in-
structed by the committee to prepare
for early consideration of the treaty
by the senate.

The committee agreed to recommend
the confirmation of CoL Hay and Gen.
Porter as ambassadors to Great Brit-
ain and France respectively, and of
Mr. White, as secretary of the Ameri-
can embassy in London.
