DID IT ON PURPOSE

JUDGE WILLRICH’S CONCLUSION IN
THE BRADY WILL CASE CON-
TEST.

FACT THAT HE LEFT BEQUESTS
TO SOME OF HIS
FAMILY

SHOWS HE THOUGHT OF THEM.

Court Holds There Can Be No Undue
Influence When There's Total
Mental Incapacity.

Judge Willrich filed his decision yes-
terday in the Brady will contest. The
case is interesting, inasmuch as the

| question of the testator’s mental ca-
| pacity to make a will was a close one,
| turning upon the distinction between
| a disease of the brain and a disease of
the mind. Briefly stated, the facts are
these: .

James E. Brady, a bachelor, while an
inmate of the sanitarium at Hudson,
Wis., executed a will last April, where-
by he disposed of his estate, amount-
ing to some §$16 000, as follows: The
sum of $10,000 he bequeathed to his
business partner, Willlam H. Kent,

| with whom he was associated in the

4

tea and coffee business at Robert and
Eighth streets. Three brothers, Thom-
as H., John W. and Albert T. Brady,
and three sisters, Mary F., Emily E.
and Susie Saddington, survived the tes-
t'f\tor. To two of his brothers and one
sister, the testator left $2,000 each. The
other three were omitted from the will.
All six, however, objected to the pro-
bate of the will, on two grounds; first,
that the testator was of unsound mind
and lacked the mental capacity to make
a will, and second, that the testator
was subjected to undue influence.

Judge Willrich’s_findings of fact are
as follows:

That said ins
the last will ‘na’ testament of roig Srcoa ik
was duly executed as his last will and testa-
ment by said testator, according to law; that
said testator, at the time of so executln'g the
same was of sound mind and lawful age,
and under no restraint, and that the allega-

tions contained in the petition of the sai -
jectors are not true, ’ e

As conclusfons of law the court finds that
sald objections must be overruled and said
will admitted to prbate, and therefore it is
ordered, adjudged and decreed that said in-
strument be estatblished and allowed as the
last will and testament of James E. Brady
deceased. :

In thg memorandum accompanying

the decision Judge Willrich points out
the difficulty of determining just what
constitutes mental incapacity to make
a will, and just what degree of undue
influence will invalidate a will. One
rule, however, in the opinion of the
ccurt, seems rational, and that is there
can be no undue influence where there
is total mental incapacity.
) The court then reviews the evidence
in the case which revealed some inter-
esting and peculiar facts, for the pur-
pose of showing the conditions upon
which the judgment of the court is
predicated.

James E. Bradley executed the pro-
posed will April 21, 1896. He was then
at the sanitarium in Hudson, Wis., as
a patient, where he had been since Feb.
28, 1896. According to the testimony of
Mr. Brady’s attendant physician’ he
was sufficiently recovered to leave the
institution in May, 1896. The testimo-
ny showed that at the time of the mak-
ing of his will in April, 1896, Brady was
suffering from a disease of the brain
and not of the mind, and was sufficien:-
ly clear in his mind to recognize his
condition and to understand fully the
nature and effect of his actions. The
testimony of a well-known local physi-
cian who attended Mr. Brady was to
the effect that while Mr. Brady was
somewhat eccentric, he was successful
in his business, which had been start-
ed by himself and Mr. Kent, and that
Mr. Brady had a great attachment for
Mr. Kent and always spoke highly ct
him in conversation with the doctor.

The testimony of Dr. Buckmaster, the
attending physician at the sanitarium.
was to the effect that Brady prior to
making his will had, in conversation
with the witness, indicated his desire
to leave the bulk of his property to his
partner, Mr. Kent.

Mr. Kent testified that he and Mr.
Brady had been partners in business
for about ten years; that they had
started business with about $2 000, Kent
furnishing $900 and Brady $1,100, and
that at the time of Brady’s death. his
half interest amounted to a little over
$16,000.

In conclusion, Judge Willrich ecalls at-
tention to the faect that Mr. Brady did
not entirely forget his nearest relatives
in his will, but provided for some of
them, which furnished convincing proof
that he left out his other relatives pur-
posely.

Finish.

Alfred Johnson, the engineer of the
| St. Paul Gas company, was found guil-
ty of violating the smoke ordinance in
| the municipal court yesterday and fined
| $25. The defense claimed that the
nuisance complained of did not exist,
but the evidence- introduced satisfied
the court as to the emissions of dense
| smoke, and as there was no disposition
| to provide the plant with a smoke con-
sumer, the penalty was imposed. Judge
Flandrau, representing the defendant,
| stated that in his opinion the ordinance
under which “the conviction was ob-
| tained was invalid, and gave notice
| that the case would be carried to the
supreme court. The other cases of al-
leged violation of the smoke ordinance
were continued, pending the appeal, as
their disposition will undoubtedly be
governed by that of the test case.

Smoke Forced to a

Landlord and Tenant.

Judge Kelly at special term yesterday grant-
ed a temporary injunction against the Man-
hattan company, restraining it from prose-
cuting an action in the municipal court
against Joseph Dellar. Dellar is a tenant in
the basement of the Manhattan building, and
claims that he rented quarters from th: Man-
hattan company in 1891 for a term of five
years, expiring Nov. 1, 1896. He alleges that
his lease contained an agreement by the Man-
hattan company, that it would at the ex-
piration of the term grant a new lease to
him. On the contrary, the Manhattan brings
an action in the municipal court to eject him
from the premises. He asks that the Mam
hattan company be compelled to specificaily
perform its agreement and that the court fix
:he rent to be paid during the renewal of the

The first blow partiai-
‘i’l stunned DeMar, who staggered to
the othéf E1d&*o6f the. rgom; supporting
himsel= against the “wall Blood
streamed from the cuts in his hedd,
but instead of bringing Milkers to a
realizing sense of what he had done,
only seemed to enrage him the more,
and he again attacked his helpless vic-
im. Three times the heavy weapon
descended upon DeMar's head before
those in the shop could recover from
their surprise, and just as Milkers
raised it again, Mr. Peyer grabbed
him about the shoulders and wrenched
the nippers from his prasp, Milkers
at once left the shop, and Mr. Peyer as-
sisted DeMar to his home, where the
four gaping wounds in his head were
dressed by a physician! It was at first
feared that DeMar's skull had been
fractured, but by almost a miracle he
had escaped this danger, and though
badly hurt was not thought to be dan-
gerously wounded. DeMar is at pres-
ent unable to see out of the left eye,
but this is thought to be due to the
swelling incident to the blow..rather
than to any injury to the organ itself,
as the optic is entirely, hidden by a
lump as large as an apple which pro-
trudes from the injured man’s face.
