The joint committee on reapportion-
ment met yesterday at 5 o’clock to pass
upon the completed reapportionment
bill which had been submitted to it ear-
lier in the day. Before taking final ae-
tion upon the matter an opportunity
was given several senators and repre-
sentatives to be heard on certain feat-
ures of the bill to which there was
objection. Senator Sperry interposed
vigorous objection to the new plan by
which his county—Steele—and Dodge,
formerly the Twelfth and Thirteentn
districts, would hereafter be known as
the Seventh. Nicollet and Sibley coun-
ties are tied up together under the bill,
and their representatives objected, say-
ing that they preferred the former plan.
A number of other protests were made
and listened to, but the committee had
gone over the matter carefully, and
was not disposed to depart from the
general plan.

3y the bill St. Louis county had been
given something like her just deserts,
and hereafter will have three senators
and six representatives. Ramsey will
have an additional senator and
tTwo more representatives, while Hen-
nepin will add one of each. The com-
mittee has provided for sixty senators
and 120 representatives, The bill is
wvery fairly drawn, and while there may
/'be weak spots in it the measure is con~
sidered equitabie under all circum-
stances. Section 1 provides that the

SUGAR BEET BILL AGAIN.

Resurrected Once More and Plaeced
on General Orders.

Judge Abbott's bill for the nursing of
the sugar beet industry in this state
and the establishment of an experi-
mental station at Winnebago City was
given a second life yesterday, after be-
ing ruthlessly slaughtered Wednesday.
Mr. Underleak made the formal motion
to reconsider, whereupon Judge Abbott
took the floor and made a strong plea
for favorable action. He exhibited
some sugar made in this state from
beet, the seed of which was brought
from abroad. The judge pointed out
that this state was in a position to
raise better beet sugar than either Ore-
gon or California, and that she had
never given the matter a fair trial, so
entirely was she given over to the pro-
duction of wheat. Mr. Dare defended
his committee’s actlon and explained
that only considerations of economy
and no antagonism to the project had
resulted in the unfavorable recommen-
dation.

COMMITTEE'S REPORT. FINISHED,

Each One of the Suggestions Taken
Up and Considered—What Was
the Conelusion in Each.

Chairman McLean, of the house com-
mittee on soldiers’ home,will this morn-
ing submit to the house, under a reso-
lution adopted March 12, a report of
the findings relative to certain charges
made against the institution named
by Representative Stockwell, the mem-
ber from the district embracing the
home. Messrs. Hicks and Kendall, the
subcommittee named to draw up the

- L . | findings of the committee, reported yes-
ing respectively that there be paid to |

terday and the committee approved the
matter. The report sets forth consid-
erable preliminary matter explanatory
of the manner in which the charges
were made and why the committee
thought best to follow them up. The
text of the report given below shows
that the committee found no reason-
able ground to supnport any of the
charges made. The report is as fol-
lows:

First—As to the necessity for and cost of
the pavilion, your committee find no cause
for criticism of the policy of the board of
trustees in building said pavilion, nor is there
any evidence of any money unnecessarily ex-
pended in the comstruction thereof.

Second—As to the occasion for and cost of
procuring the three smoke consumers, your
committee are of the opinion that the evidence
shows that the trustees were justified in
making the purchase.

Third—Upcn the third complaint, i. e., that
the laundry plant was purchased a year before
there was any place for it, and that the new
mangle which was bought for the state of
Minnesota was exchanged for a second-hand
mangle, your committee find that the evi-
dence that the laundry plant was needed at
the time it was purchased; that it was not
put in operation for some months afterward
was owing to the fact that the board had
not sufficient funds to purchase the neces-
sary attachments therefor.

Your committee also find that the mangle
placed in the soldlers’ home was furnished
by the firm of Cimpson & Henderson, of
which Mr. Hender on, one of the members
of the board oi ‘r .tees, was a member; that
Mr. Henderson was the only member of the
board of trustees, so far as the evidence
shows, that had knowledge of the exact man-
ner in which said mangle was purchased,
for which he is undoubtedly open to criticism,
but your committes further find, that the
state received full value for the money paid
fer the mangle; that the mangle bought was
in perfect condition, and suitable for the uses
of the home, and that there i3 no evidence
that Maj. Henderson profited $1 in making
such exchange.

Fourth—As to the price paid for clothing
furnished the Minnesota Soldiers’ home, your
committee find from the evidence that the
price pald for each suit furnished to the
home is $10.75, instead of $12.50, as charged
in the ecomplaint.

