DOES IT CREATE A DEBT?

THE QUESTION RAISED TURNS ON
A POINT OF CONSTITUTIONAL
LAW.

KELLER CAUSES AN EXCITEMENT,

He Threatens to Vote With the Pop-
ulists to Get Even With the
Majority.

The senate yesterday passed the
rapitol bill, although some members of
the opposition tied a string to it. The

Peint was raised that it created a debt

and therefore required a two-thirds
vote for passage, under the constitu-
tion. The friends of the bill urged
that it did not create a debt, but mere-
1y provided for the issuance of certifi-
cates, or promises to pay, against a
certain fund yet to be paid in, and not

against the state in truth, within the
meaning of the constitution.

When the capitol bill was reached on
the calendar, Senators Knatvold and
Howard made speeches against the bill,
It was passed, however, as follows:

The first excitement of the day oec-
curred a little after the opening, when
Senator Keller asked a reconsideration
of his bill, S. F. 459, to prevent lumber
and boom companies from turning logs
1 in the river between Brainerd

loose

and St. Cloud. He said these logs
Jamined against bridges and did great
damage to them, as well as to dams, In-
take pipes of water works, and other
property, invelving millions of dollars.

Senator Fuller, who had secured
the indefinite postponement of the bill,
said the bill would do great damage to
business interests along the upper river.

The lumbermen could not do business
unless they were allowed to sort their
logs as long as the river was open.
They could not be blamed for damage
done by such floods as the present,
especially when the best booms in the
gtate had been carried out at Minneap-
olis within a day or two.

The courts had held, however, that

the hoom company was liable for dam-
kee arising from its negligence, so that
the city of St. Cloud or any other suf-

ferer had legal reparation.

Senator Miller raised the point of
prder that, as Senator Keller had neot
been present when the bill was in-
definitely postponed, he could not
move for a reconsideration.

Senator J. H. Smith introduced a
resolution loeking to further reports of
information from the railroad commis-
sion. The resolution is:

““‘Be it resolved by the senate, That the rail-
road and warehouse commission be requested
to furnish the senate at its earliest conven-
ience, from the report of the rallroad commis-
sion of Jowa, and from their own reports a
comparative statement of the freight revenue
in the two states and tons of freight carried
by the railroads in Iowa and tons in Minne-
sota for the year ending June 30, 1895, and
also the number of tons hauled one mile in
each of the said states.”

Senator Stebbins made a plea on gen-
eral orders for his fire marshal bill.
Senator Thorpe said the house had
killed a similar bill. Senator Greer
said the bill was not the same as the
house bill, the salary which the house
objected to being reduced considerably,
He offered an amendment to provida
that the salaries should not exceed one-
half the amounts received by the state
i_nsurance department from brokers’
llcer}ses and fees paid by foreign com-
banies not admitted to solicit business
in the state.

Senator Morgan said the bill was In
the interest of the insurance compan-
les, not of the insured.

Senator Stebbins said a reduction of
fire losses would permit and bring to
pass a reduction of premiums.

Senator Morgan said the inquisition
feature of the bill was repugnant to
the spirit of American institutions, and
the old English rule that “every man’s
house is his castle.”” He asked that
progress be reported, and Senator Steb-
bins consented to its delay until today.

Senator Sperry said that there was no
assurance that the companies would re-
duce their charges.

Senator Sheehan tried to get through
Representative Meyers’ bill to permit
city councils to contract for the erec-
tion of gas and water works. It soon
developed that this was the Minneap-
olis city council combine's woodchuck,
and that all the Hennepin senators
were opposed to it.

Senator Sheehan said the powers
granted were much less than had been
conferred by the Howard charter,which
passed the senate two years ago. The
senate was afraid to give the city coun-
cils Dower to protect the people, but
not to give them power to barter away
the franchises of the bill,

Senator Howard resented that. He
said he had been ecriticised far and

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FORFEIT THE GRANT

HOUSE PASSES BILL TO REACQUIRE
TITLE TO THE
LANDS

OF DULUTH & IRON RANGE.

JACOBSON OLAIMED THAT NOT A
CONDITION HAD BEEN COM-
PLIED WITH.

THOUSANDS OF ACRES INVOLVED,

Line Originally Contemplated Was
Never Built, but Present Com-
pany Claims the Land.

