LLONDON, April 2—The annual field
and track games between “teams rep-

resenting the universities of Oxford
and Cambridge took place today at
the Queen’s club grounds. The 100-

yard dash was a dead heat between C.
T. Thomas, of Jesus college, Oxford,
‘and F. L. Carter, of Caius college,
Cambridge; G. Jordan, University col-
Jeze, Oxford, was thjrd, ten inches be-
hind the leaders. W. H. Pilkington,
Trinity college, Cambridge, was last.
Time, 10 1-5 seconds. Every one ex-
pected Jordan to win, He led until ten
Yards from home, when, to the surprise
of all, Thomas and Carter came to the
frent with a splendid burst and finished
together. Garnier cleared the hurdles
beautifully and won easily in that
event.  Five yards separated Maun-
drell, the second man,and W. G. Paget-
Tomlinson, Cambridge, who was third.

The mile run was interesting. Dav-
idson, Cambridge, led nearly to the
half mile, and then gave up. A pretty
race between Hilliard, Oxford, and
Howard, Cambridge, followed, and
ended by Hilliard being pumped and
falling out. Then Deaken, Oxford,
gave up, and Howard, Cambridge,
ppurted gamely to the finish and won.
Graham, Cambridge, finished fifteen
yards behind Dawson, Oxford, who was
gecond,

Great Interest was taken in the high
Jump, and it was soon seen that the
Jumping of Cambridge was less game
than that of Oxford. Wimbush, Cam-
‘bridge, retired early, and Cholmley,
Cambridge, kuocked the post over.
Adair, Oxford, retired, and Cholmley
nade great efforts to beat Kir-
iew, but found it difficult to clear
Ilve feet eight inches, both light-
y touching the bar. The result was a
ie between Kirliew,Oxford,and Cholm-
ley, Cambridge.

Interest in the quarter ecentered
mainly in it belng the second meeting
(between Jordan, Oxford, and Carter,
Cambridge, after the exciting finish in
fghe 100 yard dash. Carter got the start
in a grand race, followed by Fitzher-
‘bert, Cambridge; and Jordan. A hun-
dred yards from home Jordan rushed
10 the front in grand style amid ex-
cited Oxford yells. Carter was unable
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to stand the pace, and finished three
Yyards behind Fitzherbert, who was sec-
ona

The final event, the three-mile run,
was the most exciting of the day.
J.owe, Cambridge, jumped to the front,

OXFORD-CAMBRIDGE RACE,

An American Will Row in Each of
the Boats,

LONDON, April 2.—There should be an
unusual amount of interest in tomorrow's
Oxford-Cambridge race throughout the Unit-
ed States, for it is the first time that an
American has rowed in each boat. J. J. De
Knopp, of New college, Oxford, and Albany,
N. Y., rows bow for his university, and B.
H. Howell, of Trinity hall and New York
city, is No. 4 in the Cambridge erew. There
are several individual flaws throughout the
Oxford boat which cannot be found in the
Cambridge crew, but there is something that
more than counter-balances them all, and
that is a long, sweeping swing that means a
steady, strong beginning and that is rapidly
developnig a pace above the ordinary in shov-
ing their craft through the water. ‘What
that pace is was demonstrated by their won-
derful trial two weeks agc when they finished
in the record time of 18 minutes 30 seconds.
This has never been beaten under any cir-
cumstances over the full distance. of more
than four miles and a quarter. The near-
est approach to it was done by Oxford when
she won the race two years ago, and though
a strong tlde ran beneath and a strong wind
blew behind, the merit of the performance
is very great.

DISTINCTIONS TOO VAGUE,

Why an Insurance Man Objecis to
Senate File No. 428,

To the Editor of the Globe.

Objections to assessment bill, Senate File
No. 428 (substitute for S. F7 149)—First, the
bill makes the great midtake of not making
a clean cut distinction betwéen the sections
governing life and those’ governing aceident
business. Section 4 of this bill provides that
every policy issued shall specify the amount
of the indemnity to be paid, which sum shall
not be.larger than the amount of one assess-
ment upon the entire “membership. This
might not-be a hardshin to a life ecompany,
where every policy is supposed to become a
claim.if kept in force;
company the death claim is a very remote
one, and in a company doing only- a preferred
business, might not happen for several years.
At any rate,-at the end of each year, like
with the fire policy, the company and the as-
sured are square. - The whole theory of as-
sessment accident insurance is to allow the
amount not needed to pay losses.to remain in
the pockets of the assured, where it is more
safe than put up and invested in uncertain
stocks. The wisdom of this has been demon-
strated over and over during these hard
times; hence the increasing demand for this
kind of insurance. This is only one of the
objections to the many sections of the biil
To quote one of the objections to the many
sections of the bill. To quote from another:

“The assessment insurance is essentially
the pcor man's insurance; but for it the aver-
age man would go uninsured. The interests
of assessment companies are so diametrically
opposed to old line insurance that I presume
assessment companies will never be free from
their opposition. What I object to is fore-
ing the assessment companies which, con-
trary to the general belief, represent a very
much larger interest in this country than the
old liners, to train under their banners, or to
be forced to operate under laws they have
drawn which are calculated to disrupt assess-
ment insurance. It has been the aim of the
managers of the old line companies—and their
influence has been almost irresistible, as they
are backed by endless wealth, literally hun-
dreds of millions being behind them—to se-
cure the appointment of insurance commis-
sioners throughout the eountry who would
be subservient to their interest, and they have
usually been successful, -although I am free
to say that there are many neble exceptions.”
