Knute Nelson
Defends His

BANKRUPTCY BILL.
Pending Torrey Law Criti-

cised as Unduly Harsh in
Its Terms.

MORGAN'S THIRD DAY.

More Cuban Talk by the
Honorable Gentleman

from Alabama.

WASHINGTON, April B.—The senate
today heard Mr. Morgan, of Alabama,
for the third successive day, on his
resolution declarig that a state of war
exists in Cuba. He was severely crit-
ical of Spain's methods against Amer-
ican prisoners, and went over In de-
tail the circumstances ln the Compet-
itor case. Mr. Morgan said he would
close his speech at the next meeting

of the senate, when he would present
a letter from one of the Cuban officials
of the Eastern province of the island,
showing the complete civil system of
government now maintained by the Cu-
bans.

Mr. Nelson, of Minnesota, spoke for
two hours on the bankrupcty bill, op-
posing the pending Torrey bill as ex-
cessively harsh and designed as a col-

lection agency for large creditors and
urging his substitute as a measure
drafted ln the interest of thousands of
poor debtors struggling to get on their
feet.

Mr. Chandler offered a resolution,

which was agreed to, as follows:
Resolved, That the committee on interstate

commerce be directed to investigate the pay-
ments made or agreed to be made by the
interstate commerce commission for attor-
neys' fees and also to inquire whether in any
cases the attorneys of the commission have
also been employed by railroad companies in
similar cases, and further, whether any addi-
tional authority from congress is required
for the employment of counsel In any pending
proceedings which have been instituted by
or on motion of the commission.

The resolution of Mr. EJarle (Dem.,

S. D.) for the reorganization of senate
committees went over, Mr. Chandler,
presenting an amendment to be urged
when the resolution ls taken up. The
amendment provides that on Tuesday,
April 20, at 2 p. m., the senate will
proceed to appoint its committee.

In resuming his speech on the reso-
lution declaring- that a state of war
exists In Cuba, Mr. Morgan reverted
to the statement of Mr. Hale yesterday
that the number of American prison-
ers in Spanish prisons was reduced to
twelve. In sarcastic tones Mr. Morgan
said that such releases as had occurred
were the result of application by our
government, and perhaps it would be
appropriate to adopt a vote of thanks
to Spain for not slaying these pris-
oners.

Mr. Morgan, continuing, spoke of the
Competitor expedition. He reviewed
the circumstances of the case

—
the de-

parture of the little schooner, prob-
ably with the purpose of carrying aid
to the insurgents. In particular, the
senator took up the case of young
Owen Melton, one of the Competitor
prisoners, and followed the progress of
his trial and his Imprisonment incom-
municado ln the Spanish dungeons.
Mr. Morgan declared that it was a long
course of violation of treaty rights and
of ordinary methods of judicial proced-
UTe. "Young Melton," said he, "is held
today in a loathsome dungeon, not be-
cause guilt has been established
against him, but because he is a young
American boy." The evidence of such
Spanish cruelty came to the senate
from unimpeachable sources. It was,
declared the senator, a. record of horror
unmentionable to decent and civilized
ears. It could not even be described
on the floors of the senate without
shocking all present and driving peo-
ple from the galleries to the outer cor-
ridors.

Mr. Morgan read from the laws and
treaties to show the unjustifiable char-
acter of Melton's imprisonment. Then
the senator exclaimed with great vehe-
mence: "Whether there are seventy-
four prisoners in Cuba, or 74,000, or
whether it is one. in the person of
Owen Melton, this Arkansas youth, trie
flag of the United States, if it re-
fuses to shelter him, is a disgraced
rag."

Mr. Morgan gave way at 2 o'olock to
the bankruptcy bill, stating that he
would conclude his speech at the next
meeting of the senate.

Mr. Nelson (Rep., Minn.) addressed
the senate on the bankrupty bill. He
said there was no public demand for
the drastic collection machinery pro-
vided by the Torrey act. When themeasure came up, the other day. he
received a shower of telegrams favor-
ing it, evidently inspired by Interestedparties in Washington. But the men
who wanted a harsh collection system,
who loaned money and clipped coupons!
should not be aided by a bankruptcy
bill. Itwas the honest debtor who wasstruggling to get on his feet.

