CHICAGO, April 8.—All the graln and pro-
vislon markets were firm today, olosing as
& rule at substantial advances. The strength
was largely the result of a natural reaction
from yesterday’s slump, although the sta-
tistical news was generally favorable. May
wheat closed 1%c higher; corn, 3%c higher
and oats 14 @3c higher. Provisions advanced
2% @6c.

Yesterday's decline In wheat appeared to
have brought out all that was for sale below
66c, and buyers had to pay something over the
figures mentioned, both for May and July
deliveries, during the greater part of the
day's seseion. Whatever reason may be glv-
en as the cause which induced shorts to
cover wheat previously sold, purchases of
that sort constituted nine-tenths of the buy-
ing done in the forenoon. The trading was
neither active, nor of large volume. May
opened from 66%c to 66%c, compared with yes-
terday’s closing price of 66%c, improved to
86%c and declined from that to 85%c. It
began to improve after touching the latter
Hgure and rose once more to 66lc. During
the remainder of the forenoon it roge and fell
within the extremes of 66%c and 66c, being
more Inclined toward the upper than the
lower edge of that range during the time
mentioned. Rumors of some country milling
demand for spring wheat was glven ax one
reason for the generally improved tone, which
rallled wheat, after its first drop from around
B6%c for May to 65%c. Liverpool, while

MINNEAPOLIS, April &—The local wheat
market opened this morning with considerable
show of strength, and for the first few min-
utes was both strong and active. The ad-
wvance, however, was of the soda water sort,
for on moderate offerings the market weak-
ened and soon lost the greater part of the
fdvance. The character of the market after
the bulge was decidedly irregular and nerv-
ous. It might be called a good scalping mar-
ket, but it would t1ke a very nimble operator
indeed, to come out whole. The news of the
day was mixed in character. Yesterday's
liquidation resulted in lots of unreasonable
trading. Many weak holders felt quite pan-
icky, and vied with each other in getting rid
of really desirable property at a sacrifice,
New York advised that 100,000 bu were taken
quite early this morning for May and June
shipment. Baltimore reported sales of 25,000
bu of red wheat, loading for New York mill-
ers; also advised of eight loads taken for ex-

port.

Regarding those flgures of Bradstreet’s, re-
ferred to yesterday, we have the following:
‘The Printing Telegraph News company, which
mm!or regular dally telegrams from Beer-

's for its own ticker service, had a let-
written over three
weeks ago, stating that they had discontinued
‘supplying Pradstreet's with weekly returms

of the changes in European and afloat stocks
of wheat and flour. From what source Brad-
street’s derived the information published
Wednesday morning of an Iincrease of 3,000,-
000 bu stocks in and afloat for Europe, no one
knows, but it must be made known before
the trade will receive it trustfully.

The market held around the opening
price for a time after the opening, and then,
under good buying, principally by shorts, ad-
vanced %c¢ more, making a gain from yester-
day'e close of over a cent. It looks as if
the break was over and with any new invest-
ment buying, a substantial advance will be
scored. The market is heavily oversold by
professional shorts. who will cover their lines
on slight provocation.

One hundred thousand bushels were re-
ported worked from New York for May ship-
ments to Liverpool, which helped to turn the
tide. The commodity iIs certainly worth the
present prices, and all the statistical news
as to supply of old wheat indicates higher
values, with a large crop of new wheat possi-
bility.

At these prices
buy wheat on every break, and if it declines
further after a purchase is made buy some
more.

INDUSTRIALS LEADERS IN ACTION.

One-Third of the Total Sales Marked
Off to the Credit of Sugar—
Bonds Firm.

NEW YORK, April 8.—There was an un-
mistakeable improvement in the tone of the
market for stocks today, over that which has
prevailed of late. The market was not act-
ive, but there was good buying in many
stocks, and the general list was firm, the
heavy liquidation in a number of stocks,
which has been a depressing influence, hav-
ing apparently come to an end for the pres-
ent. The general average price was higher
at the close than at last night's close. Ap-
parently no apprehension was caused by the
notification of the roads in the Joint Traffic
association by the interstate commerce com-
mission calling for information regarding
their contracts, agreements and rates. It was
rather felt that this would serve to bring
into line the roads which are not disposed to
maintain rates and thus serve the same pur-
pose in maintaining the association’s rates
as the Western roads seek in agreeing to in-
form the commission of any discrimination in
rates that may come to their knowledge. The
grangers held firm today, being favorably
affected by the recovery in the wheat mar-
ket. All showed gains which reached 1% in
the case of Burlington and 1 per cent in the
case of St. Paul. The Southwestern shares
did not share to the full in the general im-
provement in the railway properties. The
industrials and specialties must be looked to
for the main activity of the market. The
ccalers showed a recuperaung tendency. New
Jersey Central gained 1%.

Sugar was far in the lead in the market,
with a third of the total sales of the day on
the exchange to its credit. The aggregate of
Sugar sales numbered 60,000 shares. These
enormous transactions had no other visible
motive than the conflicing gossip of the
board room as to whether buyers and selle::s
did or did not act for inside interests in their
operations. There was a steady advance in
the price under this buying, reaching 2!3
points, to 1143; at the close. A large part
of this buying was said to be by short in-
terests, &nd it had its effect in raising prices
in the general list.

