The Judge Teo Late to See His

ASKS FOR A RECEIVER.

Trust Company Looking After Its
Property Rights.

The St. Paul Trust company has be-
gun an action against the trustees of
Macalester college to recover the sum
of 376,500 alleged to be due the plaintiff
on the bond issue of $100,000, dated
July 1, 1891, and payable July 1, 1896.
The trustees issuéd eighty bonds at
$:00 each, and forty bonds at $500 each,
to the St. Paul Trust company. To se-
cure these bonds, -the defendants gave

the plaintiff a trust deed or mortgage |

of certain real property.

The complaint ‘further alleges that
at and prior to the date, the bonds
were issued, Macalester college was in-
debted to various persons to the extent
of $125,000. In order to eventually clear
off this indebtednéss, the college trus-
tees, so the complaint alleges, obtained
subscriptions or ¢ontracts, for an
amount exceeding $125,000. These sub-
scriptions or contracts, were likewise
handed over to the St.sPaul Trust com-
pany as additionalisecurity of collateral
for the payment éf the‘ bonds. It was
urderstood, however, that the proceeds
of the subscriptions or contracts, if
enforced, were first to be applied to
the payment of the general indebted-
ness of the college.

The St. Paul Trust company asks to
be appointed receiver for the purpose
of collecting the subscription contracts
and to take the usual proceedings to
collect the judgment when rendered.

MAY DO IN PINE COUNTY,

But a Simple Warrant Will Not Do
in Ramsey.

They have a queer way of drawing war-
rants of arrest up in Pine county. One of
these processes, when submitted before Judge
Bunn yesterday afternoon,  furnished grounds
for the immediate discharge of the man ar-
rested by virtue of it.

resident of this city. The warrant was signed
by a justice of the peace of Pine county, and
was issved for the purpose of bringing Mr.
Swartz back to Pine county to answer to &
certain charge lodged against him by a man
named McKenzie. It evidently grew out of
some business transactions between the two.
The warrant set forth the charge in this
unique fashion:

R. McKenzie made complaint to me that O.
S. Swartz did misrepresent his business to
me and did defraud me out of $140, and did
represent that he was the Emigration asso-
ciation, and that he got a load of wood of
me for which he did not account. :

Constable Turcotte, of Sandstone, came
down to St. Paul with the warrant in his
pocket, and proceeded to enforce it. Mr.
Swartz no sooner found himself in custody
than he hired a lawyer and instituted habeas
corpus proceedings. The petition set forth
the charge upon which Swartz was arrested
with greater particularity than the warrant
After Swartz had been discharged, he said
he was willing to go up to Pine county, as
he had nothing to fear and could easily dis-
prove the charge brought against him by
McKenzie. Swartz added by way of explana-
tion that McKenzie and he had had a little
trouble, and that McKenzie had shot at him
three times, but had fortunately missed him
every time.

DOING LITTLE WORK.

Street Commlsilonern Are Question-
ed on the Subject.

The street commissioners having
charge of the 300 men and 80 teams
now engaged in cleaning the streets
were called before the board of public
works, yesterday, relative to the charge
that the men were not doing the proper
amount of work. The commissioners
claimed that the men, or a majority of
them, labored under the impression
that if they did too much work it
would result in there being less employ-
ment for other crews that followed.
the board of public works decided to
give the commissioners full power in
the matter and hereafter when any of
the men showed a disposition to shirk
the street commissioners were ordered
to discharge them at once.

One of the city officials in speaking
of the matter yesterday said the men
employed on the street force received
$1.50 per day, which was at least 20 per
cent more than was paid laborers by
other corporations. On this basis the
men should do a deal more work than
they did, but so far as he observed this
was not the case. Whether this was
due to the failure of the street commis-
sioners to exercise proper judgment in
outlining the work or the disposition
of the men to shirk he was not pre-
pared to say. One thing he was certatn
of, and that was the city was paying
too much money for the work done.

