Never was a fairer Easter promised

the faithful believers in the resurrection
than that which was betokened by the
benign aspect of the sky as the sun of
April 18, 1897, dawned on the Eastern
horizon. The stars of night played

hide and seek in a nest of fleecy clouds
until they were drowned in the reful-
gent glare of day.

Spring, with all its revivifying in-
fluences, seemed in the air, and the les-
eon of the day was told as intelligibly
in the green of earth and the blue of
heaven as in the black and white of
human narrative.

All humanity shared In this revela-
tion of the glories of the resurrection,

even if not all of them went to church.
However, the later class was not a few,
and especially in some of the greater

churches, where the elaboration of Eas-
ter services has become a tradition, the
crush was extreme. Few, ifany of the
churches were to be found with lonely
pews, the interest in the churchly rite
being revived with the traditions of
the day of days in the church of
Christ.

The divine significance of the day

was in no wise forgotten. The pastors

•were faithful to the orthodox text, and
the instruction appropriate to the day
was imparted In pulpit upon pulpit,
varying only in word and gesture, for
it is the same lesson in all, after the
rites and forms are stripped away.

Ina worldly way, the day was scarce-
ly less observed. The Easter lily,easy
as was its victory over King Solomon.
in all his regal robes, still had to com-
pete with the most artistic creations
for men and women that the art of mil-
liner, modiste or haberdasher could
design, and while the high wind which
prevailed during a large portion of the
day was destructive of finery, especial-
lythat affected by fair femininity, there
were nevertheless some brilliant effects
produced by the reverent ambition of
Easter art.

But the praises were of the occasion,
however simply and yot beautifully
told by the lilies, however accentuated
by the beaatfea of Easter rites and
adornments, were still emphasized by
the peculiar beauty of the musical ser-
vices in which they were sung.

Each church in the city, and each
musician in each church, seemed to
vie wivh all the others in the determi-
nation to make the services of yester-
day the finest of all the ages, and theirs
especially, the current triumph.

Gale Blows a Railing:From tlie Pio-
neer Press Bnlldins Onto a

Grip Car.

The fierce wind storm which raged
over St. Paul throughout yesterday
played havoc generally with portable
objects of all kinds and razed brick
walls, tore down fences and billboards,
sent loose shingles flying from blocks,

filled the air with dust and rendered
pedestrianism a laborious as well as a
dangerous feat. The earlier morning

hours were not so bad, but as the day

advanced the wind increased in force
and drove alp but those compelled to
be out from the streets. The gale blew
directly from the northwest with all of
the vigor of a blizzard, and was suffi-
ciently cold and raw to rebuke those
who had left home with the Idea of
promenading under the ideal Easter
sun with overcoats or wraps.
Infact it was, for this season of the

year, almost a cold wave, and, aug-

mented by the high winds, a combi-
nation whose disagreeable possibilities
could hardly be excelled.

The most disastrous occurrence due
to the high winds, and one which might

have resulted in loss of life, was the
falling of a portion of the walls of the
Schutte block, at Seventh and Jackson
streets, at 2 o'clock. The danger yester-
day lay only in the event of people
passing on the streets being injured.but
had the walls fallen on a week day,
while the force of workmen engage!
in rebuilding the block were at their
plaoes.loss of life must almost necessar-
ily have resulted. Fortunately when
the wall fell a greater portion went
down inside the building, a fact which
saved many pedestrians and the oc-
cupants of an £ast Sevenih street car
and trailer which were at the moment
immediately in front of the shaken pile.
A few scattering bricks which fell to
the street struck the car and badly
frightened the passengers, but resulted
in injury to no one.

The portion of the wall which fell
was on the Seventh street side, running

nearly the entire length of the building,
consisting of a section twenty-five feet
in width. Little apprehension had been
entertained for the safety of the wall
until a few moments before it went
down, and before any precaution could
be taken a mass of debris weighing

all of fifty tons fell to the ground
floor had already been put in place by
an avalanche. The joists on three
floor had already been put in place by

the workmen and these were shattered
like pipe stems, people scurried in all
directions and the motorman of the
street car, hearing the bricks rattling
on the coacb_es» turned on the current
full force, not stopping hie train until
in the middle of the next block.

The noise of the falling wall ani
crackling timbers at once attracted a
great crowd, which persisted in spite
of the efforts of several policemen, who
had reached the scene, in surging dan-
gerously near the tottering scaffold
outside of the wall. The police depart-
ment was at once notified of the fall-
ing of the wall and the danger of trav-
el, when the patrol wagon, with Chief
Schweitzer and Detectives Daly, Mur-
nane and Gruber, hurried to the vicin-
ity. Ropes were stretched across Sev-
enth street and also Jackson street,
stopping travel from each approach to
the building, and a sp*K:ial detail cf
patrolmen summoned, which kept peo-
ple back of the danger line. Street car
traffic was also stopped, and both the
Jackson and Seventh street cars forced
to terminate their trips at the ropes.
Late in the afternoon. Hook and Lad-
der Company No, >2, from central fire
headquarters, strengthened the outside
scaffolding, and the street was again
opened to pedestrians.

