ALDERMEN APPROVE IT, TOO.

SCHOOL. AFFAIRS TAKE UP TIME

AT BOARD OF ALDERMEN
MEETING.

FUNDS FOR SIPS-LIES AND REPAIRS.

Insanitary Condition otf Several
Buildings Called to Mind—Bi-

cycle Ordinance Goes Over.

A three-and-a-half-hour session of
the board of aldermen was held last
evening. The principal event of the
evening was the hearing of the evi-
dence on the application of Mrs. J.
Tankenoff for a saloon license at 454

Bobert street, which was granted. Af-
ter this had been disposed of the ques-

tion of allowing the school board to
transfer funds from the salary fund
to the supplies and repair fund came
up. The aldermen were not inclined
to allow this, but after the present
sanitary condition of the Douglas

school had been presented by Health
Commissioner Stone, a resolution was
passed allowing the board $1,000 from
the funds for teachers and officers' sal-
aries to purchase fuel and make re-
pairs. The proposition of the school
board to put the $41,760 set apart for
new schools and sites into the fund for
the maintenance of the schools was
brought up and sent to a committee
for Investigation.

The Citizens' league, through its at-
torney, D. W. Doty, made another at-
tempt to prevent the granting of the
Tankenoff license. As soon as the
board was called to order the appli-

cation of Mrs. Tankenoff was approved
by a vote of 8 to 2, Messrs. Allard
and Larsen voting against it,Aid. Lin-
dahl not being present. Some time af-
terward ftr. Doty put in an appear-
ance, and the vote was reconsidered
by which the license was approved.
President Bigelow stated the district
court had held that the objectors to
any license should be heard by both
branches of the council. For this rea-
eoir he thought the board should hear
the evidence. He stated that there
would be no attorneys allowed on
either side, and that the aldermen
could examine the witnessses if they
desired.

George Hamp was called by Mr.Doty
to prove the specific charge that, dur-
ing the month of December, 183G, liquor
v.-as sold after midnight. Witness tes-
tified that the night clerk sold the
liquor to men and women. He was
no 4in the room, but he took it out of
the ice box ami gave it to the night
clerk. Cross-examined by Mr. Shep-
ard, witness said he was at that time
employed as a ha»-tender at the saloon
In reply to questions o* Aid. pbna-
hower, witness said he had wonted for
TankenofT tor five months. Mr. Doty
then announced Dial he would prov •
by the witness that games of card'
and dice were played in the saloon for
money and drinks. He did not play
cards himself, but saw money p.i.s
after the games were over. Aid. Dona-
how'er drew from the witness t!:ai he
was on duty from 10 a. m. to midnight.
The card games were played in the bai
room. They played poker m the bar-
room. He saw the checks bought, and,
after the games, saw them cashed in
He had some feeling against Tanken-
off, but that was not the reason he
appeared. He had been subpoenaed
before the assembly committee, but did
not testify. Witness in reply to Aid.
Kaldunski said he did not know Mr.
Morgan, and was not employed to fol-
low Mr. Doty about.

Mr. Doty offered by the witness to
show and prove that Mrs. Tankenoff
had sold liquor in violation of the law
on each and every Sunday since Sepc.
I There was none of the aldermen
who had any question to ask about the
sale of liquor on Sunday. Mr. Doty
warned to have some alderman ques-
tion the witness about the sale of liquor
on Sundays, but no one of the city
fathers had any thing to say. As to
the objection on the selling of liquor
to minors the witness said minors had
been in the place more or
less up to the last two months, at
which time Tankenoff was notified to
keep thorn out. He could not tell the
names of the minors who came into th^>
place, but he knew minors were In
the habit of visiting the place. H-
had never sold any liquor to minors
and had been told by Tankenoff not
to sell to minors.

As to the objection that liquor was
Bold after 11 p. m. on each day since
November 1. last, there was no ques-
tions by the aldermen. As to the ob-
jection about the selling of liquor in
the concert hall and rooms adjoining
the place where liquor was believed to
be sold the witness testified that wait-
ers carried beer to theater or halls
from the bar. The building was called
a hotel, but no meals were served to
guests.

Aid. Kaldunski suggested that the
meeting be adjourned for one week
to the Bethel boat. Mr. Doty then
called Den C'arleton, who, after being

duly sworn, said he was never in the
saloon after 12 o'clock at night. He
had seen minors in the concert hall,
one man he knew was a minor. Had
seen him buy the beer and pay for it.
He knew the young: man was a minor
because he had told him he was only
eighteen years old. He saw cards
played in the saloon, but did not know
whether the games were for money
or not.

