He added, how-
ever, that he proposed to follow Cor-
bett'fl example as dictator of the prize
ring, and his reply was that the latter
should earn a reputation as a fighter
instead of a boxer before he presumed
to challenge him.

BATTED D.VLL KILLED WHITNEY.

"What Al Maul Thinks of a Drive
From Knehne's Bat.'

Every base ball fan who was familiar with
tbo game ten years ago remembers big Jim
Whitney, the elongated pitcher that officiated
with more than ordinary success on the
Boston, Washington and other clubs. It gen-
t-rally lias been supposed that he died of con-
sumption, but Al Maul says a liner from
the bat of Keuhne, now of the Minneapolis
club, started Whitney to an unitmely death.

"That hit." says Maul, In relating the in-
cident to the Washington Post, "was the
death of Grasshopper Jim Whitney. Jim was
pitching for the Washington team, and the
game in which he received the blow that
<ost him his life was played at Pittsburg.
Kuehne was a Sandow in strength, and the
whole force of his body backed up thait
hit. Before Whitney could step aside orduck, the bail crashed into his chest, and
he fell forward prone on his stomach. He
-was carried off the field, and in a few days
later hemorrhage of the lungs set in. Jim,
1hough deep-chested and a man of steel,
r.ever recovered from that blow, and died a
f';w years later. During that season Ire-
reived a crack on the head from a ball
pitched by Fred Goldsmith. It sailed up
\u25a0with the speed of a bullet plumb for my
h.ad. Iducked, but the ball hit my skull
\u25a0 glancing blow and bounded over the gTand
stand. For a week later Icould feel the
wheels working.

That's what
Isaw for a week. And if you can imagine
Iho discord kicked up by slapping your hand
<<n a bunch of piano notes you can have
tin idea of the noise that the wheels in my
doaw kicked up. Curt Welsh was one cf the
few ball players Iever met who were fear-
I'ss at the bat. He was hit oftener than the
mlored baby in the shooting gallery that
rings up the cigars every time he is hit in
tiie face. Curt \u25a0would stand at the bat and
ii'iiberatcly stop the speediest ball with bodi-
ly head. He sidetracked one of mine once,
iind his face looked as if it had been stop-
ping a pile driver. Of course, Curt's object
in being deliberately hit was to work his
way to first base at a stage of the game
when runs were needed."

CECIL WELCOMED.

Pewplc of Cape Colony Glad to See
Rhodes.

NEW YORK. April 20.—A dispatch
to the World from Cape Town, Cape
Colony, says: Co<?il Rhodes' reception
here on his return from England was
in the nature of an ovation.

main on the ticket, and the others tiv

candidates who hope to be made -the
new nominee. The truth seems to be
that the mission of both sides is a use-

less one. Hunter, the knowing on.^s

say, may have prepared such a state-
ment, but he is not preparing to v ith-
draw. His enemies say his intima-
tions that he will withdraw are made
only for effect, and that when the
Franklin grand jury adjourns he will
once more boldly claim his right to
"fight it out on this line if it takes
all summer."

Some of those urging Hunter not to

withdraw hope to inherit his strength.

Even if Hunter were ready to with-
draw, It Is argued that he would not

do so until he could be more certain
that he had Holt, whom he has learn-
ed to dislike, defeated for the succes-
sion. At present Holt seems to have
the solid support of the Hunter opposi-

tion and the negative vote, while the
Hunter strength to be inherited, by
any possible successor, is divided
among a dozen candidates, principal
among whom, and in whose favor
Hunter himself is divided, are Mayor
George D. Todd, of Louisville; Ex-Con-
gressman George BC Thomas, of Lewis
county, and State Senator Deboe. The
men who oppose Hunter's withdrawal
are urging that with such a state of
affairs there would surely be a strug-
gle and row that would make as diiH-
cult the election of the new nominees
as seems that of the present standard
bearer. There are both friends and ene-
mies of Hunter who believe that he
will withdraw tomorrow, and that the
new caucus will be held tomorrow
night. But the shrewdest politicians

of them all laugh at the idea and say
the withdrawal, if it comes at all, is
in the future.

When the joint assembly met today
both the new senator. Mr. Hager, and
Senator Ogilvie, who has been ill, were
on hand. Many pronounced the bring-
ing here of Senator Ogilvie, who looks
like a dying man, a crying shame.
There was no journal reading, but the
Blackburn Democrats demanded a
preliminary roll call. The latter show-
ed present and unpaired 108 and 55
necessary to a choice. The fifty-first
ballot began, and all voted as they
have heretofore, and the ballot stood:
Hunter, 53; Blackburn, 3S; Martin, 12;

The Result of tbe Purnelllte Con-

vention at Dublin.

DUBLIN, April20.I—There1

There were many
prominent ParneiJiJ.es j>resent at the
convention summoned <"to meet in this
city today by John E. \u25a0•Redmond. The
meeting was private. A resolution was
adopted providing for the formation of
an independent Irish league, in which
agrarian interests are &ot to be domi-
nant, and which will be founded upon
"the broader and rounder basis of in-
dependent political 'action for the bene-
fit of the whole Irish nation." The
object of the league will be "civil and
religious liberty, and no further inter-
ference of priests in -politics, absolute
independence of alliances with an Eng-
lish party and reverting to the old de-
mand for co-ordinate parliaments; the
principle of federalism in

'
Mr. Glad-

stone's home rule proposals, and man-
hood suffrage, which will give the Par-
nellites a pwlftk'al majority fn Ireland."
The league willa'so urge the immediate
redress of Ireland's financial grlevant es,
amnesty for all political prisoners, land
law reform and the development and
encouragement of labor and the indus-
trial resources of the country, etc.

A temporary executive committee ivas

elected to draft the plan of organiza-
tion and to hold office until the Parti"!-
litp convention meets again in October.

Mr. Redmond opened the conference
with a dispassionate speech, showing
that the present condition of the party
needed vigorous reorganization. He
referred to and explained the pro-
gramme, and proposed the convention
in October should be attended by dele-
gates from all branches of the new
league.

Many ppeaKers-foHowed, most-
ly in favor of Mr. R<-drnond's proposi-
tion, and Mr. Harrington's motion
against the league' £ formation was de-
feated. Mr. Harrington then left the
hall with his supporters.

Mr. Redmond explained that it was
not intended that the party's members
of parliament should coptrol the league.
In an interview with, 4b representative
of the Associated Press^fter the meet-
ing, Mr. Harrington" said he could not
indicate his futurfe ccterse- until the
country' had spokeii. He added there
was nothing the old league could
have done for Mr. Redmond, "except
give him the support of the Devoy sec-
tion in America, which," Mr. Harring-
ton added, "could, if they choose,
finance the new league."
