INTERNATIONAL CHESS,

Plans for the Mateh Between Con-

gress and Parlinment.

WASHINGTON, April 21.—Correspondence
is still in progress between Representative
Pearson and Hon. Henniker Heaton, M. P.,
upon the details of the international chess
match between the American congress and the
British parliament. The games will not be-
gin for two weeks or more, however. Mr,
Pearson has received a proposition from Mr.
Heaton that each player choose two friends to
consult with him upon his moves, but this
plan Is not meeting with favor among the
congressional chess piayers, who fear that it
may create confusion. The team which will
represent congress has not yet been chosem,
nor have the rules to govern the match been
agreed upon. It is proposed to make the games
an exposition of the possibilities of electrical
communication between the two continents.
A play can be communicated to London and
the reply received in Washington in three
minutes, it is said.

Baron Henglemueller, the Austrian min-
ister, and Mr. Dewellant, secretary of the
Russian legation, both of whom are chess
experts, will prcbably represent the British as
umpires or timekeepers in Washington, while
Ambassador Hay will be invited to represent
congress in London. The games will prob-
ably be begun at 3 o’clock in the afternoon,
American time, when both congress and
parliament are usually in session. Mr. Pear-
eon has received the following list of the
probable players and their supporters for
parliament.

“TEMPLE BAR” CASE.

Trotting Men Interested in a Case
Seomn to Come Up.

CLEVELAND, O., April 21.—The celebrated
Temple Bar case is expected to come up for
trial in“the courts within a few days, and a
number of well-known horsemen are here to
testify. The suit grew out of a race on the
Cleveland track in July, 1891. Temple Bar
was entered by Dr. Miles S. Sale. The horse
was in good condition, and George W. §
was the driver. At the end of the second heat
the judges called Spear to the stand. He
was ordered out of the sulky and another
driver put up. Temple Bar won the three re-
maining heats and the race. The horse,
driver and owner were then expelled from the
grand circuit tracks., The decision was after-
wards affirmed by the Natlonal Trotting asso-
ciation. Three years ago Dr. Sale began
suit against the Cleveland Driving Park asso-
ciation for $110,000 damages. The decision is
awaited with great interest by horsemen, as
it 1s said several other cases hinge upon this
one.

VERNON STILL

But His Death Is Expecied at Almost
Aany Hour.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., April 21.—Billy Ver-
non, the Haverstraw, N. Y., lightweight,
who collapsed in the fourteenth round of a
bout with Leslie Pearce, of Camden, N. J.,
at the Olympic Athletic club, at Athens, Pa.,
last night, remains in a critical condition at
the Presbyterian hospital, this ecity, and his
death may occur at any moment. The phy-
sicians cannot say whether his condition is a
consequence of injuries received in the fight
or of natural causes. The only mark on his
body is a slight bruise over the heart, and
there are conflicting statements as to wheth-
er or not Vernon was felled by a blow from
his antagonist,

Pearce and nine other participants in the
affafr have been arrested and the former was
committed to prison in Media tonight, on a
formal charge of assault and battery. By in-
struction from District Attorney Shaffer, of
Delaware county, who stated that Vernon is
likely to die, the justice who held Pearce, re-
fused bail. In the event of death, Pearce
will be charged with murder. Among the
others arrested are Vernon's second, Robert
Deady, manager of the Olympic, and the
timekekepers, referee and other officials. They
were admitted to bail for a hearing on Mon-
day, when Pearce will also be brought up.

RIDING ON THE SIDEWALKS,

Tolo Much Personal Feeling in the

Discussions.

To the Editor of the Globe.

Aliow me, as a cyclist, to offer a few sug-
gestlons through your columns to the com-
mittee of the city council having in charge
the proposed bicycle ordinance.

Let us concede to non-riders a spirit of
consideration for the rights of others, who,
through choice or necessity, use the wheel as
a means of transportation. Speaking from
personal observation, I find that the side-
walks, with the exception of University ave-
nue, from Rice street west to Lexington ave-
nue, have sedom, at any hour of the day,
above four or five pedestrians on them at
one time, unless it be from 6 to 7 p. m.,
when the majority of the pecple are return-
ing from work.

The chances for an accident "are very
slight if the riders have any respect for the
privileges they enjoy, and those who have not
should be compelled to suffer for their hog-
gishness, and not the great body of riders
who are naturally considerate of the rights
of others.

I ride from Mackubin street to Rice street,
and vice versa, about six times each day,

« many times without passing a single person,
and when the streets are almost impassable,
at which times the bicyclist uses the sidewalks
oftenest, the pedestrians are fewest and more
far between.

THE CANAL LINES ARE SLOWER.

But for Time Freight These Reduced
Rates Are Expected to Be
Just the Thing.

The general belief that there would
be a split on rates at the very outset
of the navigation season was verified
yesterday by the issuance of new tar-
iffs by the Soo line and the St. Paul &
Duluth in connection with the canal
lines on west bound business from New
York.

It was only a few days ago that the
canal lines and the Soo announced a
new joint rate of 56 cents on first-class
stuff from New York, this rate to go
into effect April 8. Then there came
mutterings of surreptitious tariffs by
the all-rail lines and lake and rail lines.

At any rate the Soo has issued new
tariffs, effective April 23, on a basis of
ol cents, a cut of 5 cents under the pre-
vious tariff. Just what caused the
cut is not known. The officials of the
road say they had good reason, and
are willing to let the people guess it.

The new rates are 51, 43, 33, 26, 23
and 19 cents for the six classes respec-
tively, a cut of 5 cents on the first three
and of 2 cents on the last three classes.
The rates will undoubtedly be met im-
mediately by other lines. The Union
Transit company yesterday afternoon
received authority to meet the rate,
and other lines will follow.

The St. Paul & Duluth during the
afternoon took a whirl at applying the
knife and applied it well, cutting the
56-cent canal rate to 46, a clean cut of
10 cents, and still 5 cents below the
Soo's rate. The neéew basis of the St.
Paul & Duluth will therefore be 46, 38,
31, 24, 21 and 17 cents. This is the
deepest cut of the i season, and if the

Soo takes up the gauntlet again there
is no telling wheré the cutting wiill |
stop. The canal lines, according to the |
new tariff of the St. Paul & Duluth |
which becomes effective April 24, will
carry freight from New York to St.
Paul for 46 cents per hundred pounds |
first-class, against 75 cents by the lake
and rail, and $1.15 by the all-rail lines.
The canal lines are, of course, very
slow as regards time en transit, but
they will doubtless secure much time |
freight. It was thought yesterday that
the fine hand of Erastus Wiman is seen
in these deals. It will be remembered
that a few months ago a new canal
company was floated, and that dockage
facilities were secured in New York. It
was then prophesied that when the sea-
son opened the canal lines would show
their teeth,
