.Mayor had said 'twas right,

tleenut-e There Are No Wine Rooms

and Respectable Families Pat-

ronize the Place.

Catching the spirit of their chief ex-
ecutive, Mayor Doran' s police depart-

ment made an effort Saturday night to
tie his action touching concert halls by

a raid on the Sterling wine house,

•which was made shortly after 10 o'clock.
The action of the police caused a good

deal of talk yesterday, and furnished
another of those peculiar actions which
people regarded as being on a par with
.[Mayor Doran's recent course in regard

to the concert halls of the city. No
reason ls assigned for the raid nor any

explanation offered why a place which
lias been conducted as orderly and as

.well as Andrew Heckler has con-

ducted his place should be pulled and
the visitors of Saturday evening hustled
off to the police station. And it is still
an open question why Mr. Heckler's
house should be singled out, when it is

well known to the police department

that there are dozens of saloons with
actual wine room attachments in full
"blast every night. The matter of least
Importance to the police, apparently, is
the fact that there is held to be no
law to warrant their action any more
than there is law to back up Mayor

Doran's action in preventing concerts,

if anybody cares to make a test of it

in the courts. The place of Mr. Heckler
is different from saloons with private

Wine rooms. There are no wine rooms,
but one large room with tables in it.
iFor that reason ithas been held that

the place is not subject to raid, where
the house is not charged as being dis-
orderly, which has never been the case
.with Mr.Heckler's place.

Lieut. Bahe, Sergeant Ross and Officer
iPerro made the raid, and after roughly
handling five women in the tear portion

of the house, locked the prisoners up
on the charge of disorderly conduct and
visiting saloons. The officers probably
know why they descended ux.oii the
.Sterling, and it was said yesterday that
they may be called upon to explain to
****nsehigher in authority, if it becomes
ws____*s_.ary for Chief Goss to go before
the mayor on the subject.

The women arrested were Myrtle
Beyers, a cook; Laura Day, a milliner;
Ida Davis, a dressmaker, and May Mor-
ris, who, according to the tab at the
central station, has no occupation. The
charge of visiting a saloon, it is
claimed, will not hold long enough to
get the women into court, for the rea-
son that time and again it has been
held that a woman has as much right

in a saloon as a man, while the charge
cf disorderly conduct, according to the
claims of Mr. Heckler, cannot be sub-
j-iantiatcd. He denies emphatically
that there was the slightest semblance
of boisterous conduct in his place Sat-
urday night, and considers the damage
to his business by having the patrol
•wagon backed up to his saloon in the
presence of iiuO people inestimable. He
ls at a loss to understand the action of
the police, or the mayor, in allowing
him to be singled out, when he claims
to have always conducted an orderly
place, especially when ten days ago in
conversation with Mayor Doran regard-
ing the presence of women in his sa-
loon, he received the assurance of the
mayor that so long as there was no
disorder females might visit the saloon
without fear of police molestation, ln
\u25a0peaking of the raid Mr. Heckler said
last night:

"Icannot understand it. There has
never been a disorderly act in my
boose. Women have always been al-
lowed in the saloon so long as they be-
have themselves, and only those who
properly conduct themselves were per-
mitted its privileges. Iwas standing
near the bar when the police entered
the back door, and knew nothing of the
raid until a customer informed me of it.
There is a law permitting women to
visit saloons, and Iam at a loss to un-
derstand why the police should take
matters into their own hands in abridg-
ing their privileges. Moreover, my
friends often bring their wives and
families to my place for refreshment,
people who are respectable in every
sense of the word, and must these be.
prevented from exercising the rights al-
lowed them by law through the arbi-
trary action of policemen?

