APPOINTED IN THE AMES CASE,

Serious Hitch Impending in the Or-
ganization of the New Western
Passenger Association.

Judge Sanborn, in the United States
circuit court for the district of Xansas,
was occupied the greater part of the
day yesterday hearing motions <n Lé-
half of the first mortgage oondholders
for the appointment of receivers for
the following railroads in Kansas:

Central branch of the Union Pacific,
consisting of 100 miles of railriad ex-
dending from Atchison to Wataryille;
the Atchison, Colorado & DPacifie rail-
road, consisting of 254 miles of railroad
extending from Waterville to FLenura,
from Greenleaf to Washington, from
Yuma to Warwick and ‘rom Downs to
and the Atchison Jewel com-
pany and Western railroad, consisting
of thirty-three miles extending from
Jamestown to Burr Oak,

The bondholders, the receivers of the
TUnion Pacifie, and the Missouri Pacific
Railroad company, which is now in pos-
session of these railroads under lease,
were all represented by counsel.

At the conclusion of the arguments,
Judge Sanborn denied the mortions to
appoint receivers in each of the three
cases, and ordered the receivers in the
Ames case to hold the net income frcm
these” roads until the further order of
the court, for the benefit of the first
Aortgage bondholders respectively.

CUT IN COMMISSIONS.

Jn Future No Excessive Payments
‘Will Be Allowed.

CHICAGO, April 30.—This was the
day when, according to the agreement
of the Western roads, all payment of
excessive commissions should cease.
The roads accordingly sent out to all
of their agents notices that under no
circumstances were they to pay more
than the authorized rate of commis-
slons after today. Just what rate of
lcommissions will be adopted in the fu-
ture is somewhat indefinite, but the
opinion is general that the old com-
, mission schedule of the Western Pas-
senger association will be in force, but
Eno definite arrangement to this effect
{has been made. Some of the genera!
rassenger agents are of the opinion
that an entirely new scnedule of com-
missions must be arranged before the
prayment of any commissions is al-
lowed.

It has been decided that the old Chi-
cago Railroad association will continue.
For a time after the promulgation of
the supreme court decision it was
thought that the organization would
be compelled to go out of business, but
the legal lights of the roads interested
have said that it can go on and it will
continue its work as before. It was
thought that the issue of rate sheets
which has been the province of the as-
sociation would pass into the hands of
the Western Passenger association and
that organization will now have
nothing to do with the rate sheets and
the Railway association will be con-
tinued in the same old way. Its annual
meeting will be held tomorrow and offi-
cers elected for the ensuing year.

Representatives of the Western roads
met today for the purpose of consider-
ing arrangements for the business to
the Christian Endeavor convention in
San Francisco. There were several
things up which the Western roads hail
settled to which the Southern Pacific
Ljects and the Western roads will
alter their arrangements as far as
possible in order to accede to the
wishes of the Southern Pacific whici
will handle all of the business at the
terminus. The meeting today was of a
talkative nature and up to a late hour
in the afternoon no action was taken.

THREE ROADS STILL OUT.

May Not Join the Association of
Statistics and Information.

The Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul,
and the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis
& Omaha have adopted the agreements
of the new Western Passenger Asso-
cition of Statistics and Information and
will be represented at the meeting to
be held at Chicago Tuesday.

The Chicago Great Western has
served notice upon the members of the
association that that line will not joir:
the association until the Minneapolis
& St. Louis and the Wisconsin Central
-lines have joined, which practically
means that none of the three lines will
enter the association.

At the meeting of the association in
Chicago Tuesday several matters of im-
portance will be discussed. Among
them will be the matter of Christian
Endeavor rates to San Francisco. This
problem, it is believed, has practically
been settled. The association will also
probably agree to restore commissions
on passenger business between Chicago
and St. Paul and Chicago and the
Missouri river, to the old basis of 75
cents. The meeting will also consider
the agreements of local associations
and the immigrant bureaus.

CABINET MEETING.

Only Mh“en of Ordinary Interest
Under Considerantion.

WASHINGTON, April 30.—The president is
recelving almost daily invitations from friends
and admirers asking him to spend his sum-
mer outing at different resorts. Summer resi-
dences in the mountains and at the seashore
have been tendered to him. Most of the in-
vitations come from New England. It was said
some time ago that he had accepted an invi-
%ation to use Ambassador Hay’s summer
home In the Adirondacks, but this is denied
at the White house. It is stated positively that
the president has as yet given no considera-
tion to the question of where he will spend
the heated term. He will remain at the White
house until congress adjourns and leave for
whatever place he may select as suitable im-
mediately thereafter. Should congress remain
here until the heat becomes very oppressive
it is entirely probable that Mrs. McKinley may
leave Washington before the president does.

