THE SITUATION.

“Maj. Jones, who succeeded Maj.
Allen as government engineer at this
point, not long since estimated that a
forty-foot dam at Fort Snelling, con-
structed for power and navigation pur-
poses, would generate 30,000 horse pow-
er at low water and 50,000 at high wat- |
er. He  estimated that such a dam!
could be built and equipped with a
hydraulic lift for passing steamboats,
a sluiceway for logs, with ample ar-
rangements for carrying off floods, and
with assurance of navigation to Min-
neapolis at all river stages, for the

sum of $1,250000. He also estimated
that for mnavigation purposes three
dams could be erected at different

points in the river between Fort Snell-
ing and the old steam boat landing in
Minneapolis, with a combined lift of
thirty-nine feet, for $1,029,106.

“Since that time, Maj. McKenzie has
made a report to the war department,
showing where these three dams shouid
be placed, and what the lift of each
should be. He says: ‘To provide nav-
igation to the old steamboat landing,
below the Washington avenue bridge
i Minneapolis, two locks and dams
will be required. Lock and dam No. !
is placed just above Minnehaha creek,
with a life of 33.3 feet. Lock and dam
No. 2 is placed about 1,000 feet below
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
railway bridge, below Meeker's island,
with a lift of 13.8 feet. To provide
ravigation to the Pillsbury-Washbura
dam, atout 3,000 feet below the Falls
of St, Anthony, will require a third lock
and dam, placed at the head of the
rapids, about half a mile delow the
steamboat landing, with a lift of 10.1
feet.

I “When this committee reports we
shall be in posssession of facts for fur-
ther action, if any be needed. But
whatever be done, both cities should re-
member one fact. The time is forever
! past when industrial plants have to be
| located on or near a dam to get the
benefit of the power controlled by it.
{ The time is also coming rapidly nearer

| when powerful manufacturing interests
will everywhere be arrayed against
setting precedents fcr granting govern-
ment aid to projects that waste wa-
ter power, even for navigation purposes,
Once clearly prove that use of water
for the development of power and nav-
igation of the Mississippi can be ecc-
nomically combined, and that these two
cities will be a unit in the effort, and
there will be no more doubt about
swinging promised and expected gov-
ernment appropriations into line with
it, than that the year 1900 is coming.
If a single high dam will best do this,
let us have it, and combination of ef-
fort to push it. If three low dams will
do just as well, let there be equal com-
bination of effort to push that, and no
foolish short-sighted obstruction be
attempted anywhere. Questions of lo-
cation and how to do it come after-
wards. Let us first learn the A of
this matter.

TARIFF 3 COMMISSION.

Senator Culiom Is in Favor of the
Idea,

WASHINGTON, May 7.—In reply to
inquiries as to his views on a perma-
nent tariff commission, Senator Cullom
has written the followirg letter:

Samuel B. Archer, Secretary of the Tarff
Commission League: You have asked me two
or three times whether I have been and am
now, in favor of a permanent tariff commis-
sicn. 1 have for many years thought that
there ought to be some means devised by
which we could avoid these constant and ex-
treme changes in tariff legislation—first going
far in the direction of a high tariff, and on
the occasion of a change of politics going as
far the other way. 1 believe that through
the judicious agency of a permanent tariff
commission, composed of exper:s, statisticians
and business men, such changes could be
made from year to year, by congress, as
might be indicated and clearly shown to be
wise. This would save the necessity of re-
quiring a change on the whole tariff system
by whatever party came intoc power.

Certainly we cannot continue indefinitely as
we have been doing, with reference to that
subject, because the business on the contrary
will not tolerate it. I hove sincerely that
this congress may provide for some kind of
a commissicn which will aid in changing the
situation, and I should be glad if an amend-
ment of the indicated character were to be
incorporated in the bill now befgre the sen-
ate, known as the Dingley bill.

CLAUSE AGAINST TRUSTS

Written Into the Indian Bill by the
Conference Committee.

WASHINGTON, May 7.—The confer-
ence committee of the senate and house
tcday reachz=d an agreement on the In-
dian appropriation bill. The differ-
ences between the two houses on the
senate amendment for the opening of
the Uncompahgre reservation were
reconciled on the basis of a provision
for the leasing of the gilsonite lands,
instead of the purchase of them. The
compromise agreement authorizes any
person to take one claim on lease and
hold it in perpetuity upcn the payment
of a royalty of 75 cents per ton on all
the gilsonite mined. There is, how-
ever, a provision against trusts, which
was insertetd upon the mection of Sen-
ator Pettigrew. This provision forfeits
to the government claims of holders
who enter into a combination to limit
production, or raise the price of giison-
ite. :

POSTAL CONGRESS.
Question of Intermediary Transit

Rather Warmly Discussed.

WASHINGTON, May 7.—The ques-
tion of transit of mails through inter-
mediary countries was threshed over
again today at a meeting of the sub-
committee on transit of the ways and
means committee of the universal post-
al congress. The committee met early
and spent several hours in going over
the subject. Mr. Havelarr, of Holland,
the representative of a country whith,
perhaps, would have more reason than
any other to oppose the projected
transit reforms, presided. The delib-
erations gave the delegates an oppor-
tunity to present their several views,
The
ccngress itself is taking a recess until
next week, when it will meet probably
to receive the report of the sub-com-
mittee upon the latter's notification
that it is in readiness to communicate
its findings. - Meanwhile the delegates
are devoting themselves to a study of
the problems before the body, and to a
géneral interchange of views.

Postmaster General Gary will give a
reception to the congress next Tuesday
evening and President McKinley will
entertain them later. This was an-
n(x_unced today at a meeting of the com-
mittee on arrangements. An outing on
the Chesapeake bay and Poetomac river
also was arranged. The trip will be
made the latter part of next week, if
present plans are carried out. The
itinerary includes Old Point Comfort
Richmond, Norfolk and Newport News,

The Belgian delegates‘have protested
earnestly and warmily against the p:op-
osition to change the mode of pay-
ments for mails in transit. There is
said to be a considerable difference of
opinion among the members of the
committee having under charge the
prcpositions relating to the money or-
der system. There seems to be much
objection to the suggestion to make
postoffices the medium for the interna-
tional collection of money, as they are
now for the international payment of
it, and this objection is understood to
be based upon the argument that such
a system would seriously affect the
banking system of exchange.

LEFT HANDED ANIMALS.

Creatures Discovered by Liviag-
stone in the Wilds of Afrien.

There seems to be evidence that some ani-
mals, at.least, are left-handed. Parro:s grasp
and hold food with the left claw. Livingstons
stated that lions struck with the left pat,
he held, indeed, that all animals are left-
handed. One investigator, who has been
shaking hands with parrots to verify this ob-
servation, finds that the left-handed habit
may be induced in parrots from the fact that
in offering one’'s finger for the parrot to grasp
it is usually that of the right hand. The psr-
rot, therefore, puts his left claw forward. If
a left finger be offered the bird will put for-
ward the right foot.—Pittsburg Dispatch.

Ancient Means of Defense.

Before the days of artillery the moat was
an effective means of defense, particularly
when. filled with water. In very. large forts
or cas.les it sometimes assumed the dimen-
sions of a lake, being often 100 yards wide and
ten to twenty feet deep. The moat was
crossed by a drawbridge, which could be
raised at an instant’s notice. When the moat
was too wide to permit of this bridge cover-
ing the entire distance a slight wooden bridge
was employed.
