paved portion of any street of the city of St.
Paul, nor upon the sidewalk along any street
on which a bicycle path has been constructed,
nor upon the sid-ewalk of any park or foot-
p-ath of any bridge of the city, nor upon or
along the sidewalk of any street within the
limits bounded and including the following
streets, to wit:

Commencing at a point on the northwestern

street to East Sixth street to the tracks of the
St. Paul & Duluth Railway company, thence

DISTRICT IN WHICH BICYCI..E RIIXIXGO\ THE SIDEWAJLK IS PROHIBITED.

State street from Concord street, and except
the sidewalk on the east side of Greenwood
avenue.

Sec. 2. No.person shall ride a bicyc'.e upon
or along any public sidewalk of any unpaved
portion of any street within the city of St.
Paul outside of the limits described in section
1 at a speed exceeding six miles, an hour. No
person shall ride a bicycle upon or along the
roadway of any street within the city of St.
Paul at a rate of speed to exceed eight miles
an hour.

Sec. 3. No person shall ride a bicycle upon
or along any public sidewalk or street of the
city of St. Paul without having attached to
the handle bar of said bicycle a signal bicycle
bell.

*
Sec. 4. No person riding a bicycle upon or

along any public sidewalk of the city of St.
Paul shall approach within fifty feet of any
pedestrian without giving warning by using
a bell, as prescribed in section 3 of this Cf-dinance, and -securing recognition of si£d
warning, and reducing speed before passing
such pedestrian.

Sec. 5. No person shall ride any bicycle
upon or along any public street or s'devvalk
of the city of St. Paul after sunset withouthaving attached thereto a lighted lamp, -which
shall be attached to one of the forks or the
axle of the front wheel of such bicycle.

Ser>. G. Any person violating any of the
provisions of this ordinance shall be subject
to a fine of not Ices than $1, nor more than

$50 for each offense.
