NOVELTIES FOR THE MENU.

Dishes That May Come as Unique to
the Average Housekeeper.

To scoliop tongue, cut cold boiled tongue in-
to small bits and for a heaping cupful of meat
put three-quarters of a cup of stock into a
saucepan to heat. Add to it one teaspoonful
of onion juice, a little chopped parsley, salt
and pepper; stir in the tongue and when the
mixture is hot take the pan from the fire and
stir in the beaten yolk of an egg and a few
capers. . Butter jndiyidual baking dishes and
fill them with this mixture. Thickly cover
the top with bread c¢rumnbs and bits of butter.
Bake them in a brisk Gven fifteen minutes, or
until the crumbs are-well browned. Fillet of
tongue is made in the following manner: Cut
the thick part 6f a large boiled tongue into
slices half an inch thick; then cut each slice
into halves.. Dip each piece into melted but-
ter and then into cracker dust. Put some
butter into a frying pan over the fire, and
when it is heated put in the prepared tongue
and carefully brown each side and arrange the
cooked slices in rows, one slice overlapping
the other, upon a hot platter. Stir into the
melted butter remaining in the pan a level
spoonful of flour; then add one cup of sea-
soned stock and flavor with lemon juice or
wine. Pour the sauce between the rows of
meat and sprinklz chopped parsley over the
whole.

To braize lambs’ tongues: Cover half a dozen
lambs’ tongues with bhoiling water and let
them boil very slowly for about two hours.
Take the tongues from the liquid and remocve
the skin. For six tongues put three table-
spoonfuls of butter into-a frying pan over the
fire, and when it is melted stir in two table-
spoonfuls of flour and three of tomatoes. Cook
this mixture five minutes, then gradually stir
in three cups of water in which the tongues
were cooked, and season with salt and a dash
of cayenne pepper. Place the tongues in a
baking pan and put in with them haif a dozen
peppercorns, a s!ice of onion and a bay leaf.
Pour the sauce over the whole, cover the pan
and bake in a slow oven one hour, basting the
tongues with the sauce in the pan. When
done place the tongues upon a bed of boiled
rice or macarom: and strain the sauce over
them. Garnish the dish with a wreath of
parsley.

Luncheon or Supper Loaf.

The remains of a rare steak may be made
into an excellent dish. Chop the meat fine,
and for each cup of meat add a tablespoon-
ful of chopped ham and half as much bread
crumbs as you  have meat. Moisten the
crumbs with a little ‘milk and mix them
with the meat. Season highly with salt and
pepper and chopped parsley; or a little onion
juice may be substituted for the parsley.
Beat one egg light and add it to the other
ingredients. Take a piece of fresh brown
paper and butter it well. Place the meat
mixture in the middle of the paper, shape
it into a square loaf; fold the paper around
the meat and over the ends, as when doing
up a parcel turning the ends under the loat
so that they will remain in place without
twine. Place the parcel in the baking pan
and put in a hot oven and bake for twenty-
five minutes. Then carefully remove the pa-
per from the meat and: place the browned leaf
upon a heated platter. This is delicious
when served with horseradish sauce, or a
tomato sauce may be poured around it.
