Sixth Auditor of the Treasury How-
ard had at first made violent objec-
tions to approving the accounts of
these inspectors because they were not
authorized by law, but after Mr. How-
ard had been allowed the nomination
of one inspector each quarter and had
approved the disbursements. First As-
istant Postmaster General Jones had
refrained from assuming the authority
of hing the appointments of the in-
spectors and had delegated the duty to
his private secretary, Mr. Lamar.

In the campaign of 1894, six of the in-
spectors, Mr. Hill asserted, had been
detailed to influence the votes of letter
carriers in the Fourteenth congress-
ional district of New York. Mr, Hill
testified that in Philadelphia,the Cleve-
land administration had managed to
get rid of many Republicans and old
soldiers on the letter carriers’ force in
October, 1894, by evading the law. The
department had increased the force by
the appointment of eighty men, sala-
ried at $600, and shortly after had de-
creased it by dismissing seventy-eight
carriers salaried at $1,000 and twenty-
two salaried at $800. The salaries of
inspectors were paid by money taken
from the remittances of postmasters,
made in currencyv and deposited to the
credit of their chief, Mr. Bellman, in
a Washington bank., The inspectors had
been assessed for the expenses of the
Ohio campaign in 1895. To make ar-
rangements for the assessment they
had massed in Chicago, at a meeting of
them held on Oct. 31, which had been
addressed by Mr. Machen, superintend-
ent, of the free delivery service, who
had geone from Washington for that
purpese. That they might better bear
the assessment the salaries of the in-
spectors had been raised from $4 to $5
a day in July, 1895, The witness read
a letter from one of the inspectors to
Mr. Machen, explaining, in reply to a
letter from Mr. Machen, that he had
not forwarded the amount of the as-
sessment because he had not under-
stood the arrangements,

Mr. Machen
had informed the witness that former
President “Roosevelt, of the commis-
sion, had authorized the employment
of the spies. ‘Evidence of the assess-
ments had been given the commis-
sion, including evidence that Mr, Ma-
chen had declared that he would dis-
charge the men who failed to pay as-
sessments. The witness had been in-
formed that the commission made a
report Incriminating Machen and Hell-
man, but that the attorney general had
quashed the charges. An affidavit was
read from an employe of the postoffice
department that Mr. Machen had with;
held money from the salaries of ‘“‘spies
for political purposes.

Mr. Hi!ll declared that Assistant
Postmaster General Jones had em-
ployed spies to follow him, had learned
that he gave information to Represent-
ative Overstreet, of Indiana, 1'eg‘ardi}1g
the assessments, and had then dis-
charged him, upbraiding him with in-
gratitude. The personal character of
the ‘“spies,” Mr. Hill declared, was
very bad. Many of them had been ar-
rested in various cities for drunken-
ness and disorderly conduct. One spy
named Lorenz had been appointed Oct.

In dismissing Mr. Hill
from thé postoffice department Assist-
ant Postmaster General Jones had told
him that he would pursue him and se-
cure his dismissal from the department
of justice as assistant commissioner of
claims, which he did.

Incidentally Mr. Hill said that in-
spectors had been Instructed, when
making charges against letter carriers,
to ascertain whether they were Demo-
crats or Republicans; the witness had
filed a sworn statement concerning the
political assessments with Postmaster
General Wilson. In the course of a
cross-examination by Mr. Proctor, of
the civil service commission, it was de-
veloped that the commission had made
a report on the matter of political as-
sessments recommending to the attor-
ney general, Mr. Olney, the prosecu-
tion of the officials implicated. The
committee adojurned for one week.

TRANSIT RATES STAND,

Their Point Carried by the Belgian
Postal Delegates.

WASHINGTON, May 8.—The com-
mittee on registered mails of the uni-
versal postal congress held a meeting
today that lasted until late in the
afternoon. It was the only body that
was in session, and the various coun-
tries were well represented. Ansault,
the senior delegate from France, and a
leading figure in the congress, pre-
sided, and Herr Fritsch, of Germany,
took an important part in the proceed-
ings. The delegates have agreed upon
a plan to reduce the cost of maritime
transportation of the mails on a slid-
ing scale basis. In some cases the re-
duction amounts to 15 per cent in five
years, and others to 10 per cent. The
debate over the proposition to reduce
transit rates between intermediata
countries has nearly reached a conclu-
sion, and the delegates from Belgium
have evinced their satisfaction with
the result. This means that they hava
won their point as objectors to the
proposition, and that the report to con-
gress on this, the most important of
the propositions to come before the
postal officials, will be a recommenda-
tion of the committee that the transit
rates remain in status quo, with possi-
bly a few modifying provisions. The
congress will meet again probably in
the middle of next week to receive re-
ports,

REDS WATCH FOR THE MESSIAH.

American Horse Confident He Will
Come to the Indians.

WASHINGTON, May 8.—American
Horse, the celebrated Sioux chief, who
is here with Red Cloud, in the interest
of proper food and clothing for his
tribe, was asked to explain the ghost
dance. American Horse said: *“I do
not believe in the ghost dance; but 1
approve of it for my young people. The
missionaries have come among us and
told us that the Savior will come on
earth again. Our people believe it, and
I do not blame our young men for
getting enthusiastic over it once in a
while and having their periods of
dances and religous excitement.”

“Do you think the Savior will come
to the Indians?”’

“Of course I do,” responded American
Horse. “The last time He was on
earth, He came to the white men and
they killed Him.”

