ATHENS, May 9.—The correspondent
of the Associated Press learns on the
best authority that Greece has made
a written application to the powers
through their representatives at Athens
with a view of obtaining mediation.
All the representatives have promised
in their replies to use their best of-
fices, except the German minister, who
has merely acknowledged the receipt
of the note from the cabinet.

The Porte is inclined to support the
powers, with a view to the facilitation
of negotiations, but it declines to con-
sent to an armistice, on the ground
that this would enableée Greece to re-
organize her forces.

As a matter of fact, Turkey contin-
ues to send troops from Salonica home-
ward, and it is probable that Osman
Pasha has returned to Constantinople
from Salonica; in view of both facts,
it may be assumed that nothing seri-
ous is expected, but the continuance
of a state of wae is regarded as the
very best means ef hastening the ef-
forts of diplomaey. Without doubt,
hopes have been raised in Turkey that
the Ottoman government might annex
Thessaly and restore the old frontier
of 1881, but the sultan is not inclined
to risk such a step. On the contrary,
he opposes it uncompromisingly, and
will not yield to the pressure of the
war party at Constantinople. He will
be satisfied with a reasonable indem-
nity and a slight rectification of the

Eastern Thessalian frontier, such a
one as would give Turkey several
strategic position in the vicinity of
Nezeros.

The telegraph is working to Do-
mckos, and the latest dispatch from
that point says that the Turks are half

way between Pharsalos and Domokos, |

and are believed to be planning an at-
tack upon the latter. The Turks do
not molest the inhabitants of the vil-
lages they have occupied, but they have
burned houses and plundered several
churches at Pharsalos.

In the course of an interview today,
Col. Vassos said: “The union between
Crete and Greece is now an actual
fact, and nothing is lacking but the
consent of BEurope. The foreign ad-
mirals recently asked my authority to
advance their troops in Crete beyond
the zone previously occupied. The
powers may do what they like. The
union of Crete and Greece is inevita-
ble and a necessity.”

It is reported in official circles that
Queen Olga has sent a telegram to the
czar soliciting the mediation of Russia.

It s understood that Greece agrees

to confide her interests to the powers
in the peace negotiations.

LONDON, May 10.—The Daily Tele-
graph’'s Athens correspondent s2
that Col. Vasscs told him he had great
difficulty in leaving Crete, as all the
foreign war ships were on the alerrt
He departed from the island, he says,
on a dark night, after passing the two
previous nights in a cavern.

The Athens correspondent of the
Times says: So great is the change in
public sentiment, that no opposition
whatever is provoked by the decision
to recall the army from Crete, King
George, who was believed to be unap- |
proachable on this subject, has finally !
yielded with good grace.

The journal Akropolis publishes some
startling revelations. It sent a corres-
pcndent to Pharsalos to investigate the
cause of the retreat from Larissa, and
he was allowed to question the mem-
bers of the dismissed staff. Without
exception they denied that they had re-
fused to carry out the orders of the
cahinet, save on one occasion when the
government wished to remove some
superior officers from their commands.

On all cther occasiocns the staif was
in complete harmony with the cabinet.
The ministers had, indeed, ordered the
army to remain on the defensive, but
the staff considered that an effective
position would be most effectually se-
cured by advancing to certain points.
The officers positively denied giving
the order for tlie general retreat from
Mati, and declared that they were not
responsible for the abortive attack on
Menexe. They explained that the re-
treat began with wholesale desertions
from the division facing the Turkish
pceition at Dereli. Then the panic
spread so the staff was powerless to
check it, and a reorganization to defend
Larissa was impossible,

With reference to the retreat in
Epirus the papers print the following
extraordinary telegram from Col. Bol-
zari: “It is a disgraceful slander to
say that I ordered the retreat. My
brigade had advanced victoriously to
the gates of Janina. Why it retreated
is a question for a court martial to de-
cide; and the guilty parties should be
purished with death.”

ATHENS. May 9.—The Greek West-
ern squadron has rescued large num-
bers of women and children from vil-
lages along the Epirus coast threat-
ened by the Turks.

Stylis, near Lamia, has been made
the post for revictualing the Greek
army.

Mallory Ling Steamer Leona Returns
t0 New York a Wreck.

THIRTEEN PRSSENGERS GREMATED.

NEW YORK, May 9.—The Mallory
line steamer Leona, which left her pier
on Saturday, bound for Galveston, took
fire at sea, put back and arrived in
port tonight with sixteen corpses on
bcard. The dead were thirteen steer-
age passengers and three members of
the crew, who succumbed to a terrible
fire which occurred off the Delaware
Capes at an early hour this morning.
The horror of the story can hardly be
told tonight. Those who are dead were
penned up below decks, and, although

frantic efforts were made by the officers

of the vessel to save them, the fire had
gained such headway before the dan-
ger was discovered that all escape was
cut off.

