Maurice Auerbaeii and C. S. Bunker, |
the expert accountant, who prepared j

the schedules oi" the asseia and liabili-
ties of the Allemannia !>enk, were in

atitriidance as witneeeea.
Tin grand jury assembled at 2:15 p..

m. and fifteen minuses later reported !
to Jiulue l^wis. Foreman Bums j
handed in the indictment. In response j
to the innu'ry of the c>urt, Fnrcmai j
Burrs sai J trat the gra-d jury had n j
finished its work. The members t':ere- j
upon retired and resumed the investi- !
gativ.n of the banks.

\\ iiile the single indictment was not
made public, it is g-eneraiiy understood
that William F. Bickel U= the man. It

is also understood that the charge is

thiU after the assignment of the ba:ik,

Mr. Bickel removed from the bank
notes to ihe amount of $7,200 and

credited them as paid on the books of j
the bank. It is alleged that the notes j
were given to creditors of the bank ;
and were held by them as security for ;
the bank's indebtedness to them. It j
is further said that the notes were I
ultimately returned to the receivers of j
the bank, upon demand, and that the
entry on the books crediting the notes
as paid was made after the visit to
the bank of the depositors' committee, j

No arrests followed the indictment, as j
Mr. Bickel is to appear before Judge j
Lewis this forenoon to plead to the j
indictment on the Lucius charge, found i
against him on Monday. He willdoubt-
less be arraigned at this time upon
yesterday's indictment.

The witnesses summoned to go before
the grand jury yesterday were Maurice
Auerbach, C. S. Bunker, T. D. Sheehan,
E. H. Bailey, cashier of the First Na-
tional bank, and Thomas F. Conroy,
cX rk of the Municipal court. Messrs. \u25a0

Sheehan and Conroy testified concert. • •

ing the affairs of the Minnesota oavings I
bank.

Receiver Auerbach was called into j
the grand jury room aJbout 4 p. m. and i
remained there until 5 p. m., when the ;

BIG VERDICT FOR FONDA.

Jnrj- Awards Him $17,040 A Kainst
the Str<-el Railway.

James M. Fonda has secured a ver-
dict of $17,640 against the St. Paul City
Railway company. The jury returned
the verdict yesterday forenoon after
remaining ou.1 all night. The street
railway company was granted a stay
of sixty days. It is understood that
the company will move for a new trial !
on the ground that the verdict is con- I
trary to the evidence, and that if tne !
court denies the motion it will appeal
to the supreme court.

This was the second trial of the >

case, and the third time it had come
before the court. Upon the first trial,
last November, the jury disagreed.
The ca.se was placed on the December
calendar for trial by a struck jury,
but this time it was dismissed on mo- j
tion of Mr. Fonda,

Mr.Fonda, who is a young man, was
injured a year ago last August. He
was crossing the street car tracks at
West Seventh and Walnut streets fop
the purpose of taking an east-boundcar down town, when he was struck
and run over by a west-bound Fort
Snelling car. As a result of his in-juries his left leg and right foot had
to be amputated. Since then, Mr.
Fonda has been obliged to suffer an-
other amputation. His left leg was :

amputated above the knee. He sued i
to recover $50,000 damages.

CAPT. DUDLEY READS A PAPER

On the "Hume Guard," Replete With
Interesting Incident* of the

Day* o» 1801.

companion adding zest to the toast
with the exclamation, "May h»> set
there."

This suggestion meeting with an
equally prompt and cordial response,

Capt. Castle expressed his appreciation
of the same in a few words, in the
course of which he remarked J.hat the
event alluded to was hardly worth no-
tice. "But," added Capt. Castle, "I
appreciate the compliment to myself

personally, and I assure you tlat

wherever Imay be, Iwill alwxys re-

main a member of the Minndso:a ccm-
mandery."

Past Senior Vice Commander Hioks
then presented the newly elected com-
mander, Grevct Brig. Gen. Robert N.
Adams, of Minneapolis. After the ap-
plause had ceased Commander Adams
said:
"Ithank you heartily for your kind-

ness. Inaccepting this symbal of honor
at our hands, 1 do so with mingled
feelings of pleasure and regret. Regret

that this commandery Is to part with
such worthy companions as Gen. Brooke
and Capt. Castle; regret that we shall
no longer enjoy the inspiration of their
genial faces at our future meetings.
Believe me, companions, Iappreciate

this honor, for it is indeed an honor.
Ican say tonight that Iesteem Ita
greater honor to be a commander of
such a body of men, than to be an
earthly crowned king. (Applause). I
trust that this glorious fraternity may
yield to one and all the substance and
the fragrance of a lasting pleasure.

Commander Adams then introduced
Oapt. E. S. Dudley, U. S.A., who read
the paper of ths evening the subject
of which was the "Home Guard Bat-
tery."