Fifth—Upon the fifth complaint, as to the
method of discharging inmates from the sol-
diers’ home, your committez find the facts to
be that the giving of a dishonorabie dis-
charge is left in the first instance with the
commancant of the home, subject to appeal
to the board of trustees.

Speaking of the discharge of Ellingston, the
report says:

Your committee further find that in that
instance, while they believe a mistake was
made by the commandant in ordering the
dishonorable discharge of Henry Ellingston,
that the conduct of the commandant in giv-
ing such dishonorable discharge was entirely
free from malice, or any Improper motive,
and while the language of Henry Ellingston,
for which such dishonorable discharge was
ordered, was not such as a member of the
home in his right mind should have used
towards an officer of the home, we are of
the opinion that Henry Ellingston was not
wholly responsible at the time for the lan-
guage used.

As to the discharge of Martin Tibbets, your
committee find that he was honorably dis-
charged at his own request, saying that he
wanted to go to his home in Illinois; that
just prior to such discharge, he informed
the commandant of the home that he had
citizen's clothing to use when discharged,
and your committee further finds that, after
Tibbets had been away from the home a
short time he again returned, and was prompt-
ly admitted thereto, upon his own request,
and is not an inmate of the hospital. Your
committee further finds no blame attached
to the commandant of the home for the man-
ner in which Tibbets was discharged.

Sixth—This relates to the food, which is
found to be all right. The committes is of
the opinion that particular attention should
be pald to cooking certain portions of the
food, so that the men in the home who are
without teeth, or have few teeth left. shall
be furnished with food suitable to their con-
dition.

Seventh—As to the complaint of the taking
of pensions from the inmates, contrary to
the laws of the United States, your committee
finds that the pensions have never been so
taken, contrary to such laws; that the board
of trustees has, in requiring applicants for
admission to the home to turn over to the
home all in excess of $4 per month, followed
the policy of this state, as indicated by the
action of the legislature, and in conformity to
the system of most other states, and has
endeavored, and so far as the committee
can ascertain has, in the taking of the ex-
cess of pensions above $4 a month, acted in
strict conformity to law.

Eighth—In regard to the complaint of the
furnishing of oil and other supplies by cor-
porations in which Trustee J. A. Gilman is
interested, your committee, from the evi-
dence, find that J. A. Gilman has not been
financially interetsed in the furnishing of oil
or other supplies to the board of trustees of
the soldiers’ home, either by himself or
through any cogporation, )

Nlnﬁr—As to the conmtract for wood work
in Cottage No. 3, no evidence was adduced to
the committee.

Tenth—Upon the complaint of the unfor-
tunate and unmecessary amount of drunken-
ness among the inmates of the soldiers’ home,
your committee have heard a large number
of witnesses, and from the evidence adduced
find there is no foundation ror complaint;
that probably from 5 to 10 per cent of the in-
mates of the home are the unfortunate vie-
tims of the disease of alcoholism; that fre-
quently, and more particularly immedjately
after pension day, certain inmates of the
homa, returning from leave of absence to the
cities, are seen in a state of open and notor-
fous drunkenness, thereby disgracing them-
selves and casting discredit upon the insti-
tution of which they are members.

Your committee further find that in only
one instance, as shown by the testimony, was
any complaint made to the authorities at the
homs of this misconduct on the part of its
inmates.

Your committee further find that it is an
act of mistaken kindness on the part of the
publio authorities of either the cities of St.
Paul or Minneapolis to permit such acts of
open and notorious drunkenness to go without
punishment, when proper complaint is made
of such infraction of the law,

Your committee are further of the opinion
that the management of the home should
continue to make every possible effort, con-
sistent with humanity and the laws under
which they are acting, to control and lessen
this evil.

Your committee, after a careful consider-
ation of the complaint as to the example of
the commandant to the members of the home
in the matter of drunkenness, are of the opin-
ion that the evidence adduced upon this com-
plaint wholly fails to sustain the charge
made, and your committes are strongly im-
pressed with the fact that Commandant Mec-
Millan is pre-eminently fitted to kindly, hu-
manely and properly care for the soldiers
under his charge.