The house had as special order for
this morning, the consideration of two
bills introduced by Mr. Jacobson, being
H. F. 670 and H. F. 671, to declare a
forfeiture of the land grant of the Du-
luth & Iron Range railroad. The offi-
cial title of the first bill explains its
scope, and reads as follows:

H. F. No. 670. A bill for an act repealing
an act entitled, ‘“An act granting certain
swamp lands to the Duluth & Iron Range
Railroad company,” approved Marech 9, 1875,
and all acts amendatory thereof supple-
mentary thereto, including an act entitled,
““An act relating to the Duluth & Iron Range
railroad,” approved Feb. 17, 1886, and an act
entitled, ““‘An act to amend and continue the
act of the legislature of this state, approved

March 9, 1875, relating to the Duluth &
Iron Range Railroad company,” approved
March 6, 1883, and an act entitled, ‘“An act

to amend section 1 of chapter 54 of the Special
Laws of 1875, ‘An act granting swamp lands
to the Duluth & Iron Range Railroad com-
pany,’ " approved March 10, 1885.

Mr. Jacobson made the principal, in
fact the only general statement of the
case. He said that the original Duluth
& Iron Range grant was made at a
time when there were a great many
“paper” railroads in the air. There
was no question about the wisdom of
the original grant or the main facts
in the case.

Mr. Jacobson pointed out that the
present Duluth & Iron Range road
was not the same company which was
originally organized, but that it had,
by irregular and unlawful means, pre-
tended to revive the old company, and
then, by irregular practices, adopted
the name of the old company. He also
peinted out that, after the passage
of the original grant, the state consti-
tution had been amended, forbidding
the granting of state lands for any
purpose except school or charitable iu-
| stitutions. And that it was, after this
| constitutional rmendment had been
adopted, that the act of March 6, 1883,
was adopted, which re-established the
company and relocated the line, upon
lands other than those upon which the
original line had been located. He in-
sisted that not a single condition of
the original grant had been complied
with, and that the only reason for de-
claring the forfeiture was to give a
| basis for the action of the attorney
| general or other attorney on behalf
| of the state to clear up the title and
brush aside the show of claim made
by the original grant or its successors.
l The passage of the forfeiture bill was
| the only one discussed by Mr. Jacob-
son in his speech, which occupied near-
Iy an hour. He said that the bill could
in no way affect the legal right of
| any railroad to lands which had actu-
ally been earned, this being a matter
for the courts alone. The claim of the
Duluth & Iron Range road was for 606,-
000 acres of swamp land, of which
240,000 had been transferred and 366,000
acres remained available as soon as
the road should be built.

There was no opposition to the bill
declaring the forfeiture, but Judge
Hicks opposed the plan which was pro-
posed by Mr. Jacobson in the second
hill, H. F. 671, which provides for the
establishement of a committee of mem-
bers of the senate and house of repre-
sentatives, with power to sit after ad-
journment of the present session of
the legislature and during recess there-
of, to investigate whether the state is
entitled to lands located within this
| state, now claimed adversely thereto by
any party or parties, and with powers
to cause to be commenced and prose-
cuted such judicial proceedings as may
be proper to establish the state’s claim
to such real property, or to remove
any clouds now resting upon the state’s
title thereto, and appropriating moneys
to carry out such investigation and ju-
dicial proceedings.

Mr. Douglas explained that the sec-
ond bill was not under consideration
until the first one had been disposed of.
Judge Hicks had insisted that the legal
proceedings should be brought by the
attorney general,whose recent action in
preventing the consolidation of the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
roads were the best guaranty not only
of his ability, but his courage. He also
suggested that the second bill looked
like a “back salary grab.” To both
of these objections Mr. Dougles replied
that the second bill was predicated
upon the theory that the attorney gen-
eral was too busy with his regular
work, not that he was not fitted or in
any way disqualified for the task.

Mr. Jacobson also went into a further
' explanation along this line, and then
H. F. 670 was passed by a vote of 90
to 0. Upon the suggestion of Mr. Sta-
ples, the consideration of H. F. 671 was
put over until twenty-four hours after
the report of the Mountain Iron in-
vestigating committee shall have been
heard, as this bill contemplates action
not only upon the Duluth & Irqn
Range forfeiture, but the Mountain
Iron and other similar land grant and
land title cases.

Several Bills Passed the Committee
of the Whoele.

But little was accomplished at the evening
session last night. Mr. Dunn, of Ramsey,
was in the chair.and the house went into the
committee of the whole for the conslderation
of general orders.

The Wyman bill providing that primary
elections shall be held at the same hour ail
through any county was recommended for
passage with out comment. The Kelley meas-
ure relating to the payment of state fees
of corporations was likewise favorably acted
upon. Mr. Boutwell’s bill requiring that a
saloon located within 160 rods of an incor-
porated village shall pay half its license to
that village provoked some opposition. The
bill was drawn to cover the case of a saloon
just across a small river in Stearns county
from the village of Clearwater in Wright
county. Mr. Hayter, of Stearns, naturally op-
posed the bill, but when ' the matter was
made plain the committee thought Wright
county and its village should derive some
revenue from a saloon it practically support-
ed and recommended the bill to go on the
calendar.