Mr. Nelson criticised the Torrey bill
in detail, saying it was vicious' and
complicated, providing fifteen distinct
causes for bankruptcy. The bill also
created thirty-four criminal offenses,
with severe penalties. This was a most
inopportune time, he added, to build up
a great criminal code against the poor
debtors of the country. Instead of that

Iany bankrupt law provided by congress
| should lift up the poor debtor, place
| him on "*V feet and say Godspeed.
IThere was, he said, no limit to fees

the attorneys might charge under the
bill. This was one of the crying evils
of the law of1876. under which so many
attorneys made fortunes. So also was
the rule of preferences under the Tor-
rey bill hard and unreasonable.

Mr. Nelson then discussed the main
features of his substitute bill. He said
that this bill was in the main a volun-
tary bankruptcy bill, and that it was
based upon the George bill, differing
only from that measure in that it re-
quired no preliminary assignment, and
that Itprovided for uniformity in the
matter of fees. The purpose of the
substitute was to make the proceed-
ings simple and inexpensive, limiting
bankruptcy to a few causes and leav-
ing creditors in all other cases to the
state laws. There was no demand out-
side of a few jobbers and wholesalers
In favor of the excessive Torrey bill.

In the Northwest the hard times had
nearly shipwrecked many worthy busi-
ness men. They were loaded with
debt, and It was to the Interest of
that whole section and the country to
give* them a law to put them on their
feet, net to strangle them by a harsh i

engine of collection. Next to the tariff
bill, Mr. Nelson said, he regarded a
conservative bankruptcy bill, designed
to help debtors, as the subject of chier
Importance before congress. He hoped
congress would not adjourn before
passing some bankruptcy bill. He
even said he would be willingto take
the harsh Torrey bill rather than see
all legislation fail.

Mr. Hoar defended the Torrey bill
against Mr. Nelson's charges of harsh-
ness. He said 500,000 debtors were
awaiting the relief of this humane bill.
The Nelson substitute Mr. Hoar re-
garded as impracticable. Mr. Lindsay,
of Kentucky, gave notice of a speech
at the next session In'answer to crit-
icisms of the committee bill.

Mr. Thurston (Rep., Neb.) gave no-
tice that on Tuesday next he would
address the senate on the subject of
the Pacific railroad debts settlement.
At 4:45 p. m. the senate adjourned un-
til Monday.

CRETANS PREPARING
To Fire on Europe.

LONDON, April B.—The Times will
print tomorrow the following dispatch
from the Canea correspondent: The
Cretans are now massing around Kls-
samo. They have mounted four guns

and intend to attack the fort, which ls
held by 150 Turks. Yesterday they
wrote to the captain of the Austrian
warship anchored in the bay, declar-
ing that, as the action of the Interna-
tional fleet had hitherto been hostile
to them, they would repel forcibly any
attempt of the warships to interfere
with their designs at Kissamo. It is
expected, therefore, that the Cretans
will direct their guns upon the war-
ships, if the latter open fire.

The Rome correspondent of the Daily
News learns that the powers will begin

the blockade of Greece simultaneously

with a new proclamation of the Cre-
tans. Everything indicates that Greece
is determined to resist.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April B.—An
extraordinary council of ministers of
the empire was held at the palace to-
day, it is understood that, as a result
of it, the Turkish government wii? re-
inforce the troops at Salonica with
thirty-two battalions of Redifs from
Anatolia, making a total of 33,000.

PARIS, April B.—A dispatch from
Constantinople to the Temps says the
proposal to leave the choice of a gov-
ernor of the island of Crete to the pro-
posed Cretan assembly has been accept-
ed by four of the powers; but, It is
added, Germany and Austria still op-
pose the proposition.