The shorts were also in evidence in Chicazo
Gas, in which the dealings were heavy, d:al-
ers who sold earlier in the week, on pro-
fessed alarm over the municipal election in
Chicago, seeking cover. Th= stock rose 1.
Local gas stocks were also prominent in the
day’'s improvements, and reflected the satis-
faction of holders with the bill passed _by
the senate at Albany for progressive reduction
in price of gas five cents a year to 3} a
thousand cubic feet. Consol.dated Gas gained
3 points and Brooklyn Union 23
was temporarily depressed cn a report of a
cut in the price for piug whacco by a com-
petitor, but inside support was forthcoming,
and the stock rallied to a net gain. Leather
preferred was also heavy at the start, but
later rose 13 with the general improvement.
Quite an active demand for the Gould shares
developed in the last hour of trading, and
Manhattan gained 115 and Western Union
13%ec. Standard Oil today touched 295 on re-
ports of an intended increase in the ecapital-
ization, Canadian Pacific shcwed an advance
of 2% and Pullman of a point. The closing
was strong and in nearly all cases at the
highest level of the day. E

The bond market developed a fair degree
of activity, but changes were unusually nar-
row, except in a few instances. The market
generally displayed firmness, but operations
were largely restricted to the speculative
liens. The sales were $1,087,000. Govern-
ment bonds ruled firm and showed an im-
proving tendency on purchases of $12,000.

SCHOOL. BONDS STOLEN.

New Compliceation in the Affalrs of
the Globe Savings Bank.

CHICAGO, April 8.—Developments today
have strengthened the belief that the affairs
of the Globe Savings bank, which closed its
doors last Monday, are in much worse shape
than the directors are willing to admit. In
addition to $140,000 in cash belonging to the
University of Illinois, which is tied up in
the suspended institution, endowment bonds
to the value of $400,000, also property of the
University of Iliinois, are missing. This
much is admitted by President McKay, of the
board of trustecs of the university. These
bonds were entrusted to President Spalding,
of the Globe Savings bank.

A secret session of the trustees was held
today to hear the report of a subcommittee
appointed yesterday to communicate with Mr.
Spaiding to secure some definite information
as to the cash funds entrusted to him as
treasurer of the board, and obtain assur-
ance, if possible, that the endowment bonds
in his keeping were safe. President Spalding
cannot be found, and no one outside of the
trustees appears to know where he is. Trustee
Armstrong said at the close of the meeting
that Mr. Spalding claimed to be very slck,
and had sent in a doctor’s certificate to that
effect. He had promised, however, to meet
the drectors next Tuesday and would then try
to settle.

This evening a list of bonds of counties and
school districts In Illinois was submitted to
Banker John Farson for purchase. The list
was in possession of a firm whose name is
withheld. According to the law, the uni-
versity Is allowed to purchase county and
school district bonds, and Mr. Farson, know-
ing of the disappearance of the university's
securities, expected them to be those listed.
He immediately submitted them to Trustee
James Armstrong, who gave it as his opinion
that the bonds were undoubtedly those miss-
ing from the securities of the univeristy. It
was explained to Mr. Farson that the bonds
were given as security on various notes, that
the latter had not been paid and that the
bonds were therefore offered for sale. As
Mr. Spalding is the absolute custodian of

i the university’s securities, it is not known
| how the bonds could ever have passed from

his hands without his knowledge and consent.

WHITEMAN MAKES A FIGHT.

W. A. Pinkerton Says the Man May
Free Himself.

CHICAGO, April 8.—Despite the conflicting
testimony in a bank swindling case in New
York, Willlam Pinkerton, of the Pinkerton
Detective agency, is strongly inclined to be-
lieve the evidence agalnst Alonzo J. White-
man.

On Whiteman's side are many reputable
citizens of Danville, N. Y., who aver that on

‘“Feb. 20 Dr. J. H. Willlams deposited a
check for $3,617 In the City National bank, of |
BErooklyn, telling the cashier of the Columbia |
bank that he was transferring his account.
Three days after ‘Williams’ cashed a check
on the Columbla bank for $580, the cashier
aft discovering that the paper was
worthless. Whiteman was arrested and iden-
tified by the president of the swindled bank.”
On the day that the check was cashed, Feb.
23, a preacher and a lawyer of repute in
Dansville say that Whiteman was in that
city, while another man thinks he remembers
that Whiteman left town that morning and
returned the same evening. The Pinkerton
Detective agency has a number of newspaper
clippings, letters, specimens of chirography,
etc., relating to the swindle.
“He Is a remarkable man,” said Mr. Pink-
erton, as he looked at a photograph of White_
man, taken by the San Francisco police
about thrge years ago. ‘‘Some years ago he
was a member of the Minnesota senate. Pol-
itics, however, caused him to lose his money;
he failed of re-election. He is one of the
ablest talkers in the country, and it would
not surprise me if he succeeded in freeing
himselt.” E