RECUPERATIVE POWERS LIKE
THOSE OF FITZSIMMONS,

SOLDIERS’ HOME KNOCK-OUT

WAS NOT ENOUGH TO SATISFY THER
HENNEPIN MAN THAT HE WAS
BEATEN,

HAS MORE CHARGES TO EXPLOIT

And Wants the House to Name a
Committee for Another Inves-
tigation,

Representative S. A. Stockwell, hail-
ing from the Thirty-third: distfict,
which embraces the state soldiers’
home, has broken out again, ostensibly
in defense of the inmates of the insti-
tution. This time he alleges ‘grossly
unjust treatment” in the dishonorable
discharge from the home of a number

of veterans, stating that the reasons !

given for such discharges—namely, for
gross and outrageous behavior—are
“outrageously untrue.” Investigation
would make it appear that three in-
mates, Chas. D. Trowbridge, Ambrose
L. Soule and Frank C. Daugherty, have
been discharged from the home for
continued infractions of its rules, not
the least of which, it appears, was their
attitude during the recent investiga-
tion of the home. They have been dis-
charged, not by Commandant McMil-
lan upon his own responsibility, as Mr.
Stockwell
sufficient grounds upon which to base
one of his charges, but with the
knowledge and approval of the execu-
tive committee, which thus stands by
the commandant and shares with him
the responsibility for the action. Dur-
ing the morning Mr. Stockwell present-

ed the following resolution:

Whereas, Upon the 6th inst. and again
upon the 14th inst., certain old soldiers, vet-
erans of the War of the Rebellion, inmates of
the Minnesota soldiers’ home, were dishonor-
ably discharged from said institutién for the
reason that it is alleged they were guilty of
‘‘gross and outrageous behavior,” and

Whereas, Said dishonorable discharge is
‘“‘grossly’ unjust and the reason given there-
for ‘‘outrageously’ untrue, and

Whereas, It is believed that the reason for
said dishonorable discharge was the fact that
said inmates of sald Minnesota soldiers’ home
answered a subpoena of this house and ap-
peared before the committee on soldiers’
haome, and gave evidence in the recent in-
vestigation, and for no other reason,

Therefore be it resolved, That a commit-
tee of five be appointed by the speaker of this
house, and they are hereby instructed to in-
quire into the real reasons for the dishonor-
able discharge of said Inmates, and report
their findings to this body at the earliest pos-
sible moment.

“It is an outrage,” said Mr. Stock-
well yesterday, to a reporter fod the
Globe. “These men have been dis-
hcnorably discharged for having testi-
fied in the recent investigation before
the. legislative committee. Daugherty,
who was acting quartermaster at the
hcome, testified as to the cost of the
pavilion from figures in his possession.
He recently asked for a furlough, and
was given to understand that he would

be furnished an honorable discharge,
Instead of this, however, he has re-
ceived by mail a dishonorable dis-
charge.

“The case of Soule is especially fla-
grant. He is an old man, sixty years
of age, and has been an inmate of the
home for three vears, He was unwill-
ing to testify in the recent investiga-
tion, but I made him do it.
mony bore directly on the discharge of
Tibbits and the drunkenness of Com-
mandant McMillan. Trowbridge, who |
has also been an inmate of the home !
for about three years, was among |
those who testified with a view to es-
tablishing the cost of the glass pavil-
ion at the home at Minnehaha.”

Mr. Stockwell has been advised of
other similiar discharges since early
in the month, but has not definite in-
fcrmation® as to who received them.
This dishonorable discharge was given
to the men mentioned for gross and
outrageous behavior, and makes them
ineligible for admission to the national
hceme for six months. :

Mr. Johns, of Ramsey, gave notice of
debate, so that the matter went over
until today.

As |
far as T am aware there are no other |
dishonorable discharges contemplatedq,
but every case will be taken up on its
merits and disposed” of. I think the
character of the men upon this board
of trustees is such as will insure the

fairest sort of treatment.”