Shortly before the Schutte block ac-
cident a heavjf railing blew off the top
of the Pioneer Press building, on the
Fourth street side.and badly frig-htened

those in the vicinity. A cable car was
passing at the-tirt^e and one of the iron
supports of the railing slightly dam-
aged the roof of the grip, while other
flying1 objects 'broke out a number of
windows in th^ coach. Few passengers
were on the car and no one was injur-
ed. The fire department was also call-
ed upon to cfefer away the debris on
top of the buiWing in this instance, and
several men wrth ropes tied about
about their Waists, to keep them from
being blown away, removed a part of
the railing le¥t overhanging the edge
of the building.

A portion of the Market house sheds
was partly denuded of its shingles by
the wind, which also blew down a large
sheet iron chimney on the Rockaway
restaurant on East Seventh street. A
large bill board at the corner of South
Robert and Delos streets was also
blown down, while many swinging
signs and awnings were torn from
their fastenings. No cases of personal
injury as a result of the wind storm
were reported to the police during the
day.

That Moses was one of
those through whom He spake is evi-
dent from the fact that while here on
the earth Christ did expressly indorse
the writings of Moses. Therefore, as
a matter of fact, Christ did indorse the
record of creation's week, even to the
creation of Adam and Eve. As the gos-

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follows that to doubt the record of the
manifestation of that power Increation
is but to doubt the gospel of Christ,
which is the power of God Inthe gospel,
pledged to the salvation of all that be-
lieve.

SEIBERT SERIES CLOSES

With a High (lass Programme frr
Easter Sunday.

The Easter Sunday concert, the last of the
Seibert series for the season, and the first
since the death of George Seibert. under
whose direction the others were given, was
given at the Metropolitan yesterday after-
noon. In spite of the somewhat unseason-
able weather, there was a fairly large au-
dience, and the programme offered was one
of more than usual merit: not severely clas-
sical, and yet offering nothing not worthy the
attention of the lovers of really good music.
In variety it ranged from the "Tannhauser"
overture to the Czardas from the "Ritter
Rassman," by Strauss, With numbers also
from Raff, Rossini, Weber and Herold. The
whole programme, directed by George Sel-
bort Jr., was well rendered and well received,
the only fault to be found, if any, being a
tendency, noticeable especially in the selec-
tion from Wagner, to hurry the time.

The only numbers, aside from those ren-
dered by the orchestra, were contributed by
Miss Marg&rethe Milch, a dainty little girl
who captivated the audience and who won a
well merited encore. She rendered a Chopin
impromptu, and for so young an artist gave
to the rather ambitious number a highly
satisfactory interpretation. Her playing was
marked by an unexpected amount of pre-
cision and sympathy.

Taken altogether, the concert was a fitting
finale for a series of successful musical af-fairs, and the music- loving public of St
Paul will regret that no more are to*follow.

NOTIFIES THE POLICE, MHO AR-

REST TWO MEN ON SUSPI-

CION.

FOUR MEN WEIRE TN THE PARTY.

The Robbery Occurred on Jiunes
Street Last Evening—Victim

Wa.s Not Badly Hurt.

Charles Schwartz, living at 959 Tus-
carora avenue, was held up by a gang
of footpads on James street, on the
upper levee at 10:30 o'clock last night
and robbed of $60 in cash.

The attack on Schwartz was made
by four men, who sprang upon their
victim from the shadow of a house
and felled him with a blow in the
face. Before he could utter a cry for
help he was pinioned to the ground
by one of the gang, while another
grasped his throat and placed a re-
volver to his temple, thus leaving him
completely at the mercy of the re-
maining thugs, who began a hurried
search of his clothing. In his inside
vest pocket Schwartz carried a wallet
containing $60, which the thieves were
not long in finding, and after #itisfy-
ing themselves that the prostrate man
had nothing else of value about him
they departed in different directions,
admonishing him savagely with
threats against his life to make no
outcry.

When he thought the footpads safe-
ly distant Schwartz g-alned his feet and
went in search of a policeman. Meet-
ing Sergeant Davis, he informed him
of the holdup, and gave a description
of several of his assailants. Shortly be-
fore midnight Sergeant Davis arrested
Thomas Davis and James Hartman on
West Seventh street on suspicion of
having been engaged in the robbery.
Both are young men, and live in the
vicinityof where the holdup took place.
Davis is employed at the Omaha shops
and Hartman claims to be a miller by
trade. Both men deny any knowledge
of th-e robbery.

After the arrest of Hartman and
Davis the police continued the search
for others, but up to an early hour this
morning had made no further arrests.
Schwartz was uninjured by the foot-
pads beyond several bruises and a
badly contused cheek, where he was
struck when knocked down. The po-
lice are looking for two men whom, it
is claimed, were seen In company with
Hartman and Davis during the even-
ing in Hushek's saloon on James, near
where the holdup took place.

STRUCK WITH A BK&R GLASS.

F. J. Kriba Injured While Trying to
Stop a Row.

Inattempting to act the part of peacemaker
in a fight in a sa'oon on West Seventh street,
near Randolph, last night, F. J. Kriha. the
proprietor of a grocery store at West Sev-
enth and Randolph streets, was badly cut
about the faoe» by a beer glass in the hands
of John Kelly, one of the fighters.