There were a number of witnesses
called by Mr. Doty, but as there was
no response Mr. Doty asked that the
hearing be continued until they could
be secured.

Mr. Tankenoff being sworn said he
kept a hotel and saloon. There waa
no gambling in the saloon and he did
not sell to minors. Hamp had been
working for him six months and was
discharged.

President Bigelow waa in doubt as
to whether Mr. Doty should be allowed
to question Mr. Tankenoff, and the
board, by a vote of 7 to 4, decided to
allow the cross-examination. Mr.
Tankenoff denied that there had been
any card games in the place. Mr.
Tankenoff refused to say whether the
saloon had been open after 11 o'clock
each night. This and the question as
to selling liquor on Sunday were not
answered, President Bigelow stating

that the witness need not answer the
questions. The board decided by a
vote of 6 to 5 that there should be no
further cross-examination. Mr. Doty
insisted on being sworn. He said that
there was no license posted up in the
saloon, but was informed the com-
mittee did not care to listen to any
more testimony.

Aid. Donahower moved that the ap-
plication of Mrs. J. Tankenoff be
granted, and Aid. Stutzman seconded
the motion. The vote showed eight in
favor of the license being granted,
those voting against it being Aid.
Allard, Larsen and Lindahl.

An ordinance was presented, which,

if passed, would allow the school board
to transfer certain moneys from one
fund to another. Inspector Yoerg ex-
plained that in September last, the
council appropriated $455,000 for the
support of the schools. Of this amount
$40,800 was pet apart for fuel supplies,
repairs and other expenses. The board
had been informed by tho city attorney,
that the three divisions of the total
amount appropriated could not be use.l
except for the specific purposes they
were appropriated for. The sum of

$:..~.5,0C0 had been set apart for teachers'
salaries. The board had exhausted the
fund for the purchase of fuel supplies
and repairs. Ithad figured that there
would be a saving of about $7,000 in
the matter of teachers' salaries, and
the purpose of the ordinance was to
allow such sum as the board could
pave from this fund to be expended for
supplies, fuel and repairs. Mr. Yoerg
sa.id the council in September last had
agreed to give the board $5,000 from
the rental and repair fund, and $7,500
from the insurance fund, but this, al-
though agreed to, had not i>een done.

President Zimmermann explained to
the aldermen that the fund from
which ftjel was bought, had been ex-
hausted, and unless relief was given
some of the schools would have to be
closed. A number of the aldermen
were in favor of passing the ordinance,

but a motion to refer the matter to the
committee on ways and means was
carried by a vote of 6 to 5. Messrs.
Allard, Bell, Kenny, Larsen and Shep-
ard being the ones to vote against the
reference-

Later in the evening Aid. Bell had a
resolution introduced, which allowed
the board to transfer $1,000 from each
of the funds known as the teachers'
salary fund and the officers' salary
fund, to the supply and repair fund.
Health Commissioner atone informed
the aldermen that the sanitary condi-
tion of the Douglas school was such
that it was in his opinion expedient

!that the school be closed. The Ruttan
!system used in the school was, owing to
| there being no sewer connection, in
[ such shape that the basement was
| filled with water and tilth to a depth of
isix Inches. The system should' be re-
;moved at om c. and ifnol hirip: else could

be dime, lut'iulldings should be con-
structed outside the building. There

| were two other schools in the city,
iwhich were in bad sanitary condition
owing to there being no sewer connec-

| tion. The board had informed him
Ithere was no money to make any
changes or repairs to remedy this state
of affairs, and he considered it his duty
in the interests of health, to order the
schools closed until they were put in a
healthy condition.

With this explanation the resolution
was passed by a unanimous vote.

The ordinance providing that no expressman
should stand or Cedar street from Fifth to
Seventh streets, was reported by the com-
mittee on streets without recommendation.
Aid. Donahower said the property owners ob-
jected to the expressmen standing in the ic-
cality mentioned. There were too many wagons

standing on the street, and the Fourth ward
alderman suggested they be moved off. There
were only three va'es in favor of the ordinance
and at the request of Aid. Donahower the vote
was reconsidered and the matter referred to
the committee on streets in order to give the
property owners, a chance to be heard.

Fuel Fund Runs Ont—Douglas

School's Sanitary Condition Calls

for Immediate Action.