"Recently 1 was informed by the po-
lice that there had been complaints
against women frequenting my saloon,
and when Iasked from whom, Iwas
shown a dirty bit of wrapping paper
containing an anonymous scrawl re-
flecting upon the character of those
who came to my place. 1 went to
Mayor Doran and we talked the mat-
ter over. Itold him that any restric-
tion he wished to place on my saloon
would be favored by myself if there
was reason for it, but that such an
alleged complaint as had been shown
me should have no weight. The mayor
then said that so long as a certain
class of women were not allowed inmy
saloon there was no objection to the
presence of women, and that Ineed
take no notice of what had been said.
'Simply keep an orderly place.' said he,
'and everything will be all right.' I
have kept an orderly place; a certain
class of women are not now, nor never
have been allowed in my saloon if they
were known as such. Such drasticmeasures as employed by Lieut. Bahe
and Sergeant Ross were wholly unnec-
t nary, for ifIhad been ordered to keep
w imen out of the saloon Iwould read-
ily have done so. It was not necessary
to damage my business and brand my
bouse."

Chief Cess stated last night that he
knew nothing of the raid on the Sterl-
ing, and that it had not been the re-
sult of any special order. He remarked,
however, rather significantly, that if
women were not allowed in ooneertballs, it could not be expected that
their presence would be tolerated in
Saloons, leaving room for the inference
that th** Sterling raid was a sequel to
bariing the concert gardens to women
patrons.

"Those arrests," said the chief, "were
made by Lieut. Bahe, Sergeant Ross
and Officer Perro, who undoubtedly had
cause for their action. There has al-
ways been an order against a certain
class of women congregating in sa-
loons which the police are instructed
to enforce indiscriminately. We do not
intend to allow people of evil repute to
congregate in any saloon, and if women
are disorderly in a public place they
are as liable to arrest as men. Thia
must not, however, be construed to
mean that reputable females cannot
visit a saloon, and a company of suchpersons in Mr. Heckler's place, or any
other saioon, would be undisturbed."

to the police station is entered on the
tab, and none of the young women are
booked as belonging to the class to
which Chief Goss referred. They may
conclude to change the charge if it
looks squally today. Each woman
claimed to be respectable, and, with
one exception, was so recorded. The
exception, May Morris, was even given
the benefit of a doubt, and registered
as occupation "none."

The raid was the subject of much
discussion among Mr. Heckler's Ger-
man friends yesterday, some of whom
are in the habit of taking their fam-
ilies to his place afternoons and even-
ings, and the action of the police
was roundly censured.

A prominent attorney, in speaking of
the recent course of Mayor Doran and
the police, said last evening: "This
raid on Mr. Heckler's place is inkeep-
ing with the mayor's attitude toward
the concert halls and possesses just
about as much warrant. There is no
ordinance to prohibit women from per-
forming in concert halls, and the po-
lice nor the mayor nor any one else has
any legal right to close those places.
Itis purely arbitrary on Mayor Dor-
an's part and an injustice to which
those concerned should not submit. The
same applies to the raid on the Ster-
ling. Women have a perfect legal
right in saloons, and that charge
against those women is not worth the
time taken to register it. As for the
charge of disorderly conduct, if there !
was a great noise or disturbance, vul- i
gar language or any act to disturb the j
public peace, the arrest might stand. ;
but without such it is groundless, j
There is an ordinance against women |
of ill-repute frequenting saloons, but I
even a test of that law would, beyond j
doubt, prove its unconstitutionality."

Lieut. Bahe and Sergeant Ross "went i
down the line" Saturday night, after
raiding Mr. Heckler's place. It would
not do to stop there, they thought
So they filled the central station with
men and women arrested on the charge
of disorderly conduct. At Ninth andJackson, with the assistance of Officer
McEllistrom, they descended upon a
negro habitation, securing two whilemen and three dusky females. Scarce-ly was this trip completed than Lieut.
Bahe summoned Officer Perro to as-
sist in the arrest of Charles Smith and
Francis La Clair from a Seventh street
block. Both were locked up on the
charge of disorderly conduct. Oncemore when Lieut. Bahe, Sergeant Ross
and Officer Perro got together they
added to their night's work by ar-
resting A. Jackson and Marie Jackson,
who will also face the vigilant blue-
coats in the municipal court today on
the charge of disorderly conduct. John
Sanders and Betty Taylor fell under
the observation of Sergeant Ross and
Officer Perro at an early morning hour,
and they, too. went to the station on
the favorite charge of the evening.