It is definitely announced at the White
house today that W. J. Calhoun, of Danville,
1L, is to go to Cuba, instead of Judge Hay,
who was recently appointed assistant secretary
of state to act as the legal counsel of the
United States in the Ruiz case. Mr. Calhoun
is a lawyer of fine ability and an old and inti-
mate friend of the president.

The cabinet, at the meeting today, dis-
cussed nothing of importance. Much time was
spent in exchanging reminiscences and stories
about the trip to New York 1o attend the
Grant tomb exercises. The Graeco-Turkish
situation did not come up in any form.

WASHINGTON, April 30.—Republicans are
making no attempt to carry out the intention
of President Cleveland in his last big classi-
fication order.

GOLD STORE AMPLE

THE TREASURY OFFICIALS NOT
WORRIED BY THE EXPORTS
OF COIN,

WEEKLY TRADE REVIEWS.

IMPROVEMENT IN
SAYS

A MODERATE
LEADING INDUSTRIES,
DUN'S REPORT.

ADVERSE COMMERCIAL BALANCE.

Heavy Imports the Only Factor That
Gives Importance to the Move-
wment of Specie.

WASHINGTON, April 30.—Today's with-
drawals from the New York subtreasury of
$4,000,000 in gold coin and bullion for export
is nét viewed with apprehension at the treas-
ury department, old officials of the depart-
ment calling attention to the fact that during
the last twenty years and more there has
been an annual outward movement of gold
from the country to Europe, usually »begln-
ning in April or May, and ending in mid-
summer, and a corresponding return move-
ment during the winter months. The last
three years, however, have been marked by
abnormal gold movements, based on abnormal
conditions which, it is said, no longer exist.
The records of the treasury show that during
the last eight years the heaviest monthly
exportations of gold, in round numbers, have
occurred as follows: June, 1889, $18,000,000;
July, 1890, $!2,000,000; May, 1891, $31,000,000;
June, 1892, $17,000,000, May, 1893, $19,000,000;
May, 1894, $27,000,000; February, 1895, $26,-
000,000; May, 1896, $19,000,000.

Several! reasons are given for the present
gold export movement, of which reasons
heavy importations, to take advantage of the
proposed new tariff law, is regarded as the
weightiest. Today’s customs receipts amount-
ed to $2,279,476, as compared with $583,5676 for
April 30, last year. For the present month
the customs receipts aggregate $24,454 3551, as
compared with $11,815,751 for April, 1896. The
duties paid, of course, constitute only a frac-
tion of the cost of goods imported for which
settlements must be made in gold. The money
spent by American tourists abroad, which
has been estimated as high as $150,000,000 a
year, is another factor in the problem. The
demand for foreign bills on this account has
begun already, and is likely to continue for
some months. Another factor is the heavy
purchases of gold on Austrian and Japanese
account. During the first ten days in the
present month the Bank of England alone lost
about - 5,000,000 to Japan and Austria-Hun-
gary. The apprehension of a general con-
flict among the powers, growing out of the
war between Turkey and Greece, and the re-
cent decision of the supreme court aga'nst a
railroad traffic association, it is thought, may
also have been contributory causes to (o the
present necessity of shipping gold abroad.
Whatever the cause, no alarm is felt here as
to the outcome, the present gold in the treas-
ury, $153,354,638, being regarded as ample to
meet any emergency, without in the least im-
pairing our credit at home or abroad.

INDUSTRIES IMPROVING,

But the Course of General Trade a
Disappointment.