WASHINGTON, May 8.—'“When 1
was first elected to congress,” said
Congressman Hepburn, ‘“an old friend
of mine in Clarinda told me that I
should not wear a silk hat or put on
any style when I got to Washington.
1 naturally was inclined to obey that
injunction, and I never wore a silk
hat while I was in congress except on
one occasion. I was directed to go
with a committee to attend the funeral
ceremonies of a far Western senator.
On that occasion, because every one of
the joint committee wore a silk hat,
T also purchased one. On my way back
to Washington I stopped at my home
in Clarinda, and, of course, I wore the
silk hat. That year I was defeated
for re-election, and, although I have
since come to congress, my old friend
has always insisted that wearing the
eilk hat that year took me out of
public life for that term.”

PLUM FOR HUNTER,

The Defeated Candidate to Be Given
a Foreign Mission.

WASHINGTON, May 8—Senator De-
boe’s call at the White house today
was for the purpose of urging the
president to appoint Dr. Hunter, of
Kentucky, to a leading foreign mis-
sion, probably Chili. Dr. Hunter was
for some time the leading candidate
in the recent sensational senatorial
contest, finally giving place to Mr. De-
boe. The president spoke in high
terms of Dr. Hunter, 2ad the latters
friends came away feeling that, though
there might be a doubt as to his ap-
pointment to Chill, the prospects were
encouraging for the selection of their
candidate to some other foreign post
of equal rank,

DAVIS DROFPED IN.

The Minnesota Senator a Caller at
the White House.

WASHINGTON, May 8.—Senator Da-
vis, chairman of the senate committee
on foreign relations,had a talk with the
president late in the day, but said it
did not refer to any foreign questions.

TEAD PAYMENTS.

Extension Applies to Ceded Chip-
pewa Lands in Minnesota,

WASHINGTON, May $—Instructions
have been issued by the commissioner
of the general land office, Mr. Her-
mann, to thse registers and receivers of
the various United States land offices,
under the provisions of section 6 act of
June 10, 1896, which provides that
homestead .settlers on all ceded Indian
reservations be and are hereby granted
an extension of another year in which
to make the payments now provided
by law. These officers have been es-
pecially directed to inform all parties
applying to make proof and payment
for such lands of the provisions of the
homestead act before acting on their
applications. The local officers at
Crookston, Duluth and St. Cloud,
Minn., have also been advised that
this law is applicable .to homestead
settlers on the ceded portions of the
Chippewa lands in the districts.

AT LAST REACH FREEDOM.

Russians Who Have Felt the Shack-
els Arrive in South Dakota.

ABERDEEN, S. D.,May 8.—A carlcad
of Russian Slavs passed through here
last night, bound for the Bad Lands,
west of Bismarck, where they will lo-
cate. They are unable to speak Eng-
lish. There were twenty-one men in
the party, besides women and children.
They came from Eastern Russia, and
were adverse to talking about their na-
tive country and seemed to think they
were still under the power of the czar.

Whether nihilists or not, some of the
members cf the party have suffered for
the suspicion of nihilism. One of the
men, Michael Lodovitch, claims to be a
brother of the famous exile, Ivan Lodo-
vitch, who has spent forty years in the
salt mines of lower Siberia. Anothsr
emigrant, Tesah Stolstock, was sent <o
Siberia for life in 1884, and still bears
the marks of the shackles with which
he was confined in: underground dun-
geons. On the coronation of the pres-
ent czar, however,  he was pardoned,
with 200 others.: Later, Stolstock was
again arrested as a suspected nihilist,
the same crime of which he was accus-
ed and punished before, but he es-
caped. He was joined by his sister
in Belgium, and they at once started
for America.

Perhaps the worst example of Rus-
sian punishment in this party is Ivan
Mclosky, a Pole.. He was never in Si-
beria, but was for six years kept in
the dungeons at Moscow. These dun-
geons are under the river, and, he
says, are always at least two inches
deep with water that filters through
the cement walls. From June, 1889, to
November, 1896, Molosky saw no ray of
light, and his only companions were the
rats. His offense, so the police claimed,
was an attempt on the life of Michael
Connor, a Russian officer of the czar’s
guard. Molosky claims that he never
had a trial;- and - was only released on
his promise that he would leave Russia
at once, otherwise suffer life imprison-
ment.

At the point where these people will
locate, there is already quite a settle-
ment of their friends, who preceded
them about a year ago.

SHELDON’S BAD BLAZE,

Thirteen Store Buildings Destroyed
~Loss $25,000.

SHBELDON, N. D., May 8.—About 1:30
this morning fire broke out in the
Froiling grocery'store here. We have
no fire departmént; and the buildings
were nearly all wooden structurres,
and the flameés soon licked everything
clean from th€ state bank building to
the wheat market. Thirteen buildings
were burned, including the grocery
store where the firg started, the state
bank building! billidrd hall, Enterprisa
office, A. E.’'Rudd’s general store,
Charles Temni's ha*dware store, Good-
man & Grange’s méat market.

The fire only lasted about two hours,
and it was im le, under the cir-
cumsstances, to do anything to stay
the progress bf thé flames. It is not
known how the fire started, Some of
these who were burhed out are already
talking of rebuildinig, but some of the
buildings wilE not'be replaced. Insur-
ance was very high and the amount of
protection carried was small.

The total loss is put at between $20,-
000 and $25,000, with only_$6,000 insur-
ance. Only a small proportion of the
contents of the buildings were saved.