The steamer carried in her cargd
many bales of bagging.It is not certain
how the fire originated, but when it
was discovered it burst forth with such
fury that it was impossible to reach
the steerage. Even then the steerage
passengers, apparently, were unmind-
ful of the danger, else the smoke and
flames had not reached them. The sa-
loon passengers were first aroused and
in such a manner as to occasion little
alarm. When it became apparent that
the fire had cut off the steerage, the
captain and his men poured great
quantities of water down the ventilator,
and the most frantic efforts were made
for the escape of those penned up..In
this way eight of the steerage pas-
sengers made their escape. The dead

Wilder saw his crew driven back from
the companionway and the realization
of the herror below made him desperate,
He rushed to the stairs and boldly at-
tempted to go below. He did not get
down more than half a dozen steps
when the smoke and flames shot up
around him and drove him back on
deck. He stepped back to the shelter
of - the pilot house. His face was
scorched, his eyebrows burned away,
and he stood there dazed and overcome
for a moment. Then he exciaimed: ‘My
God, no man can go through that and
coeme out alive.”

“When the steward aroused me I
jumped up hastily and dressed. The
captain was just coming out of tho
companionway after his fruitless effort
to go below. I stood by and tried to
look down the hole. bui the heat and
smoke were so great that I was driven
back, and the thought came over me,
like it had over the captain and crew,
that there were helpless people down
below who were probably burning
death. I listened for sounds, but ¢
hear nothing save the roar of the f
as they grew steadily in volu
low and rolled round and round in t}
narrow quarters. There was not a
scream, not a shriek, no signs of life
below.

“On deck there was only the hoarse
shouts of the captain and the hurry
and bustle of the crew as they rushed
about laying lines of hose and pouring
streams of water down the companion-
way and through the open ventilators.

“Only a slight wind was blowing
the southward that carried the voh
of smoke aft cver the full length of
ship and enveloped her in a shroud of
choking black, until the captain gave
orders to change the course completely,
sc that the smoke would be blown over
the bow. The speed of the ship was first
slackened, then the order was given to
keep up bare steerageway. I stood in
the lee of the pilot house, watching the
officers and crew making futile efforts
tc reach the steerage.

“First Mate Wallace was pacing the
bridge about 2 a. m., when he thought

The moment
he did this there was a burst of flarne

which burned his face. Wallace turned |

and ran on deck and cried the alarm .of
fire to the forward watch, telling him
to wake the steward and have all the

passengers aroused as quickly as pos- |

gible, without creating any excitement.
The steward did this in a quiet manner.
going to each stateroom and waking
the cccupants. He said in calm tones
that there was a slight fire in the for-
ward part of the ship, and it might be
advisable for the passengers to get
their things together. Tt might be posxi-
ble, he added, that the ship would
eventually have to be abandoned.
“Phere was no excitement among the
saloon passengers. Most of them

packed their luggage and carried it
from their state rooms into the main

saloon. They gathered in the saloon
and remained there, and after the ofli-
cers had assured them that there was
no immediate danger they took matters
quietly. The steward made frequent
trips forward, and came back with re-
ports of the progress of the flames.
He said that the fire was confined
below decks, and, as the flames dld
not rise very high, the passengers did
not fully realize the extent of thelr
peril.

“Capt. Wilder rushed on deck at the
first alarm, clad only in an undershirt
and trousers, He assumed command
and at once ordered the crew to rescue
the steerage passengers. On the same
deck. with the steerage, on the port
side of the ship, a large quantity of
cotton bagging was stored, separated
from the steerage passengers by a
board partition. The main deck was
almost completely fllled with freight,

gotten out of the steerage alive, but
later we found in the eabin that eight
of them had managed to get out. Their
bunks had been nearest to the com-
panionway and they had besn awaken-
ed by the part of the crew rushing out

of the forecastle. Tha fire crept up
through cracks about the pilot house
and then into the house itself. The

quartermaster stuck to the swheel until
the flames almost enveloped him. Capt.
Wilder ordered signal lights of distress
burned, and in a very few minutes
there flashed up in the darkness far
to the north, an answering signal. It
came from the City of Augusta, of
the Savannah line, which came along-
side about daybreak.

“In the meanwhile the deck forward
of the pilot house was burned aw
leaving the iron crossheams bare and
red hot. The iron plating of the ship’s
side glowed red hot.”

The passengers were 2!l transferred
to the City of Augusta in safety and
the work of fighting the fire was con-
tinued. About 4 o’clock in the morn-
ing the flames were under control and
the steamer out of danger. The pas-
sengers were sent back to the Leona,
and the City of Augusta continued on
her way to Savannah. The Leona put
about and returned to port under her
own steam.

BEACHED A BLAZING SIHIP,

Crew of the Frances Rescued by Life
Savers,

BEACH HAVEN, N. J., May 9.—Tha
full-rigged ship Frances. of New Bed-
ford, 112 dayvs from San Francisco for
New York, with a general cargo, caught
fire in her hold while off this coast yves-
terday afternoon. She was headed for
the beach, where she struck at 9 o’clock
last night, five miles south from this
place. Her captain and crew were
safely landed by the Little Egg Harbor
life saving crew, The ship will probably
prove a total less.