Capt. Dudley described, in a remi-
niscent style, events manifesting oppo-

!sltion to the war inand about the towns
jand cities of Eastern New York in 1863,
i especially at the time of the big draft
riots in New York oity. Enemies of
President Lincoln and Sympathizers
with the South were doing all in their
power to spread abroad the impression
that the war was a failure. Union
soldiers, who returned home wounded,
were scoffed ait and abused for fighting
"for abolition and old Abe Lincoln."
Capt. Dudley related an anecdote of
a crippled soldier, who, when told by
a fellowtownsman in sympathy with
the South, that he ought to have lost
his head for going to that aboli-
tion war, promptly knocked the man
down with his crutch. Capt. Dudley
declared that Gov. Horatio Seymour,
of New York state, exerted his official
influence to retard the draft and vetoed
the billto allow soldiers In the field to
vote. ,

Capt. Dudley described his exciting
experiences in Schenectady, N. V., at
the time of the draft riots, when the
mob threatened to descend upon the
headquarters of the provost marshal
and seize the enrollment papers. AnIoutbreak was expected at any moment,

!for Schenectady was the center of theopposition to the war in that portion
of the state. Capt. Dudley declared
that he firmly believed that there was

i a conspiracy organized against the
government and in behalf of the re-
bellion.

In conclusion Capt. Dudley paid an
earnest tribute to the noble women
of the war, who formed organizations
that they might better minister to the
wants and the comfort of the "soldier
boys." These women suffered and
worked at home. They formed the real
home guard.

On motion of Companion B. PWright, the commandery tendered
Capt. Dudley a vote of thanks for this
interesting paper.

Judge L. W. Collins related an inci-
dent that occurred in Minnesota dur-
ing the late war, which illustrated
the existence here of the same opposi- j
tion to the war. Three soldiers who I
had secured permission to go home
to Owatonna to vote, became involved
in a quarrel with some civilians at a
tavern in Rosemount. The next day
one of the soldiers was murdered in
Dakota county by two of the men.
Both murderers were indicted, but theJury that tried one of them acquitted
him. The other was tried some timeafterward, found guilty and sent to
the state prison for life. Subsequently
the widow of the murdered man sued
the acquitted murderer, who was well
off, for $5,000 for causing the death of
her husband. On the strength of thetestimony of the murderer undergoing
a life sentence, the widow recovered
and collected a verdict of $4,500. Soon
afterward all the members of the jury
that acquitted the murderer, were
driven out of Dakota county, save two
of them who had died in the mean-
time.

Commander Adams then called upon
the "old war governor of Minnesota,
Hon. Alexander Ramsey," for a few
words. Gov. Ramsey spoke briefly and
humorously. After a brief address by
Col. Reed, of the Illinois Commandery
of Chicago, the commandery adjourned
not to meet again until next October.

At the business session, the com-
mandery elected Charles Edgar Black-
well a member of the first class.

PAVING ASHC fOVBR CONDUITS.

Street Railway, Will Pwt Both In
Promptly.

As announced in fine Globe yester-
day Mayor Dorab. signed the two
resolutions directing! the street railway
company to pive Fourth street from
Broadway to Seventh street and West
Third street from r Seventh street to
Pleasant avenue, i As to the boulevard-
ing: of Univeaßlty --.avenue, his honor
has decided to veto this resolution.
While not oaring to make publio the
veto message until it reaches the coun-
cil, the mayor fdntiiaates *hat it would
be, in his opinion, ilnwlse to force the
company to boulevwd Its tracks from
Victoria streets to the west city limits
at this time. JThe directing
this to be done, was passed seven years
ago, and ihe mayor holds that, while
itmighthave been a good thingat the
time, it is not treating the street car
company fairly, at this late day, and
In the present condition of financial
affairs, to order the work to be done
forthwith. £he veto message will be
presented to the Ixwurd of aldermen at
the meeting Tuesday might. .
It is claimed that the Btreet railway

company will make no effort to stop
the paving of Fourth and Third streets
with granite, but will comply with the
resolutions and put the portion of the
streets between thielr tracks in shape
at once. It is estimated that $20,000
will have to be spent by the company
to pave, and some of the members of

I the council incline to the opinion that
j the statement that the company will
j pave and retain the pres^ent cable Is
isimply a bluff.