Eleventh—Upon the complaint as to the
payment of Quartermaster Grant’s salary
while not on duty, your committee find from
the evidence that Quartermaster Grant was
exceedingly ill at the time; that the board of
trustees did not feel warranted in dischargin;
him from his position as quartermaster unti
they were certain that he would not recover;
that a nate was paid in part for per-
forming the duties of said quartermaster dur-
ing his illness, which was a proper thing to
do under all the circumstances of the case,

Twelfth—Your committee find that ex-Quar-
termaster Grant and ex-Steward Burns were
lx:x-opm'ly as inmates of the soldiers’

The gorge at Maxville has
over-flooded the railroad tracks and
washed out part of .the Beef slough
bridge ard several hundred feet of
track, cutting off the trains between
here and Wabasha.

NEW PAYNESVILLE, Wis., April 1.
—The north branch of the Crow, usu-
ally a little brook, is now a raging tor-
rént. Yesterday it took out the dam at
Applegren’s mill and one of the two
bridges that lead into town. It is
feared that the mill itself will go, and
that the iron bridge will be jammed out
by the-ice. The railroads have watch-
men at their bridges all the time, but
so far they are all right. This is the
highest water since 1867.

CHIPPEWA FALLS, Wis., April 1.—-
The Chippewa river reached the four-
teen-foot stage today. The ice gorge is

| still holding fast to the bed of the river,

and a few days of warm weather will
no doubt precipitate a large volume ot

| water. The twenty-foot channel, which
| the stream wore through the gorge

during the winter, has become choked
by a large body of ice and the river be-
gan to back into town, but was soon
checked.

BLACK RIVER FALLS, Wis., April
1.—Much anxiety is felt by those living
along the low lands of the river in this
\'iyinit_\'. There are grave fears that the
big jam of logs and ice now gorged
against the railroad bridge at Neills-
ville will give away before morning,
and the authorities have taken all nec-
essary precautions, and have warnea
people to look cut for high water.

LA CROSSE, Wis.,, April 1.—The
greatest damage done thus far by the
ice in this vicinity was that which oc-
curred early this morning. A gorge of
ice and logs had for Several hours beern
forming about the middle of the ap-
proach of the draw wagon bridge on
the Minnesota side. During the night
this gave away and the great accumu-
lation of ice and logs came down with
a rush, carrying everything before it
About forty feet of the piling anda
stringers were swept away. The apron
of the pontoon was also badly dam-
aged. It will be several days befors
travel can be resumed across the river,
as about two hudred piles will have tc
be driven. The damage done to the pil-
ing and bridge thus.far is estimated by
the board of public works to be abourt
$1,500. It is thought" that the danger
is now pravtically over.

The steamer E. Douglas, belonging to
the Mississippi River Logging com-
pany, of West Newton, came down as
far as this port today, with a crew of
about sixty men, and is endeavoring to
recover some of the logs that have been
swept away from them during the high
water. Tt is the first boat that has
passed through the draw this season.

Kingston was a native of New
Brunswick, and his father, Samuel Kingston,
resides at Bay du Vin, Northumberland
county, New Brunswick.

QUESTION DISCUSSED YESTERDAY.

Resolution That Leaves Matters
Practically Where They Are
Passed Both Houses,

After an April Fool's day start the
house got down to business vesterday
and put in a tolerably satisfactory day,
all things considered. A number of mis-
cellaneous matters were cleaned up in
the morning, and after lunch the com-
mittee of the whole made a big plunge
at the most interminable list of bills on
general orders. During session Mr. Ja-
cobson filled the chair. The house
adopted the resolution presented by Mr.
Mc@Gill, on behalf of the committee on
public accounts and expenditures,
which was directly aimed at the stew-
ard of the Rochester insane asylum,
who is. charged with discriminating
against the Minnesota m&chants in
the purchase of supplies of groceries,
drugs, boots and shoes, clothing, etc.,
which could be bought in Minnesota at
a cost no greater than is paid mer-
chants without the state.

The resolution passed the house and
in the senate was slightly amended.

When it came back to the house
Representative Underleak, who lives in
Olmsted county, and is the speclai
champion of the Rochester asylum up-
on the floor of the house, moved to¢
strike out of the resolution the word
“material” in the clause “‘that it should
be the policy of all our public institu-
tions to purchase their supplies within
the state, unless a material reduction
in price be secured in other markets.”
Mr. Underleak, in defense of the stew-
ard of the Rochester asylum, said thal
it was the most economical in its man-
agement of any institution in the state.
In comparison with the cost per capita
per week it stood as follows: Fergus
Falls, $4.48; St. Peter, $3.64; Rochester,
$3.18. He argued that unless this word
was stricken out it wouild force the pur-
chase of all supplies from Minneapolis
and St. Paul jobbers, regardless ot
prices. The house haggled some over
the proposition, but adopted the
amendment; also another amendment,
changing the senate amendment so as
to apply to all stewards and purchas-
ing agents of all the state institutions,
instead of being aimed dirvectly and
specifically at the offending Rochester
steward.