Mr. Cray made a strong fight for the estab-
lishment of day scheools for the deaf in inde-
pendent school districts. These schools were
better able to give instruction to deaf chil-
dren than were the schoels which took af-
flicted persons away frgm their homes. Mr.
Laybourn, partly eaking’ for Mr. Laing,

Milligan
was not present and Mr. Munger and Chair-
man Abbott, of the committee on claims,
made an effort to persuade the committee
that the claim was a just and fair one, but
the committee would have none of it, and re-
ported progress on the matter. The second
case was that of Mrs. Lambert, the widow
of a man who died recently from injuries said
to have been received from a fall from his
horse while on duty in connection with the
attack on Fort Ridgely.

There was division of opinion here, but
after a lengthy consideration of the bill it was
discovered not to be drawn to accomplish t¥e
desired result, even if psased, and it was
sent back to the author for revision. By a
systematic explanation tho Johns bill, car-
rying an appropriation of $3,000 for John Dil-
lery, who was badly kicked by a horse.
which, with a number of others, he was tak-
ing to state camp at Lake City some seven
years ago, was recommended for passage. The
bill was up at the last sesslon, some of the
old members knew of it and thought it was
a valid claim. As an example of what the
committee means to do in the future in
cases where members having bills on gen-
eral orders are not present when they come
up. the MeGrath bill relating to the publiza-
tion of tax lists was fatally tabbed with
the mark of indefinite postponement.

STOCKWELL DIDN'T LIKE IT.

Report of Soldiers’ Home Committee
Too Much for Him.

The house spent a good half-day on the
soldlers’ home scandal in the afternoon ses-
sion. Ths fight came up between the two
Hennepin members who have really been
the champions of the opposite sides, Judge
Hicks and Mr. Stockwell. The report was
read as published in the G1o b e yesterday,
and it was commented upon briefly by Judge
Hicks by way of explanation. Mr. Jacobson
criticised the action of the committee in
giving out its report for publication before
it was presented to the house.

Mr. Stockwell attacked the report of the
committee. He acknowledged that he had
made a mistake in beginning such an un-
equal contest, and quoting one of Mark
Twain's stories, said that if another man
were to engage in the same kind of under-
taking, he might admire his pluck, but
deprecate his judgment. He insisted that he
was not supported by the committee as hs
should have been; that Judge Hicks acted
more like the attorney and defender of the
board of trustees than an earnest seeker for
the facts. He charged these ‘‘alleged friends™
of the old soldiers with shedding crocodile
tears while they talk about the old soldiers;
but, instead of sympathy, they got the boot
whenever they get into any trouble with the
commandant or the board of trustees.

Mr. Stockwell complained about the alleged |
mismanagement of the mess, saying that a |
great deal of good food was spoiled and |
thrown into the river. Touching upon the
cost of clothing and its character, he in-
sisted that the clothing had been no nearer
a sheep's back than an Alabama cotten plan-

Mr. Stockwell said that he considered all
the officers connected with the home and the
trustees honorable gentlemen, except the com-
mandant, whom he accused of having been |
drunk.

$600 each, and other smaller sums, whereas
the commandant and one man could do all
the work. This charge he had not made to
the committee, so no testimony was en
upon it.

Judge Hicks reviewed the remarks of Mr.
Stockwell at considerable length, scoring him
mercilessly for his reckless remarks and
charges. Mr. Stockwell replied until the house
was almost deserted, and when the vote
was taken on the adoption of the report, but
nine members voted in the negative—Messrs.
Stockwell, Davies, Emerson, Foell, Gilbert-
son, Lee, Lellman, Pederson and Poetz.

RAMSEY AGAINST IT.

Majority of Delegation Opposed to
Ozmun Bill.

The Ramsey, Hennepin and St. Louls county
delegations met for over an hour during the
noon recess to consider the tri-city civil ser-
vice bill, which has been prepared as a sub-
stitute for the Ozmun bill for the regulation
of the police, fire and waterworks departments
of the cities of St. Paul, Minneapolis and Du-
luth. Representative Johns ded and Rep-
resentative Coe, of Hennepin, acted as sec-
retary and read the biil

The bill was amended in several particulars,

operation of law the heads of these three
departments; also the rules of the
commission to the approval of the
mayor, except in case of his fallure to

approve them then a unanimous vote of the
commission may establish the rules, not-
withstanding such failure to approve; also
providing that removals may be made in case
of a failure of persons in the city’s service
to pay their current living expense bills; also
striking out the provisions that the board
be authorized to make examinations for other
departments of the city when requested so to
do by ordinance. Mr. Lloyd moved to strike
out the police department from the bill,
which was lost by a large vote.