CAPE TOWN, April S.--A dispatch
from Vryburg says that In an encoun-
ter with the Beehuanaland insurgents
on Tuesday, near Kurumm, the Cape
volunteers lost five men kliied and had
six men wounded. A later dispatch
from Vryburg says that the volunteers
have captured and burned the insur-
gents' stronghold at Ganssope. Lieut.
Harris was among the killed.

Canea, April B.—The Mussulmans of
Sitla are suffering from want of water,
the wells of the town not sufficing to
supply their needs, and the insurgents
driving them back whenever they at-
tempt to obtain water outside of the
town, in spite of the protection afford-
ed by the foreign warship ln Sitia Bay.

The foreign admira's have sent a
warship Kissamo, with instructions
to assist the Turks in evacuating that
place, the latter having declared it
to be Impossible to resist the insur-
gents. The fire which broke out yes-
terday near *he cathedral in Candia
destroyed the residence of the bishop.
The Greek quarter was saved by tbe
Italian marines, who demolished a
number of buildings in order to check
the progress of the conflagration.

Considerable uproar
attended the Interpellation of the gov-
ernment by Signor Imbriani, the Social
leader, ln the camber of deputies to-
day, who referred to the "odious policy
of leading free Italy to commit incon-
ceivable acts of violence against Greece
and to trample upon the laws of na-
tions." Continuing, Signor Imbriani
asserted that Italy was playing the role
of a vassal to the Dreibund, and he
eulogized the conduct of Greece. In
so doing, the Socialist deputy vigor-
ously attacked the acts of Italy and
the concert of the powers for which he
was frequently called to order by the
president of the chamber and was loud-
ly cheered by his followers.

MR. DUNCAN EATEX.

Tale of Cannibalism Prom the New
Hebrides Mnniis.

VICTORIA,B. C, April B.—Australian ad-
vices state that S. Duncan, a white trader,
who reached Sydney from South Africa last
year, met his death in a very painful way
while trading with natives of New Hebrides.
He was tied up to a tree for three days, being
kept alive and forcibly stuffed with food.
He was then cut down, killed and eaten, wom-
en even joining joyfully in the cannibalistic
feast. There was a great assemblage from
the various groups of islanders. Duncan, it
appears, was a single man, about thirty-two
years of age. He was a peaceable man. and
his friends at Sydney say he would not draw
his revolver on any account. From those
who know the New Hebrides, has been col-
lected the Information that the natives are
very treacherous, they having on several oc-
casions dealt murderously with European ves-
sels.

LIVES LOST.
Knoxville's
Fire Fatal.

DEATH LIST IS FIVE.

Blaze Was One of the Worst
the South Has Ever

Known.

IT EXCEEDS A MILLION.

Property Destruction Will
Not Fall Below the Seven

Figure Limit.

KNOXVILLE,Term., April B.—Never
before in the history of Knoxville has
the city suffered such a loss, both of
life and property, by fire as it did to-
day. The very heart of the city, in-
cluding some of the largest whole-
sale and retail business houses tn the
South, was destroyed. The loss is va-
riously estimated at from $1,000,000 to
$1,500,000, with about 60 per cent of in-
surance. The fire was discovered about
4 o'clock a. m. in the wholesale grocery
store of the McNulty Grocery compa-
ny, by a porter of the Knox hotel,
which adjoins the grocery. A general j
alarm was turned in. and all the local
fire companies were soon on thee scene.
Their efforts proved futile, however,
and the flames spread rapidly.

The loss of life is uncertain, as the
Knox hotel register on which fifty-six
names were written, was burned. The
proprietor of the hotel says that he
had five or six guests who have not
put inan appearance. ,A. E. Weeks, of
Locke, N. V., drummer for a Roches-
ter stamping company, ls known to
have perished In the flames. R. W.
Hopkins, a St. Louis drummer, was
last seen in the burning building in a
suffocating condition.