The fact that it is estimated that the
expenses of the school board for the
present year will exceed its appro-
priation by about $140,000 was responsi-
ble for an extended financial discussion
at a special meeting of the board yes-
terday afternoon and its final refusal
to recommend the erection of the pro-
posed new Second ward school build-
ing at Pacific and Hester streets. Fol-
lowing out its policy of retrenchment
the board also passed the following

resolution and delegated President Zim-
mermann to present it to the board of
aldermen last evening:

Resolved, That the common council be re-
quested to repeal that section of Board FileNo.
GB4O, passed in January, showing amounts to
be raised for school purposes by tax levy for
1897, so far as said resolution sets aside certain
funds for school buildings and sites, in differ-
ent parts of the city, excepting the sum of
$2,000, said sum having already been con-
tracted for, and that the distribution of the
one-half mill appropriation for The erection of
new buildings be left to the discretion of the
school board.

Inspector E. O. Zimmerman alone
voted against the resolution, the pur-
pose of which is to place at the dis-
posal of the hoard an aggregate amount
of $43,750 for expenses in departments
of school maintenance where the por-
tions of the total appropriation of $155,-
--000 set apart for specific purposes are
insufficient.

The resolution recommending the
erection of the new building in the
Second ward was the subject of heated
discussion. Inspector McNair dpalt the
measure its death blow in a speech
strongly opposed to it. The school
board, he said, could not support the
schools at present under its control
and he was unalterably opposed to its
assuming an additional burden of
building and endeavoring to maintain
a new school at this time. Besides it
was not absolutely necessary that the
new school be built as the Van Buren
school could amply accommodate the
pupils of the district, with less con-
venience, perhaps, than the proposed
new school. This being the case, and,

in view of the financial condition of
the board. Inspector McNair declared
that to vote for the new Second ward
school would be little less than folly.

On the vote on the resolution Inspectors
Scholle, McNair, May and Yoerg were
recorded against it. while President
Zimmermann and Inspector E. O. Zim-
merinu.ii voted in its favor.

The board next grappled with an-
other financial dilemma arising from
the exhaustion of the fuel fund. There
is no money at its disposal for the pur-
chase of coal and nearly every school
in the city is out of fuel. Itwas pro-
posed to lay off the Janitors during July

and August, and in this way effect a
saving, but the care of the buildings
prevented this expediency and no other
appeared to present itself. Inspector
McNair proposed that the board pur-
chase the necessary fuel for the re-
mainder of the year and personally
assume the responsibility. Inspectors
Yoerg and Zimmerman objected and
this was dropped. Then it was pro-
posed to request the council for a
special appropriation. This not meet-
ing with favor, it was suggested to
draw from one of the funds set apart
for other purposes, but Inspector Yoerg
strenuously objected, claiming that this
could not legally be done. Secretary
Healey forced the issue by announcing
that unless immediate action waa taken
the Munroe, Humboldt, Franklin, Jef-
ferson, Hawthorne and Central High
schools would have to be closed today.
It will require about $1,000 to supply
the necessary fuel to run the schools
the remainder of the year and Secretary
Healey was finally instructed to pur-
chase the coal in small quantities, as
needed. Itwas the unanimous opinion
of the board that the schools could not
be allowed to close at this time of year
and itwas decided to take chances upon
the money coming from somewhere to
pay the fuel bill.

A communication was received from
the health department stating that th<-
Banitary condition of Douglas school
rendered it unfit for occupancy and
dangerous to the health of the pupils.
The cellar is filled with back sewer
water filled with pedement of tilth. The
health department recommended th-s
connection of the private sewer of the
school with the public sewer, also, the
removal of the Ruttan system and the
opening of the private sewer pipe for
the purpose of draining the basement.
Unless the board took some immediate
action, it was stated, that the health
department would order the building
closed. The matter was referred to
the committee on buildings and sani-
tation.

Inspector Yoerg- wanted the coal bills
for February and March recalled from
the council because Pocahontas coal
had been purchased during this period
for $3.92 a ton, while the fuel contract
railed for Youghiogheny coal at $3.75 a
ton. The bills had been audited with-
out this change being noted. It had
been necessary to use other than the
contract coal, it was explained, to abat^
the smoke nuisance from the High
school, complained of by owners ot
property in the vicintiy. This failed to
satisfy Inspector Yoerg but assured
the other members of the propriety oftheir action and Inspector Yoerg's mo-
tion to recall the bill received no second

EASY TO 111 1.-.M A SEWER.