NINE PEOPLE UPSET
EXCITING RUNAWAY ACCIDENT

YESTERDAY OX THE THLRD
STREET HILL.

THREE RIGS IN COLLISION.

MRS. COLBURN, OF lOl* EVER-
GRIEEX AVENUE, IS SERIOUSLY

INJURED.

MRS. J. H. SCHURMEIER HURT, TOO.

Yon.' of the Party Are, However, Be-
lieved to Re Dangerously In-

jured at All.

An exciting runaway accident, in
which three conveyances were entan-
gled and four persons more or less in-
jured, occurred on the Summit avenue
hill, between Third street and Selby
avenue, shortly before 5 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon. George Johnson, a
traveling salesman livingat Merriam
Park, in company with his wife, was
driving down the hill, when his horse
became frightened and began kicking
viciously. In its struggles the animal
got one foot over the dashboard and
plunged down the hill on three legs.

Half way down the incline the runa-
way collided with the carriage of
George Colburn, of 1014 Evergreen
avenue, containing Mr. and Mrs. Col-
burn, their daughter and Mrs. Col-
burn's sister. The force of the colli-
sion broke away the two side wheels of
the Colburn trap and precipitated the
occupants to the pavement. Mr. Col-
burn saved his daughter by holding
her in his arms, but was cut about the
hands and right leg by the fall, while
Mrs. Colburn sustained a badly sprain-

ed ankle and severe shaking up. Im-
mediately back of the Colburn carriage

was that of Edward L. Schurmeier, in
which Mr. Schurmeier, Dr. Smith and
Mrs. J. H. Schurmeier, of 412 Rosabel
street, were driving. When Mrs. Col-
burn's trap was struck by the runa-
way it swung back onto the Schurmeier
horses, frightening them into a strug-
gle with their driver, which resulted in
the overturning of the carriage. Only

Mrs. Schurmeier was hurt, and it is not
thought that her injuries are serious.

When the frightened horse had been
quieted, and the broken carriages dis-
entangled, the injured persons were
taken to a neighboring residence.where
they were attended by Dr. Goodrich.
Later they were conveyed to their
homes. Dr. Goodrich stated that the
full extent of Mrs. Colburn's injuries

could not be determined until today.

Mr. and Mrs. Johnson escaped without
injury, though their cariage was badly
damaged.

Yesterday morning a team of horses
hitched to a milk wagon belong to the
Shannon Dairy company ran away at
Marshall and Western avenues. The
wagon was demolished by a collision
with a telgraph post at Western ave-
nue and Carroll street, and at Van Bu-
ren street the horses ran into a buggy

driven by Herman Bundy. Mr. Bundy
was not injured, though his carriage

was somewhat damaged. Herbert
Shannon, the driver of the runaway
team, and a companion escaped in-
jury by jumping from the wagon when
it was found the horses could not be
controlled.

ONLY TWO SEHIOIT-LY HURT.

Some Stories of Saturday's Wreck
Wildly Exaggerated.

The victims of the collision between
an East Seventh street electric car and
a North St. Paul motor at the Seventh
street junction of the lines Saturday
night were yesterday reported to be
resting as comfortably as possible un-
der the circumstances. From the in-
vestigations of Dr. Robillard, who is
attending the injured, it appears that
only two persons were at all seriously
injured. Michael Larkin, of North St.
Paul, had his right knee cap broken,

was cut about the head and bruised
about the body, but was yesterday
much improved. It is thought that he
willultimately wholly recover from the
effects of his injuries, though there is
a possibility that the injured leg may