NEW YORK, April 30.—R. C. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade tomorrow will say: In
spite of moderate improvement in most of the
great industries, business is disappointing.
Expectations of a speedy end of the war in
Europe, through Turkish victory, have helped
to depress grain. Demands of Austria and
China have caused exports of $6,500,000 gold;
merchandise imports are generally increased
and final action of congress on the revenue
question seems more remote. Wheat rose last
Saturday nearly 2¢, but has fallen since that
day about 5c. This is largely because Eu-
ropean markets did not sustain the expecta-
tion of a .great foreign demand, after the
outbreak of war, and because events appeared
to foreshadow speedy peace, but the tidings
from wheat growing siates, the receipts from
farms and the enormous exports of corn, all
had influence. Corn exports have been 13,150,-
187 bushels in four weeks, against 4,496,679
bushels last year, while Atlantic exports of
wheat in the same weeks, flour included,

have been only 4,231,348 bushels, against
4,507,215 bushels last year. Nor is
this surprising, for if, in use, two
bushels of corn only equal one bushel of
wheat, two bushels of corn would cost
about  60c, and the one bushel of
wheat  nearly 80c. Western - receipts

have been reduced, perhaps in part by floods
and interruption of trafiic. The cotton mar-
ket has advanced %c, owing mainly to a spec-
ulative impulse from England.

The exports of gold would not have much
influence if there were not an extraordinary
increase in merchandise imports and some de-
crease in exports from New York, large for
the last week, and 5 per cent for April
Imports have increased about 60 per cent over
last year for the week,and for four weeks have
been 30 per cent grearer. At Boston impn=i~ of
wool have been extraordinary, and at Phila-
delphia they have amouniead f0T the woutn 10
$1,278,000. The thought that this abnormal
increase may continue as long as action -on
the revenue bill is deferred, tends to affect
exchange, but the main influence at present
is the exceptional demand for the reconstruc-
tion of the Austrian monetary system and for

' Japan.

Of the great industries, the iron and steel
manufacture is slower in advancing now, as
it was much the quicker in the winter. Re-
poris of pending negotiations between the
Illinois Steel company and the M‘nnesota Iron
company, point to an important change as
possible. Prices of Mesaba ore have not yet
been established, though ore better than
Fayal has been sold at $2.45@2.50.

There is more business in cotton and woolen
goods and a little better tone in prices, some
cotton and some woolen goods having slightly
advanced without general change. The mills
are rather better employed and ithe demand
is apparently increasing, though not enough
in wool to induce manufacturers to a pur-
chase.

Failures for the week have been 237 in the
United States against 238 last year and 40 in
Canada, against 31 last year.

BRADSTREET’S REVIEW,

Conspicuous Features of Trade Are
Less Satisfactory.

NEW YORK, April 30.—Bradstreet’s tomor-
row will say: The more conspicuous features
of trade are less satisfactory, including mod-
erate reactioris in prices of staples, a falling
off in the volume of transactions in various
lines, continued slow collections, and less fa-
vorable conditions in the iron, steel, cotton
and some other industries. There is less de-
mand for staple varieties of iron, and s:eel
makers report trouble in- securing specifi-
cations for contracts ‘'on hand. The outlook is
for the shutting down of some furnaces in
the Pittsburg -district. Sale§ of wool have de-
clined sharply.- but receipts of foreign have
brought up the week’s movement to a fair
total. Nearly a year’s supply has been im-
ported during the first four months of this
year. The movement of cotton goods is slow
and prices are low, buyers purchasing in
large lots, only where inducements are offered.

. Woolen manufacturers are fairly supplied with

orders, and are inclined to ask an advance on
new business. The three months’ restrictions
of output in cotton goods has ended, and mills
are run on full time. The price movement has
furnished little basis for special encourage-
ment, the only advance on general recognized
conditions being those of pork and cotton.

Exports of wheat, flour included, from both
coats of the United States amount to only
1,158,886 bushels this week, against 1,634,000
bushels last week; 1,260,000 bushels in the
week a year ago, and as compared with 2,-
776,000 bushels in the like week in 1893. The
current week’s exports are the smallest since
the second week in May, 1891. Exports of In-
dian corn have also fallen off this week,
amounting to 3,657,466 bushels, against 4,769,-
000 bushels last week; 2,142,000 bushe!s in the
week a year ago; 1,016,000 bushels two years
ago, 889,000 bushels three years ago, and as
compared with 1,040,000 bushels in the like
week of 1893.

There i3 a moderate increase in the com-
mercial death rate, there being 244 business
failures throughout the United States this
week, co with 216 last week; 254 in the
week one year ago; 206 two years ago; 179
three years ago, and as contrasted with 248
in the last week of April, 1891. There are
31 business failures reported from the Cana-
dian Dominion this week, against 22 last week;
26 in the week a year ago, and 36 two years
ago, and as compared with 33 in the corre-
sponding week of 1898.