City Engineer Rundlett was preseni-
Ied with a plan yesterday, by the street
| car company, showing the route to be
! taken by the conduits, -which willsup-
:ply the electric power to the Selby

\u25a0 avenue and Hill street power houses
! from Minneapolis. The conduits will
] be laid on University avenue to Dale

The matter «tf the paving of Broad-
waybetween Seventh and T.id streets,
was taken up:by the board of public

Chamberlain, representing the Northern
Pacific railway, advised the board that
the company desired that portion of
the street in front of their office build-
ing paved with.asphalt, and was will-
| ing to pay into the city treasury an
amount equal to the difference between
the cost of granite or sandstone. As-
phalt was desired, for the reason that
it would be impossible to tiansact busi-'
ness in the building if granite was

;used. A. H. Landeke thought the ob-
!jection to sandstone or granite was

s-lmply a whim. He owned property
opposite the Northern Pacific building,
and intended to improve the same at
some future date. The parties doing
business on streets paved with granite
or sandstone, made no objection in
other parts of the:. city to the noise,
and <bevr&s-of the- opinion that the
asphalt pavement cry was «imply a
fad. E. H. Sehurmeler favored granke
or sandstone. The hesurlng -was ad-
journed two weeks, and in the mean-
time the board will visit the offices of
the Great Northern company and as-
certain if the noise from the sandstone
pavement laid in front of that building
on Third street prevents the doing of
business in the offices.

FUNDS FOR YEAR MAY RUN OUT.

Chief Jaekion'i Report on the Fires

of L«u»t Month—No Electrical
Inspector Yet.

Some apprehension was. manifested
at the meeting of the board of fire
commissioners last evening over the
possibility that the fire department
would run short of funds for the cur-
rent y«ar. The contingency of a de-
ficit arise© from recently enacted legis-

lation effecting the collection of taxes.
The expenditures of the department
up to date do not exceed those for a
corresponding period for last year, and,

if the resources at the command of
the department for the,..j*qesen,t year
continue \Xq-,,be the equty^lfnt ..of the
past, thejKnJff, no danger of a pnortatfe.
The following financial statement was
presented by Secretary Hall:

comptroller up to date on the cur-
rent year 66,176 00

| In explanation of the report it was

stated that the amount credited the
department by the comptroller was
small as compared with what the total
proceeds from this source would beduring the course of the year.
It was understood that Chief Jack-

son was to present the name of an as-
sistant wire inspector for confirmation
before the board last evening, but a
discussion as to the manner of appoint-

Iing the resistant inspector caused the
matter to be laid over until the next
meeting*- ,JThere was some doubt ex-
pressed 8» to whether the action of the
council in creating the office of as-
sistant wire inspector had not conflict-
ed with the charter under which the
board of fire commissioners operates,
but this point was not strongly urged
and the position will undoubtedly be
filled at the next meeting. The dis-
cussion generally hinged upon the
status of the proposed wire inspector
in the department, and whether he
should be appointed by the chief or by
the board, or whether either power
could make the appointment without

Itechnically making the inspector a
Imember of the department by regularly
j appointing him a member of some
j company in the capacity of pipeman,

truckman, or driver, and then assign-
ing him to the position of wire in-
spector as special duty. This course
was pursued in the case of Dr. Berk-
man, the department veterniary sur-
geon last year when the board found
it might have possibly been carrying
him on the pay roll without proper
action, and he was appointed second
pipeman on truck No. 4, afterward be-
ing deputized to care for the depart-
ment's stock.

The name of T. D. Varnam, who
passed the highest examination held
to select a wire inspector recently,
would have been presented, by Chief
Jackson last night had the matter not
been carried over, and will go before
the board fGr confirmation at the next
meeting.

The department's old discussion with
Ithe state boiler inspector's -depart-

ment showed itself at the meeting by
the presence of Deputy Boiler Inspec- j
tor McCree, who urged the right of j
the state to inspect the boilers of the'
department engines. This privilege

j was at one time allowed the state
boiler inspector, and the attendant fees
promptly paid, but a recent opinion by
the corporation attorney informed the
fire board that it was competent to
inspect and care for its own boilers
caused it to refuse to allow an inspec-
tion by representatives of the state.

Mr. McCree was given very little
satisfaction by the board, notwith-
standing that he referred to a "test

j suit," and the fact that the opinion
! of the corporation was signed by Carl
I Taylor and had been . dissented from
iby Attorney General Childs. The
i possibility of stopping the engine of
j the department at a fire because they

Ihad not been properly inspected was
Ialso mentioned by Deputy McCree, but
i failed to move the board to more than
Ian incredulous smile.

The report of Chief Jackson showed
a total of fifty-four fires for the month

| of April, five of which were of sup-
!posed incendiary orgin. The total in-
| surance on buildings was $246,040, and \
on contents, $20,864, making the total |
amount of insurance involved $266,904. !

IThe loss on buildings was $3,813.97, and \
\u25a0 on contents, $3,834.95, making the total j
! loss for the month $7 648.92. The !
| amount of insurance over the losses \
j was $259,255.08. The report further !
;stated everything pertaining to the j
department to be in first-class condi- |
tion.