BIG HOLE IN GENERAL ORDERS.

Committee of the Whole Puts in =
Busy Afternoon.

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion Mr. Feig was called to the chair
wnd the house went into a committee
»f the whole.

The Wyman bill to regulate primary
elections was first taken up and oc-
casioned considerable division of senti-
ment. The only change made by this
measure is that of taknig from the
county committee the power to name
the caucus officers. Amendments were
sent up by Messrs. Hayter, seeking to
change the hours for holding the pri-
maries, and Coe, who wished stricken
out the provision that primaries all be
held at the same hour. Messrs. Jacob-
son, Staples and Jones thought the law
as it stood was quite as it should be and
that in the option of the county com-
mittee the primaries could be set for
any hour, but that hour must be ob-
served through the entire county. It
was admitted that there were illegal
caucuses held, but the different amend-
ments if made to legalize this would
permit politicians to go- from district
to district getting in their deadly work.
Mr. Meyers entered and withdrew an
amendment, after which the bill was
recommended for passage, but later
excepted from the report and placed on
general orders, while the Smith meas-
ure (H. F. 20), covering the same sub-
ject was recommended for indeflnite
postponement.

The West blanket ballot bill, H. F.
169, was amended upon motion of its
author so as to provide that the name
of no candidate for office should be
placed on the ticket more than one
time, notwithstanding that the same
person may have been nominated by
two or more partles, and then the biil
came up upon a motion recommending
the bill for passage. Mr. Stockwell op-
posed it upon the ground, as he stated,
that the bill if passed as stated would
disfranchise a large number of the peo-
ple of the state. Mr. Staples, who had
been the leader of the opposition to the
hill, again led the fight against it. He
insited that this propesition was a step
backward; it would enable the man
who cannot read and write to mark his
cross at the head of the ticket and his
vote would offset that of the most intel-
ligent and discriminating voter. Mr.
West defended the bill with some statis-
tical information, showing the differ-
ence between candidates of the same
party at the head and the foot on the
same ticket. The house, however, had
dcided to kill the bill and it took only
a brief moment to indefinitely post-
pone it, which was done by an over-
whelming vote.

The other measures consldered were
teken up and acted ugon as indicated.

H. F. 189 (West)—To change the form of
the election ballot. Lost.

H. F. 604 (Dale)—To amend the law relating
to the division of property of husband and
wife in case of divorce, placing beth upen
the same basis. To pass.

H. F. 231 (Smith)—For the relief of James
Leck, of Minneapolis, a building contractor,
who had erected George H. Skinner hall, at
Faribault, and lost $2,800 upon the contract.
The work was excellently well done, and the
Leck bid was $7,000 below the next lowest
bid. The bille established the fact that the
tuilding cost the amount stated, beyond what
was pald by the state. The principal objec-
tion to the bil was that it established a
precedent which would resuit in an indefinite
number of this class of bills. This was con-
ceded by the friends of the bill, and the house
decdded to recommend the bill for indefinite

ent.

He said the present law was against the use
of the Bible in the public schools, and he
wanted to see catechisms and the garb of
nuns also excluded.

Pursuant to a job put up the first
thing by Henry Feig, the roiund mem-
ber from Kandiyohi, the members
handed out a joke to Reading Clerk
John Ryder which was to test his stay-
ing powers. It is customary to move
“that further reading of the journal be
dispensed with.” It would require not
less than an hour to read the journal
of average length. This particular
Journal contained just nineteen pages
of printed matter.

It took John Ryder only a moment
to get onto the fact that he was being
made the victim of the annual joke and
his face turned a baby red, and broad-
ened out into a good natured grin as he
read through the dry, stereotyped sen-
tences which tell the tale of the pre-
vious day’'s business.