Those who voted for the bill were Senators
Ozmun and Stevens, Representatives Dunn
and Scott.

Those against were Representatives Barta,
McDonald, Johns, Lloyd, Dallimore and
Snodgrass. Representative McGill was pres-
eni. but went out before the bill reached the
vote.

The Hennepin delegation voting for the bill
were: Senator Potter, Representatives Sny-
der, Lovejoy, Stockwell, Meyers, Cray, Coe
and Hicks. Those against were: Representa-
tives Dahl, Dale, Davies, Smith, Lillman,
Foell. The other Hennepin members, except-
ing Mr. Cunningham, who declined to vote
because he resides outside of the city, were
not present.

Of the Duluth delegation both Mr. Schmidt
and Mr. Laybourn voted for the bill.

The bili was recommended for passage, but
no sooner was this action taken than the
St. Paul members started a move to present a
minority report. They claim they have a ma-
jority of the house members against the bill,
and it is admitted even by the friends of the
bill that it has no easy road to travel.

At the conclusion of the night session of the
house last night Chairman Henry Johns, of
the Ramsey, Hennepin and St. Louis delega-
tions, made to the house the report agreed
upon at noon in favor of the passage of the
bill.

WANTS SOME OF IT BACK,

Twin City Jockey Club Expenditure
at Falr Grounds.

The Dallimore bill (H. F. 983) to create a
commission to appraise the value of and set-
tle the title to buildings and property at the
state fair grounds at Hamline, was taken up
yesterday for comsideration by the house com-
mittee on appropriations. This measure was
introduced for the relief of the Twin - City
Jockey club, the officers of which, in 1892,
entered into a twenty-year lease with the
state falr assoclation.

The jockey club was to put in a grand
stand and other track and field improvements
to call for an outlay of not less than $30,000,
in return for which they were to have the
use of the grounds for a fixed time each year
during the life of the lease. The repeal of
the pool law, which the jockey club felt would
be allowed to stand, Inasmuch as the state
fair association sold pools for its annual meet-
ings, made it impossible for the jockey club
to secure the attendance of the running horse
owners and hold successful meetings. They
wera, there.cre, abandoned and the c'ub now
seeks te recover a part of the money invostad,

In the Lelief .that it could make iiself
whole on future meetings, the jockey club
the sum

named in the lease, and for whl>n a bteond

| was accepted by the state fair people. the

sum of $68,000 was laid out, with the result
that Minnesota has one of tha best race
tracks and grand stands In any falr ground
in this country.

Frank Shaw, secretary of the jockey club,
and Dr. Daliimore, the author of the bill,
appeared before the committee yesterdav. Mr.
Shaw stated that the amount askel for was*
set at the amount which the club had agreed
to expend, and that the club thought the leg-
islature shouid consider it but fair to make
the -club good for property which had to all
intents and purposes been confiscated by the
laws of the state, .

The members of the committee discussed
the case at some length, but it was decided
that Gov. Clough, president of the State Fair
assoclation at the time the lease referred to
was signed, might well be seen regarding the
matter, and no action will be takenm until
after that. It is believed the house will act
favorably on the matter if tha rights of the
jockey club. to the amount asked for are
shown to be reasonable and equitable.

FISH AND GAME LEGISLATION.

Suggestion From Wisconsin for Unf-
form Laws.

Gov. Clough sent to the house a copy of
& joint resolution adopted by the legislature
of Wisconsin and transmitted by Gov. Scho-
fleld, looking toward the appointment of:a
committee to act In conjunction with the
state fish commissions and state fish and game
wardens to secure uniform legislation on the
subject of fish and game for the states of
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Michigan and Illinols.
The plan outlined is to have one senator and
two representatives from each state and re-
port to the legislature two years hence.

LIQUOR LICENSE FEES,

Bills Directing What Shall Become
of Them.

The question whether liquor license fees shall
be divided between the county treasury and
that of the villages and citles was settled
tentatively in favor of the county treasury.
Two bills for this purpose were reported by
the committee on temperance for indeflnite
postponement. Cne, by Mr. Feig (H. F. 315),
took 25 per cent of the fees in villages and the
other (H. F. 825), by Mr. Lee, to take 50 per
cent of the fees In cities. The city members
first voted, against the protest of the villag-
ers, for the Felg bill, and in turn the village
members put the bill regarding the citles on
general orders, but both bills are likely to
be defeated on final passage.