The last man to leave the burning
hotel says that he is positive that Aye
or six persons were burned. He ran
over three of four men in the hall-
ways, who were suffocated.

a thrilling story of his escape. He i
started out with only his night shirt I
on and had that torn off before he I
reached the street. His roommate, W.
A. Tabor, was more fortunate, having
saved two shirts. The T. P. A. mem-
bers of the local posts took care of ail
the drummers, buying some suits out
and out. W. H. Mitchell, of Abingdon,
Va., jumped from the burning building
to the bank building. U. I. Johnson, a |
railroad baggage master, came down j
frcm the fifth story, hand over hand. I
on the waterpipes, before the fire
engines arrived. Only one of the guests
saved any of his effects.

When the firemen thought ail the in-
mates of the hotel had escaped a wom-
an with an infant in her arms rushed
to a rear window and screamed for
help. A net was quickly stretched and
the woman asked to drop the child out,
but as the smoke almost choked her,
she told them if one had to die both
would die. The woman was finally
rescued by the firemen.

From the hotel building, which is
five stories high, the fire spread east
and west. A stiff wind made the
flames very ugly and the fire depart-
ment was inadequate. In the whole-
sale hardware house of W. W. Wood-
ruff & Co. a dynamite explosion occur-
red, and scores of people were hurt by
flying bricks and glass. It became
necessary, at last, to have the walls of
one building blown down by cannon to
stop the mad career of the fire. A
mountain howitzer, of the Knoxville
Legion, was called into play, and a
load of canister did the work, at the
same time tearing up some residences

! in a different part of the city.
The city authorities, realizing that

the fire department was unable to con-
quer the flames, telegraphed to Chatta-
nrcga for assistance.' An engine was
put on a flat car and started the run of
111 miles, which was made by Engineer
Robertson in 119 minutes, breaking the
record. When the engine arrived here
the fire was about under control, yet
the Chattanooga boys did some good
work.

A large force of m*n Is at work to-
night clearing away the debris and
searching for bodies. The street car
lines are completely tied up, and all the
electric companies have suffered. One
Knoxville architect received orders to-
day for plans for eleven buildings to
take the places of the ones burned.

MR. BRYANINJURED.
Platform Caved In.

ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla., April B.—
Hon. W. J. Bryan was injured here
this afternoon by $he caving-m of
the piazza from which he was speak-
ing.

At 8:30 he' ad-
dressed fully 3,000 persons from the
piazza of the San Marco hoteL At t)>«

close of his speech hundreds of people
flocked about ham, and so great was
the strain that one section of the piazza
forty feet square fell through.

WANT AT THE DOOR
Of Flood Sufferers.

GREENVILLE, Miss., April B.—The
condition of affairs in this section of
Mississippi continues serious. Want is
today at the door of many. The Yazoo
delta embraces ten counties.with a pop-
ulation of nearly 400,000, the greater
percentage of whom are laborers who
depend for bread on rations issued
weekly by the planters and local mer-
chants. The planter and merchant, in
turn, secure advancements from money
centers on their paper, based on the
growing crops, after having carried the
laborer until the crops have been plant-

ed. The inundation occasions a with-
holding of credit from the country,
thus cutting its most vital cord.

The promptness with which the fed-
eral government has Interested itself
in the condition of the inhabitants of
the inundated districts has brought a
strong ray of hope into a most gloomy

situation. The secretary of war has
kept himself in telegraphic communi-
cation with the governor of Mississippi,
seeking information concerning the
needs of the flooded districts. Gov.
McLaurin, in turn, has kept in tele-
graphic communication with the repre-
sentative men of the delta, and yester-
day he was advised that assistance was
needed. Today's adt ices give a more
extended report of the prevailing con-
dition. Many of the leading planters
and business men of the section held
council and sent the following dispatch

to the governor, which was by him
sent to Gen. Alger, secretary of war.

Further Investigation into the effect of the
overflow shows that Washington county ls
practically entirely overflowed. The popula-
tion of the county is about 50,000. The means
of all of them are about exhausted and their
credit destroyed by the overflow. Thirty
days will probably elapse before It can be de-
termined whether a crop can be made. If
none can be made, the destitution will be
Incalculable. In the meantime we must ap-
peal to the government for aid, during this
period of waiting, in caring for these people.
Only actual necessities are de*lired, and
Buch supplies can be distributed without
waste through the government forces stationed
at this point. We estimate It will require
not less than $135,000 worth of supplies for
this purpose during the ensuing thirty days
and we earnestly request your aid in securing
it.