One Block Would Give I)iMiul.i*
School Connection**.

Assistant City Engineer Wilson, seen lastevening, said that preliminary orders for asewer on both Orleans and Stevens streetshad been considered by the board, but the
matter had been dropped, owing to the objec-
tions of the property owners. A sewer could
ha said, be constructed from the Douglas
school either to the sewers on Ohio or George
street.?. The distance to be sewered wou'dbo one block on either street. Estimates had
been made in September of last year whichshowed that the cost of a sewer "on Orleansstreet, which would allow Douglas school con-nection, could be put in for $632. or at a cost
to the property owners of 90 cents per frontfoot. On Stevens street the sewer to George
street would cost $800. The matter had beendiscussed before the board of public works
but owing to the objections of the property
owners the work had been put off until thisspring. The only drain to the school at pres-
ent was a tile pipe which was used to take the
surface water from the basement. This usu-ally became stopped or frozen up in the falland was of no account so far as sewerage forthe school was concerned.

BELL TOOK A HAND.

West Side Alderman Takes Part In
Municipal Court.

Alderman Bell injected himself into
the proceedings of a trial in the muni-
cipal court yesterday, and despite the
order of Judge Twohy, and the pound-
ings of the bailiff to restore order, in-
sisted on being: heard in defense of one
of hia constituents, I*B. Garlough, the
young- man arrested by Officer Guiney
last Friday, at State and Concord
streets, on the Charge of disorderly con-
duct. It was claimed by the police
that Garlough and others, habitually
congregated at the corner where the
arrest was made, and that Garlough re-
fused to "move on" when so ordered
by Officer Guiney. Aid. Bell vocifer-
ously informed the court of Garlough's
good character and declared that his
arrest was persecution, for which Capt.
Getchel, of the Ducas street station,
waa responsible. Capt. Getchel was in
court to testify in the case and merely
smiled at Aid. Bell's ire. After the
hearing when Aid. Bell talked about
"getting Getchel's scalp," the West
side captain broadened his smile and
let it go at that.

The testimony against Garlough waa
intended to show that crowds of young
men loitered about the corner and an-
noyed women. Merchants in the vicin-
ity, the police claimed, had complain-
ed of this practice as injuring their
business, and instructions had been is-
sued to keep the corner clear. Gar-
lough denied the allegations of the
police, and claimed he was simply
waiting for a friend when Officer Gui-
ney ordered him away. He thought he
had a right to wait, did so. and was
arrested. Judge Twohy regarded the
evidence against Garlough insufficient
and ordered his discharge.

He
was a member of the board of educa-
tion from the Third ward for thirteen
tei ms, and was a member of the house
of representatives from this city in
1874. He was for ten years connected
with the health department of the city.
He is survived by his wife and five
children, Heniy J.. August, Chailes, An-
nie and Mrs. Mollie Schroder. All the
members of the family with the excep-
tion of Mrs. Schroder live in St. Paul.
The funeral will be held Friday after-
noon from his late residence at 2
o'clock, and half an hour later there
will be services at St. Paul's Evangel-

SOME SMALL FIRES.

Resident of Cedar Street House
Receive a Scare.

The residence of G. Slofstead, 138
Mt. Airy street, was damagejd to the
extent of $150, shortly after *2 o'clock
yesterday afternoon, by flames which
started from a defective chimney. A
portion of the roof was burned off and
tht inside of the house somewhat dam-
aged by water.

At 3:30 o'clock yesterday morning the
occupants of a boarding house conduct-
ed by Andrew Burgoyne, at No. 528
Cedar street, were aroused by cries of
fire, to find the house filled with smoke
from a livelyblaze in the dining room.

A fire, thought to have been of in-
cendiary origin, damaged a vacant
one-story frame dwelling house at 796
Sims street to; the: extent of $300, short-
ly after 10 o'clock last evening. The
flames were discovered issuing from
the roof of thei building, evidently hav-
ing been started in the attic.
The roof was buvned off and part of
the lower floor damaged. The building
is controlled by H. S. Ware, and Is in-
sured.

A chimney fire at Edmund and Vic-
toria streets also called out the fire
department at 7:30 o'clock last even
ing. There was no damage.

Lizzie A. Grant has begun an action against
the St. Paul City Railway company to recover
$10.000 damages for personal injuries alleged
to have been sustained by the plaintiff In the
collision, last September, near the state fair
grounds, between a Harallne street car and a
Minneapolis & St. Louis locomotive and
freight train at the Snfiling avenue crossing.