be stiff. Mrs. Mary Larkin has re-
covered from the shock of the acci-
dent, and, with the exception of lame-
ness from the shaking up, is not in-
jured. Mrs. McDonough, living at 609
Sims street. Dr. Robillard reports not
to be hurt in any way, though she re-
ceived a severe nervous shock, from
which she has almost recovered. John
Tschannerl, of Harvester avenue,
whose face and hands were cut by
pieces of broken glass from the car
windows, is not so seriously hurt as
was at first thought. He was up and
about yesterday. Motorman Mattson,
of the East Seventh street electric car,
could not be found by Dr. Robillard
yesterday, though it is known that he
has the services of a physician. He
was seen to walk from the scene of the
accident, and it Ls supposed that his in-
juries are not serious.

HIS FAMILY WAS STARVING.

Michael Flynn's Excuse for Steal-
ing Chickens.

Michael Flynn, a railroad switch-
man fifty years old, was a prisoner at
the central station yesterday, on the
charge of larceny, having been arrest-
ed for the theft of two chickens and
two ducks from the rear of 233 Chest-
nut street. Flynn does not deny his
guilt, but claims he was forced to
steal to provide his family with food.
He has been out of work, he says,
since the railroad strike in '93, and
though livingin poverty, could put up
with his fortunes until he found his
wife and children without food. This
was the case Saturday night, when he
declares he started out to provide them
with something to eat over Sunday.
Flynn was caught with the fowls by
Officer O'Neill. The case will come up
in the police court today.

M'PAI>DE\ IS ACCUSED.

Thought to Be One of John Erick-
_nn'_ As_ta Hants.

John McPadden, living on Sixth
street, was arrested by Officer Markie
yesterday afternoon on the charge
of assault. Itis claimed that McPad-
den is one of the two men who attack-
ed Charles Erickson at Seventh and
Kittson streets a week ago Saturday
night and knocked him down with a
slungshot. Erickson received a long
gash under the left eye, for which he
afterward applied at the city hospital
for treatment. He claimed he was
walking along the street about 7
o'clock in the evening, when two men
ran toward him from the opposite
sidewalk, and before he realized the
situation, knocked him down. Erick-
son stated at the time that he had
been unable to recognize his assailants.

SALOONS or Hops
"WHICH SHALL, ftUUE?" THE QUES-

TION PROPOUHIDED RY THE
CHRISTIAN CITIZENS.

DECLARED TO BE INIMICAL

ONE DIRECTLY ANTAGONISTIC TO
THE LIFE OF THE OTHER,

'TIS SAID.

SOME ELOQUENT ADDRESSES

Delivered Last Evening at tbe Plat-
form Meeting; at the Central

Park Church.

An audience of not more than 100 per-
sons, including thirty men, attended the
Central Methodist church last even-
ing. The occasion was the second of a
series of meetings held under the au-
spices of the Christian Citizenship
league. Addresses were made by Rev.
Watson B. Millard, Rev. John Gmeiner,
T. G. Walther and H. J. Palmer.

Mr.Palmer, who was introduced as a
member of the league, and also inter-
ested in the Epworth league, urged the
ycung people to take hold of the work
and labor for the welfare of thousands
of young men who were going to de-
struction. It was a question of envi-
ronment, he said, which the Citizenship
league had to contend with. The league
could not change the characters of the
emissaries of darkness that were
abroad, but it could change the sur-
roundings of the young men by lessen-
ing the number of bad places. The
laws were trampled on and hundreds
of men were found willingto use their
powers without shame to bring souls
to destruction. The league had for its
purpose, as far as able, to remove these
evil influences. Numbers counted and
for this reason the young men and
women were wanted to use their in-
fluence. He suggested an organization
as the best means to accomplish the
ends sought for. Back of the evils was
a strong organization, and for this
reason a stronger organization was
needed to fight them.