The house wags saw to it that the
day was not allowed to pass without
proper recognitiong, and even the ex-
peditious statesman from Laec qui
Parle, who was in the chailr, paused
sufficiently to allow the reading and
reference of several fake resolutions.
One of these was as follows:

Resolved, That Reading Clerk Ryder be
requested to solicit the loan of QGabriel's
trumpet until such time as the members’ ears
shall have recovered from the shock received
when the wild and unearthly yells of victory

The attempt to stall the reading clerk

CDDS AND ENDS.

An opinion of the attorney general touching
the right of the house to receive substitute
bills after the expiration of the time limit
for the introduction of new bills, without the
governor’'s consent, caused the return of sev-
eral bilis introduced during the past two
days. Héreafier the method of introducing
substitute bills will be to strike out all after
the enacting clause and make the substitution.

Representative Basford's bill for the reliet
of Marietja Crawford, H. F. 446, was taken up
on the calendar during the absence of the
author and unceremoniously buried, by a
vote of 50 to 28.

Mr. Reeves called up his house file 409, to
autherize insurance companies, organized in
other states, to become Minnesota corpora-
tions, and moved the concurrence of the
house In the senate amendment, which
makes the bill include only those companies
which might originally have been incorporat-
ed in this state. With this amendment, tho
bill was repassed.

The house concurred with the action of
the senate in amending H. F. 62, by Mr.
Wilkinson, to prevent minors from frequent-
ing places of amusement where liquor s
sold, and Messrs. Wilkinson, Grondahl and
L'xl\der}eak were appointed a conference com-
mittee. .

FINANCE FOLK ON A RAMPAGE,

| That Committee Continues Its
Slaughter of Senators’ Pet Meas-
ures—Doings of the Day,

On account of the immense number
of bills introduced Monday afternoon,
the senate took yesterday afternoon oif
in order to give the committees a
chance to work, and, as a consequence,
about all that was done in the one
session held was to recommend, in
committee of the whole, that the Wy-
man banking bill be passed, as amend-
ed. The amendments, however, change1
the complexion of the original bill con-
sederably.

When general orders were reached,
the bill, which had been at or near
the top of general orders for lo! these
many days, was taken up. Senator
Thorpe offered an amendment to pro-
hibit any application for a receiver
pending inquiry by the bank examiner.

Senator Greer charged that the com-
mittee had surreptitiously reinsertéed
in section 1 all the provisions stricken
out by the committee of the whole
previously.

Senator Greer moved to strike the
word ‘‘not” from line nine of the bill,
which provided that discounts of first
hand commercial paper, bills of ex-
change and paper secured by ware-
house receipts should not be considered
as money borrowed. Greer thought
they should be.

Senator Wyman sald that amend-
ment would close up all the state
banks.

The provision to permit directors to
borrow from the bank was also dis-
cussed at length along the same lines
as in the previous discussion of the
same bill.

Senator Keller said the present law
was all right, the trouble was in having
a politician for a bank examiner.

Senator Wyman reiterated that the
form of the law as absolutely imma-
terial; the security of its depositors
rested on the integrity of the direct-
ors. Dishonest men could loot a bank,
no matter what the law.

Senator Morgan offered an amend-
ment to provide that the officers should,
in the event of misconduct of the
bank’s affairs, be severally liable to
the creditor to the full amount of his
claim.

Mr. Greer withdrew his amendment.

Senator Thorpe said the existing dif~
ficulties were due largely to deprecia-
tion in the real estate values in the
cities and not to any permanent diffi-
culty with the provisions of the law.

Senator McHale opposed the Morgan
amendment. He thought it was not
called for by any real evil which would
be reached by it.

Senator Yale thought it was unjust
to hold the directors for the miscon-
duct of the officers. Senator Morgan
said the amendment was made 1o
prevent dishonest officers from robbing
the poor people by trading on the
names of honest and respected business

men. It would make the directors not
an empty name, but a place of re-
sposibility.

The bill was finally recommended to
pass with the Morgan amendment,

Th2 financial committee reported
back 8. F. 47, the forestry bill, for in-
definite pestponement, but Senator
Potter had it placed on general orders
without recommendation after some
discussion. It also repeated its
slaughter of the appropriation bills
on which hearings were granted yes-
terday.

The judiciary committee killed 8. F.
234, to enforce the payment of taxes
delinquent priog to 1895. The committee
on taxes and tax laws did the same for
S. F. 248, to exempt certain property
from taxation and S. F. 208, relating
to redemption of taxes, and H. F. 15,
to amend sections 88, 893, 90, chapter 11
General Statutes, 1878.