REFCGEiEIS AT ROSED ALE.

Poverty-Stricken Band of Sufferers
on Hand for Aid.

MEMPHIS. Term., April B.—Telegrams re-
ceived tonight from the flood area of the
Mississippi delta report the situation un-
changed. A heavy rain, accompanied by a
strong northwest wind, has pievailed all the
afternoon. Information from the Flower lake
crevasse says the break Is 1,700 feet wide.
The town of Lulu ls entirely shut out, except
by telegraph. Today was ration day for the
destitute refugees at Rosedale, and a more
poverty-stricken band of negroes than those
gathered at the place of distribution would
be hard to picture. Only those who were
known to be actually in need were supplied.
The news had become current among the
negroes that ths government had sent ra-
tions, and many who were yet able to take
care of themselves were grievously disap-
pointed at not finding their names on the
relief roll.

At Helena tiie river has fallen -two&et.and
eleven inches since the levee gave way on
Sunday. The back water in the southern
part of the city is at a stand. Many flood
refugees are being taken to Helena, and the
number in that city will now probably reach
3,000. The relief committee is doing good
work. The river is falling at all points be-
tween Cairo and Helena.

Waters Catherine; Rniddly About the
Town of tlnrkMdnlc.

WASHINGTON1,April 8.-The following re-
ports have been received tocay from the
weather bureau officials in charge of river
districts:

St. Louis—Little change from St. Louis
north for a day or two.

Al^iEtt ACTS PROMPTLY

In Affording Relief to the Missis-
sippi Flc<od Sufferer*.

WASHINGTON, Aptl B.—Secretary Alger is
pushing forward the work of relief for the
flood sufferers, and within a few days the dis-
bursement of the rations, provided for by con-
gress, will begin. Today the secretary was
in consultation with Col. Gillespie, president
of the Mississippi river commission, who was
summoned here by telegraph by the secre-
tary for the purpose of consultation. Col.
Gillespie has Just returned from a tour of
inspection along the flooded district of the j
Mississippi and was therefore able to glre j
the secretary a fair idea of the needs of I
the situation.
Itis felt by the englv.ee- officers that with

the appropriation of J2CC,OOO already placed at !
their disposal by congress they will be able j
to restore the broken levees and get the river I
banks into normal shape, wherever they are !
protected by the levees constructed by tho
national government, and are not Btate works.
Already Capt. Fitch at Memphis has been
ordered to draw upon the appropriation to
the extent of $20,000 for the repairs neces-
sary in his district, which lies up the river
from Memphis.

LEVEE BREAKS.

Situation in the St. Francis Bavin
Summarized.

MEMPHIS, Term., April B.—Breaks in St.
Francis levee are: Carutherville, Mo., 3,000
feet wide; Just above Arkansas and Missouri
state line, two breaks, each 1,000 feet wide;
between Osceola and Nodena, Ark., seventeen
breaks, aggregating a width of a mile. This
basin practically overflowed from Oayoso, Mo.,
to mouth of St. Francis river, for twenty to
twenty-five miles back. Overflowed area es-
timated at 2,500 square miles. Breaks in
White river levees are: Three miles below
Helena. Ark., 800 feet wide; five miles be-
low, 1,000 feet wide; fourteen miles below,
300 feet wide; below Moroc, Ark., and foot
of Island 64 are six breaks, the lower being
three- quarters of a mile wide; between Knowl-
ton. Ark., and two miles above are three
breaks, aggregating 2,000 feet; Laconla levee
broken, inundating Laconla circle. The over-
flowed area of the White river basin is es-
timated at 500 square miles. In the upper
Yazoo district there la one break opposite the
mouth of BL Francis river, about SOO feet
wide.