Suspicious Marks About the Letter

Results in Matter Being: Placed

in Chief Goss' Hands.

Theodore Hense, a hack driver In the
employ of J. B. Cook & Son, livingat
22 Viola street, has asked the local
police to communicate with the New
York city authorities requesting an in-
vestigation of what he considers the
mysterious death of his sister in the
East two weeks ago. Miss Hense re-
sided in St. Paul until the latter part

of February, when she was married to
George Schmitt, a discharged soldier,
formerly stationed at Fort Snelling.

Relatives of the young woman knew
very little about Schmitt while the
young people were keeping company

together, though the girl made his ac-
quaintance over a year ago.

Shortly after their marriage Schmitt
and his wiferemoved to New York city

and relatives of the young woman in
St. Paul rarely heard from them. The
latter part of last week Theodore
Hense, the girl's brother, received a
letter informing him that his sister
bad died two weeks ago. The ktter
purported to have been written by
Schmltt, but Hense claims it is ?iot in
his handwriting. It tells of the girl's
death, but does not say how it came
about, whether by accident or sickness,
and, according to Hense, is worded in
a way to cause suspicion and mislead
the reader. These facts, in addition
to Schmitt not notifying him of his
sister's death until long after she was
buried, made Hense decide to ask 'he
police to find out about the case.
Schmitt failed to give an address in
the letter to the brother, which has
given rise in Hense's mind to the sus-
picion that he is seeking to conceal
his whereabouts. Hense's sister was
nineteen years of age and had always

been particularly free from sicKncsa
of any kind. The address where tie
girl died is given a? 13(5 Ei-st Thirteenth
street, New York city.

When Hense confided his suspicions

to Chief Goss yesterday, the latter de-
cided the case warranted investiga-

tion and will at once communicate
with the chief of police of New York.

BIT A LITTLE GIRL.

DoK Disturbed While Gnauinj; n
Bone Attacks a. CUM.

As Mrs. W. R. Winchell was leading
her little three-yaer-old daughter along
Robert street, near Fourth street, yes-
terday afternoon, a dog attacked the
child and bit her in the right cheek.
The child was taken to Getty's Arcade
drugstore, wh^re the wound was tem-
porarily dressed, when sfyz was taken
home and placed under the care of a
physician. The child's face was not
lacerated as the dag sank his teeth into
the flesh but once. The dog belongs to
Hans Hesperson, a driver of one of
Hamm's brewery wagons, living at 633
East Minnehaha street, and was taken
in charge by the city veterinarian.
When the dog jumped at the girl he
had been gnawing a bone, and it is be-
lieved, was aroused to the attack
through fear of being interrupted in
its meal.

SO DECIDES THE FIRE BOARD.

Only Requirement of Candidate Is

'lh»l He ilua Iteen a Resident
for Two Vi'iirs.

The board of fire commissioners held
a special meeting last night for the
purpose of deciding whether an in-
spector of electric wires and wiring

should be appointed as provided for
in the ordinance recently passed, au-
thorizing such appointment. After a
short discussion th~ board concluded
to appoint an electrical inspector at
a salary of $1,000 a year. The /appoint-

ment will not, however, be a matter of
preferment or favor, political or other-
wise, but will be made on the civil
service basis. That is to say, all ap-
plicants will be subjected to a com-
petitive examination, and the best qual-
ified man will be selected. The only

condition required Is that every appli-
cant must have resided in St.Paul for at

least two years immediately preceding
the filing of his application. Other-
wise his application will not be con-
sidered.

For the purpose of securing an ex-
amination that will be entirely satis-
factory to the various electrical com-
panies and the insurance interests, the
board decided to invite Manager
George H. Finn, of the Edison Elec-
tric company, who is an electrical ex-
pert, also the electrical expert iepre-

senting the Northwestern Telephone
company, and W. H. Merrill Jr., of
Chicago, who is an expert electrician
representing the insurance interests, to

meet the board at some date in the
near future for the purpose of examin-
ing the applicants.

Itis believed by the board that an
examination conducted under such
conditions will result in the choice of
a competent electrical expert satisfac-
tory to those most concerned in the
employment of a qualified man.

Mr. Merrill, of Chicago, has volun-
teered to come to St. Paul and lend
his assistance in the matter without
any expense to the city.