Theodore G. Walther, treasurer of the
Citizenship league, held that any or-
ganization which tended to benefit the
people was a good thing. The league

believed that laws ignored were worse
than no laws at all. Laws must either
be enforced or repealed. Ifthe keeping
open of saloons on Sundays and all
night could not be prevented at least
certain objectionable features of the sa-
loon business should be removed. He
insisted that pastors of churches should
not bear all the burden of the work,
but that the citizens should join with
them. It would, he said, be a benefit
to the cause, as citizens could get a
hearing with city officials when min-
isters could not. The league was not
confined to race, creed, or sex; any
man or woman could join, and all that
would or could assist in the work were
welcome.

Rev. John Gmeiner thought too much
attention was paid by the citizens to
the question of personal liberty, which
was always raised when reforms were
suggested. It was unfortunate that this
principle was put forward by thou-
sands in this city. The Citizenship
league was not a party in politics. Not
only the Democratic, but the Republi-
can party leaned to the question of per-
sonal liberty. He believed in calling
things by their right name. If a man
was a hypocrite, call him one. The last
legislature had put on the committee
on temperance either men engaged in
the liquor business or friends of those
who were engaged or interested in the
business. Brewers, saloonkeepers and
liquor dealers, the speaker said, seemed
and did have a great influence over par-
ty leaders and law officers. The number
of Christians in the city outnumbered
the men engaged in the liquor business,
but they took no active part in the
work of the league, and for this reason
the officials turned their backs on the
league. Itwas the duty of Christians
to do their part, and the pres-
ent state of affairs was owing
to the indifference of the good people
and the activity of the bad people.
There had been something of an im-
provement in the morals of the city
in the past two years, but there was
still room for further improvement, and
this could be brought about only by or-
ganization and work.

Rev. Watson B. Millard spoke on the
subject of the "Rights of the Home
and Saloon." The home was ordained
of Cod, and the saloon ordained of
Satan. He was willingto stand up
for the rights of any one, but failed
to see where the rights of the saloon
came in. The saloon had just as much
rights as the state and city gave it,
but that did not satisfy the saloon-
keeper. A careful inspection of the
statutes and city ordinances showed
that the law did not give the saloon-
keepers the right to do as they pleased.
The law restricted the saloon, and the
law should be enforced and the saloon
given just the rights given it under
the law and no mott*. There was a
conflict between the home and the sa-
loon. What was needed was to stir up
the people, and with the home, the
state and the church against them, the
saloons would have to go. The league
believed that it had a right to claim
their rights under the law, and that
men and women should be given the
right to protect their homes and chil-
dren against the saloon. The great
trouble was that every Christian did
not claim these rights. The members
of the league were not cranks, and a
man who claimed his rights was not a
crank. The claim had been advanced,
and he was sorry to say in one of the
newspapers of the city, that it would
help business and make a lively city
to have the wide-open policy. The
time had passed, the speaker said,
when success and commercial pros-
perity could be secured in any city by
the wide-open policy. Ifthe current of
money could be turned from the sa-
loonkeeper's till to the pocketbook of
the wife there would be better clothes,
better food and true prosperity. Give
the saloon the right it was entitled to
under the law and, no more, and stand
up for the home and feood citizenship.
The speaker called attention to the or-
dinance now before* the council prohib-
iting the employment of females in sa-
loons and concert balls, and requested
all members of the league to write or
call on their alderman and assembly-

man and insist on the passage of the
measure.

Joe Zabieky's Night In.

Joseph Zabicky is a -prisoner at the central
police station on the triple charge of drunk
and disorderly conduct and discharging fire-
arms within the city limits. It appears that
Zabicky, who lives on the upper flats, does
not like the quality of dog kept by his
neighbors, Mr. and Mrs. Lashinsky, and after
threatening to kill one of their canines, did
killit last night. They mrtner Informed the
police that Zabicky talked with evident seri-
ousness about killingthem, and the belliger-
ent was locked up.

Went Gunning; totr Douglas.

After adjournment of the legislature on
Wednesday a number of St. Paul sportsman
waited upon Hon. W. B. Douglas and re-
quested him to accompany them to a gun
store. Mr. Douglas was very agreeably sur-
prised when they ordered bis measure taken
for a |200 Parker gun, which will be suit-
ably engraved and beautifully finished. This
present to Mr. Douglas is in recognition of
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hist services as a member of the house and
as chairman of the ganie and flsh commit-
tee for the enactment of laws for the pro-
tection and preservation of the game and flsh
of the state. The St. Paul sportsmen paid
a fellow sportsman a well merited compli-
ment, in the opinion of the Moorhead Ind©-
pendent.

Man. Aged 107. and His AVife, AgPd
105, Celebrate.

LAGRANGE, Ind., April25.—Mr. and
Mrs. Jacob Hiller, livingnear Elkton,
Mich., the oldest married couple in the
United States, celebrated their eighty-
seventh wedding anniversary yester-
day.

Hiller is aged 107 and his wife 105.

BOSTON MONGOLIAN DIES

WHILE WAITING FOR A TRAIN AT
THE UNION DE-

POT.

INVALID COMPANIONS' DESPAIR

At the Crnel Visit of the Scythe-
Hearer Makes a ritifnlSpec-

tacle.

Homeward bound to breathe his last
in the land of flowers, Feung Hung
Feung, a Chinaman formerly living in
Boston, Mass., died in the invalid's
chair at the union depot yesterday,
shortly after 12 o'clock. Deputy Cor-
oner Ritchie was notified of the death
and after examining the body decided
that the Celestial's demise was due to
natural causes. The body was taken
to the undertaking rooms of Bantz &
Dougherty, where it will remain pend-
ing communication with relatives of
the dead Chinaman in Boston. Should
it be learned that he was a member
of the Chinese Free Masonic order, the
body will be taken in charge by the
local branch of that organization..

Feung Hung Feung arrived in St.
Paul at 8:15 yesterday morning over
the Wisconsin Central road, in com-
pany with six other Chinamen, en
route to their native land. Unlike
most homegoings, that of the Mongo-
lians was not a joyful contemplation,
but a journey of sorrow whose only
satisfaction was the compliance with
a religious tenet of the Chinese, for
each of the party was sick and doomed
to death. Their only hope was to
reach the Flowery Kingdom that they
might be laid to rest in the land of
their fathers. This privilege was de-
nied Feung Hung Feung, and his death
cast a gloom over his companions, who
saw their own fate portrayed with a
sadness pathetic to those gathered

about the little group at the depot.
For two years the dead Chinaman had
been a sufferer from consumption.
Realizing that he could not live much
longer, he began the return which is
the desire of each Chinese heart. Three
companions from Boston, also illunto
death, accompanied him on his journey
to Chicago, where three more stricken
country men augmented the sad party.

When the Chinamen reached St.
Paul Feung Hung Feung was so weak
that he could not walk from the cars.
He was carried to the invalid's chair
by his companions and tenderly wheel-
ed into the waiting room. Allmorning
the plaintive sounds of a low, almost
chanted conversation between the Chi-
namen, clustered about their stricken
countryman, attracted attention at the
depot, where the group was regarded
with a touch of pity. Toward noon
Feung Hung Feung appeared to be-
come stronger, and his companions
were somewhat relieved, but shortly
after 12 o'clock he suddenly fell back
into the chair dead. A through ticket
to China was found on the dead man's
person, with a number of letters and
90 cents in money. The presence of so
small a sum of money was explained by
the dead man's companions by the
statement that all of the party had
telegraphed their money to Portland,
Or., where they were to embark for
their native land.

Feung Hung Feung's companions
continued their journey on the 4:30
transcontinental train over the North-
ern Pacific road.

Lueng Feung, a cousin of the dead
man, living in Boston, was communi-
cated with by telegraph last evening re-
garding the disposition of the body, and
directed in reply that it should be held
here until further instructions from him
today. Itwas also learned that the dead
Chinaman had a wife and family in
his native land.

RECIPROCITY WITH GOD.

Rev. J. P Stout Crg-eM It on Him Con-

"Divine Reciprocity" was the topic
under which Rev. J. F. Stout denom-
inated a sermon on the human treat-
ment of the body and the soul, deliv-
ered at First __§.. E. church yesterday
Among other things, he said:

When we make a study of practical
!life in the matter of expense we shall

discover the emphasis which humanity
i as a whole places on different thing*.
j The largest sum expended is for vice,

| for liquors and stimulants of every
sort. The next is for luxuries, and the
next for necessaries such as bread and
meats, and the next and much smaller
sum is for education, and the last and
much the least is for the religious life
of the race, and that includes ethicc
which are necessary to all safety in
national and municipal life.

We should allow to our spiritual well-
being the highest place, since it is of
the utmost importance.

We should give to it a definite pro-
portion of our attention and support.
No other plan would be in harmony
with our belief.

The proportion should certainly not
be less than that recognized by the
Jewish church, which ls at least a tenth
of the income. The proportion then
would be: Sustenance and shelter, five-
tenths; enjoyments, two-tenths; intel-
ligence or education, two-tenths; and
relig' >n, one-»tenth. Any less propor-
tion would be out of all harmony with
the situation. The obligation of the
gospel furnished at such cost is beyond
comparison, and ifan ancient Jew, with
his light, could see his way to give
one-tenth, what shall be said of the
Christian, with his privileges and view
of the truth, who moved by love, which
is the highest motive, fails to do as
well.

The divine side, or God's return for
proportionate giving, is with gospel
measure, and it is returned to us in
natural channels, but there is no doubt
that it is returned. There are two mo-
tives to which God appeals to his peo-
ple for the carrying on of his work;
one is self-interest, and to this he cer-
tainly appeals. We may say we do not
believe it, but certainly God promises
that he who so gives shall find it to
his own material interest. Ifhe trusts
God enough to honor him with his sub-
stance, then God will in providential
ways more than make it up to him.
Certainly this promise is general, and
would not cover all cases of financial
panics and false business methods, but
it is true- as certainly as "'righteousness
tendeth to life, and he that pursueth
evil pursueth it to his own hurt." This
law is recognized to be true, even
though there are many righteous who
die young, and many evil who live
long and seem in all externals to thrive.
On this one assurance of God, given us
again and again in the Word of God,
we can afford to do our part in pro-
portionate giving.

MlST NOT FORGET GOD.

That Is the Secret of Trne Sabbath

Elder H. F. Phelps, pastor of the Ad-
ventist church of this city, spoke lastevening on the "Nature and Object of
the Sabbath Institutioh, and What
Constitutes Proper Sabbath Observ-
ance." The speaker was thankful that

He must be
changed by the converting power of
tin* spirit of God; he must be made a
new creature in Christ. Then, and only
then, can a person discern the true na-
ture of the Sabbath. Yielding himself
to the influence of the Holy Spirit, he
can know what proper Sabbath observ-
ance is.

Inasmuch as the Sabbath was first
given to man in his innocency, before
he had sinned, while he was yet a spir-
itual being, with all his being in har-
mony with God; inasmuch as the Sab-
bath was given by the Creator, who i3
a spirit, a spiritual being; inasmuch as
the command to observe the Sabbath
was placed in the bosom of the law, of
which it is said, "The law is spiritual,

'
it follows that the Sabbath is spiritual
in its very nature, and can only be
spiritually discerned. And its observ-
ance must be spiritual, not merely in
the letter of the Sabbath.

That which made the Sabbath holy
was the presence of the Creator, the
Lord of glory, in resting upon it. The
presence of Christ made the Sabbath
holy. The Sabbath waa then given to
man, to the man Adam, and through
him to all the race of mankind, as a
sign "that Iam your Lord your sancti-
fier;" as a sign that the presence of
Christ in the believer would make him
holy, just as the presence of Christ
had made the Sabbath holy. And if
man had never forgotten the Sabbath,
there could never have been such a
being as an idolator on the face of the
earth.
